London, March 7-—Active measures in
retalidtion of the acts of militant suffrag-
ettes are threatened by members of a new
league formed for the purpose of suppress-
ing violent tactics. Every act of violence
pepetrated by the militants, says a league
circular, will be answered by attacks on
private houses or properties of militant
suffragists. |

This league does not quarrel with wo-
men on account, of their desiring the en-
franchisement, ' but because of their un-
warranted criminai attacks upon persons

‘and property. If any member of* the lea-
! gue is summoned for damage done or fined

for destruction while performing the work
of . the league, the cost will be met by a
levy on the members. This levy is very
small in any case, as the membership of

fthe league, which has been in existence
only a few days, is already 500.

Right Honorable R. McKepna, home sec-
retary, has furnished figures showing that

out of fifteen suffragettes now imprisoned,
ten have taken food, one has been fed
by a tube. Another jailed on Wednesday
night, has refused to take food. Seven pris-
oners ‘are in the infirmatory on-account
of illness, two for purposes of observation
and four 'in order to facilitate forcible:
feeding.

The prisoners. since the beginning of the

{year, have numbered fifty-five. Of these,

seven have been released, not in the or-
dinary ecourse, but because they refused
food, four of them having heast disease,
one pleurigy, one tuberculosis, and one a
weak heart.

MORE FIGHTING IN
MEXICO PROBABLE

Sonora State in Revolt—Orozoce
States His Pesition

Fl Paso, Tex., March 7—With the exe
rebels of Chihuahua declaring neutrality
toward the Sonora revolt, the situation in
the western border state yesterday awaite
ed the entrance of federal troops. :

Rallying under the - Constitutionalist
banner and proclaiming state rights, the
new rebels late yesterday not only de-
stroyed the railway north and south of
Hermosillo, but cut all telegraph wires.
This forced the most effective news cen-
sorship from the state capital.

Following the decision of the state aue
thorities to demounce Huerta’s = governa
ment, groups of state rebele last night
threatened the posts of Agua Prieta and
Nogales, on the Arizona border.

“The matter does not directly interest
me,” said General Pascual Orozco Jr.,
when news reached his camp below Juares
that the Sonora state had risen against
Huerta. The former rebel commander im
chief has received no request from the
provisional president to take the field
against the Sonora state troops and it was
said such a request would meet with refus-
al by nearly 1500 troops under Orozco’s
control.

Orozco again made clear his stand to- 5
ward the provisional government at Mex«
fco City declaring he accepts Huerta on
in event that the land grant promises’ of
the Madero revolution will be kept. Or-
azco reiterated his promises that he will
keep his forces in indefinite armistice.

San Antonio, Texas., March 7—Senora
Madero has arrived from Brownsville to
join her hueband, who, with his brothers
Raoul reached this city Wednesday after
a 600 mile horseback ride through Mexi-
co. She denied that she had said her-bro-
ther-in-law, Francisco 1.

Dr. Friedmann, in answer to the attacks
that he had selected just the cases he chose
and no others, said:--“Tuberculosis is a long,
lingering disease and it is just as evident
that the process of healing has to be slow
as the process of destruction is gradual.
I have a cure for tuberculosis, mot for

death.”

The London correspondent of the

awkward position because of their differ-

form. The Witness correspondent says:

" «The party is as much divided as in 1906,
when Mr. Chamberlain first threw the
bombéhell of tariff reform into their midst.
Jn January Mr. Bonar Law frankly admit-
" ted that the difficulties of leadership were
8o great that he and Lord Lansdowne
would have preferred to resign. It is round
the guestion of the tariff that controversy
wages. There are Conservatives who are
free traders—a small minority, it must be
. granted—although the official policy of t‘he
party is tariff reform. Then Lancashire
. Conservatives are opposed to any tariff
" which contains the taxing of food. Con-
| gervative farmers, on the other hand, will
" gupport no tariff that does not tax food.
The opposition front -bench itgelf is divid-
ed. The Chamberlainites, of course, support
“the food taxes; Mr. Bonar Law and Lord
. T.ansdowne incline the other way. The
word ‘incline’ is used advisedly, as the
wiews of these gentlemen are continually
changing. Torn as it is by such dissen-
gions, the tory party could not form a
united government, even if it were called

