More Facilities Here,
The last excuse offered by those who 

are more or less indifferent to St. John’s 
loss of the mail boat service, is the al­
leged inability of the port to accom­
modate the boats. This is nothing but 
a subterfuge, since Halifax has no such 
facilities as St. John, nor can have such 
facilities as St. John has for five or ten 
years to come.

In answer to a wire to Hon. Mr. Ha- 
zen telling him about the report that 
the Empresses would not call at St. John 
this winter, J. A. Likely on Saturday 
received the following wire:

vertised from St. John. The text of 
Hon. Mr. Foster’s wire follows:

Should Make Hard Fight.
Commissioner Wigmore, while he ex­

pressed himself on Friday as being not 
uncharitably disposed towards Halifax, 
said yesterday that he would also like to 
be placed on record as faithful to the 
doctrine that charity should begin at 
home. He feels that St. John should 
put up a hard fight for the interests of 
the port before giving up hope of get­
ting back the mail boats. The service, 
be maintains, was lost to this port 
through strong influence having been 
brought to bear on the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway.

The full meeting of the Board of 
Trade, open to all interested, which will 
be held in the Board rooms this even­
ing to take on the change in the ar- 
rangement* for the Atlantic mail sail­
ings will be an event of greatest import­
ance to this port.

It will give the citizens an opportun­
ity to show unmistakably their views on 
the matter and will also give an oppor­
tunity for taking steps to fight this blow 
at St. John.

It is probable ttiat at this meeting ar­
rangements Trill be made for a public 
mass meeting on Wednesday evening at 
which the public protest will be regist­
ered in a more formal manner. If this is 
done the city’s representatives at Ot­
tawa and other members from this prov­
ince will be invited to speak.

Mr, Bosworth’s Statement.
That “an arrangement has been made” 

dfliereby the C. P. R. will be either given 
running rights over the Intercolonial 
Railway from Halifax to St. John or 
offered some substantial inducement to 
make Halifax the terminal port for their 
mail boats when ordinary economy 
would point to St. John is the only pos­
sible interpretation of a statement made 
by G. M. Bosworth, vice-president of 
the C. P. R.> to the Montreal Herald.

“It has been the custom of the 
two companies,” said Mr. Bosworth, 
“to call at both Halifax and St.

More than this, an Ottawa despatch 
says that F. P. Gutelius, general man­
ager of the I. C. R., will proceed at once 
with his traffic experts to arrange a new 
timetable and freight rate schedule to 
meet the requirements of the additional 
traffic entailed by the decision of the 
steamship companies to make Halifax 
their mail port.

The government, in response to the 
repeated statement of the owners of the 
mail boats themselves that St. John was 
the more suitable terminal, changed the 
terms of the mail contracts so as to give 
the steamship companies freedom of 
choice. The companies chose St. John 
and published the fact. The decision 
was reversed suddenly and without 
warning. A reason for this change is 
being sought. «

It either means that the steamship 
companies, after reiterated statements 
that St. John was the port most capable 
of handling the mails to the greatest ad­
vantage of the country at large, found 
out in the space of a few days that they 
had for years been laboring under a de­
lusion, or that some very substantial in­
ducement has been held out to make 
them act in direct opposition to the 
plan which was generally accepted as 
the only reasonable one possible.

A few citizens who are indifferent to 
the most vital Interests of St. John find 
consolation in the asesrtion that this 
port, after all, is not to be deprived en­
tirely of the mail service.

After the services the 
cued man held an informal reception 
and it is estimated that tpore than five 
hundred people grasped his hand.

Toshesky slept most all of yesterday 
afternoon and retired again early last 
night, police at all times guarding his 
house to prevent the crowds from dis­
turbing his rest. When he arose today 
he informed his friends that he was feel­
ing fine and declared he would be 
ready to resume work at the mines on 
Monday. Mine officials, however, say 
they will not permit him to go to work 
for several days.

“It’s great to be free again and see 
the. sunlight and breathe the fresh, pure 
air," said Toshesky through an inter­
preter.

