II. The Trinity of Persons in the Godhead. It is a fundamental 
axiom of all true Religion, founded i,pon the unerring standard of 
Truth, that the Lord our God is our Lord. But, though this doc­
trine is inviolably maintained by the inspired penmen, they are no 
lews careful to assert a plurality of persons in the Godhead. Then 
are Three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the W ord, and the 
Spirit, and these {Three are One. In the general doxology of the 
Apostles, the Grace cf our Lord Jesus Christ, and the Love of God 
the Father, and the Communion yf the Holy Ghost be with you all, 
the same important truth it plainly expressed. And our blessed 
Lord in his last commission to his disciples, commanded them to 
baptize in the rame of the Father, and of the Sou, and of the Holy 
Ghost. “ Now if the Son of God were not God the Son, if the Spirit 
of God were not God the Spirit, the administration of Baptism in 
their name would be an act of the highest profaneness and idolatry.” 
If therefore a distinct personality, agency, and divine perfection, b# 
in scripture ascribed to the Father, to the Son, and to the Holy Spi­
rit, as they certainly are ; the glorious doctrine of a Trinity of Per­
sons in the uuity of the divine nature, is unanswerably proved. And 
it is a doctrine of the utmost importance to the Church of God : It is 
the ground of all their hopes : It is the foundation on which the no­
ble edifice of Christianity is erected : And the fountain which afford* 
the streams of grace and consolation to tli°.
