THE TRIUMPH MOP. Terrific Showers Add Variety to Dog 
Days Weather—Glam Broken and 
Crops Beaten Down In New Hamp­
shire—Lightning’s Pranks In the 
Vicinity of Boston.

There was peculiar weather in St John 
Saturday and a heavy storm which was 
not experienced in its worst in the city. 
The country people caught it during the 
afternoon, and in many places in New 
Brunswick hail fell varying in size and 
quantity. The storm journeyed through­
out New England on Friday, the follow­
ing despatches giving some idea of its 
nature.

«dated Exchange, Retires to 

are Ground to Die

They Heeded not the Warning, Bat Per­
sisted In Violating the Behring Sea 
Agreement.

Washington, Aug 7.—Captain Coulson 
commanding the revenue cutter Rush, 
reports to the Treasury Department un­
der date of Ounalaska, July 9, that on 
July 6, while cruising to the northward 
of Unimak Pass with hie command for 
the purpose of warning vessels in pursuit 
of seals not to enter Behring sea, he fell 
in with the British schooner E. B. Mar­
vin, Caleb McDougall, master, of Victor­
ia, C. B., having on board twenty-three 
men and all the equipments—raft, etc.— 
necessary for sealing. Captain Coulson 
therefore lowered a boat and sent Lieu­
tenants Newcomb and Cantwell to board 
and thoroughly examine the vessel.

It was then ascertained that the Mar­
vin had been boarded on July 1 by the 
United States steamer Thetis, near the 
island of Unga, and famished with a 
copy of the President’s proclamation and 
the necessary warning was given to the 
master not to enter the Behring Sea for 
the purpose of sealing.

On that occasion the master reported 
that “he had no sealskins on board.” He 
refused to allow the boarding officer of 
the Thetis to indorse on his register the 
fact that he had been notified, and is re­
ported as being otherwise “uncivil.”

On examination by the officers of the 
Rush, two fresh sealskins were found on 
board. The circumstances of the case 
and the evident intent of the master to 
continue sealing notwithstanding the 
warning was considered sufficient by 
Captain Coulson to justify the seizure of 
the vessel.

Lieutentant Quinan was placed on 
board, and the vessel, crew, arms, seal­
skins, papers, etc., were delivered into 
the custody of Lieutenant-Commander 
Mead, U. S. N., commanding the steamer 
Alki, and were subsequently turned over 
to Captain Turner of H. B. M. ship 
Nymphe.

Captain Hooper, commanding the 
revenue steamer Corwin, reports to the 
Treasury Department under date of 
Ounalaska, July 18, the seizure of the 
American schooner La Ninfa of San 
Francisco near St. Paul’s Island on July 
14 for violation of the President’s procla­
mation.

This vessel was boarded in Behring 
Sea and warned by the United States 
steamer Thetis and a certificate to that 
effect endorsed on her manifest She 
had then on board nineteen seal skins. 
Instead of heeding the warning to leave 
La Ninfa remained there until seized 
seven days later by the Thetis. No ad­
ditional skins were found on board. 
Third Lieutenant Johnson was placed 
in charge of the prize, with a detail of 
four armed men, with orders to proceed 
to Ounalaska. The Corwin arrived 
thetELQQ July 16, and will await the ar­
rival of La Ninfa.

On July 18 the United States steamers 
Mohican, Alert and Thetis, and the Brit­
ish ships Nymphe and Pheasant were 
cruising in Behring Sea. The Mohican 
and Rush were at St Paul Island on 
July 15. Eighty sealing vessels were 
known to be in the sea or on their way 
there. Captain Hooper says there has 
been a great deal of fog, which makes 
it difficult to find the sealers; but of 
those boarded the catch hfcs been small, 
on account of rough, windy weather.

New York, Aug. 10.—Norman Camp­

bell, a New York stock broker living in 
Brooklyn, took his life in Prospect Park 
late Saturday afternoon.

Mr. Campbell, who was a man of 58, 
was a member of the consolidated ex­
change since its organization. He bad 
an office in the consolidated building, 60 
Broadway.

Mr. Campbell’s friends say that busi­
ness had been bad with him for months 
past He had been worrying a great 
deal of late over bis financial troubles, 
although none of the members of his 
family understood how heavy his losses 
were weighing on his mind.

Campbell was a stout, fine-looking 
man of average height, and he had al­
ways been a prominent figure on the ex­
change. He had not been over to busi­
ness for'the last three or four days, his 
neighbors say.

He lived with his 
two grown up sons 
South Oxford street, Brooklyn, 
and he walked out of the house at 3 o’­
clock this afternoon, telling his wife he 
was going for a stroll in the park. He 
walked up toward Flatbush avenue and 
entered Prospect Park at the main en­
trance. He was noticed sitting on one 
of the benches on 
slope of the children’s 
ground. It was 4 o’clock when Police­
man McLaughlan saw him watching a 
group of children romping in the grass. 
Campbell was smiling then, and appar­
ently interested in the children’s fun. 
McLaughlan passed Campbell several 
times,and noticed each time that he etiil 
sat in the seat that he had taken first.

