The Public Enquiry has been 
commented upon to some extent. 
I think that it was the Hon. 
member for Fortune Bay who 
said that he thought all the 
names implicated should not 
be made public. I do not agree 
with hi min that respect. We 
want to keep the public aware of 
what we are doing. We want to 
let them know what we are 
finding as well as we can. We 
are not seeking political kudos. 
We are having these publica­
tions made just to let the peo­
ple know that things are so, and 
that we are doing it to get 
things better. If Mr. Warren’s 
district of Fortune Bay did not 
spend as much money on the 
Doctors’ bils as other Districts 
we want the people of the other 
Districts to become as good as 
the people of Fortune Bay, in 
connection with the public insti­
tutions we find that hundreds of 
people have been coming here to 
go into the hospital where there 
was no room for them. Boarding 
house aftr boarding house was 
being filled with sick patients, 
and the Government had to pay 
the doctors’ bills nd their board. 
It would be very much better 
for them to remain at home and 
await their turn, which has to 
be done in any case.

One word on the unemploy­
ment. Nobody féels more dis­
tressed about people being out 
of employment than do myself, 
and the members of the Govern­
ment. We certainly feel very 
sympathetic. But it is not the 
duty of the Government to find 
employment for every man out 
of work. Let that be clearly 
understood. It is the duty of 
the Government to give every 
encouragement to the industries 
that employ labour. It is not the 
duty of the Government, if they 
find a man out of a job, to give 
him employment. Of course, if 
he is starving they should give 
him assistance. Now in the 
eburse of the investigations that 
have been made we have been 
told that there are not so many 
people badly off as there were 
last year, but that those that 
are .badly off are more badly off 
than they were last year. Now 
it is probable that if the Gov­
ernment were to give such em­
ployment as the Rock Sheds, 
that the people mostly in need 
would not be the people to get 
help at all. We know that the 
people do not like receiving the 
dole, and we do not like offering 
it. But we cannot let the people 
starve and we do not know of 
anything else to do. It is hoped 
to put some men to work on the 
dock when the report is sub­
mitted. This should be about 
the first of April. But, Mr. 
Spaker, it has been remarked 
that the people of St. John’s 
have not the same independent 
spirit of years ago. A number 
of people have lost that indepen­
dence. They have acquired the 
habit of looking to the Govern­

ment for assistance and the Gov 
ernment are being looked to. No­
thing is easier than for the Gov­
ernment to throw out money 
right and left, but as the cus­
todians of th£ people’s money it 
is spent to the best advantage 
of the people of the country.

It was largely on that ac­
count that we did not get very 
much farther than we did, and 
we had to come back and con­
sult our colleagues in the Ex­
ecutive. The result was that I 
wrote a long letter to Mr. Tas­
chereau giving him a description 
in the various interests in the 
Labrador. There was provision 
to be made for the small fisher­
man who goes down in the 
steamer and builds his hut on 
the shore and sells his fish on 
the Labrador coast. Then there 
is the planter who has his plant 
or property down there and so 
on. We pointed out that we 
wanted those people taken care 
of and asked for suggestions 
about it. Mr. Taschereau, how­
ever, put that afeide by saying 
that they would all be looked 
after and enquired as to what 
would be the price. Now it is 
very hard to fix a price, if you 
do not know what you are sell­
ing. It has been submitted to 
me. since we have come back 
from Montreal that the question 
of the boundary line can still be 
taken up again and that Quebec 
will be willing to accept three 
miles from the coast. If Quebec 
would be willing to agree to this 
we might be willing to sell the 
property at a great deal less 
than if the sovereignty of the 
coast were included.

PREPAYMENT OF IMPORT DUTY BY CUS­
TOMS STAMPS ON ADVERTISING MAT­

TER, ETC.

The Honourable the Minister of Finance and 
Custdms, under the provisions of Item 306 (f) 
of the “Revenue Act, 1925,” has been pleased te 
approve of the following regulations respecting 
prepayment of Import Duty by Customs Stamps 
on Advertising matter, etc., viz:—

1. Customs Duty Stamps, for the payment of 
import duties on advertising matter, price lists 
and catalogues, can be obtained in one, three and 
: ive cents each on application to the Deputy Min­
ster of Customs, St. John’s, Newfoundand, or to 
;he Secretary, High Commissioner for Newfound 
and, 58 Victoria Street, London, or to His Ma- 

, esty’s Senior Trade Commissioner, 285 Beaver 
lall Hill, Montreal, Canada.

2. The duty stamps are to be affixed on each 
package for the amounts of duty payable on the 
same, and should be affixed to the reverse side of 
the package.

3. Packets bearing Customs duty stamps on 
arrival at any port in Newfoundland, shall be 
transferred to the Customs, to be checked for 
proper payment of duty and to have the Customs 
duty stamps thereon cancelled by marking same 
with the Customs dating stamp, or other cancel­
lation stamp.

' 4. Item 306 (f) of the Revenue Act 1925 pro­
vides “that on the goods specified in the forego­
ing item and imported by mail on and after July 
1st, 1925, duties may be paid by Customs Rev- 
eue Stamps, under regulations made by the Min­
ister of Finance and Customs, at the rates speci­
fied in the said item, except that on each separate 
package weighing not more than one ounce the 
duty shall be one cent.”

5. The articles specified in Item 306 (e) of the 
Revenue Act are :—

“Advertising Pamphlets, Advertising Show 
Cards, Illustrated Advertising Periodicals ; Price 
Books, Catalogues and Price Lists ; Advertising 
Almanacs and Calendars; Patent Medicine or 
other Advertising Circulars, Fly Sheets or 
Pamphlets; Advertising Chromos, Chromotypes, 
Oleographs or like works produced by any pro­
cess other than hand painting or drawing, and 
having any advertising or advertising matter 
printed, lithographed or stamped thereon, or at­
tached thereto, including Advertising Bills, Fold­
ers, and Posters or other similar artistic work, 
lithographed, printed or stamped on paper or 
cardboard for business or advertising purposes, 
N.O.P”
