‘Washington, D. C., June 29.—The in-
terstate commerce commission to-day
orderéd reductions averaging 25 per
cent. in trans-continental railroad
fréight rates in an important series of
decisions based upon coémplaihts from
Spokane, Portland, the Nevada rail-
road commission and the Salt Lake City
chamber of commerce. The largest re-
ductions are made in rates in terri-
tory from the Pacific coast to the Mis-
souri river.

Following the decision of the com-
mission the railroads interested filed
a petition for a rehearing of the Mis-
souri river raté case in the United
States Supreme Court. The petition
acts as a stay on the action of the
commission until October,
petition for a rehearing will be
sidered by the Supreme Court.

Reductions were made in almost every
case in which Western shippers made
complaints.

A similar decision was rendered in the
so-called Reno case, in which shippers of
Reéno, Sacramento and Utah points com-
plained that they were compelled to pay
Pacific Coast terminal rates.

10 SOOKE LAKE

MORE DATA -ON
THE 'WATER QUESTION

Burwell’s Report to Be Supple-
mented by Another From
Angus Smith

Angus Smith, c¢ity engineer, left on
Tuesday for Sooke Lake to make an
aneriod survey of the country lying be-
tween the Lgke and Leech river, such
data to be handed over to H. M. Bur-
well, so that he may be able to com-
plete his réport for the Citizens’ Water
committee,

Mr. Burwell, in the interim report
which he has already handed to the
mayor, estimates that the cost of bor-
ing a tunnel through the Sooke moun-
tains would be $30 per foot, and in the
opinion ' of almost everybody this
makes the Sooke scheme impracticable.

Mayor Morley is desirous, however,
that further data shall be placed in
the hands of Mr. Burwell, and it is to
this end that the city engineer has pro-
ceeded to Sooke. There have been but
two meetings of the Citizens’ Commit-
tee, and no hope is entertained by any
one conversant with the circumstances
that anything will be done with - the
Sooke project this year.

In the meanwhile the Esquimalt Wa-
terworks Company is busily engaged in
laying its six-inch main to supply the
city. Under the terms of ' its charter
the Esquimalt company must supply
the city with water at the rate of six
cents per thousand gallons, provided,
however, that a clear year’s notice be
given.

On Mr. Burwell's final report being
received a further meeting of the Wa-
ter committee will be held, when some
policy for the improvement of the
water supply of the city may be de-
veloped.

Berlin, June 29.—Heartbroken but
undaunted by the wreck of the aerial
liner Déutschland, Count Zeppelin, its
inventor; announced to-day that he will

j at once comstruct an airship half the

size of the Deutschland, but with a
carrying capacity of forty passengers.

Manager Coleman, of the German
Airship Company which conducted the
trips of the Deutschland, said the fate
of the high liner would not alter the

company’s plans for passengér air
lines,

“No airship of another -type would
hgve dared to ascend in such a win@
as prevail#d yesterday,” said Coleman.
“No other airship could have weather-
ed that hurricane, The problem of navi-
gating the alr In rough weathér was
solved by the Deutschland’s “ascension
yesterday, but the problem of alighting
in rough weather is unselved.

“Our faith in commercial aviation is
unshaken, and we will continue our
plans for aerial passenger lines.”

The Deutschland made the first pure-
ly commercial aerial flights < séveral
days ago. Yestérday's disastroys . trip
was the third of any consequence made
by the big “palace of the skies.” After
remaining on the ground for two days
awalting better weather, the operators
of the Deutschland decided to. brave
the wind and ascend yesterday with
more than & score of reporters aboard.
The reverse rhotor failéd to work and
the big ‘liner was driven before the
wind for'100 miles before crashing to
the ground, near Ibury, an almost total
wreck.

It was learned to-day that three of
thé Deutschland’s passengers weére in-
jured internally when the craft plunged
to earth. While it was still someé dis-
tance above thé Leutbiurger forést a
meémber of the ctew, named Hohen-
stein, Dbecame  panic-stricken and
jumped from the car.

The wreckage of the Deutschland
wag gathered up and shipped to Fried-
erichshafen to-day. . The vessel cost
$300,000, of which two-thirds = was
salved. The balance was uninsured
and will be a total loss. The troops
guarded the wreck 1ast night.

QUESTION OF DUTY.

‘Washington, D.C., June 28.—Sécretary
of the Treasury McVeagh has ruled
that certain importations containing
about 5 per cent. of merino wool and
90 to 95 pér cent. goat hair brought to
the United States oon what are ‘com-
monly called capskins, from South Af-
rica, and which -are of Persian origin,
aré properly dutiable at 3 cents per
pound. The courts had held that such
importations are dutiable at 10 cents a
pound, as merino wool. The Glovers-
ville, N. Y., and other glove interests
were represented at hearing which the
secretary gave on the subject yester-
day. The skins on which the wool come
are used in the manufacture of gloves
and it was ocontended that if importers
were required to pay. the high rate.of
10 cents, it would seriously interfere
with their business.

JURY IN BRIBERY
* CASE FAILS TO AGREE

Out for 115 Honrs But Unable to
Reach Verdict—Récord for
Illinois Court

Chicago, June 29.—After having been
out 115 hours considering the évidence
in the trial of Lee O’'Neil Browne,
charged with bribery in c¢onnection
with the election of Willilam Lorimer
to the United States senate, thé' jury
in the case -reported to-day that it
could not agree upon a verdict.

The jurors ' appeared Ilittle pleased
with their long 'slege behind guarded
doors.

None appeared elated over the
record they had set in the courts of
Illinois, having been out the longest of
any jury in the history of criminal pro-
ceedings in the state.

NEEDS LAND LINE

MANAGER IN CANADA TO
MAKE ARRANGEMENTS

Business Grown So Enormously as
to Render Link Across Do-
minion Necessary

an evér-increasing degree within the
past three years, and is now fulfilling
the service between the chief portions
of the empire that® was hoped for at
1.ts ‘inception.

