The British schooner Esmeralda arriv­
ed at Hongkong on March 9th, after a 
most sensational voyage. The Esmer 
aida trades between Yokohama and 
Marianna Islands, and was taking a 
cargo of copra to Yokohama. She left 
Pagan Island on December 27th and on 
January 6th she was within one day’s 
run of Yokohama when a storm sprang 
up' The storm increased in fury, and 
about 11 o’clock in the morning a huge 
sea struck the craft, lurching her 
and shaking the foremast out. The mast 
xvas hurled about the boat with every 
roll, but the fore stay and the jumper 
stay prevented it from going over board 
and the crew were in great danger of 
being struck, as it was impossible then 
to get the loose mast under control. To 
make matters worse the main topmast 
snapped and in its fall smashed through 
the hatch, but happily the damage 
not very serious, and then the main 
boom gave way and was carried aft, 
and in its career it smashed the spokes 
of thé steering wheel. After much ex­
citing work the crew managed to get 
both the foremast and the mainmast 
over board, as this was deemed the 
xvisest course to adopt as the sides of 
the vessel were threatened every minute 
xvith destruction, 
quite dismasted; the gale continued, and 
the sea. was altogether too rough to ad­
mit of the» rowing boat to be lowered. 
It was' also impossible that day to put 
up jury masts, and the vessel drifted 
before a westerly wind. On the follow­
ing morning the xveather calmed some­
what, and the crew managed to erect 
a jury foremast and a jury foreyard out 
of the wreckage, and to make a square 
sail, but even then the gale was too 
strong for them to make headway 
against it and threv were driven further 
out to sea. A xveek passed by before 
the crew were enabled to rig a jury 
mainmast, and in the interval they had 
been travelling further and further 
away from land. The makeshift masts 
and sails were practically useless to 
them as the wind continued to blow 
hard from the west and the vessel 
drifted before it in an easterly direction, 
and it was impossible for the crew to 
have any other but very gloomy fore­
bodings for their future fate.

The 
copra that these poor fellows had to eat 
xvas evil smelling stuff, and age had 
turned it rotten; even a starving pig on 
board refused to put his snout to it 
some days before the crew were driven 
to it themselves. The sufferings of the 
crew were indeed heartrending. They 
xvere in a half famished condition; they 
suffered thé agonising pain caused by an 
insufficiency of food, and death from 
hunger appeared certain. They had 
some fresh xvater on board, but of this 
they could only obtain a cupful a day.

It was not until the 1st February that 
they got an east wind and their hopes, 
which were then almost at vanishing ers 
point, became higher. The jury masts 
and sails at last proved useful, but 
there was an immense space between 
them and Hongkong, for which port 
they resolved to shape their course, as 
they had been drifting on an 
fifty miles a day.

CREE INDIANS.
Helena, Mont., April 

Canada has taken official action in re­
gard to the Cree Indian matters. The 
present outlook is that all Créés in the 
United States will be deported within 
the next four weeks. Governor Rickarts 
has received a letter from A. T. Trai- 
gett, commissioner of Indian affairs for 
the Northwestern Territories, to the ef­
fect that his government was willing to 
take charge of all the Cree Indians, 
and requesting the |ime to be delivered 
to him not later than May 1st. As 
matter of international affairs, Governor 
Rickart sent Mr. Traigett’s communica­
tion to Secretary Olney with a request 
that he accent the Canadian govern­
ment’s proposition. This Indian matter 
has been under consideration since 1885. 
The Cree Indians are charges of Can­
ada, having no reservation of their own. 
They roam over the country and have 
spread smallpox over Montana several 
times.

It was a public 
proclamation to «Manitoba that the gov­
ernment were going to force this bill 
through whether Manitoba agreed to a 
settlement or not.

Sir Charles Tupper said there were 
only a few days left of the session and 
if the bill was suspended there was no 
means of settling the matter before the 
general election. If this was an ordin­
ary session the reasons against proceed­
ing would be good. As it was, everyone 
who wanted to put an end to this ques­
tion would pass the bill.

Mr. Charlton argued that this mori­
bund parliament with members scram­
bling for office was incompetent to deal 
with this question.

Col. O’Brien pointed out how the gov­
ernment had wasted the session and 
pointed to the British parliament where 
important government measures were 
ready when parliament met. This bill 
was not moved to the second reading 
for two months after parliament met. If 
they proceeded with the bill it would 
excite the suspicion that the government 
were not sincere in their negotiations.

