London, - Jan. 24.—Telegraphing oa
Monday from Capetown the Times cor-
respondent says: “In view of the ex-
aggerated ideas current that the Boers
have been largely helped by foreign mil-
itary advisers, it is worth while quoting
statements of a gentleman who has just
arrived from Delagoa Bay. He says
that the Boers are at a loss to know
what to do, and that the advice tendered
them being based upon opposing ideas of
tactics is valueless and only leads when
adopted to loss of life.

“It appears that during Gen. Joubert’s
iilness Gen. Schalkburger wired to Mr.
Leyds to send men able to shoot straight
and experts to make explosives and to
work mines but not useless advisers.

Townsend has been totally wrecked, for-
tunately though, without loss of hte.,
Steamer: Tees, is reported to have-weath-
ered the storm, and'she:wiil ‘no doubt
réaéh port tonight or to-morrow.

Again has the storm fiend ridden ‘over
the svaters of the northern coast, ani
again the path of the gale is marked
by dire disaster to shipping. Fortunate-
ly,-though; there has been ne loss of life.
What ‘with heavy downfalls of
blinding rain and hail, winds that tore
up the face of the waters with a. terrible
veiocity and, at night, darkness that was
almest impenetrable, ‘the lot of the ma-
rineg on the vessels. plying to Skagway
has been far from'a sinecure for some
time ‘past. For the last three trips all
the steamers have.reported experiencing
terribly heavy ‘storms on both the up-
ward. and downward' tripg, but this last
voyage, which to one ‘of the fleet was
fatal, amd ‘in which another suffered,
wasi:the "worst théy ‘say that any of
theny have eneountered since they have
sailed through -those, waters.

It is' said to have been the most severe
storm . that raged aloug the
coast for- years, ‘- The wind blew ‘with
awful force and the heéavily falling snow
which' covered the ground to a depth of
from® three to eight feet together with
the lowness of the thermometer, which
regftered several . degrees below zero,
added, to the severity of the strenuous
weather, and it is little to be wondered |
at that some of the vessels have met
with mishap.

The worst disaster reported is the to-
tal loss of the steamer Townsend. She
is 4T "to be"a completé” wreck .on Rocky
Point, four miles from Haines Mission.
The steamer had started south and wens
ashore on Katzhin Falls. It was
low tide when she went  ashore,
and - she Tremained fast until the,
tide rose, when she was floated . and
turned 'her bow back to Haines Mission
She sailed ‘again from that port on Tues-
day ldst. The wind was blowing a gale.
She had made but four miles, when a
steam pipe burst, and her engme room
and fire room was filled with scalding
stedm. The firemen and engineers were.
driven from the untenable ﬁmroom,md
the 'véssel unmanageable, before the .
helpless force of the gale, was  driven |
whither the storm took her, those on'!
board being all powerless. to alter her.

On
she went until she brought up with a’
sudden jerk, which shook the timber in
She had been driven with the full |
force of the storm on a reef.. The shock ]
tore a hole in her hull, and the water
rushed in. She filled in no time,

The boats were at once lowered and a
line was taken ashore.to assist in sav-
ing the passengers. Before all had
reached the shore the wrecked vessel
careened over and began to break up.
She was going to pieces.

To reach Haines the passengers had to {
face a blinding snow storm, with the
thermometer at several degrees below
zero; and travel along the shore through
snow that was from four t6 ten feet |
deep,, The cook of the vessel had ‘both !

guide the destinies of China have at
length decided that it is fully time they

Our
act will now read precisely the same as
the Dominion, Act.”

Prevent Export. of Plckled Hides.

Hon. Mr. Henderson, jm moving the
second reading of the bill to amend the
Game Act, said that under the aet as it
stood at present, there was considerable
difficulty in ascertaining Just what con-
dition a hide .should be in in order to
satisfy the requirements of section 4 of
the act. The old section enacted that no
personi’ ‘should have in his- possession
with intent to export, or cause to be ex-
ported, any portion. of the animals men-
tioned “ifr"the act, “in their raw state.”
Under that seetion hides were exported,
not exactly in their raw state but some
slight process was applied to them in
order to'take them out of the purview
of the smet.- It was piekling, or some-
thing like that, but the hides were, for
all practical purposes, raw  hides. Be-
fore they wwere manufactured into leath-
er that piekling had to be extracted by
another .process. It was proposed to
amend that section 4 to read as follows:

“4, Na person shall at -any time pur-
chase 'or“have in his possession with in-
tent to export or cause to'be exported or
carried 'out of the limits of this pro-
vince, or-shall at any time or in any
manner export, or cause to be exported
or carried out of the limits of this pro-
vincé any..skin .or hide .of .any animal
mentioned in this act, in a pickled state,
or in any other state unless said skin or
hide had-been .completely converted into
leather ready for the manufacturers’ use
without being worked over or treated
in any way, nor auy other portion of the
animals” or birds mentioned in this act
in their raw state; and this provision shall
apply to.railway; ‘steamship and express
compduiesd;© Tn' determining’ ‘the mmm
of intent of any party ‘charged under

this section, any competent proof that the |

accused has within one yedr exported, or
caused 'to be exported’ or carried out of
the limits of this province, amy bird or

According to advices received by -the
.steamer Miowera, which  arrived . this
morning from the South Seas, the plague
at Honolulu is' assuming far more ser-
ious dimensions than it was ever dream-
ed of. Up to the time the Miowera sail-
ed the death list had amounted to thirty-
eight in all, and of these one of the vic-
tims was a white woman, who, aecord-

ing to all reports, was of the most clean- :
ly habits.

The city of Honolulu is panic stricken

and other islands of the group are great- |

ly excited. Inter-island shipping is at
a standstill' and matters are becoming
serious in regard-to the food supply.

The people of the town of Hilo, which |

as stated in these columns is in future !
to. be the port of call for .the horse
transports of the United States, refuses
to allow, the steamers from Honolulu to !
land there, threatening to drive ‘them i
back by force of arms should they at-:
tempt to come -in.

Steamers are still arriving from Japan
with full loads of Japanese imimigrants,
and the throng at the quarantine sta-
tions is growing to enormous proportions.
The steamer Yorihime Maru arrived

when the Miowera was in port with over |

five hundred on board. This erowd in-
creased the horde at quarantine to near-
ly four thousand.

Mr. R. Seabrook did not return from
the islands by the Miowera, - It is ex-
pected he will return via San Francisco,
as steamers are carrying passengers to
that port, on condition that they go into
quarantine for two weeks prior to sail-
ing.

A number of passengers are said to be
coming to the coast by sailing ship.
