unless, of course, there were other dis-
eriminations that would warrant such act-
ion independent of the dnties on wood
pulp or paper.

It is sometimes beneficial to see our-
selves as others see us. The United States
consul at Kingston, Ontario, has been
writing to his government on the subject
of trade with Canada. He points out that
Canada imported goods from the United
States in 1908 to greater value than from
the United Kingdom, and follows with
these observations:—

“From time to time, policy and 'legisla-
tion have worked for and against Ameri-!
can trade, but not sufficiently to over-
come the constantly increasing sales of 1
American goods, for today such goods are
easily in the lead as ready sellers in the
chief trade centres and districts of Can-
ada. The fact that American sales are in-
creasing is evidence that manufacturers
are alive t6 the needs of the situation and
are constantly improving their output.
The Canadian dealer admits that the high
standard of American-made goods enters
into the question of supply and demand,
and in part explains the great volume of
American trade as compared with other
countries. The fact that American im-

! ports are increasing ,and that Canadians

are being enriched by an increasing ex-
port trade to the United States is addi-
tional evidence that, subject to proper
home protection, the consumers here will

“Qhe screamed and ran after me and
kissed me, and wanted me back, and I
shot her.

“This confession it made of my own
free will without any hope of recompense
being offered me.”

From the time of his arrest last night
until he broke down under the questions
of the detectives, Gebhardt, though ad-
mitting that he committed bigamy when
he married Anna Luther, denied consist-
ently all knowledge of her death.

“How about this letter?”’ asked Coroner
Savage, and he began to read a note mail-
ed last night to the German consul and
signed Otto Mueller, the name under
which Gebhardt was known when he mar-
ried the Luther girl.

“] am the husband,” it ran, “without
doubt, of the woman, Anna Luther. ~After
we arrived in New York from Germany,
year, we stayed in New
York ten days. Then we went to Florida
for the health of my wife, and settled
there for the time being.

“Tn Jamaica, where I formerly lived
with my wife, she had received a visitor
whom she represented to me to be a
Mr. Bradley, of Denver. From Florida we
went to Denver and this Mr. Bradley call-
ed affain. In September, 1908, niy wife
disappeared. after I reproached her for
seeing Bradley when 1 happened to be
away for two days.
This man Bradley is about six feet high,
with light hair, smooth’ face, and claims to
be a real estate agent. T, Mueller, will _at
once go to Germany to see my pare_nts-m-
law, and will then be at your service.”
The same inexplicable impulse which had
prompted Gebhardt to write this fatal let-
ter had led him to give to Bradley, who
does not exist outside his own imagina-
tion, his own personal appearance. .
As soon as he saw the letter again, his
jaw dropped. he grew white and began to
shiver. and before the reading was com:
pleted exclaimed: “Oh, what's the use,
-anyway? You have me and I might as
well own I killed her.”

New York, Oct. 25—A yeer and a half
ago a girl was murdered in a forsaken
patch of woodland near Islip, Long Island;
a week ago the crime was discovered when
her bleached and charred skeleton was
found, with nothing to indicate its identity
but her jewelry and a bill of sale from a
German shop; three days later, through |
the police of Hamburg, Germany, her iden-
tity was established as Anna Luther,
though the cables first carried the name
as Latter; last night her husband, Fred-
erick Gebhardt, was caught in Astoria,
Long Island, and tonight he confessed over
his signature that he is the murderer. The
confession is as follows:

“About December, 1807, I first met
Anna Luther. We were married in Febru-
ary, 1908, and went to Europe to live. We
returned April 6, 1908. She went to Henry
Wertupp’s, in Newark (N. J.), to spend
a day or two. On the pretense that 1 was
going to rent an apartment for us to live

in, I returned to my home and wife in
Astoria.

“] met Anna again on April 8, in New-
ark, and we went to an address in 34th
street, New York, and then to Jamaica.
We stayed at Jamaica until next day.

“April 9 we went to Bay Shore, and we
walked about and I showed her some prop-
erty. 1 got into an argument with her
about some money matters, and I turned
away and wanted to go back. She follow- |
ed me up, screaming, and I shot her in
the head. I didn’t look at her, and do
not remember whether I shot her more
than once.

“Immediately after I went to the Ielip
depot and took a train for home. It was
nearly dark. On the way home on the

Oct. 25—Fifty supposed lepers
out of the first 100 examined by physicans
at the Island of Molokai, have been de-
clared non-lepers, and probably will be

The examination was made and a resolu-
tion passed by the last legislature, and the
aétounding results of the first five score
of cases has caused hope to run high in|
the . hearts of the 830 outcasts ~in|
the settlement. :
The examining physicians declared. that
these fifty never had the disease and that
others certainly were not lepers now, since
searching baeteriological examinations have
failed to reveal any trace of the scourge.
Those examined recently were the first
to take advantage of the regulation grant-
ing them a re-examination and now it is
expected that many hundreds others, all,
in fact, who have not yet shown the dis-
tressing symptoms of later stages of the
disease, will at once apply for the privil-
ege. While the law is framed to give the
benefit of any doubt to the outecasts the
news that so large a percentage has proved
non-lepers has caused a seneatioh here,
as well as upon Molokai, the most dreaded
island of the group.

NOVA SCOTIA I8
SWEPT BY STORM

Halifax, N. 8., Oct. 25—For two days
there has been a continuous downpour of
rain over this province, which has caused
considerable damage, and many washouts
are reported. Trains were two and three
hours late in arriving in Halifax.
Tonight Halifax experienced one of the
most violent and destructive rain storms
ever known here. Rivers and streams
which border the town were all overflow-
ed.
