& 1882-83.

In publishing the “ Announcement” of another session of the
Médical College, the Faculty desires to draw attention to a few points .
in connection with the history of the Institution.

Tnaugurated sixteen years ago as the medical department of Dal-
honsie College, it has for the past seven years had an independent
existence under its present name. During the whole of this time the
College hassteadily advaneed, and the progress which has been made
is taken as aniple evidence of the wisdom of its establishment,

From its original inception as a merely preparatory school, the.
College has gradually advanced to the standing of a first class Medical
Institution, where a thorough "and complete medicab education is :
ufforded to a large clasd of young men, drawn from variots parts of
the Maritime: Provinces, who would have otherwise gone away to
pursile their studies chiefly in the United States, at a loss to the
country and at greater expense to themselves.

By the requirement of* a strict preliminary or matriculation
examination, by increasing the duration of (the period of study, and
by the high standard of the professional examination demanded, it is
claimed that the qualifications of young men enteriug the profession,
even in cases where their entire course is not taken in this College,
have been rendered very much superior to the average in former years,

The Faculty feels that its efforts have been productive of:good
results, and that the correctness of the views entertained by it in the
early years of its existence must now be evident, and would there-
fore urge upon the consideration of the profession, the public, and
more particulurly of those intending to pursue the study of medicine,
the claims of the Halifax Medical College.

In connection with the advantages of the Institution, attention is
drawn to the importance of Halifax as a medical centre, it enjoyin
fucilities for the study of those rare forms of disease which find thei%
way to important sea-ports. In this respect it surpasses every other
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city in'the Dominion, as, being an open port during the winter, it is
a resort for shipping at that season, \.v"fxon the others are by nature
debarred therefrom, The Provineial and City Hospital is supplied
constantly from thig source, while it receives g yet' greater number
of cases from"all parts of the Province, affording the student an
extended field for obsérvation ; there also are open for competition
each year the positions of House Surgeon and Clinjeul Clerk. 'In
addition to_this.he has afforded him the resources of the Provineial
Alms House, with jtg large infirmary of chronic gnd incurable dis-
cases,"its lying-in wards for instraction in obstetrics, &c., and the
Halifax Diépensnry', with its large attendance, where he may study
minor sur“gery, affections of the eye and ear, and the various forms of
disease that make up the routine work of the practitioner of medicine;

Evidence, of the improved statug of  Colonial Colleges in the
Mother Country is given by the late action of the General Medical
Council, regarding the standing of thejp graduates, aa shown by the
following resolution passed at a meeting of that body, held 17¢h May,
1877 :—

**That the medical qualifications granted under legal authority in any part of
Her Majesty’s dominiong outside the United Kingdom, and entitling to Practice in
such parts, should be registrable within the United Kingdom on the same terms as
qualifications whieh are granted in the United Kingdom, bug in a separate and
alphabetically arranged section of the Register.”
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The attention of students is called to the fact that the exception
made in the Provincial Medical Act regarding students who com-
menced- their studies before a certain date, has now ceased to take
effect ; and that in future the Provineial Medical Board will rigidly
enforce the clause demanding four years of study previous to gradua-
tion. It will thus be seen that degrees from colleges requiring a less
number of years of study will no longer qualify for registration under
the Act. .

Students are also requested to take notice of the changes.made
with reference to Courses of study and time of holding examinations
for Degrees in Primary*Subjects as stated in Section 11 of “Extracts
from Regulations,” page 12 ; and Section 12 of Regulations for
Degrees in Medicine and Surgery,” page 15, These regulations will
come into.force with students commencing their studies after this date,

*Since the establishment of the University of Halifax, the Halifax.
Medical College' has become affiliated with thaf Institution,* thus
affording the student an opportunity of obtaining a University Degree
without the necessity of going abroad for it. 1

To Druggists’ Assistants the courses in Materia Medica, Chemis-
try and Botany offer an opportunity to qualify themselves for passing
the examination required to admit them to a degree in Pharmacy, in
accordance with the regulations prescribed by the College, with
regard to which, see Regulations for Degree in Pharmacy, or for pass-
ing the Board of examiners of the N, §. Pharmaceutical Society.

Studonts of Law will find it desirable to attend the Lectures on
Medical Jurisprudence, especially as part of the course is delivered by
a legal gentleman, !

In continuing the prosecution of their endeavour to furnish a
sound Medical Education, the Faculty has to state that no effort will
be spared to kesp the standard of teaching on a level with' the
present state of Medical Science, £

Tas ProviNciaL aNp City Hoseirar, visited daily at 12 m., by
the Medical Officers, and the City ALms-HousE, containing from 200
to 400 inmates, many of whom are in the Hospital Wards, are avail-
able to students without fee, The best opportunities are here pre-
sented for clinical instruction, midwifery practice, and the study of
the treatment of diseases ; likewise for the observation ef pathological
appearances, which will be demonstrated by post mortem examina-
tions.

By an addition made during the past year to the Hospital, a
very considerable increase in the accommodation fer patients has
been afforded.

Tae Havuirax DispENsarY is cffijed on after the model of the
DeMilt Dispensary, New York, being divided into four departments,
viz.: (1) Surgical ; (2) Medical ; (3) Diseases of Women and
Children ; (4) Diseases of Eye and Ear. Here the student has the
advantage of becoming practically acquainted with the less severe
forms of disease, the privilege of seeing patients with the visiting
physicians, and opportunities for obstetric and dental practice.

The new and spacious building lately erected for Dispensary
purposes is now fully equipped and in active operation. ; The number
of applications for relief has largely increaséd, amounting durifg the
past-year to over 13,000,

MATRICULATION EXAMINATIONS.

The matriculation exymination demanded by this College is the
same as that of the Prgvimcial Medical Board, and the following
extracts from the “ Noye Scotia Medical Act,” are published for the
information of studertfs : —

“7. Hereafter no person shall begin, or enter upon the stady of
Physic, Surgery, or Midwifery, for the purpose of qualifying titmself
to practice the same in this Province, unless he shall have obtained
from the Provincial Medical Board a certificate shewing that he has
satisfactorily passed a Matriculation or Preliminary Examination in
the subjects specified in Schedule B of this Act.

“8. No candidate shall be admitted to such Matriculation or
Preliminary Examination, unless he shall have at least fourteen days
previous to-such examination given notice to the Registrar* of the
Provincial Medical Board of his intehtion to present himself for such
examination, and transmitted to the Registrar a certificate shewing
that he has completed his sixteenth year ; and shall before the
examination, have paid a fee of five dollars to the Registrar.”
