It is evident from the clearness and 
categorical emphasis with which he made 
hese declarations that ttfese were not the 

mere Impulsive statement of the passing 
moment. They bear evidence that he had 
carefully thought out the matter, had seen 
and reasoned and then concluded, and his 
deliberate conclusion was against contri­
bution and in favor of a native navy at 
every point. More than that, he confessed 
that the policy outlined in the famous 
Resolution was suggested by the Admi­
ralty at the Imperial Conference two years 
previously. And there was no mention
OF ANY DIFFICULTY IN THE WAY OF THE 
ESTABLISHMENT OF A CANADIAN NAVY.

Late In the same year, on October 14th— 
after he had spent some months in Eng­
land and saw and heard everything cqn 
neoted with the German “soare“-he gave 
a public address in Halifax on the navy 
ind replied in detail to the arguments used 
against the native navy jdea. As reported 
in the papers at that time, among other 
things he said :

“Mr. Brodeur says he has secured naval 
autonomy for Canada. There is not and 
there never has been for the last forty 
years any constitutional OR other diffi­
culty aliout the establishment of a navy 
by Canada whenever the people thought 
fit to adopt that course.”

There are no doubts here as to Canada’s 
ability to realize a Navy In much less time 
than half a century. Still further, on the 
same occasion Mr. Borden said ;

“Nationhood Involves certain responsi­
bilities from which we cannot escape. One 

- of these responslbllltes is the duty of de­
fending our borders and of taking effec­
tive steps to protect our commerce and 
our trade routes. The House of Commons 
last session laid down a certain policy 
Touching naval defence In which both 
political parties united. To-day should be 
Nova Scotia’^opportunity."

Again, in Toronto, on November 1st, 
1909, Mr. Borden said, as reported by the 
papers at the time :

“The integrity of the Empire can best be 
preserved by cooperation in defence 
and In trade. Without adequate naval 
defence our ships would be liable to cap­
ture, our shores to raid, our cities to tri­
bute. The will of the people must pre­
vail, -but I believe it will affirm what 
Parliament with unanimous voice has 
declared. It is my own belief that a Cana­
dian unit of the Imperial navy may be 
made powerful and effective. I also be­
lieve that in'^kny euch undertaking, our 
own natural resources and *aw material, 
and above all, our laboring population, 
ought to be considered and eni ployed as 
far as may be reasonably possible. That 
course is incident to the policy of protec­
tion.”

V°Whea the House assembled yesterday 
Hoo Mr. McGregor, chairman of the Rail- 
ways and Municipalities Committee re- 
ported up the Tram Bill favorably with 
certain Amendments. In doing so Mr 
McGregor elated that personally he did 
not concur In the committees decision.

Hon. Mr. Faulkner then moved In 
amendment that the Bill be given the 
three months hoist. Mr. Fau kner 
traced the growth of the company, ont» H 
had become a factor in the stock market 
and said that from the moment flnanolers 
began fighting for its control, Halifax had 
become very much alarmed over the pros­
pect of their franchises being cxoloited 
orstoek msrket purposes. Mr. Famlkner 

said that the persons controlling this com­
pany's stock had a tight to do what they 
iked with their stock, hut be objected to 

them putting the stock of minority hold- 
era back of any speculative enterprise at
GMr?rFaulkner said be stood for the 
maintenance of the contract between the 
city and the Company. Some weeks ago 
he had voted against permitting the city 
the break this contract, and he would now 
vote against allowing the Company to 
depart from the original terms of the un­
dertaking. Mr. Faulkner thought person­
ally that Gaspereaux was a good enough 
proposition to stand on its own bottom 
and If it would.not, it should toe tied 
up with the tram system to it-s detriment.

The motion was seconded by Mr. tt. it. 
Finn, who reviewed the situation at some 
length. He trusted the GaspereauX power 
was all that was claimed for it, but said 
he could not accede to the proposal to tie 
this proposal op to the Tram system. He

Feared at Court and extra pre­
cautions taken >

London, May 8.—The fear of a suffra­
gette Invasion prevailed at Wednesday 
night’s court, and the precautions which 
have been in vogue ever since militancy 
developed weie increased to an extraor­
dinary degree. The women who were 
presented had to endure a succession of 
rigorous scrutinies from the time they left 
their carriages till they reached the en­
trance to the throne room. No one was 
admitted even with an invitation unless 
she was vouched for by a responsible court 
official. In the case of women presented 
by the embassies, the secretaries to the 
ambassadors were obliged to meet them at 
the entrance and personally vouch for 
each before they were admitted. These 
officials were held personally responsible 
for the women during the entire evening,
