Narive INpiax Troops VOLUNTEERING.
—Ad dated Bombay, April 26th
says:—‘Troops are arrtving here daily
for embarkation. The first detachment
leaves for Malta, April 26th, and the 2nd
on May 1st. They will not stop at Aden.
Fifteen ships and twelve steamers are en-
gaged for the conveyance of the expedi-
tion, which will be convoyed by a man-of
war. Great enthusiasm is manifested
throughout India, and native troops are
volunteering for service.

NEw METHOD OF USING THE RiFLE.—
During the late war it was found that
numbers of Russian soldiers were wound-
ed by Turkish rifle balls, who considered
themselves safe, as not only being beyond
range but actually concealed by elevations
of the-ground, and even hills lying be-
tween them and their opponents. This
has suggested the question as to whether'
there might not be developed a regular
system of vertical or dropping fire, which !
might even reach an enemy when out of
sight and far beyond ordinary range.

A ProprosED CANADIAN WooLWICH.—A
Canadian industry of a somewhat novel
character is spoken of at Ottawa. The
suggestion is made in General Selby
Smyth’s latest report on the condition of
our Militia and Volunteers, that we shall
make our own cannon. It appears that
we bave now in the Dominion nineteen §
inch guns; a hundred and thirty-five 32
pounders ; two hundred 24 pounders ; and
thirty-two 18 pounders, nearly 400 gunsin
all. These can be conveted, the smallest
into 40 pounds, and the others into 64
pound rifled Palliser cannon, such as are
largely converted in Britain and issued to
the militia and volunteers. Captain Pal-
liser says that the guns can be converted,
field guns and their carriages and projec-
tiles made, at the Gilbert Engine Works
in M l, and he himeelf will charge
neither royalty nor commission thereon.
A gun is now being so converted at those
works at Captain Palliser's expense. If,
when tested, it gives satisfaction, a little
Woolwich can be begun on the Lachine
Canal near Montreal.

Just think of it! estimate of ge
operations on the Crown Lands of the Pro-
vince for the present year, was 160,000,000
feet, from which a revenne of $128,000 was
to be derived by this Government, which

was accused of overtaxing the Lumber in-
terests, and yet, if that quantity of Lum-
ber were cut on the St. Croix lands owned
by Frivate parties the Stumpage would be
no less a sum than $480,000. The differ-
ence, therefore, in favor of the Lumber
interest was $352,000, a fact which would
be duly appreciated—by Lumbermen, at
any rate.*

Thé cost of,survey on the St. Croix,
where they had a notion that they under-
stood the business pretty well, was 8c. per
M. just the same. as the Gavernment was
paying. It would’ seem, ‘therefore, that
the charge that the Government was un-
duly taxing the Lumbering interests fell to
the gpound, and that also to the effect that
the éxpenses of Scaling were larger than
they ought to be, had nothing in it.

@ had heard a good deal about the
Aandow: of the St. Croix getting their
 Lands for little or nothing, and he would
show that there'was little foundation for
that story. - One tract of 2;500 acres had
cost $14,000; a tract of-19;000-acres-$80;-
000; another of 1,750 acres, 85,2507 another
-of 12,220 $18,300; another of#%,000
acres, $8,000; aneother of 20,000 scres, |
$30,000. ' These figives—which were the:
actual purchase prices-of.the Lands referred
to ought to’ convince hon. members-that
it was hardly.fair to say that the St. Croix
ieople paid little or nothing for their

amber Lands.

Mg. Burns.—Bat these sums were not
paid to the Government in the first place.

Mr. MorcHIE. —They were in some
cases. In vigw of the facfs was it any
wonder that Operators over on the Norjh
Shore had got rich. He knew men on his
side of the Province who had got wealthy

Stumpage ruling there. A St. Croix man
was now into a very large operation on
private lands on Miramichi waters, where
he was paying $1.75 per M. Stumpage, and
he had no doubt he would make money at
it. Still there were others all around in
that direction, and hon. members would
have the country believe that they were
grumbling at the Government charging
them 80c. Stumpage. No wonder that they
were building new mills over there and
carrying on large Lumber operations! He
professed to know something about this
business, and he thought if he were oper-
ating over there he would be able to coin
money.

