A slender-legged hog was trotting about
fifty paces in the fiightened man’s rear.
It had a couple of ghttering whité tusks |
on either side of its jaw which it proceed-
ed to whet on the roots of a walnut tree
in which Rafael took shelter.

ed in some of the leading papers of
Great Britain. It has been formed
for the purpose of taking over, in-
creasing and developing the combined
businesses of Messrs Guy, Bevan &
Co., and Messrs. R. A. & J. Stewart,
as carried on by them at Miramichi,
and of transacting the business of a
trading, advance and mercantile
agency company. The capital of the
company is £300,000, consisting of
£100,000 in 10,000 preference shares
ot £10 each, fully paid up, bearing
6 per cent. cumulative dividend, and
£200,000 in 20,000 ordinary shares
of £10 each, of which 3,000 fully
paid up and 5,000 with £4 paid,
will be issued to the vendors in part
payment of the purchase wmoney
The prospectus says that 7,000 shares
have already been applied for. and
will be allotted in full and the re-
maining 5,000 are reserved tor future
issue. It is is not intended at pres-
ent to call up more than £4 per
share on any of the ordinary shares.
The preference shares are now alone
offered for subscription, payment
thereon to be made as follows,—$2
on application and the baiance on
allotment. The first dividend will
be payable 1st November next and
subsequent dividends half-yearly.

The business which thus goes into
the hands of the new company is an
old established one which had its
commencement as far back as 1816.
Examinations by well- known account-
ants of London and Edinburgh have
shown that the Miramichi businesses
of the two firms, taken together, have
yielded a profit during the past five
years, of £55,965.5/7 and expansion
of operations and economy in man-

Something Like Salmon Fisherles.

A correspendent interested in sal-
mon-culture sends us a letter of 7Tth
inst., that he received from New West~
minster, B. C., which referring to the
great salmon catch of this year, says—

I wonder if they will attribute the
increase to the cause of artificial hatching?
Mr. Homer, M. P. has jnst came back
from Parliament after the long session.
He says they had a hard time of it. Sal-
mon here are awfully plentiful.  Some of
the canneries have already got all of their
cans full, and boats are now catching from
400 to 600 per 5 hours, infact many a
thousand fish has been. thrown over the
wharves this season. Salmen are cost-
ing the canneries only lc. each. Had
there been. plant enough on the Frazer
there could have been from 500,000 to
€00,000 cases camned during the mecnth
of July. Now would be the time to ship
those suckeyes east, the run is over with
you, and very few can be taken on the
Columbia, they are "small sized and a
beautiful color which would take the
markets well.

Large quantities of salt salmon are be-
ing put up this season, which will bring
pricesdown on this side. I am afraid
theC. P. R. won’t be in readiness this
season,— not before next year, by the ap-
pearance of things.

I wasout on the river to-day. Sal-
mon are just like smelts. Some boats
have caught 1000 fish in 24 hours.

Our correspondent also encloses the
following from the Ottawa Free Press.

New Westminster, B.C., August6.—
This is the year for the big run of salmon,
which occurs every fourth year, and the
Fraser riveris literally alive with the
silvery heauties, which form so important
a part of British Columbia’s wealth and
her natural resources. On the 12th July
the soock‘ eyes, the choicest of the salmon
family, were observed to be coming up the
river in small lots. Soon, however, their
numbers incressed and with such wonder-
ful rapidity that the river is now chock
full of the finny treasures; and the can-
neries which are running are taxed to
their utmost capacity to pack the vass
quantities of fish which are being caught,
as thev are coming by hundreds of thou-
sands. Nosuch large and extensive run
eof sal: has baen known before. Tne
river. i ..s meuth te above New West-
mins! - added  with the fishing
boats e virious canneries. An in-
stanc., lu: cwhich is fully avsheuti-
catec. .o :1at of a boat which took 334
fish in ene haul, and commenced landing
them upon the wharf in exactly 55 min-
utes from the time of starting. The total
average pack will be twemty thousand
cases to each cabnery engaged, making
the probable total pack of she Fraser
river canneries for this season from 120,-
000 to 130,000 cases. On Saturday last
(August 1st) Ewen’s cannery did the big-
gost day’'s packing ever done on the
Fraser river, camning a total of 1400 cases
in ope day the highest pr-vious record
being 1275 cases. The .anneries have
being paying their fishern: a from three
to five cents a fish, but owing te the
plentiful supply tish have been offered
and sold for one cent each salmom during
the past week, they being willing to ac-
cept such a small price rather than throw
the fish overboard. They claim that in
previous seasons the cost of packing has
amounted te about $3.25 a case, while this
season it will be reduced to from $2.75 to
$3.00 If euchis the case it is certain shat
a fair margin of profit can e made on the
present ruling selling prices which are
$3.50 a case.—Ottawa Free Press.