The News says that there are
two courses open to the city. The first
i “4o build healthful residences for the
! workers and leave the slums to be cleaned
up by the automatic expansion of indus-
{ trial areas, aided by the power of the
‘health department to condemn residences.”
Tt contends that if the city council would
erect good dwellings in the suburbs and
" model apartments in the city, and rent
them at the lowest possible figure, slum
property would lose its ficticious value and
. factories would be erected thereon. The
other course would be to clean up the
' glume and build on the same sites sanit-
ery residences. The latter would be more
. expensive, but would cost very much less
mow than a few years hence. The News
nses strong language in denouncing the ex-
| fsting elums as breeding places for die-
" wmase. and crime, and denounces the own-
ers of such property as “a class of human
wampires who are draining the vitality
from many working people.”
Of the two alternatives which are pre-
sented by the News as remedies for con-
. gestion in Toronto, the first one applies
also to the city of Bt. John. A great deal
\ of the present congested area in this city
{'will eventually be required for business
' purposes, and therefore the expanmsion of
| the residential section should be in the sub-
! urbs. This fact makes it all the more im-
i portant that provision should be made
without delay for a convenient street rail-
! way service extending into the suburbs.

ALLEGED OATH OF
A0, . TAKEN 1P
N BRTSH HOLSE

Mt. Devlin M. P., Ten Years Presi-
dent of Hibernians, Declares
There is no Oath Whatsoever

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Dublin, Feb. 20—The oath alleged by
Unionists to be taken by members of the
Ancient’ Order of Hibernians was the

subject of an animated passage in the
House of Commons recently.

Joseph Devlin, Nationaliet member for
West Belfast, having obtained leave to
make a personal statement, called atten-
tion to a speech delivered by Colonel
Hickman, Conservative member for South
Wolverhampton, in the country recently—
a speech which, he said, reflected serious-
ly on the honor and reputation of himself
and some of his colleagues. In the speech
(Mr. Devlin explained), the Hon. and gal-
lant membe? referred to an oath which he
said he was informed was the one taken
by the members of the Nationalist organ-
ization and of the Ancient Order of Hi-
bersians, the president of which, he men-
tioned incidentally, was Mr. Devlin, the
best orator in the Nationalist party, who
had not been allowed to speak during the
home rule debates because he was too like-
ly to'blurt out the truth.

“In this oath (so read the report of Col-
onel Hickman’s speech) the Ancient Or-
der of Hibernians pledged themselves to
wade knee-deep in Orange blood, and as-
serted that they would consider it no
crime to slaughter Protestants and to de-
stroy their churches. When the people of
Ulster believed that that came into an
oath taken by the Nationalists was it not
reasonable that they dreaded the conse-
quences of a parliament in which they

would be outnumbered by the disparity of

“I have to state to the house,” Mr. Dev-
lin went on, “that every imputation con-
tained in that speech is absolutely untrue,
This is not the first time I have publicly
contradicted these allegations. This oath
has, I understand, been printed and circul-
ated at every by-election in England. Dur-
ing the Crewe. election of July last a leaf-
let was circulated among the electors, giv-
ing this as the Hibernian oath.”

W. Moore (U., North Armagh: — “It
was 80 proved at the Parnell Commission,”

Mr. Devlin added that during the Crewe
by-election he sent a telegram to the effect
that the leaflet embodied an infamous
falsehood, and that there was mot a word
of truth in it from beginning to end. Not-
withstanding that and numerous other con-
tradictions, Colonel Hickman had repeat-
ed the allegation.

“I happen to be president of the Order
of Hibernians,” Mr. Devlin concluded. “I
have once again declared that the whole
thing is an absolute concoction from be-
ginning to end. No such oath is taken
by members of the Ancient Order of Hi-
bernians. I have been for ten years presi-
dent- of the organization, and I have not
even heard of the oath. I go further, and
I say that no oath of any sort whatever
is taken by the members of the order.
There is not a particle of truth in what
the Honorable and gallant member has
stated in his speech. I am eure the house
will be delighted to hear what the Honor-
able member has to say in explanation.”