When the aggregations of crystals be­
came of such weight as to be unable to 
support themselves froth the roof, they 
fell to the floor of the stope and there 
formed a deposit at least 3 ft. in depth.

The Moose mine is situated in the 
Alma mining district of Colorado 
Mount Bross, at an elevation of 11,700 
feet. At this lofty altitude snow covers 
the ground for ten months of the year, 
and during the remaining two months 
intermittent snow storms keep the tem­
perature extremely low. For this reason 
the mine workings were all in frozen 
ground and stopes of large proportions 
were excavated with no supporting tim­
bers.

We have the repeated statements 
of C. P. R. officials that given their 
choice of ports they can land passengers 
and mail to the various points in Can­
ada more quickly via St. John than via 
Halifax, hence the reason is not to save 
time.

“2nd. We have the published sched- 
of the C. P. R. and Allan lines for direct 
sailings of these steamers from St. John 
showing their intentions to utilize this 
port. This decision was arrived at with 
a full and accurate knowledge of the 
capacity of our harbor and wharves and 
all matters pertaining to our shipping 
facilities. It can therefore be taken for 
granted that lack of accommodation was 
not their reason.

“3rd. The published schedule was ar­
ranged before any conference "had been 
held with the ’Longshoremen’s "Union, 
and, since these conferences, Mr. Gear 
has expressed the opinion that an agree­
ment will be arrived at with the union ; 
so the question of labor trouble was not 
their reason.

“4th. It has already been shown that 
the cost of reaching Halifax is a large 
item, so the question of saving furnishes 
no explanation.

“It is also entirely out of the ques- 
to consider the transport of freight or 
passengers via Digby without car-ferry, 
notwithstanding the Standard’s argu­
ments to the contrary.

“With these business reasons eliminated 
we must seek for some other explana­
tion from either our representative at 
Ottawa or from the C. P. R. From 
whichever source the same is forthcom­
ing, the citizens of SL John are certainly 
entitled to it, fully and in detail. Mr. 
Hazen, if he has the explanation to 
offer, will certainly give it freely to his 
constituents. If the C. P. R. has the ex- i 
planation the citizens of St. John have 
certainly the right to demand the same.

As a staunch and consistent sup­
porter of the government I /im 
vinced that our citizens will have the 
undivided support and efforts of the 
Hon. Mr. Hazen and his colleagues from 
the province in our efforts for equal 
rights. It behooves every citizen, regard­
less of his political convictions, to unite 
in such a protest as that both the C. P.

ONE CLAUSE OF TIFF
Washington, Oct. 4—Officials of the 

treasury department are at sea to know 
what congress actually meant by the 
provision of the new tariff law allowing 
a five per cent reduction- of duties on 
goods imported in Ameriean ships, with 
the condition that the differential should 
not be construed to abrogate or impair 
any existing treaty between the United 
States and a foreign nation.

Literally interpreted, it is declared the 
provision would give a five per cent de­
crease in goods in American bottoms 
and automatically grant the same privi­
lege to the ships of the many nations 
whose treaties with the United States 
guarantee no discrimination between 
their vessels and those of this country.

This construction, which would be a 
horizontal reduction of five per cent in 
the tariff for importations of the most 

! of the great countries of the world, in- 
| volves probably $10,000,000 in revenue 
for the government, creating a deficit 
instead of a surplus in treasury, as has 
been estimated by the tariff framers. 
The question undoubtedly will be re­
ferred to President Wilson and Attor- 
ney-Qeneral McReynolds, and ultimate­
ly will reach the United States Supreme ^

Although his 
cartridge was filled with black powder, 
spectators were astonished to see neither 
smoke, flash nor recoil as he flred, the 
strange long bullet travelling fleet and 
straight to_ the butt instead of execut­
ing a series of irregular bounds, as it 
should have done according to accepted 
holistic laws.

The bullet carried 1,200 metres, but it 
is calculated that with a modem rifle 
it would have carried 3,000 metres.