Just a few minutes before 6 o’clock, 
after the playground had been deserted, 
Policeman Maxwell heard the sharp 
crack of a pistol from Mr. Campbell’s 
direction. He ran thither and saw 
Campbell’s head had iallen forward on 
his breast, and that a bright barrelled 
revolver was glistening in hisjight hand 
which clutched the weapon with a death 
grip. He was unconscious, and he re­
mained in that condition until he died 
in the Seney Hospital at 7.10 o’clock. t 

A -well worn bit of note paper inclosed 
in a blank envelope was found in his 
pocket, which read as follows :

“ My last wish and request to my wife 
is that I may be cremated when dead— 
not buried—May 3, ’90. Norman Cam­
bell”

Among other things in his pocket 
were the closing quotations on the ex­
change for one day in last December, 
Perhaps these were the quotations on 
which Campbell had suffered.

Shortly after Campbell died bis wife 
arrived at the hospital with an elderly 
man, who said bis name was Campbell, 
too. Business troubles, he believed, 
the cause of the broker’s suicide.

Manchester, N. H., Aug. 7.—A terrific 
thunder shower, accompanied by hail, 
passed over this city about 3.30 this after­
noon.

The rain fell in sheets—nearly an inch 
in 10 minutes—and the streets became 
veritable rivers. Hailstones as large 

as walnuts covered the ground, beating 
down shrubbery, flowers and crops, and 
breaking the glass in skylights.

In many portions of the city the side­
walks and streets are thickly carpeted 
with the leaves tom from the trees by 
the hailstones.

One man at the passenger station was 
badly cutabont the face by falling glass. 
It was the hardest rain and hail storm 
ever experienced here.

LIGHTNING’S PRANKS AT SALEM.

Boston, Aug. 7.—Quite a heavy show­
er passed just northeast from Salem 
about 3:45 yesterday afternoon, just 
touching Salem lightly. About an hour 
later a heavier shower occurred, accom­
panied by thunder and lightning.

A light bolt struck on Washington 
street, but did no damage. Two cars 
were

out. All cars were disabled for a time, 
and horse power had to be substituted.

The rain fell in torrents, and a 
number of streets were washeti out The 
air was heavily charged with electricity, 
and an electric fire alarm was kept con­
stantly ringing.

Terrible Accident to an Æronant and 
Eqalllbrlat at Leeds.

London, Aag. 10.—A balloon accident 

occurred today at Leeds by which a bal­
loonist and parachutist named Higgins 
was killed, and a Miss Devoy had a nar­
row escape from death.

When the balloon was released it 
rapidly soared upward amid the cheers 
of the crowd. A crossbar was attached 
to the balloon, and it was the intention 
of the couple to give a trapeze perform­
ance, and afterward to descend by means 
of a parachute.

After the balloon had risen a short 
distance it was caught in a current of 
air and struck a telegraph pole. The 
couple were sitting on the bar, and when 
the balloon struck the pole the bar 
swayed to and fro in a frightful manner.

Miss Devoy, thinking it would be safer 
to drop from the bar rather than be 
thrown from it, lowered herself by her 
hands, hung for a moment, and then let 
go. The height from which she dropped 
was not great, and she landed on the 
ground unhurt Released from her 
weight, the balloon swung upward, and 
as it did so, Higgins, who still retained 
his place on the bar, became entangled 
in the telegraph wires, and in a flash he 
was swept off the bar and fell, twisting 
and turning,upon a fence, receiving such 
terrible injuries that he died, after suf­
fering for a few moments the most in­
tense agony.

They had Been Held as Prisoners by
the Indians for Twelve Years.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Boston, Mass. Aug. 10.—Calvin Page 
has arrived home from Dakota with his 
two daughters, having recovered them 
from the Chinte band of Indians, in 
whose custody they have been for the 
past twelve years. In 1870 Mr. Page and 
his wife, who had married against the 
wish of their parents, went West, slop­
ing for six months at SL Joseph, Mo. 
There they joined a party of squatters 
and went to Dakota, where two children, 
both girls, were born, and where they 
were soon living in comfort and 
plenty, Mr. Page being the owner of a 
fine herd. They stayed in that section 
some six years, being on friendly terms 
with a tribe of Indians who lived about 
twenty miles away, and who paid them 
occasional friendly visits. The Indians 
appeared to think a good deal of the 
children. One day a party, in passing 
through the settlement, saw the Indians 
and fired upon them, driving them away. 
The next day the Indians returned with 
their war paint on, burned Mr. Page’s 
dwelling and carried the whole family 
away as captives. He was bound to a 
tree, his wife was taken with hysterics 
and
and Ids children were carried away. 
Nearly
was found and released by the cowboys. 
He then joined a prospecting party and 
succeeded in accumulating considerable 
money. Mr. Page returned to Boston 
last April where he found a letter from 
the Indian reservation near Fort Gar­
anti, dated August 6,1888, addressed to 

his father-in-law, in which the writer 
expressed the belief that the two girls 
were still alive in the Indian settlement 
of Urases. Almost frantic with-joy Mr. 
Page obtained the necessary papers, 
visited the reservation and regained 
possession of his long lost children.