So great is the volume of business
now offering between Australia - and
the old land that an independent land
line across Canada has become an im-
perative’necessity. Hitherto the cable
company has had to transfer messages
‘to the C. P. R. Telegraph Company for
transmigsion over the continent,/but
it is felt that this arrangement will not
meet the present and future needs of
the gervice.

John Milward, Australian manager of
the Pacific. Cable, arrived on the
Marama and goes through to Montreal,
where he will meet A. S. Baxendale,
London, ¢hairman of thé Pacific Cable
Board, and together they will discuss
with the. officials of the C. P. R. Tele-
graph. Company the leasing of a wire
from YVancouver to Montredl. - Later
Mr. Milward and Mr. Baxendale will
come to the coast and inspect the B. C.
terminal station at Banfield.

Speaking to a Times representative
this morning Mr. Milward stated that
the business of the Pacific Cable has
grown enormously of late and is bound
te increagé to a remarkable degree.
This has made it necessary that the
board secure a land link which will
be 'under its control ‘at all times.

We are told that other pro-
vinces have adopted very similar meas-
ures but that, I contend, is no argu-
ment in favor of saddling British Co-
lumbia with such-a restrictive act.
Moreover, conditions in .this province
are vastly different from those obtain-
ing elsewhere. The act seems to be
based on the assumption that  the
whole world is clamoring at the doors
of British Columbia -begging for its
trade. And this province has less than
half a million inhabitants at the pres-
ent time.

“Mr. Bowser told a deputation which
waited on him in Vancouver that it
was utterly impossible for the govern-
ment’ to avoid the enforcement of the
act after to-morrow. If I remember
rightly the government ‘flouted the law
it made’ in respect to-logging, in re-
gard ‘to wide tires and also made the
Lord’s Day act inoperative. And none
of these measures threatened such per-
nicious effects as the Companies’ act
will have.”

Some very valuable diamonds and
other jewellery were stolen aboard the
steamer Marama, which arrived at this
port last night. There were all sorts of
‘Vague rumors going around last night
in regard to the affair, but nothing
definite could be ascertained, Contrary
to, custom the steamer was held here
from 9 o’clock last night until midday
to-day, but, of course, as she is ahead
of time, no one is inconvenienced. Up
to this morning no arrests had been
made, although it was alleged that a
&ang of crooks had been operating and
that they were known to some of the
officials of the ship.

There seems to be some do as to
‘whether the robbery did not take place
in the port of Sydney before the de-
parture of the vessel. Shortly after her
leaving a valuable case of jewellery,
including some very fine diamonds, was
missed, and, up to the present time, has
not been recovered. The opinion seems
to be general that the valuables may
have been taken ashore at Sydney, or
&t Brisbane, Suva, or Honolulu.

As soon as the rumor had been pass-
ed. around that crooks were at work
dozens of things were lost—and very
&oon found. One lady. lost her rings and
other jewellery, but they were discover-
ed:at the bottom of her trunk, A watch
Wwas reported lost, but was finally fish-
ed out from beneath the mattress of the
bed. A man was caught in the act of
robbing a Jew, and suspiclous charac-
ters. were seén in all sorts of plages)
whiere they should not have beén. The
presence of the ‘‘pugs” aboard and of
a certain number of fight-followers of
doubtfil . appearance heightened the
excitement, which, although. suppress-
ed, was none the less real. Soon people
beégan to lose steamer rugs and pairs
of shoes, tooth brushes and all sorts of
things, and some of them are not yet
found. That is simply a corollery to the
logs of the jewellery and probably none
of the thefts except the big one are
genuine.. One of the passengers stated
last night that a number of robberies
had been committed aboard.

Capt. Morresby, when séen, made
Hght of the matter, saying that it was
natural that on a large steamer with
seyeral . hundred passengers, things
should be Jost. He admitted that there |
W8 a case of jewellery missing, but |
denied that it was on this account the |
steamer was held. His reason was that
tt;gy were giving the passengers an op-
portunity to see Victoria by daylight,
and also.to-give them a dayiight trip
to Vancouver. He admitted that this
was something wholly new on -their
steamers, but did not think it strange.
None of the other officials had anything
to say in the matter except to deny
that thére was any truth in most of

| RECORDS MADE BY

UNITED STATES CONGRESS

Recent Session Get New Mark for
Appropriations and Was Word-
iest on Record

‘Washington, D. C., June 29.—In addi-
tion to spending $1,074,000,000, or a trifie
mere, the recent session of congress
was the wordiest on record. The Con-
gressional Record totalled nearly 10,000
pages and each page contains more
words than the average newspaper
column. This has set statisticlans to
guessing the number of words uttered
by the solons during the session. Fig-
uring that only 6,000 pages were de-
voted to debates and speeches, the
other 4,000 pages to records, the states-
men uttered something like 10,800,000
words.

Bills introduced in the House during
the session numbered 27,065, and in the
Senate 8,800. Thousands of these were
pensions and private claim bills. Of
these intended for the public good, 136
House and 83 Senate bills have become
laws,

The Senate ratified three treaties of
no great importance and confirmed 10,-
800 appointments by the president, who
established a record in the number of
appointments,

The recent session convenéd on De-
cember 6th. The long sessions of the
five preceding congresses ended on May
30th, June 30th, April 28th, July 1st and
June 7th, °

Deaths since the preceding session in-
cluded Senators MecLauren of Missis-
sippi and Johnson of Norh Dakota, and
Representatives Griggs of Georgia,
Loveridge of Massachusetts, Perkins
of New York, Dearmend of Missouri,
and Lassiter of Virginia.