Sir Richard Cartwright referred to Sir 
Charles Tupper’s declaration that the 
passage of this bill would settle the 
question. The contrary was the fact. 
The bill was not intended to settle any­
thing and the crisis they had seen in the 
ministry showed it to be the result of a 
compromise between the two wings of 
the cabinet. He asked Sir Charles Tup­
per if he understood him to say he fear­
ed the negotiations would fail.

Sir Charles Tupper—I did say I feared 
Lhese negotiations might fail.

Sir Richard Cartwright—I am sorry.
Sir Charles Tupper—That is my opin­

ion. I am afraid these negotiations will 
fail.

Sir Richard Carwright—I am sorry to 
hear it, and it is early for the hori.’ gen­
tleman to say it. Aftër a few days’ 
conference the secretary of state an­
nounces virtually that the negotiations 
have been a failure.

Sir Charles Tupper—No. no; I said I 
had a great fear and so I have.

Sir Richard Cartwright—Such lan­
guage can only have one meaning.

Mr. Foster discovered various reasons 
not all consistent one with the other 
for opposing the bill.

There 
were not, he declared, more than ten 
contentious clauses and they could pass 
the bill in a week.

Mr. Mills took the point that pending 
negotiations the house had no consti­
tutional power to deal with the bill. 
The government admitted that they had 
not exhausted their powers with the 
'Manitoba government, because they 
were carrying on negotiations. An act 
passed here would be worth nothing if 
they reached a settlement. He instanc­
ed a clause in the bill commanding the 
lieutenant-governor to establish a 
Catholic board of education. How could 
they command the sovereign or her 
representatives ? He warned the gov­
ernment that by going on they were 
contributing to the failure of the nego­
tiations.

Salisbury, Mashonaland, Feb. 12.— 
My partner and I left Salisbury on the 
10th of October last on % prospecting 
trip into what is called the AbercorU 
district, which lies about 100 miles 
northeast of Salisbury. Our outfit con­
sisted of four oxen and a Scotch cart, 
and thfe things usually used by prospec­
tors, three months provisions for our­
selves and our Kaffir boys. Our first 
piece of bad luck happened before we 
left town. We bought four oxen, which 
were stolen the first night, 
spending a week looking for them with­
out finding any trace of them we con­
cluded to buy four more, offering a re 
ward for the first lot. A few days af­
ter the advertisment appeared the cat­
tle were returned by the-people we had 
bought them from in the first place, 
which proves it was done for the sake 
of the reward which they expected 
would be offered for them. After we 
had been out about three days we over­
took another prospector who had fallen 
ill with the fever and whose Kaffirs had 
gone on. We gave him a lift in our 
cart until we- caught up with his boys, 
and as he did not get any better after 
taking a dose of quinine, we concluded 
to take him to the nearest mining comp. 
The next day about noon he died as he 
was getting into the cart, so we made 
the Kaffirs dig a grave and we buried 
him, We had quite a job to make his' 
bys understand that they must go with 
us to the nearest mining camp to hava, 
his donkeys and other property turned 
over to some who was going into town 
and who would notify the proper au­
thorities* of his death.

Two days after this we had the mis­
fortune to upset the cart, which broke 
the frame work which holds the cover 
up* that delayed us nearly a day repair­
ing the damage. Our next piece of 
bad luck was in getting three of our 
oxen mired in a slough where they had

one going extensively into fruit grow­
ing in Mashonaland. Cattle raising 
would' be a very profitable business if it 
was not for the lung sickness, which at­
tacks nearly all imported cattle. If the 
native Mashona cattle were used the 
loss by sickness would be very small, 'as 
they are not subject to lung sickness. 
The only objection to them is their size; 
they are not much more than half 
large as imported cattle, but they have 
a knack of keeping fat during the dry 
season, which is more than imported 
cattle can do.

Latterly there has been a lot of ru­
mors afloat respecting the railroad, 
which, if true will make things boom 
before long, in fact people are beginning 
to come up from Buluwayo already.

dents that they are permanent residents 
of the city.” .

By the foregoing sections it is estab­
lished, 1st, that the instructions of the 
municipal council in interpretation of 
the specifications which are a part of 
the contract with Walkely, King & 
Casey, are binding upon 
tors.

2nd. That all workmen are to be paid 
by the contractors the full amount of 
their wages in cash, without any deduc­
tions on any account whatever.

tember 21, the total wages was $778.78 
and the deduction for board $428.23; 
during wet weather charging the full 
rate for board when men went home 
for a part of the time prevented mar­
ried men from living cheaply in periods 
of enforced idleness, owing to wet 
weather.