He heartily approved of the policy of the
Government in making the Licensés renew-
able for five years, for that would enable
the Operators to work to advantage, while
it wonld also benefit the coumtry. The
operators would be encouraged by having
this more extended lease of the lands, to
make good roads and clear out streams toa
much greater extent than before. It wonld
encourage the Lumbermen to make better
camps, and the operations, so far as the
woods were cohcerned, would be carried
on with much more satisfaction to the
Operator and with no disadvantage to the
public; for, as he understood it, the holder
of the Licence would be subject to any
Stumpage change that might bemade. So,
if the Lumber business became brisk, as
some gentlemen scemed to think it might
do, and the (Government decided to raise
the Stumpage, the increased rate would
have to be paid o- the land given up.
Hon. gentlemen must certainly admit that
this arrangement, from first to last, was a
fair one to both the le, who were all
equally interested in the Crown Lands, and
to the Operators, themselves; therefore the
Government should be supported in their
excellent management of the Public Do-
main, ;
The Grand Southern Railway seemed to
be the object of several_gentlemen’s ad-
verse criticisms, but if they were better
aquainted with facts on the subject they
would talk differently. Some of these
gentlemen talked of that road running
alongside, or nearly over, the same Toute
as another, but it was a fact that the peo-
ple living along its Route had no other
Railway facilities. They were compara-
tivelyisolated from communication with the
outside world and many promising in-
dustries among them were kept back for
the want of such facilities. It was to the
credit of the men of Saint George thagl
they came forward in such an enterprisifig*
way and secured such friends and
aid as enabled them to close thei
with the Government and go on
work. The work had been carriGy
creditably. The Line was all graded
nearly all fenced. Fault had n found
about the price of Sleepers,but he believed
the cost had beén overstated. Other
gentlemen found fault with Culverts;
others complained about theré being no
Rolling Stock yet on the Road, etc. All
these complaints were made without a pro-
per understanding of the facts. and from
what he knew of them he was inclined to
the belief that the Grand Southern Rail-
way would turn out to be a great success
and a credit alike to its promoters and the
Province. When hon. gentlemen talked
against the Grand Southern Railway, he
believed they were not sincere, and were
merely talking so that what they said
might go to the people.

f{e regretted very much that the Gov-
ernment had not gone on with the Richi-
bucto Railway, and he had signed a docu-
ment urging them to do so. He hoped
that work would be undertaken as soon as
circumstances would permit. He had no
doubt that they would soon go on with
that work, and he. was only sorry that its
friends had not acted more promptly in
securing their Contract. Had they come
before the Government united and prepar-
ed to go on with the work, he had doubt
that the Richibucto Railway would now
be in course of construction.

He would not trouble the House any
further, but assure his hon. friends op-
posite that he would be always ready to
explain his reasons for any vote he might

ive, and when hen. gentlemen stood u})
ere and talked about tame and silent fol-
lowers, he had to tell them- that the term
did not apply to him.

Mgr. Ryan (Gloucester) said that as the
Resolution dealt with matters which were
of importance to the people of the Pro-
vince, he would crave the indulgence of
the Housé while he briefly gave his views
of some of the subjects presented in the
debate and of others which had, perhaps,
not been alluded to. The hon. Provincial
Secretary had laid emphasis on the point
that the income from the Lumber lands
had increased, under the management of
the Government, from $35,286 in 1874, to
$102,832 in 1877, and he took great credit
to the Government in that connection, but
there were several causes to which this in-
crease was due, and which were not at all
of the Government's making. The
quantity of Lumber cut and manufactured
had increased—a fact for which the Gov-
ernment could not take credit—-still the
increase would not make up the difference
in income during the three years named.
What was it then? He remembered that
in the first session he sat in the House it
was demonstrated beyond a doubt that
there was a loose and careless system of
management in the Crown Lands Depart-
ment. The Opposition had directed con-
siderable effort towards the reform of
these matters by criticism and enquiry
and they were gratified with the result,
for owing to their watchfulness the im-
provement had been marked. A good
many large Operators in the Province as
well as some of the smaller ones had learn-
ed to look npon the public domain in about
the same way as fishermen look upon the
waters about our coasts in which they
may cast their lines as they please. The
Operator had been accustomed to obtain a
few miles of Lumber land from the De-
partment and extend his operations about
as much as he pleased all around, without
regard to the hmits of his lease. Through
the efforts of the Opposition in bringin
these matters forwanr the Department had
been corrected. It had learned to dis-

charge its functions more in the public in-
terest and the result was that thousands
now went info the Public Revenues where
but hundreds went before—and the ()\p-
position were, in a great measure, to be
thanked for it. 3

The hon. Provincial Secretary would
have the House believe that the increase
of Stum had not affected those engag-
ed inand connected with the Lumber Trade.