Our correspondent also says,—

It seems o some that where salmen
are so plentiful, hatcheries are needless.
Of course you thimk so, or used to. I
believe they have been ‘of great assist-
ance. At all events, there is a steady
and large increase of salmon on the
hatchery rivers, showing, yeu will admis,
that if those hatcheries are wuseless in
restocking, they do mo$ prevent the fish
from entering the river.

You are aware that not leng ago it was
predicted and confidently asserted that a
longer continuance of the hatcheries
would result in total extinction of eur
‘salmon, aud that the fish were barbar-
ously used—in fact murdered—and this
idea was held by parties who should
have known better, but believed by par-
ties who had either an interest it their
abolition, or wished to obtain the hand-
ling of the cash. Over 30 salmon have
been taken this year in the Restigouche
with last year anud year before’s marks
upon them, by anglers and netters, cen-
clusively showing that the parent nsh
after being manipulated and used,
return There will, I think, be fully

2,000 fish caught in the Restigouche by
rod this year, and the net catch is also
very large, some stands taking over 20,000
Ibs. There has been lots of moudy for
the fishermen, but little for the buyers.
What may occur when the C. P. R.
opens up Krazer river, which is sure next
year, has yet to be told.

While we willingly publish our cor-
respondent’s letter, together with the
other matter he sends,we fail to see what
purpose he has in view when he intro-
duces the subject of salmen-hatching
by artificial means in connectiori with it.
There has been no salmon hatchery on
the Fraser River until a year or two
ago and the most ‘enthusiastic fish-
culturist in the country would not,
while in his senses, pretend that the
fisheries of any river could be affected
in one way or another by a two-year
old hatchery. Kvery fourth year is a
good one for salmon on the Fraser and
this year has been an unusually good
one, just as last year was a poor oneon
the Restigouche. So far as our opinion
of the artificial propagation of salmon
—as it has been carried on here—goes,
it has not changed, but been confirmed
by every year's observation and experi-
ence, and when we find men interested
in beoming the hatchery business en-
deavoring te sustain their position as
our correspondent does by lugging in
such far-fetched and absurd support as
this year’s experience on the Fraser, we
are the more comfirmed in our position.
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Montrezl's Scourge.

MoxrreAL, Aug. 20.—There has beea s
decided iucrease in the number of cases of
smallpox reported to the Health Office
within the past two days. Yesterday
thirty new cases in all were reported, and
by noon to-day sixteen more had been in-
scribed, making forty-six mew cases in a
day and a-half, as against thirty-five cases
reported during the two whole days of
Wednesday amd Thursday last week.
There are thirty-nine cases in the hospital,
only three of which are considered serious.

NOTHING LIKE LEATHER.
Yesterday at noon the employes of

manufacturers, of Visitation street, held a
meeting, and Mr. Thompson explained
the movement that is being made by the
shoue and leather manufacturers of this
city to prevent the spread of the disease,
pointing out to them as clearly as possible
the resolution passed at the manufacturers’
meeting on Tuesday last.

SMALLPOX AT ST. ROSE, LANORAIE, ST. SUL-

BOOKBINDRRS, PAPER-BOX AND COLLAR-
MAKERS.

A meeting of the bookbinders and paper-
box and collar makers was called to-day
by J. C. Wilson & Co. to consult as to the
steps the trade should take to check the
spread of smallpox. Several of the gen-
tlemen present expressed their views.
Mr. Dawson said there were two damgers
ted with $he exi of the small-
pox which it was well should be avoided.
On the one hand the spread of the diseasa
should be checked and on $he other any-
thing like alarm or exaggeration should be
avoided. As an employer of labor he was
unaware of the existence of s smallpox
epidemic inarmuch as not one of his 70 or
80 employes is ill with the disease. Hav-
ing just returned from the States, where
the most exaggerated reports of the
extend of the disease were current, he was
in a position %0 know what injury was
being done the city by the exaggerations
which have gained currency. Mr. Lovell
said that some of his empleyes had small-
pox in dheir families, and had left their
work in consequence. He had decided
that his people must get vaccinated,
though some of them objected to it.