-Colonel Hickman- assured the house that
in the speech which had been gquoted he
had intended no personal discourtesy to
Mr. Devlin. In his speech he had merely
commented on what he thought to be
matters of public interest and know-
ledge, and he .had stated nothing which,
to the best of his belief, was other than
true. With regard to the oath, he could
say only that ite terms were, as the Hon-
orable member had said, eirculated all
over the country. In common with nearly
all other members and candidates at the
last general election, he was provided with
copies of the oath. He did not remember
whence it came. He would ask one ques-
tion: If this was not the particular oath
that the members of the Aneient Order of
Hibernians took, what was the actual
oath that they did take?

Mr. Devlin said he had already stated
that no oath of any eort or kind was tak-

Promises Legislation in Matter
of Lumber Leases

RESOLUTIONS PRESENTED

Lumbermen of Province Ask That
Leases be in Perpetuity and
Present Strong Case — Bill at
Present Session

Fredericton, March 6—Perpetual leases
wae the keynote of the addresses of Athe
big lumbermen and their representatives
before the executive council and the mem-
bere this evening. H. A. Powell and Sen-
ator Edwards were the principal speakers
for the lumber interests and presented
their arguments carefully and eloguently.

Conditions, as they affected the lumber
business, were contrasted in the provinces
of Ontario, Quebec and New Brunswick.
In this province the mileage is $3 more
than in Quebec or Ontario and the scale
here made the stumpage twice as much
as in the other provinces. Senator Ed-
warde. quoted figures to .prove this.

Both Senator’ Edwards and F. M. Ander-
eon, of the Shives Lumber Company, as-
eerted that there was far more profit when
deals were $9 and $10 than there is today.
Expenses had increased to such an extent
that the industry would never be.as profit-
able again. It was herefore in the in-
terests of the province and of the oper-
ators that the business should be placed
upon a permanent basis by making the
leases perpetual. !

The dependence of- the -lumbermen upon
the banks' and the-fact that the leases in
New Brunswick expired in five years was
another argument why the policy of the
government should be made known as soon
as possible.

Both. Mr. Powell nato
dwelt upon® the difficulty “of iinteresting
capital unless the leases were perpetual.
The former at the conclueion of his ad-
dress presented the following 'resolutions
passed by the lumbermen. at their meet-
ing thie afternoon: 5 ; \

This meeting: of lumber 'licensees of‘ the
‘province and ' their representatives desire
to impress upon the government that the
interests of the lumbermen, the interests
of lumber industry and of the province
all require: 1 4

(1) That the leases of the lumber lands.

of the province should hereafter be in per-
petulty.
- (2) ﬁ'hat.while the interest of the pub:
lic should be safeguarded in the matter
of new and renewal licenses the lumber
lands should be leased with due regard to
the vested interests involved.

ATHLETIC
New Shot-Putting Record.

New York, March 6—One world’s record
went tumbling when one runner, Abel
Kiviat, of the Irish-American A. C., won
both the 600 and 1,000 yard runs, and
Hannes Kolehmainen, the speedy Finn,
dropped out of the two-mile race at Madi-
son Square Garden tomight, where the
Amateur Athlete Union held its annual
senior indoor championships.

The new world’s record was made by
Patrick J. McDonald, the New York po-
liceman, who won the Olympic honors last
summer. McDonald put the 24-pound shot
39 feet 314 inches, nearly five inches
more than his old world’s record made
outddors at Ceéltic- Park eighteen months
ago.

Kiviat was the etar of the evening. His
feat of romping away with the two big
events carried with it a mnew American
record in the 1,000 yards run of 2.15 4-5,
shortening his own record of two years
ago by two-fifths of a second. An hour
later he left at his heels “Ted” Meredith,
the Olympic winner, by inches only in the
600 yard event, with Halpin of Boston a
close third.