NOT OUR FUNERAL. Another Martyr to Science Dies In the 
African Wilderness.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

London, Aag. 10.—An official telegram 
received in Paris from Brazzaville, in the 
French Congo, dated July 15, seals the 
fate of the Paul Crampal expedition, and 
places the young explorer among the 
martyrs to science and exploration. 
Crampel was assassinated on April 9th. 
with Mohammed Ben Said, the Arab in­
terpreter, and two Senegal skirmishers^ 
in the wilderness toward Baghirmi.

Crampel left France a year ago last 
March with the hope of opening up the 
way from the Congo to Lake Tchad 
across an unknown country to the rich 
lands of Baghirmi, Bornon and Sokoto. 
Crampel, who was less than 30 years of 
age at the time of his death, first went to 
the French Congo in 1888 as secretary to 
De Brazza.

Although this last expedition has so 
sadly failed, its results are not unimport­
ant, and his previous career is such as 
to give him his own peculiar place 
among even the great African explorers.

No doubt France would be well 
pleased to have an offensive and defen­
sive alliance with Russia, but it 
remains to be seen whether such an alli­
ance would pay the Czar. France, as a 
republic, stands as the representative of 
free institutions, while Russia is a des­
potism and subject to the control of a 
single man. An alliance between a des­
potism and a republic is not a very nat­
ural one. It is said by some of the 
French papers that this alliance, 
if it has been made, has 
been due to the assent of England to 
the triple alliance. But there is no 
proof that England has involved herself 
with Germany and the other powers of 
that alliance for the purposes of 
defense or otherwise. The visit of the 
Efcench squadron to Portsmouth will be

REGISTRAR DRURY’S DEATH.

An Interesting Sketch of His Life.
Mr. Ward Chipman Drury registrar of 

deeds and probate died at his residence 
on Cliff street at 9 o’clock last night He 
had been ill for about seven months. He 
was a well known gentleman and one 
whose death is heard of with deep re­
gret by his friends and acquaintances.

Mr. Drury was a son of the late CoL 
Drury, who resided at Newlands, on the 
Marsh road. He was born on Feb. 4th, 
1824, and was therefore in his 68th year. 
He was educated at the St. John Gram­
mar School and King’s college, Frederic 
ton, being a graduate at the latter insti­
tution. He was admitted an attorney 
in 1846, and a barrister in the following 
year. Mr. Drury practiced his profession, 
and was also engaged as secretary 
to Chief 
Sir Edmund 
time lieutenant governor of the province. 
In 1864 he was appointed registrar of 
deeds in place of his elder brother Chas. 
Drury, who resigned the office. The 
deceased continued to-hold this, as well 
as the office of registrar of probate, up to 
the time of his death. In 
Drury married Charlotte Augusta, the 
daughter of LL Col. Hay ne, A. D. C., by 
whom he had 11 children. Mrs. Drury 
and all the children survive him. Of 
his family the following are most gen­
erally known: Major Drury
of A battery, Kingston, who ser­
ved in the northwest rebellion ; Frances, 
wife of C. E. L. Porteous, manager 
of the Bank of Montreal at Kingston; 
Hazen Drury, C. E., now engaged in the 
northwest, and Arabella, wife of CapL 
Curtis, R N., now residing in England. 
The other children are unmarried. Mr. 
Drury was one of the oldest members of 
St. Paul’s (Valley) church, of which he 
was for years a church warden. He was 
at one time connected with the 8th Prin­
cess Louise Hussars and held a major’s 
commission in that corps.

RIG CUSTOMS SEIZURR.

Calkin Electric Light Com
Seised For Under Valuation.

Customs officer Bogue made a big haul 
'Saturday morning which may result in 
several thousand dollars worth electrical 
plant being forfeited to the authorities. 
The plant was owned by the Calkin 
Electric Light company 
received here recently from the 
United States. It was entered 
and placed in a bonded warehouse. The 
value of the material was given as $7,- 
000 but it appears that that was con­
siderably less than its real value. As 
far as can be learned the plant was worth 
in the vicinity of $14,000 and was seized 
for under-valuation.

Collector Ruel was asked about the 
seizure this morning. He said that it 
had been made but he would not give 
any information concerning the matter 
at present. Particulars have been sent 
to headquarters, and until word is re­
ceived from Ottawa the whole affair will 
be kept as quiet as possible.

It is said that considerable other elec­
trical apparatus belonging to the same 
company have been seized, bnt no defi­
nite information concerning it can be ob­
tained.