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NO LIQUOR LICENSES
FOR POINT GREY

Clause Regarding Licensing Sale
of Liquor Struck Out of the
Trades By-Law

Vancouver, June 27,—No person need
think of being successful in an appli-
cation for a license to sell intoxicat-
ing liquors by retail, wholesale or other-
wise in the munieipality of Point Grey
while the present council is in office.

Following up the decision of the
license commission refusing an ap-
plication for a license at Eburne twa
weeks ago, the council in considering
the new trades license by-law, struck
out all the clauses relating to licensing
the sale of liquor, The council was al-
most unanimous in its decision, con-
sidering that if certain fees  were
named in the by-law as applying to the
liquor traffic it might be considered
as an invitation to apply for a li-
cense.

The council went into committee of
the whole to discuss the provisions of
the by-law. The following fees were
established for licenses good in é&ach
case for six months:

Billiard " and pool -tabes, §5 each;
bowling alleys and rifle galleries, $5;
hawkers and pedlers (fruit, fish,
meat, milk and vegetables excepted),
$25; laundries, $5; pawnbrokers, $50;
livery stable keepers, $5; auctioneers,
$10; transient traders, $100; astrolo-
gers and fortune tellers, $50;. Cir-
cusses will be taxéd $26 per day. Con-
cert hall and public entertainments
will also be taxed, the fees varying
with the seating capacity and the
period of time they last.

DESIRES EARLY DECISION
_IN TRUST CASES

United States Atforney-General
Discusses Legislation to Pre-
vent Monopoly

Cambridge, 'Mass,, June 29.—Attor-
ney-General Wickersham, in discussing
“The Relation of Legal Educatiom to
Governmental Problems,” before the
Harvard Law. School Association, de-
scribed the growth of federal power as
exemplified in the interstate cominerce
commission,

In discussing the various phases of
anti-trust legislation and prosecution,
Wickersham expressed regret that the
crippled condition of the United States
Supreme court prevented early deci-
slons in the Tobacco and Standard Oil
cases.

“I greatly desired that the cases be
decided early,” said the attorney-gen-
eral, ‘“principally desiring that the de-
cision be clear so that it would afford
a practical standard which while pro-
tecting us against the inevitable evils
of monopoly and attempts to stifle com-
petition, would leave untrammelled the
avenues of legitimate development of
commerce.””

Wickersham expressed his approval
of the railway legislation . passed by
congress, the extension of the power
of the interstate commerce commission
and the establishment of a commerce
court,

WILL BUILD LARGEST
GOLD DREDGE IN WORLD

B

Big Machine to;Be Operated by
Canadian’ Klondike Company
on Bear Creek

Vancouver, June 29,.—Material for the
largest gold dredge in the world is now
being shipped from Vancouver to Daw-
son. The plant will be installed on
Bear creek, at the mouth of the Klon-
dike river. It is planned to have the
hul! of the drefige assembled and the
machinery in place in time to make
some test runs before the end of the
present season, so that everything may
be in shape to start permanent opera-
tions as soon as Bear creek opens next
spring.  The dredge is owned by the
Canadian Klondike Mining Company,
which controls a large area of ground
on Bear creek. All the material enter-
ing into the construction of the hull of
the dredge is being purchased in Van-
couver.

STUDYING INDIANS
OF PrOVINCE

Mr. Curtis Will Spend Two Weeks
in the Vicinity of
Cowichan

Dunecan, June 27.—Mr. Curtis and his
secretary, Mr. Meyers, are travelling
through different parts of British Col-
umbia in a launch studying the In-
dians. They -are at anchor in the
Cowichan river on the outskirts of the
Clem-clem litz Indian village, Mr. Cur-
iisz 1s getting information for a book
on the North American Indians, and
will spend two weeks: in Cowichan.

Mr. Brenton, .who knows the Indian]

languages well, will act as interpreter
and help Mr. Curtis in his investiga-
tions and in collection of Indian
legends from the older Indians. Since
Franz Boaz, a German scientist from
New York, paid this district a visit
some 25 years ago and spent some
months in the Indian villages of Cow-
ichan and the northern part of the
island, no one has made so thorough a
study as Mr. Curtis is doing at present.
For years after the time of Franz Boaz
the Indians objected to again have the
measurement of their heads taken and
refuzed to be studied at!any degree of
nearness. So most of the later books
have been compiled with thuch of this
information taken from Mr. Boaz's
work. J. P. Morgan, the New - York
millionaire, and Col. Roosevelt, are
giving this undertaking the necessary
financial backing and so much original
work may be expected.  The Indian
agent, W. R. R0bertson, will give the
scientists all the help he can.

SOVEREIGN'S
DECLARATION

AMENDMENTS TO =
OATH INTRODUCED

Speech by Premier Asquith on the
Bill—Comments by London
: Newspapers

London, June 29.—Premier Asquith
yesterday introduced the bill to amend
the King's declaration in crisp, lucid
style, briefly surveying the history of
the declaration. He pointed out, curi-
ously enough, that at its inception in
1678, and for years afterwards, it had
nothing whatever to do with accession
to the throne, and the sovereign was
not. required to take it. The declara-
tion was taken by all the members of
both Houses, and these were described
as sworn subjects of the sovereign. In
1700 the declaration was framed for
different purposes and for an entirely
different class of persons. It was in-
troduced to protect the crown. The de-
claration was framed in a time of great
popular excitement, under the belief
that a great conspiracy had been
hatched to murder the sovereign, sub-
vert the Protestant religion and de-
stroy the liberties of the people. No
candid person would deny that circum-
stances in all material respects had
vitally changed since then, Moreover,
Roman Catholic subjects of the crown
had grown enormously in number and
strength, and no one now doubted their
loyalty or supposed their loyalty re-
quired to be hedged around by special
safeguards.