The evidence shows that at all stages 
of the work section 28, providing for 
the employment of residents of the 
city, was disregarded by the contract­
ors, it being the opinipn of witnesses 
that less than 50 per cent were Victor­
ians, while residents of the city were 
being continually debarred from going 
to work, by regulations as to board and 
hours of labor, apparently having that 
object in view.

The evidence shows that section 27, 
providing that the contractors shall pay 
to skilled workmen “the regular rate of 
wage connected withi the trade,” has 
not been complied with. Carpenters 
who furnished their own tools and 
worked as skilled workmen being paid 
the same rate as laborers who furnish­
ed no tools.

In conclusion, your committee wish to 
call attention to the report of G. E. 
Jorgensen of January 25th to this coun­
cil, which the evidence taken before 
this committee shows to be incorrect, 
and misleading. The report referred to 
contains the statement that by reason 
of strikes the progress of the work had 
been seriously interfered with, and also 
because men quit work on account of 
bad weather, so that “on December 24 
last only about a dozen men were 
available.” This statement is contra­
dicted by the positive and direct evi­
dence of McKenzie, McFadden and 
Youngs, who swear that the total time 
lost by strikes was only one quarter, of 
a day; that no number of men left on 
account of the strikes; that only the 
cook was discharged, and that the men 
who are said to have left “on account 
of wet weather” were discharged by 
the contractors because although they 
wanted to work when the weather was 
fit, they refused to work continuously 
through wet and dry weather alike. 
Even though the engineer’s contention 
was true, (which the evidence goes to 
show it was not)—that delay was caus­
ed by strikes—the strikes themselves 
were caused by the bad food furnished 
and arbitrary and unjust treatment of 
the men by the contractors, and conse­
quently any disability to which the con­
tractors would be liable on account of 
delay was due tp the action of the "con­
tractors themselves. From the evidence 
submitted to them, your committee can 
come to no other conclusion than that the 
.statement of the engineer as to delay 
caused by strikes and that “on Decem­
ber 24th last only about a dozen men 
were available,” was made solely in 
the interest of the contractors, and was 
misleading and incorrect

Now comes the news from Yokohama that 
Whittall was twice tried there within one 
week for attempting to obtain goods under 
false pretences. The prosecutors in both 
cases were restaurant keepers, from whom 
Whittall tried to obtain meals, which with 
him Includes an expensive list of wines. 
Jinricktohaw men also complain of being 
unable to get money out of Whittall.

The young confidence man passed him­
self off as an officer from one of the Brl- 
Ish men-of-war.

According to advices received from 
Yokohama by the Empress of Japan. 
Capt. Lee, which arrived early this 
morning, the sealers all made long pas­
sages across and experienced rough 
weather, but few accidents occurred. 
The fastest trip, 52 days, was made by 
the schooner Elsie. Many of them were 
over 80 days in going over. The name 
of the seaman who was lost from the 
schooner Vera was C. Larsen. He had 
just left a deep water vessel at Van­
couver when he signed on the Vera, and 
was not known here. The schooners 
which had arrived up to March 28th 
when the Empress left, were: Elsie, 
Fortuna, Geneva, Umbrina, Vera, Bor­
ealis, Sea Lion, Marvin, Algar, Kathar­
ine, Ocean Belle, Triumph, Agnes Mac­
donald, Otto and others. The Algar had 
not intended to call at Yokohama, but 
after spending_twelve days looking for 
seals, none of which could be found, and 
experiencing very rough weather, she 
put into -port. Two sealers, who were 
taken sick, came home on the Empress. 
The Yokohama schooner Silver Fleece, 
in a month’s cruise only took 49 skins. 
She too experienced very severe weath*»»- 
A hunter and two boat pullers were 
lost. The three men were out sealing 
and through some mishap they were 
capsized and drowned. No trace of the 
men could be found, but the boat was 
upset when picked up. The Katharine of 
this port took 85 days in going across.

The trip of the Empress across was 
one of the pleasantest in the history of 
the line. Splendid weather was exper­
ienced, from 340 to 363 miles being 
registered each day. There was a jolly 
company on board, and -Tarions enter­
tainments helped to pass the time away. 
On April 3rd the Japanese passengers, 
of whom there were a large number, 
celebrated the ascension to the throne of 
their first emperor. This, according to 
the traditions of Japan, occurred 2,558 
years ago, and the present emperor is 
a direct descendant of the first one. A 
banquet was held at which Capt. Craw­
ford and one of the passengers presided. 
Last evening a farewell supper was 
given. Capt. Crawford again occupied 
the chair, the vice-chairman being Mr. 
H. N. Brown. The usual toasts were 
proposed and responded to and a very 
jolly evening spent.