Now, it was clear that the price of Lumber

operating even under the high rate of |

was not increased in home markets.
| 'The fact was well knokn ‘that it had de-
creased—in other words\that the price of
Logs had gone down, 9 the Lidmber
trade abroad becam® and~con-
sumers could not afford'to pdy the former
prices the effect npon the Manufacturers
in this Province and elsewhere was imme-
diate They, however, had large mills and
interests in their hands which they must
operate. They could better afford to go
on at a loss than to stop, which in most
cases, would mean ruin. It was quite
clear that with a falling market and a
general reduction of wages,-etc., going on,
1t was not a proper policy to raise -the
Stumpage for that but added to the bur-
den. The merchant must get the Lumber
cheaper to meet the condition of the for-
eign market and then the pating down sys-
tem was put into operation. It was well
known that most of those who did the real
work of obtaining Lumber were paid in
what was called trade, for they must live
and they seldom cared or were in position
to buy what they required to keep them
for cash. The Merchant, then, in his en,
deavor to make both ends meet, must put
perhaps $2 per barrel on flour, from 10 to
15 cents per gallon on Molasses and this
increase must come out of the pocket of
the laboring man. It was quite appatent,
then, that the policy of the Government,
under such circumstances, should be in
the direction of lightening these burdens
‘instead of increasing them, and for these
reasons he mpst agree with those who
thought that raising of the Stam
by the Government was not a wise policy.-
The Attorney General had bgen pleased
to observe that whatever Messrs, Covert
and Burns might say must be accepted as
the policy of the Opposition. He repudi-
ated that doctrine, and would say that he
for one thought and acted for himself, and,
as he understood it,every other gentleman
oni ‘that side of the House did the same
thing. At least, he acted for himself and
had attended no caucus; neither had he
been a party to the formation of any plat-
orm. - His impression was, however, that
Mr. Burns had never said that he was op-
to Stum At least he never
understood Mr. Burns in that way. But
he said he thought the present was not an
opportune time for raising the Stumpage.

flourish. To give an idea of the wasteful-
ness of this agency he might state that
one ‘‘ Factory,” of which he knew, used
forty cords of Bark per day, the obtaining
of which involved the destruction of from
250 to 300 trees, or from 80,000 to 100,000
valuable trees a year. This immense
sacrifice benefitted the country to the ex-
tent of only some five cts. per tree. He
blamed the Surveyor General for not look-
ing after this great interest before. He
had taken it in hand to some extent and a
little revenue was being obtained from it,
but much more was yet to be done. There
was some excellent Leather Manufactories
in the Provinee, some of which he had the
pleasure of visiting—one in Fredericton
especially claiming his attention. There
was another I one the other side of the
River, others the City of St John,
others in Westmoréland, Northumberland,
and elsewhere, and the general ‘complaint
was that Bark was’] ing searcer and
more difficult to obtain. wholesale
stripping of the Hemlock Lands that he
had alluded to was for the purpose of ob-
taining Extract of Bark for exportation to
the United States and other places to ena-
ble them to make Leather there to come
into con:&mtitioq with the home industry.
This wo dl lead in ud shorter {!ime than
most ple imagined to crippling of our
home mufactories. The Tfll:ng of ghe
Miramichi had great difflculty in procuring
Bark on account of the large Factory on
that River absorbing the supply, and if
that were so in the comparatively early
days of that concern what might be ex-
pected in a few years.

It might be said that he was speaking
for himself to a large extent, as everybody
knew that he was interested in the business
thus affected, but he might say he was so
situated as to be p%tic&lly yond the
reach of those who Were destroying other
sections of the Province in this respect, so
he was not advocating his own personal
interests in the matter. He saw about
him in this House men of all classes—Lum-
bermen, Farmers,  Merchants, Lawyers,
etc., and he must say that the Tanners of
the Province were as important and respec-
table a class as any, and their interests
should now be taken up in this connection
and guaided more than they had been in
the past. It was his intention to endeavor
to carry through the House a Resolution
for the purpose of impressing the desira-
bility of checking the wholesale destruction
of onr Hemlock %‘orests upon the Govern-
ment. In Maine they had taken hold of
the matter and allowed no strangers to
come in and carry away their Hemlock
Bark, but reserved it for the nse of their
own Factori¢s, and a similar policy would
be best in this Province.