Mr. Sims had notified his employes that
if any of them had smallpox in their
homes they must stop away from sheir
work until the danger of infection was
past. His firm will continue paying their
wages to any of the hands who may have
tostop work through this cause.

AN AMERICAY MEDICAL OPINION.

Dr. Francis.J. Quinlan, of New York
City, is stopping at the Windsor Hotel.
He is connected with the hospitals and
dispensaries of New York, and has had
four years’ experience as a surgeon in the
United States Indian service. He has
also had a large experieuce in the small-
pox hospital on Blackwell's Island, New
York, and has made himself familiar with
the fearful desease.

A Star veporter called on him, when he
gave some valuable hints on smallpox. He
began by saying : ‘There
why smallpox, or any other contagious
disease, should obtain a foothold in Mon-
treal. It is a city possessing natural
facilities for drainag~, and with only
ordinary eare could be made one of the
healthiest cities on the continent.” He
continued that it was imperative that
people should be vaccinated, and if they
will not submit to i$ willingly they should
be compelled to by law. Expecience has
shown that dark-skioned rices and nations
of mixed blood are more liable to coatract
eruptive diseases than others. Asa proof
of this he said

THE INDIANS
have the utmost horror of smallpox, which,
when it once breaks out among them,

is no reason

carries off whole tribes, as in the cases of
the Gres Ventres and Rees some years
ago. While in the Indiau service he
vaccinated several Indians, and when
they discovered that this treatment saved
them from the disease, they eame to him
in crowds, and he was known among
them as a great “‘medicine man.” Every
person should be vaccinated ot least
ouce in six years, and the authorities
should begin by making vaccination com-
pulsory, and if necessary, appoint special
officers to assist the physicians in carry-
ing it out. Patients suffering from the
malady should be thoroughly isolated,
and disinfectants and deodorizers freely
used, not only in the sick roem, but
more particularly by those attending on
the afflicted person. Now is the time to
begin, and every person of whatever age
SHOULD BE VACCINATED
at once. People should be made to under-
stand the importance of this. Many
peeple have an idea that the smallpox
will attack youth soomer than persons
of mature age. This is a mistake, as
old people are just as susceptible to it s
a child.

In order to successfully cope with the
danger that threatens Montreal, Dr.
Quinlan considered it absolutely neces-
sary that cleanliness should be strictly
observed, and every locality where an
outbreak is likely to occur should be
visited a$ short intervals, to see that
proper care is exercised. Garbage should
be burned, when it is practicable, and
| nothing dumped that can be disposed of
iin this manner. In New York, a com-

On the subject of
disinfectants, he said, carbolic acid, sul-
phate of zinc and chloride of lime are
the mos$ efficacious, and should be freely
used. In the premises where there is a
case of smallpox, brimstone soaked in
alcohol should be burned, im the fumes
of which nothing can live. Bi-chloride
of meroury, or as it is more commonly
known, corrosive sublimate, should also
be used, as it is the most active and
deadly destroyer of the germs of disease
known to the profession; as a germi-
cide it stands pre-eminent. It is inex-
pensive, within the reach of everyone,
does not injure clothing, and is harmless,
except when takem internally. It is pre-
pated in the proportion of about one
grain to two thousand parts of water.
When used in the household it should be
colored with some conspicuous coloring
matter, to prevent mistakes being made
in drinkiog it. In conclusion, he said
the authorities should at once take
stringent measures, to attend to the

It was also dis-
covered written on the back of a leather
match-box found among Maxwell’s effects.
The coroner consulted with Chief Har-
rigan and decided not to make the dis-
covery public, fearing that it would result
in the escape of Maxwell, as he might
set up defence in Auckland that the
corpse marked ““H. M. Brooks,” c¢huld
not be Preller. Further ‘examination of
the drawers showed that they were much
too small for Preller, that they had been
pulled hastily on the hody, and were torn
in several places from the tension, and
were of different material from the draw-
ers found in Preller's] baggage.

From this evidence deduction is clear,
Maxwell stripped the body, ‘and then
started to dress it in a suit of his (Max-
well’s) clothes. First he put the drawers
on, but finding it hard work, quit, and
placed the body in a trunk with the in.