Premier Asquith pointed out the of-
fensiveness of the declaration to the
sovereign himself, It was well known
that the late King Edward found it a
most repugnant duty to have to utter
this - preposterous formula directed
against so. many of his loyal subjacts.
There were other statutes existing safe-
guarding the Protestant faith and Pro-
testant succession to the throne.

Mr. Balfour joined with the premier
in his appeal to defer the inevitable
discussion until the second reading of
the bill. Hé thought the change ought
to. be made if they could absolutely
safeguard Protestant succesgion in or-
der to remove offence to the King’'s
loyal subjects.

Wm. Redmond, who welcomed the
bill, said Catholics would challenge the
statement that steps were considered
necessary to secure the Protéstantism
of the sovereign and Protestant succes-
sion to the throne. The proposed alter-

ation would remove something which
was unjust to members of one church.

Captain Craig opposed the proposal
because the Church of ome was a
temporal as well as a spiritual power.
Opposition also same from Sir C. Cory
Moore, Agar Robartes and Hon. Neil
Primrose, while several other members
in the course of brief speeches gave the
bill their support.

Press Opinions,

The Chronicle says: ‘“The bill seems
likely to be so far non-controversial in
that the opposition, as such, will not be
against it. The government’s policy is
logical and meets a real grievance fully;
therefore it contains a promise of
finality.”

The Daily Graphic congratulates the
government on its courage in attempt-
ing to deal with such a thorny subject.
The comparatively small minority vot-
ing against the bill gives an inaccurate
impression of the opposition, but it is
to be hoped that this opposition will
be concentrated not on the principle of
the bill, but on the wording.

The Daily News says: “The new de-
claration ' is preferable to the older
formula."”

The Leader says there is no guaran-
tee in the old form of declaration, with
all its offensiveness to Catholics, which
is not to be found in the new.

The Daily Telegraph says the pro-
ceedings in the Commons can only be
regarded as a happy prelude to King
George’'s reign and of emphatic ser-
vice to the moral unity of the Em-
pire. h

The Morning Post says no doubt ex-
ists that the bill will pass substantial-
ly in its present form, and it is des
sirable that its passage should be
marked with as little wrangling as pos-
sible.

The Times anticipates more extensive
opposition on the second reading, but
says when taken in conjunction with
other safeguards, the declaration must
surely be felt to afford every security
a formula can give,

The Daily Mail says Premier Asquith
could not have chosen a more favor-
able moment for the bill. Sensible men
of all parties  will welcome the new
declaration.

Lum-
ber and all necessary articles. for con-
struction of permanent regidences will
be. supplied on time and at wholesale
prices.

“With the high wages men can now
earn at our works in logging camps, in
the sawmiill, and 'in the sash and door
factory, if they own their own home
with an acre or two of land, if attend-
ed to in their spare time, they can save
at least half their“wages, and it is a
well known fact that an acre of -the
productive land of thé Kodtenays can
produce from $100 to $200 worth of pro-
duce annually.

. EIGHTIETH MILESTONE'

‘Honored Pastor is Recipient of
General Congratulations From
Citizens e

Hale and hearty, Rev: John Reid, D. D.,
Sr., one of Victoria's: oldest inhabitants,
Monday ‘passed his eightieth mile-stone.
Many of his friends who had learned of
the occasion called upon the reverend
gentleman and submitted their heartiest
congratulations. Those who did not have
the -opportunity of tendering their best
wishes to him.Monday will, the next
time they meet Mr. Reid, clasp the hand
of the old man who has just stepped out
from the septuagenarian age. Since his
arrival in this’ city about 30 years ago he
made numerous friends, both while he was
engaged in the ministty and now that he
is\retired. He is a particular favorite with
the children, always entertaining them in
some way or another. His philanthropic
activities here are unfailing.

Rev. Mr. Reid was born in Kilmarnock,
Ayrshire, Scotland, June 27th, 1830, and
received his éarly education in the schools
of that town. Some time later he left for
Glasgow, where he was trained for the
ministry ‘under .Principal Morrison and
Prof, J. Guthrie, D. D.. In 1849 he was
ordained in the Congregational church at
Cambuslang.

Between ~that time and 1879 Rev. Mr.
Reid occupied pulpits in many cities of
the British Isles. At the latter date, owing
to ill-health, he was forced to leave the
0ld Land for the Pacific Coast. His first
work in Canada was the re-oragnizing of
the First Presbyterian church in this city,
where he remained for several years. In
1881 he returned to England and took over
hig former charge in Burnley for four
years.

Returning to' British Columbia a few
years later he became assistant to Bishop
Cridge, of the Reformed Episcopal church.
Several years ago he retired from the
ministry. Oncé in a while Mr. Reid occu-
pies the pulpit on a special oc¢casion, and
there is generaly a full church to hear
him, as the earnest and simple manner ‘in
which he predaches the Gospel -is* nruch
valued by church-goers.

Dominion to-Oompete. for Big |
Trophy

The D. D.Mann trophy, emblematic
of the amateur lacrosse championship
of the world, will be competed for in
Toronto or Montreal in September, ac-
cording, to the plans.of the trustees,
P. J. Lally, dohn. R. Robertson -and
Fred Killer, who held a meeting in
Toronto a few days ago. At this meet-
ing Joe Lally, the well-known Cornwall
enthusiast, was elected chairman of the
board.

Under the deed of gift the team win-
‘ning the cup shall be compelléd to de-
fend it at the end of each season only,
and against . clubs having -won : the
championship of some recognized la-
crosse agsociation.

The trustees may, in their discretion,
order the defendants to defend the cup
on neutral grounds if for any reason
they.are satisfied the challenging team
or teams may not receive fair treat-
ment on ‘the grounds of the cup hold-
ers, or should their grounds be -not suit-
able for such a match,

The trustees may, if they see fit, de-
cline a challenge for the cup if, in their
opinion, it is not in the interest of
amateur lacrosse to accept the chal-
lenge. .