Referring to the Chief Commissioner of
Public Works, he sgid the Secretary told
the House that that gentleman was so kind
and good-natured that he could not refuse-
the importunities of hon. members who
asked  for money to aid their Roads, etc.,
and, hence, the over-expenditure. He
remembered the papers called for by Mr,
Smith, and what they showed, which
seemed to indicate that some members had
not much to.be thankful for. At all events
he had ever found the Chief Commissioner
able to say, no, to him.

There is another matter to which he
would have been glad not to have heard
allusion made here, but which had been
referred to by the Attorney General
—the Caraquet affair. He would pre-
fer that no word should haye fallen from
any hon. gentleman withinthis House on
that subject, that it would have passed
away and been forevar f’rgom Fhe
Attorney General wheti'he was joes-
ter conducting those trials was treated
with the courtesy and t to which his
position and abilities entitled him.

Mr. Brown’s
membory fails him in regard to the nature
of the understanding in thebusiness. Mr.
Young and Mr. Killam, $10,000 stock-
holders testified to their ignorance on the
subject. M. Kelly denied that there had
been any understanding on the matter,
And yet it is on all hands acknowledged
that the $13,000 abatement was made, Is
it credible that a contractor could be so
fleeced willingly or otherwise without
some previous understanding on'the sub-
,'ect? Assuredly not. But if not, what
is the mystery of the §13,000?

In reply to the News' enquiry we say
that the money of the Province built
the Chatham Railway, with the excep-
tion of the ballasting, a lot. of sleepers,
the rails, turn-table, freight house, tank
house, fencing, crossings, etc.

The 207 and the $13,000deducted from
the amount of Mr, Brown’s contract,
$65,000—are one and the ssme thing,
for even the News onght to know that
207 on $65,000 amounts to $13,000.

The News ought to understand, per-
fectly wéll, that Mr. Brown was shown
by ihe evidence to have agreed to take
10,000 in paid up stock on accouvnt of
his contract and also to take off 207, or
13,000 and throw the survey in. The
reason Mr. Brown did this was because
he knew that he had largely, over-gsti-
mated the work of construction—as for
instance putting down two stringers over
theopenculvert at Meadow Brook worth,
say $20, as ‘‘bridge superstructure, $2,-
314.567"—and had actually been guilty of
“‘legal fraud” in the matter ; in fact that
he had, by a fraud secnred over $8,000a
mile for work, of which the outside
value was $2,000 per mile., ‘Itis true
that after he had left the work the idea
of getting more than he had bargained
for it occurred to him, and he made at-
tempts to extort more, but the evi-
dence shows that Mr. Brown, when he
signed the contract,promised Mr. Kelly,
who was managing Director, to take
865,000 as follows :—

"On
page 5 of *“ Special Reports on the condi-
tion of the Fish Breeding Establisment at
Miramichi, New Brunswick ” we find Mr,
Inspector Venning saying—

* Daring the Summer of 1874 the House
was completed and means prov for
keeping up a suitable temperature. That
fall Mr. K B. Wilmot laid down in the
troughs 1,500,000 ova, which continued to
progress favorably until the month of May
1875, just as the young fish were burstin,
the shell. At that time a sudden an
great fatality befel the ova—so that only
150,000 young fish were produced.

Gentlemen who visited the Hatching
House at the time named have made
known to the Department their willingness
to testify on odth that mot 5,000 yonng
fish were produced from the Hatching
House in the Spring of 1875, Mr 8.
Wilmot, however, after being sent<o the
Miramichi to investigate the matter de-
clined to do so on the ground that it would
be indelicate as his mephew, Mr. A. R.
Wilmot, was involved.

Tt is a well known fact.that not: fﬁn
than 10,000 fry were batched out in the
Spring of 1876 and that these were hurried
off in an immature condition while they
were dying from the impurities of the
water of the Hatching House,and dumped
into Jocal streamns as a mere matter of
form.

DEAR SIr :—My few, and, as I thought,
harmless notes, of what I saw at Bass
River, have given offence to some person
who does not care what he says, so long
as he vents his spite against any person
who says one word in favor of G. McLeod,
Esq. Does ‘“Ignateiff” expect me —a
stranger in the County—to go there and
not give credit where it really seems to
me to be due? Any person can see about
Bass River justification for my letter.
The mail arrangement is agood one, and I
only said that if the present Government
gave them the arrangement it was a good
one. Ialso wrote about seeing a promi-
nent Kent politician canvassing and speak-
ing in favor of Mr. Cutler, ex-M. P. I
did hear him, and it is not very likely
that an elector from Northumberland
would wish'to sece Mr. Cutler elected, for
what then would we do without an In-
spector of Weights and Measures ?