Brooks. The rapid decomposition of the
body alone prevented him frem carrying
out his plan.

took & prominent part in the discussions
on the many important ‘ustmnn that
then came up for consider@on, and came
in for a good share of abuse both in the
Houve and in the press. After the death
of Lord Sydenham and the accession of
Sir Charles Bagot, Sir Francis was offered
and accepted the position of Inspector-
General or Finance Minister in the ad-
ministration. ‘L'his office he resigned
with the other members of the Lafontaine-
Baldwin administrati 843, as a re.
£x't of a dispute with the Governor-Gen-
eral, Sir Charles Metcalfe, and having
previously severed his connection with
the Toronto Eraminer, came to Montreal,
and in 1844 commenced the publication
of the Pilot. The first number made its
appearance during an election contest,
which resulted in the return of Mr, Drum-
mond, and those being the days when
duelling was still 1 vogue, the editor one
day received a challenge from the late
Ogle R. Gowan who had taken offence
at some remarks in one of the articles.
The hostile meeting ,however, never took
place. After the resignation of the min.
sitry a curious state of affairs prevailed
for some time. Mr. Daly, a member of
the council, who did not go out with his
colleagues, for nearly a month was the
enly minister; then Mr, D. B, Viger was
sworn'in as president of the council, with
Mr. Draper as another member, but with-
out portfolio, and for nearly a year the
Government was administered without
either a finance ora law office. At last
an administration was formed in 1844 and
an election held, in which Sir Francis lost
his seat. In 1847 he paid a visit to his
native land, and on his return found that
in his absence Parliament had been dis
solved and that he had been put in nom-
ination for Vxford, his old constituency.
He was returned by a ‘large majority,
though the returning officer on a tech"
nicality gave the seat to his opponent, a
decision that was reversed on the as-
sembling of Parliament. Meantime Lord
Elgin had been appointed as representative
of the King and the ministry had resign-
ed. Mr. Lafontaine was sent for, and in
conjunction with Mr. Baldwin formed a
cabinet that held office for unearly seven
years, Sir Francis Hincks being Inspector
General, Mr. Lafontaine resigned in
1851, when Sir Francis Hincks became
Premier, his chief colleague being Mr.
Morin, the programme agreed upon in-
cluding the secalarization of the Clergy
reserves, increase of representation, ex*
tension of the franchise, abolition of the
seignorial tenure, election to the Legis-
lative Coupcil, and encouragement of
Railway enterprises. During this peried
the troubles in Montreal over the passage
of the Rebellion Losses bill took place,
and arrangements were made that resulte
ed injthe construction of the]Great West~
orn, Northern and St. Lawrence & At~
lantic railways, and the Iatercolomial
railway was first proposed. One of the
first questions coming up for the consider-
ation of the new Government was the es-
tablishment of a line of steamers between
England and the 8t. Lawrence which led
to the establishment of what is now the
Allan live. In the spring’ of 1852, Sir
Francis visited England as a member of
a joint delegation for promoting the In.
tercolonial railway, and during this visit
made arrangements which led to the con.
struction of the Grand Trunk railway. On
September 8th, 1854, the Hincks-Morin
ministry announced its resignation, and
in 1855 Sir Francis was sppointed Gov-
ernor of Barbadoss and the Windward
Islands, and in 1862, in which year he
was created a Companion of the Bath,
was transferred o British Guiana, the
government of which he administered ti]l
1869, when he retarned to Canada. The
finance ministry in the Dominion Govern.
ment being vacant at the time, the Pre-
mier, Sir John Macdonald, offered the
position to Sir Francis, who accepted it
and held office till 1873, when he finally
retired from publie life and settled in
Montreal. The principal event in this
period of his ministerial life was the get-
ting rid of the debased American silver
coin which had grown to be a nuisance,

a Knight of St. Michael and St. George.
Among his other public services Sir
Fraocis took a prominent part in ne-
gotiating the Keciprocity treaty of 1854
with the United States; he also served on
the Outario Boundary commission in 1878,
whose award led to so much political
wrangling.

DEAR ADVANCE.—AS you are aware we
had an interesting time here on Sunday
last at the blessing of our peal of bells. On
Saturday evening about six o’clock the St.
Michael arrived qutgide-the Gully and was
met by our own logal tig,ghe Zulu, to
which the passengers we%nsferred, as
the former boat was too ‘*'brge to come up
the very tortuous amlfhere and there
shoal chanuel that affostls an approach to
our village.