The trustees qr other duly authorized
‘representatives will have ful] power to
make the mecessary arrangements for
any matcheés that take place  between
the club holding the cup and the.chal-
lenging club or' clubs.

The ‘proceeds of such matches; ‘after
all 'legitimate expenses have been paid,
shall’ be devoted ‘to. such charities ‘as
agreed upon by the trustees, and shall
distribute the amount among the chari-
ties in the town or city where the cup
is held.

Referees will be entitled to legitimate
expenses only, and in the event of any
disagreement as to the amount any
club or' ground owners are entitled to
for expenses, the trustees shall decide
the question, and may ordeér the match
to be played 'elsewhere than on the
grounds of the defenders.

It is distinctly understood that this
trophy is to be competed for by ama-
teurs only.

It is expected that Winnipeg will
send a team east to compete for this
cup this fall, and it is hoped that the
giving of this cup will meet the end
which Mr. Mann ‘had in view when he
donated it, namely: The encouraging
of amateur lacrosse throughout Can-
ada, on the same lines as the Allen cup
is developing and encouraging amateur
hockey.

THREE MILLION EACH

Pacific Mail Steamship Co. to
Build Two of Largest and
Most Modern Ships

San Francisco, June 28 —The Pacific
Mail Steamship Company is to improve its
trans-Pacific service by building two new
vessels to cost $3,000,000 each. They will be
of the most modern type and as luxurious
as any steamship on the Atlantic.

The new boats will be modelled aftér the
steamship George Washington, of the
North German Lloyd line, which is said
to be the best type of architectural mag-
nificence afloat.

The new steamers are to be 650 feet in
length, with a 70-foot beam and a maxi-
mum draught of 33% feet. They are to
have 38,000 tons displacement, a dead ton-
nage weight of 8,000, and combined space
measurement and tonnage of 22,000.

There will''be ample quarters for 500
cabin passengers, 150 second-class passen-
gers and 700 in the steerage.

OF DEUTSCHLAND

BIG AIRSHIP DRIFTS ~
HELPLESS IN STORM

Engine Breaks Down and the Pilot
Loses Control of Zeppelin
Dirigible

(Times Leased Wire.)

Dusseldorf, June 28.—The aerial liner
Deutschland, with 20 newspaper ' re-
porters aboard, sailed from; here to-day.
For a time it appeared probable that
the trip would have to be postponegd
because of variable weather. The air-
ship has been lying in the shed here for
three days owing to storms, and many

passengers who had Dheen 'booked for
voyages were becoming -disgusted at
the uncertainty ef; aerial travel.

Predictions were freely made that the
Deutschland would prove a gigantic
failure, but the officers of the com-
pany are sanguine of ultithate success
of the venture. s

Helpless in Storm.

Dusseldorf, Germany, June 28.—
(Later.) — Helplessly = adrift before a
heavy gale the aerial liner Deutsch-
land, with 20 reporters aboard, became
unamanageable to-day.

When last seen the Deéutschland was
being driven before a high wind over
Osnabrueck, which is nearly 150 miles
from Dusseldorf. The Deutschland was
supposed’ to descend in 'two heurs, but
it has already been aloft ten hours.
When the wind arose the pllot was
unable to return as the manoeuver
motor was broken. Attempts were made
to land at Dortmund and Muenster, but
both times the plan was abandoned as
too dangerous.

Messages has been sent broadcast
and troops have been ordered to be in
readiness to give assistance after the
Deutschland alights.

Reported Wrecked.

Berlin, June 28.—The Zeppelin pass-
enger airship Deutschland was wreck-
ed near Iburg, West Germany, accord-
ing to a dispatch received here this
evening.

The Deutschland was driven before
the wind for many hours while the
storm raged. The engine was broken
and it was impossible for the vessel to
manoeuver in the wind.

Iburg, where the Deutschland came
to earth, is in an isolated mountain
region 100 miles east of Dusseldorf. No
details of the descent have yet been
received.

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PARI-MUTUEL AT
THE JULY RACES

PRESENT SYSTEM OF
BOOKING IS TOO RAW

Patrons of Country Club Should
Be Freed From Big Per-
centages

The horses will be back here on July
23rd, according to a report issued this
morning, and will race at the Willows
.for six days. by which time
toria Country Club can make arrange-
ments to instal the pari-mutuel betting
machines at the track.

If we are going to have horse racing,
say they, and as it is legalized by Do-
minion, provincial and civic authori-
ties, it is apparent we will have it,
therefore let us have the best at the
most moderate expense.

The best racing is now done under
the pari-mutuel system. The book-
making as made at the track last week
Is a too-sure-thing gamble against the
betting public. The percentage is  too
great. The book makes a percentage
book and the mutuel does the same.
'With the mutuel the public is against
ten per cent. at the most, while with
the open book the public is against
anything up to 240 per cent.

The evils of the open bhook are as
follows: The public. does not make the
favorite. The opportunity of a book-
maker, after having - taken public
money, to get into league with an
owner or a jockey is too great, for the
gafety of public money. The  public
does not_play its fancy (which is the
true sport), but gets in on a gamble.
Beeing money played on certain horses
the public, knowing nothing, rushes in
blind. .- The public does not learn to
size up the horses and become a judge
of horse-flesh, and consequently ob-
gorb the more sportsman-like side of
the sport. It becomes just a thing with
a ticket. But the great fault of the
bookmaking system is the odds. The
exhibition of booking at the Willows
last week was on certain days of the
very worst kind, and the - eight .and
nine books were making as high as 200
per cent. books. Twice as much money
as the books paid out, they, on .the
figures on their boards, retained in
their own hands. This money went
out of Victoria partially. About $1500
B day was paid to the Victoria Country
Club, for booking privileges, and this
was paid away to the winning owners,
who spent most of it here.. But there
Is a considerable sum that went ' out of
town.