And now, we will see what *“ Ignateiff”
knows about the locality he professes to
livein. First we will take theroad. He
says that the road I traveled over in
Bailey’s stage is turnpiked all the way to
Weldford. That is an uniruth. The
main road that leads up to6 Beckwith Cor-
ner is turnpiked, but, in going up to
Weldford, about 3} miles from Bass River
Post Office, at a place called Captain
Smith’s, the road that I came by left
Beckwith Corner road here and went up
along the Richibucto River. From Capt.
Smith’s up it is between five and six miles
to Welford. This road comes out to the
I C. R. north of Weldford, the Beckwith
Corner road, south. This road is not
turnpiked, and is only cut out wide enough
to make it pleasant driving, as I said in
my former letter; a cool, impudent crea-
ture ““Ignateifi” must be to tell the read-
ers of the ADVANCE that the road I travel-
ed on was turnpiked all the way to Bass
River. But I wonder if * Ignateiff”
knows a turnpiked road when he sees it ?

About ths Post Office affair, I said that
the mails from Bass River went from that
office to Kingston and Molus River three
times per week and such is the case, as I
have myinformation from the Postmistress
andsheinformed me thatshe makes upamail
for Kingston and Molus River three times
per week—not daily as ‘“Ignateiff” says.
I did not say that Kingston and Molus
did not get a daily mail fron: Weldford,
but I was most particular in my former
letter, in saying from Bass River Post
Office.

Australia also needs but
a small squadron to guard agaiust sur-

Our Colonial Empire, therefore,
has ceased to be a drain upon us, and
even has grown enough to furnish us
material ﬁ:l’g And, as to India, the
complete pacifieation of the whole penin-
sula and the ab of a formidab
adversary, actual or possible, upon its
borders, enable us to draw to any extent
we please upon its limitless recruiting
grounds. ' Thus, unlike what was the
case sixty years ago, wherever we look
throughout the vast- British empire, we
find inexhaustible siaterials of ‘military
st lying ready to our hands, and
at the same time we see the strain upen
our home resources indelinitely dimin-
ished. Thans, we are free to use onr
own individual strength and that of all
our vast dependencies in chastising any
foe adventurous enough to invade our
rights or asperse our honour.

In a great European struggle, if we
did no more proportionately than was
done in 1814, we could in the United
Kingdom alone raise a million and a
half ‘of all kinds of forces, of whom
somewhat less than one-half would be
available for foreign service, the Medi-
terranean garrisons, and the navy. It
is certain, -however, that the numerical
superiority of ear foes'would compel us
before long to conform to-the exigencies
of modern war. The experience of the
North and the South at the time of
secession determine the limits of what it
would then be possible for us to accomp-
lish. . Two Southern whites out of every
eleven of all ages and both sexes march-
ed into the field, and of every-three
who did so one fell in battle or died in
hospital. The result was absolute ex-
haustion. More than this no people
could do. Tt is doubtful whether any
other would- achieve as much ; for the
whites left the negroes at home to carry
on the necessary labours of every-day
life. Making what allowance may be
necessary on this score, somewhat less
than six millions is the very highest
number the United Kingdom could
raise in the course of four years, even
if England itself were invaded. On the
scale of what the North did, we could
mobilise three million in four years,
and at the end of the time have in active
service by land and sea sixteen Rundred
thousand men. At the same time our
colonies and dependencies, with the aid
of the fleet, would be able to protect
themselves, so that this whole force,
except what would be required for home
defence, would be available for offensive
warfare, Lastly, if we leave out of ac-
connt the protected native States and
the warlike border tribes and Princi-
palities, the hundred and ninety mil-
lions of British India proger would fur-
nish us with an army of between eight
and nine millions of men, taking our own
force in 1814 as the standard of measure-
ment. Of course no man in his senses
would seriously think of enlisting so vast
a multitude of Asiatics. ‘We cite the
figures only to put definitely before the
mind the military capabilities of India
under a strong Government, and to show
that in point of fact the armies we could
raise there are limited only by pruden-
tial considerations, and by our means of

uipping, transporting, paying, and
faodiog th

em.