Death of Mr. John Tucker.

We regret to record the death of Mr.
John Tucker,for many years an active and
prominent citizen of St. John. Mr, Tuack-
er was an Englishman by birth, and at an
early age entered the royal navy asan
apprentice, and subsequently rose to be
an officer. In 1837 he was appointed fore-
man of shipwrights, and in the same year
wassent out to Canada. Both Upper and
Lower Canada were then in the threes of
rebellion. Between 1837 and 1839 Mr.
Tucker superinteded the construction of a
number of vessels on the lakes .designed
for naval service. In 1852 he was ap-
pointed Lloyd’s surveyor for New Bruns-
wick, and took up his residence in St.
Jobn., That office he held for twenty-
eight years, till 1880, when he resigned
and Mr. C. R. Coker was appointed in his
stead.

Mr. Tucker had a most thorough know-
ledge of, aud interest in all that pertains
to shipbuilding. He was regarded by the
British admiralty as an authority upon
Csnadian shipping mattera. Hundreds of
vessels and hundreds of thousands of ton-
nage were built under his survey. He
was the means of disseminating a great
deal of information in regard to ship-
building which was invaluable, and his
heart was entirely in the work of promot-
ing and developing our mercantile marine.

Since his resigoation Mr. Tucker fora
time was manager of the Eastern Marine
Insurance Company. His illness was of
considerable duration. He leaves two
children, a son and a daughter, the
former well known as Major Tucker, the
latter being the wife of Mr. C. W. Wel-
don, M. P.—Telegraph. -

Fish and Lumber in Boston.

(Bosion Herald, 21st.

The mackerel fleet is doing very little,
and the market for both fresh and pack-
ed is firmer and higher, There seems to
be plenty of fish, but they are running in
shore, and are hard to catch. The fish
are in among the rocks, and the fishermen
canuot follow them without great risk of
seines aud other injury. The result has
been a small week’s catch,and consequent-
ly a much firmer market. The fleet is
at work on the eastern shore, and is
pretty well scattered from all the way
to the Bay of Fundy. The mackerel
are reported plenty in Frenchman’s Bay.
A fare of 300 bbls, fat mackerel has
arrived this week at Halifax from Nerth
bay, the first fat fish ef the season from
there. There are none of the New Eng-
land fleet now in North bay. Receipts of
packed mackerel at all the New Eogland
ports haye been much smaller than for
the previous week., The last sales at
Gloucester were at $3.50 with bbl for
bays; shore mackerel were held at $6.50.
There is a good jobbing trade, and
dealers are generally busy. The tendency
of prices is upward, but there arestill con-
siderable many of the early caught fish
in store which tends to keep the price
down, Prices are about 50c¢ higher in
cargo lots. The jobbers quote: New Nu.
1 shore, $17 to 18; extra ls, $22 to 23;
Bay of Fandy ls, $13 to 14; large No. 2,
$7.50 to 8; medium 2s, $5.50 to 6; large

that he has beea a leader in two rebellions
and in both showed himself mercenary and
mean; that when the priests opposed his
schemes he abandoned his religion and set
up fora prophet, and since bis incarcera-
tion has professed to become again a
devout Catholic; and that his speeches
show if again at liberty he would again
seek to play the game of rebellion. In
connexion with these points the Leader
asks—Is there a sound principle on which
Riel’s sentence could oe commuted.—

The Truth About Protection.

Whenever a word is said about the
desirability of revising the tariffin some
way that will keep American workingmen
busy, or at least save them and their
families from starvation, some devotee of
protection jumps up, wriggles into the
robes of an alleged prophet, and roars
“Woe, woe!” In reply to one of these
bugaboes the Boston Herald says:—

The truth is, and the workingmen as
well as théir employers are lLeginning to
see if, that the war taxes ou the necessi-
ties of the people and the essentials of
manufactures have been retained too long,
No enemy of American industries, had the
power been given him, zould have kept
them in a worse condition than they have
beén in for ten out of the last twenty years
under the care of their professed friends
and champions. Profits and wages have
steadily declined, the protected industries
suffering first and most severely. Accum-
ulated stocks and eaforced idleness have
been the natural results of over-stimula-
tion, If freer trade shall not give to this
country, with its great natural and insti-
tutional advantages over all other coun-
tries in the world, more than two jears
of real business prosperity out of twelve—
as we have not had since 1873—the advo-
cates of thatsystem will very frankly con.
fess that their theories are wrong, and seek
for a remedy outside the field of legisla-
tion.