With the pari-mutuel, this extra
money would be saved to the people of
¥ictoria, on this principal. The  club
running the “tote” deducts from : five
per cent. to ten per cent. for expenses,
to pay the purses and salaries of ithe
meet. The ¢omplete halance “of "the
money bet is returned to the betting

ublic, in winning dividends, That,

esides the impossibility of rigging be-

tween books and owners or jockeys, is
why the mutuel system is the betting
plan to be adopted here.

The public pays for everything. It
pays for its car-fares and its shoes. Tt
s ridiculous to assume that it .does not
pay for its horse-racing. Horse-racing
at the Willows cost $1500 a day In
purses and salaries last week, and the
horsemen wheo came here did not pay
it. The public paid it to the books and
they paid it to the club. which. paid it
to the owners of winning horses. But
Victoria originally found the ''money,
and if it is going to pay for its horse-
racing article, should buy the hest it
can. It also paid those nine book-
makers, with their forty-five men,
board at the Empress hotel. for the
week (where the Victoria betting pub-
lic itself cannot afford to live). Now
the cost of .the Empress hotel bills and
the bookmakers’ personal profits can
by the pari-mutuel system come right
back into the pockets of the Victoria
betting public, and that is where it
should be.

The Victoria Country Club will, un-
der the Miller bill hold another meeting
here during July, and there is ample
time for Manager George Fraser and
Secretary J. E. Smart to get into com-
munication with the east or with the
racing people at Lexington, Ky., where
the pari-mutuel is being used, and se-
cure a full and complete plant, with
details of operation and expense and
have the same ready for operating here
when the meet takes place.

It was rumored when the late meet
was proposed that the club would have
the “tote” installed. The manager,
however, said he was unable to get the
machines made in time, and was short
of operating officials. If the club took
into reason the idea that the percent-
gge might not have amounted to
enough to run the meeting at a profit,
the reception given the horses last
week in the betting ring, will dispense
with that idea.

Jast-Saturday afternoon there was,
betting
sheets, nearly $50,000 bet into the ring
by the Victoria public. This sum is
computed from figures supplied by men
in the bookmaking business at the race
track. The pari-mutuel club percent-
age on this sum would be between $2,-
500 and $5,000, which is more than  the
money paid for booking privileges for
the day.

Let us have thé pari-mutuel, say the
horsemen. There was general disgust
last week among the men who under-
stand racing, at the books made on the
track, and these are the men who will
uphold races here, make them popular,
or otherwise, in the future, and if the
Victoria Country Club is going to re-
main an active body it has just got to
make the races as popular and as clean
as it is possible in any part of the
world. Outside of the bhooking last
week, the meeting was well conducted.
There were two possible cases where
unfair tactics were meant, but in both
cases the jockeys were changed at the
last moment, and in both cases the
horses won. However, the bookmak-
er’'s day should he done, and the pari-
mutue] should be here at the meeting
next month. If there is a possibility in
the minds of the club officials that the
mutuel would not pay, then let the
Vietoria Country Club take a chance in
the gamble itself, like everybody else,

C. P. R. BUYS HULK
FOR COAL CARRYING

William H. Case Will Often Come
to This Port With Fuel for
Fleet

The C. P. R. has recently purchased
the hulk William H. Case to be used
for carrying coal to Victoria and Van-
couver from the mines, for the coaling
of the ferry and other steamers. The
boat was built at Scotland, Maine, in
1878, and was originally a fine barquen-
tine. While a new vessel she was dis-
masted in a gale and was then rigged
as a barque. After a rather unfortun-
ate career as a windjammer she was
converted into a coal hulk at Seattle,
from which port she is being brought
to British Columbia.

Formerly the coaling was ‘done by
the steamer Otter, but for the summer
months that steamer has been charter-
ed by the Pacific Whaling Company,
and scows were used for the transpor-
tation of the fuel. These have not prov-
ed very satisfactory, with the result
that the hulk has been purchased. It
is understood that a hulk tows much
easier than a scow, but on the other
hand there must be a manraboard the
hulk to steer, something which is not
required on a scow.

EXPLOSION KILLS FIVE.

Eleven Others Sustain Injuries When

Bringing Very Large Cargo of Ori-
ental and British Goods to
This Coast

She has on board over 12,000 tons of
freight and over 300 Chinese passen-
gers, all of whom will debark at this

The cargo consists of large consign-
ments of new crop tea, raw silk, mat-
ting, rice, gunnies and curios from
Oriental ports, and a large amount of
steel pipe and general European cargo
for Victoria, Vancouver and Puget
Sound.

QUESTION OF INDIAN
TITLE TO B. C. LANDS

Rev. A, E. 0’Meara Addressed a
Small Gathering at St. An-
{ drew’s Church

Bishep Perrin presided at a sparsely-
attended meeting in the school room of
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church on
Tuesday, which had been called for the
purpose of discussing what policy
should be pursued in dealing with the
Indian land question in British Colum-
bia. Rev. A, E. O’Mara was the speaker
of the evening, and there was but little
discussion at the conclusion of his ad-
dress. No regolution was passed.

Much of Rev. Mr. O’Mara’s address
was along the lines of a lecture which
he delivered in Vancouver some time
ago, He contended tnat 2 proclamation
of George III. had protected the In-
{ dians in their rights, and that these
| rights had not been forfeited by the
occupation by the whites. It was shown
by a report made by the department of
justice in 1875 that the Indians had
never made any cession of their terri-
torial rights, There was nothing to
show.. that the Indians were wards of
the Deminion government. In British
Columbia the government had no.trea-
ties with the Indians. The present'issue
was one between the Indian tribes and
the provincial government, and the
matter should be decided from  the
standpoint of justice,

The attendance being less than a
dozen there was no debate at the con-
clusion of Rev. Mr. O’Mara’s address,
and the meeting closed with prayer by
the bishop.