But to charge that those who ask for a
reduction of the taxes en universal necessi-
ties, like sugar, salt, iron, glass, crockery,
clothing, lumber, wool, and who insist
that the crude materials necessary for our
manufacturers should be obtainable on
the terms enjoyed by their competitors,
are enemies of the workingman and foes
of American industry, is to insult the
common sense of intelligent voters. There
isan honest difference of opinion as to
what will promote and conserve the in-
terests ef labor and the earnings of capi-
tal, but that a political party sheuld make
war on both, or seek to injure either, is
simply preposterous.

Game and Fishing Seasons.

An amendment to the act providing for
the shooting of game was passed in the
local legislature last March, changing the
time alletted for shooting partridge, snipe
Formerly the close sea-
son for partridge was from Feb. Istto
September 20th, but by the late amend-
ment the close seasonis from Dec. 1st to
Sept. 20th, so that now no partridge can
be shot after Dec. 1st. Snipeand wood-
cock were formerly shot from Aug. 14th
to-March 1st, but now the law forbids the
shooting of these birds except from Sep-
tember 1st to December 1st. By the
same amendment it was enacted that sea
gulls should not be shot at any time in
tt > parish of Grand Manan except as
specimens for natural history. The Do-
minion government also passed a law last
session prohibiting the exportation of par-
tridge, prairie fowl and woodcock in addi-
tion to the game prohibited prior to this—
deer, wild turkey and quail.

In New Brunswick the close season
for trout and salmen fishing commences
Sept 15, but the net fishing closes one
month earlier. Lobster fishing closed on
Sept. 20th, but owing to the high winds
prevalent during the month of June, it is
said that there is not more than half a
catch this year. Many of these interest-
ed petitioned the Dominion government
for an extension of the lobster fishing sea-
son and an extension of two days was
granted them.

The roatest Cricket Scors Ever
: Made.

(From the London Standard, July 15.)

Yesterday the game between the West
of Scotiand men and the Chick® tereleven
was resumed, and the score was increased
to 398, when the szcond wicket fell, Mr.
Craig being caught by the bowler for 31.
Mr. J. Carrick, jr., stayed until the total
was 436, when he was bowled for 15.
Mr. J. A, Campbell then became Mr, J.
S. Carrick’s partner, and another very
long stand was made, 164 runs being added
before a separativn was effected. This
made the Tourth wicket down and the
total 600. Then Mr. J. Andrews came in,
afid once more the bowlers were treated
mercilessly. 1o other wicket fell, and
when stumps were drawn and the match
abandoned, Mr. Andrews was not out
49, and Mr, J. S. Carrick not out, 419.

Tough his long innings was not with"
out chances, Mr. Carriczx played with
great care, and the character of his hit-
ting may be judged from the
figures:—One eight, a magaificent square
leg hit, two sixes, two fives, thirty fours
and thirty-four threes. Ten of the Chi-
chester men bowled, and this 745 runs,
or rather the 695 from the bat, were hit
from 1,306 balls during the two days.

Mr. Carrick has achieved the distine-
tisn of having played the highest innings
on record. He was, of course, batting
during the entire duration of the match,
and just beat the previoas best, Mr. W.
N. Roz's 415, not out, obtained at Cam-
bridge in a college match in 18381. Before
that time the best individual score was
Mr. E.S.S.Tyiecote’'s 404, made in a school
mateh at Cliften, in 1868. The only
nings of 400 of which thereis any record
is Mr. W. G. Graces 400 net out, played
for the United South of Eagland eleven
against twenty-two of the Great Grimsby,
in 1866.

Extraordinary as is the total number
of runs in the prosent match—745 for
tour wickets—it #was more than equal-
led in the game p layed at Rickling Green
on the 4th and 5th of August, 1882. On
that occasion Rickliug Green were put out
for 94, and the Orleans Club scored 920
It may be interesting to give the compari-
sons of the wickets as they went down.
The first wicket at Rickling Goeen fell
for 20, the second for 625, the third for
645, and 4th for 727. The fifth then fell
at 771. It will be noticed that 905 runs
were put on between the fall of the first
and second wickets.