STEAMER RUPERT CITY
WILL CARRY COAL

Chartered by Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company for Alaska
Trade

Mackenzie Brothers’ steamer . Rupert
City has been chartered by the Pacific
Coast -Steamship Company to carry coal
to Behring Sea from Nanaimo. She is
to have a considerable portion of her
housework removed before re-entering
the cargo trade.

During-the past few years the Rupert
City has had a checkered career, Be-
fore coming to ' 'these waters she was

to Mexico. When this trade was stop-
ped by the Mexican government she
was laid up at Hongkong for about.two
years. She was then: chartered, and
afterward purchased, by the: Macken-
zie Steamship Company of Vancouver.

Entirely remodelled and refitted for
the passenger trade; she was put. on:thg
Prince .Rupert run. Last winter she
was laid up, but in the spring she re-
sumed the Prince Rupert run, until the
arrival here of the new Grand Trunk
steamer Prince - Rupert. There have
been numerous negotiations for her
purchase by various interests, but none
of them could be brought to a mutual-
ly satisfactory  conclusion.

IMPROVING RAILWAY.

Phoenix, June 28.—The Canadian Pa-
cifie railway .between. Phoenix and
Eholt is now the scene of great activ-
ity, the grading and laying of new
track having been commenced this
week in earnest. Over one ‘hundred
men  are employed.  The entire ten
miles: of track is being raised from
eight to ten -inches, the material for
grading and ballasting being brought
from a gravel pit, one mile west of
Eholt on the Greenwood road. ‘The old
stedl is being replaced by new 80-pound
rails and the new work is expected to
cost upwards of $20,000.

Three work trains are operating on
the grading, which will be completed
before the laying of the track.

When the improvements now under
way are completed the troubles of the
local crews will be minimized and the
Canadian Pacific outlet from Phoenix
will be one of the best roadbeds in
the mountains,

WIRELESS IS NOW
- MADE COMPULSORY

Steamers Plying to United States
Ports  Must Be Fitted 'With
Apparatus Within Year

A Washington dispatch reported here
through the local office of the United
Wireless Company says that President
Taft.has signed a compulsory wireless
telegraph bill, which will have the ef-
fect of compelling all American steam-
ers to carry the wireless. It will also
be compulsory on all steamers making
regular calls at American ports, whe-
ther American-owned or not.

The new regulation does not go into
effect ‘at once,” one year being allowed
steamers in -which to comply with the
order. It will apply -to“all ‘steamers
licensed ‘to’ ecdrry fifty passengers or a
crew 'of ten men.

The action of the United States is
simply one more step towards making
wiréless’ ‘compulsory * throughout the
world. The safety of passengers is al-
ways the first consideration and now
that the system has been proved to be
so effective it  will soon be universally
used.

The new regulation which the presi-
dent has signed will probably reach
such lines as the Blue Funnel, the
Bank and Australian Mai] lines, and
others plying in these waters and which
at . present are not fitted with this
very necessary adjunct to successful
navigation.

James Richaxds Admits Keeping
More Than Four Horses in
Stable But Will Fight

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

“No.person shall keep more than four
horses. or more than four” cows on his
premises,” says clause 2 of by-law No.
501, which is intended to ‘‘prevent and
remove” - nuisances. in the residential
district. The third clause adds that®the
by-law. does not_affect the portion of
the.city within the fire limits, and that
when “any divergence or difference he-
tween the terms of any previous by-
law and this by-law shall be found to
exist, the regulations in this by-law
shall prevail.”

The penalty for a breach of the by-
lay shall not exceed $200.

Although the by-law was passed in
March, 1907, this clause has seldom, if
ever, been enforced, probably because
the -city officials have looked upon it as
“shaky.” Now it is to be tested by the
prosecution of James Richards, who
mdintains a clean and sanitary stable
at Spring Ridge, which houses thirteen
more. horses than the by-law allows.

J. A, Aikman appeared for Richards

in, the police court on Wednesday and
announced that lie would attack the
by-law. and also the ‘ability of the
council to pass such a restrictive meas-
ure. He said that the Municipal Clauses
Act did not, in his opinion, grant any
such power to-a municipal body. For
his client he admitted that more than
four horses had been kept in the stable.
There will be no contention regarding
the facts, and Mr. Aikman was given
time to prepare a case against the by-
law.
" Mr. ‘Aikman did not promiss to at-
tack the “English as = she is writ”
which characterises clause 2, where it
is 'stated that ‘‘no’ person” shall keep
more than four horses or cows on ‘‘his”
premises,

They have no
jobhing -houses/here and are supplied by
the jobbing houses .of Saskatoon and
Regina, -although in past seasons they
have had mixed carloads of B. C, fruit.
Coombs & Co., Rogers & ,Co.,. A, F.
Purdy & Co.,.and Mandell & Co., all
deal largely:in -fruit, co-operating to-
gether sefietimeés ini the buyig o the
same., A.few. B. C. strawberries came
iniheré .from B. C.,; but.it is a long and
expensive trip. They have to go over
two roads to reach here, costing via
Kirkella $4 per hundred pounds; via
Regina $4.15 per hundred pounds, but
they couldPnot co-operate and handle
mixed_ carloads .of fruit by freight at
this point successfully. This morning
before leaving I saw some Vashon Isl-
and strawberries, came in from Winni-
peg, arrived soft and mouldy.

High Standing in All: Subjects—
" Bishop MacDonald Speaks
on Education

His Lordship Bishep . “MacDonald
made a plea for greatér simplicity in

‘courses of study in a short address at

St. Ann’s Academy commencement,ex-
ercises -Monday -afternoon. -In a, force-
ful: address his lordship dealt. with the
effect of education on charaeter and of
character upon religion.

Education, he said, was .really a
drawing out and not a-putting in. By

'that he meant that it developed the in-

nate faculties and did notsolely mean
the acquirement of information. In the
present day, when sciences -were reach-

. ing out so far, there was always a

danger of attempting more than was
possible. Moreover, it appeared to him
that ‘the true meaning of education
was being lost sight Qf The bane- of
modern ‘education was the multiplicity
of ‘subjects, through which the student
was led to grasp at the shadow of su-
perficial knowledge and to miss the
substance sought. In nineteen years of
teachinghe had learned that ‘it was
better for the student to learn a few
things well than to become “Jack of all
brains ‘and ‘master of none.” Méntal
food must ‘not be too varied or it could
not be easily digested.

The chief aim of education, however,
continued' his lordship, “wak to build
up - character rather than to simply
train’'thé ‘mind. He thought -that all re-
ligion was reared upon'character. His
lordship ' read two extracts, one from
the writings of Governor Marshall, of
Indiana, and one from the pen of *a
white-haired - than  in-the .Vatican,”
dealing with this phase.of his address,
and concluded by exhorting his hearers
to miake religion their greatest aim.and
highest - ambition,

The' exercises: were held. in the fine
new;y assembly. hall, and the pupils,- at-
tired -in ~white: and : :bedecked -with
flowers, presented & pretty  sight as
they’'grouped in.the galery. There was
a wvery large attendance;: the hall being
packed to the doors when the proceed-
ings commenced.

FIGHT OVER CAR
FARES AT TACOMA

Conflict Between City and Street
Bailway Company—Number
of Arrests Made

(Times Leased Wire.)

Tacoma, Wash., June 28.—Policemen
are riding on every car from the ten
cent fare zone of the street car com-
pany to-day to see that conductors and
citizens do not fight over the five cent
war now on.

The action of Mayor IF"awcett in put-
ting men back on the cars after they
had been ejected by the company for
not paying two fares into the city
yesterday precipitated a crisis.. The
street railway company rushed its ap-
peal-to the Supreme court. The offi-
cials then filled the Fern Hill cars with
extra conductors and inspectors to
oust citizens who refused to pay the
extra niekel. :

Citizens called on City Attorney
Stiles and asked whether they had a
right to resist ejectment after having
paid their five cent fares. The attor-
ney told them yes and they went back
and it was a pitched battle all even-
ing between citizens ‘and street car
men.

City policemen were on hand to
make ‘arrests whenever a blow was
struck and six were taken to police
headquarters. By superior numbers
the citizens practically carried the day
and few paid the extra nickel.

To-day the company tried a new
dodge. It refused transfers to those
who paid but five cents. Practically
everyone is to-day going for five cents
excepting women and children who are
forced to pay double.

The people are more determined than’
ever to pay but five cents and every-
one molested by the street railway in-
spectors is preparing. a lawsuit for
damages.

Y. M. C. A. MAY BE

ESTABLISHER AT VERNON

Proposal Regarding Use of Old
School Building Submitted to
‘Board of Trustees

Vernon, June 27.—Mayor Husband
was present at the last meeting of the
school board and introduced a matter
of some importance, and which, if suc-
cessfully launched, will, Trustee Har-
wood said, be alldsting credit to the
mayor and present administration.
Mayor Husband said that of late,- and
more . especially during this, his year
of office in connection with police court
cases, he had had brought to his mind
very forcibly the néed of a Young
Men’s Christian Association in this eity.
There are a large number of young|
men around the town whose homes are
not here, and the only places which
attract them are the hotels, where they
frequently get into trouble, and’which,
at any rate, they would do better not
to frequent. As the trustees would
soon have a building for which they
would have no further use, His Wor-
ship came to hear their views on this
matter, and thought that if the
money sufficient to equip and run a
Y. M. C. ‘A, would be forthcoming,
the building could not bhe turned to
a better purpose.

All the trustees fell in heartily
with the suggestion, and so express-
ed themselves.

Chairman Harris in his remarks men-
tioned that there is a Y. M. C. A, at
Summerland, and he thought it was up
to Vernon to exert a little effort to
start an association here.

Trustee Harwood remarked that the
trustees will soon have a building
which will be of no use to them, being
either the present public or High
school, according to whichever will be
used for High school purposes. The
present public school, he said, will cost
a considerable sum to get into good re-
pair. He was heartily in accord with
Mayor Husband’s suggestion, and
would much rather see the . building
devoted to such a purpose than be dis-
posed of. 3

S. Polson spoke of the present
High school building as being in every
way suited to the requirements of a
Y. M. €. A, and the fact of it being so
close to the park made it even more
useful. He would hold up both hands
for having the building given over to
the council for Y. M. C. A. purposes,
He was still of the opinion that an ar-
tificial lake could be constructed in
the park, and this would in a measure
save cost in the equipment of the
building in the matter of swimming
baths. 5

There was some little talk as to the
ownership - of - the ‘property, and. the
procedure to be gone through in order
to convert: one: bf -the s¢hvol buildings
intoa Y. M. C. A. Mr. Highman stated
that the control of ‘the building is
vested in the school board, and he
maintainéd they should- still control it
and not. let pags-out of*their -hands any
rights which they hold, and was of the
opinion that the "building should be
leased or rented.

Mayor Husband stated that it would
of course “‘take ‘a’ godod deal of money
in order- to properly equip and run the
institution, and the people would have
to dig. down deeply into their pockets
in order to launch. a, Y, M. C. A.

Having now presented the matter to
the school ®board, and. hayving their
unanimous approval, His Worship pur-
poses to call a public meeting at which
the matter can be presented to the
ratepayers.

T. ¥, McGUIGAN DEAD.

Was First-to Hold Office of City Clerk
in Vancouver.

Vancouver, June 28.--Thomas F. Mc-
Guigan, one of the oldest residents of
the city, and for many years city clerk,
He was-the first to hold
