“Tùe Bathurst Schools Troubles. ”
It is to be hoped that those who 

have complained against the Board of 
Education, the government of the 
Province and others in reference to the 
administration of the school law in 
Bathurst and vicinity, will pay due at­
tention to the advertisement of Judge 
Fraser, which appears in this week’s 
Advance. Judge Fraser was provin­
cial Secretary in the government that 
passed the school law. He is a just 
man and will no doubt earnestly and 
honestly endeavor to get at the facts of 
the vexed and vexing matter under 
investigation. It is said in some 
quarters that certain gentlemen who 
have led in the agitation of the matter 
will not willingly assist in making 
Judge Fraser’s enquiry a thorough one, 
but that they will take such a course 
as will enable them to continue to 
make political capital out of the alleg­
ed neglect of duty by the Board of 
Education and the Government. Let 
us hope that such will not prove to be 
true. It is the especial duty of such 
persons as Rev. Messrs. Thomson and 
Sellar and Mr. Wm. Rogers, who have 
published a great deal in the press on 
the subject, to present matters of which 
they complain to the judge, as he re­
quests. Let everything be done in a 
plain and straightforward way, so that 
the people at large may know exactly 
what the merits of the vexed question 
are.

tomey-generalship, although he had 
just entered the legislature for the first 
time. Messrs. Hatheway and Steven­
son were approached immediately after 
the caucus separated, and negotiations 
were attempted with them in favor of 
the other aspirants for the offices re­
ferred to, notwithstanding the solemn 
pledge given by all at the caucus that 
the personnel of the incoming govern­
ment was not to be mentioned or dis­
cussed until the then existing ministry 
was voted out of office. This so dis­
gusted Messrs. Hatheway & Stevenson 
that they lost faith in the other Bray- 
ley House caucus leaders, not knowing 
to what extent Mr. Gough and those 
in his confidence might have the new 
party organized. Next day when the 
uninitiated in the house sat in full ex­
pectation that something very impor­
tant was to happen, and when Mr. 
Gough was ready at his desk with a 
want of confidence resolution, Mr. 
Hatheway rose and asked the house to 
suspend business temporarily as Her 
Majesty’s Government had resigned 
and he been invited to wait upen His 
Honor the Lieut.-Governor with the 
view of forming a new government. 
Mr. Hatheway soon returned and in­
formed the House as to the personnel 
of the new government, which included 
himself as provincial secretary, vice 
Beckwith, and Mr. Stevenson, survey­
or-general, vice McAdam, resigned, the 
other members being as before. A 
great howl was made over the flank 
movement executed by Messrs. Hathe­
way and Stevenson when they discov­
ered the Punic faith of their associates, 
but few blamed them, and the whole 
episode was only a little tug of war 
between the ins and the outs. No 
great political principle was at stake 
and the two gentlemen who “burst the 
Brayley House caucus” were always 
commended for severing their tempor­
ary association with men whom they 
found, on their very first serious ex­
perience with them, to be incapable of 
observing a solemn party understand­
ing in reference to a most important 
part of their work for organization.

As to the “Northumberland deal,” it 
is a subject which the Globe persistently 
distorts in order particularly to prejudice 
Northumberland and its representatives 
with the publjc. The North Shore had 
long been practically robbed in the inter­
est of railway construction and public 
works largely provided for the benefit of 
St. John. Hundreds of thousands were 
collected as railway impost before con­
federation at North Shore ports to assist 
in building railways east and west from 
St. John, and faith was broken in the 
matter of promised railways on the North 
Shore. Our money was taken from us 
but we did not get a mile of railway in 
return for it. While this fleecing of the 
North Shore in St. John’s interest was 
going on,the choicest lumber lands of the 
province were being sold at forty cents 
an acre and the money expended in these 
same St. John railways. After confeder­
ation the best remaining timber lands of 
the province were given away to provide 
a second railway running up the St. 
John river and the public debt was in­
creased by the construction of other rail­
ways—notably the Grand Southern and 
Albert County lines. As these southern 
people got possession of the public lands 
and their railway facilities increased, the 
revenue necessities of the province were 
loaded upon the remaining Crown Lands, 
which were almost entirely on the north 
shore, until the burden of taxation upon 
the lumber industry became intolerable 
and brought on such a crisis in provincial 
politics as forced the government to ac­
cede to the demands of the north for 
redress. The nomination-day declaration 
in behalf of Northumberland’s four men 
who were elected, as made by Mr. 
Tweedie was that Northumberland 
should be given a seat in the govern­
ment and that a reduction of stumpage 
should be made, when they would give 
the government their support. Both 
concessions were offered and Mr. Tweedie 
and his colleagues accepted them, as he 
had said they would. What was there 
in the measure of justice thus secured to 
merit the Globe’s twaddle about the 
“notorious Northumberland 
Were we to tamely submit forever to the 
southern sections of the province dispos­
ing of all the common heritage for their 
own benefit and, then, paying off their 
extravagant bills from *the exorbitant 
stumpage tax they were imposing on 
what was left at the north ? The Globe 
will do well to inform itself of the merits 
of the Northumberland deal and the his­
tory of the impositions ar.d wrongs suffer­
ed by the north shore and enforced by 
the southern majority in the legislature 
for forty years. It will take a good 
many Northumberland deals to pay off 
old scores between the two great sections 
of the province and give the north what 
she is justly entitled to.

As for Mr. Foster, it is not our busi­
ness to defend him. We may say, how­
ever, that when he was an amatuer poli­
tician, he was a prohibitionist and, doubt­
less, sincere. He is now a practical poli 
tician and responsible minister. His ex­
perience has taken his theories out of 
him, and he has discovered that prohi­
bition is impossible because of the finan­
cial difficulties it would entail. He has 
therefore ceased to bo a prohibitionist, 
and he is as honest- in that as he 
was when he was carrying prohibition 
petitions around the country and solicit­
ing signatures for them. The Globe will 
have to find something more serious than 
that against Mr. Foster if it hopes to 
succeed in damaging him in the estima­
tion of practical men.

The Globe's trouble is that it is a 
misfit—a back number. To be in touch 
with the ethics of the times, to learn and 
be guided by the lessons of experience 
and thereby succeed against circumstances 
which appear to present impassible bar­
riers, is to incur that paper’s perpetual 
enmity. Everybody who reads it cannot 
fail to realise that it labors to promote 
the belief that the public policy of the 
whole country is simply a system design­
ed to keep truly good and able men in 
the background and advance the wicked 
and incapable to the highest seats in our 
political synagogues. If a representa­
tive of all public and private virtues, 
editorial wisdom and Demosthenic elo­
quence happens to get into parliament,or 
secure a postmastership—or even aspire 
to be a chairman of school trustees as he 
takes his place “on the shelf”—and fails, 
the Globe may be counted on to go into 
lachrymation over it, and not only mag­
nify such individual ill luck until it im­

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World’s Fair, May 6. — [Special.]- 
Not the least Interesting feature of the 
great exposition is the manner in which 
passengers are carried to it from the 
greater city. The fair, most readers will 
remember, is in Jac’ son park, and the dis­
tance from the central part of Chicagi 
proper to the central gate of the exposi­
tion grounds is about eight miles. Th< 
fair is within the city, and Chicago ex­
tends, for miles beyond the fair grounds, 
as well as miles and miles in every othei 
direction except to the cast, and it can’t 
extend very far in that direction because 
there із the lake. Yet even the lake does 
not serve wholly to prevent the growth ol ( " 
this bounding metropolis. On the north 
side of town several syndicates are filling 
in large tracts of ground, reclaiming it 
from the lake, and amassing fortunes by 
the process. One of the greatest decisions 
ever rendered by the supreme court of tht 
United States was that of a few weeks ago 
known as the lake front case, which for 
ever takes from a railway company whose 
tracks run along the lake front the right 
to extend its dominion into the lake. This 
decision deprives the railroad of riparian 
rights estimated to be worth more than 
$100,000,000.

Washington is called the city of magnifi­
cent distances, but the distances are more 
magnificent in Chicago than they are at 
the capital. For instance, on a bright day 
one may stand on this lake front in the 
heart of the city and away off to the south 
the towers, domes and giant roofs of the 
World’s fair loom up strong and clear 
against the horizon..

World’s Fair, May 2.—It is the daj 
after the great Columbian exposition is 
supposed to be ready to receive visitors 
from all over the world.

1-1“Look what was done in Nova Scotia 
in the successful effort to carry the scheme 
through a hostile Legislature. Think of 
the shame the conduct of no less s man 
than Joseph Howe reflects upon the 
times in which he lived !

And it continues :—
“Who can forget the late Governor 

McLellan’s denunciation of Sir Charles 
Tapper as the high priest of corruption 1 
And yet Topper’s course was so success­
ful that the man who so eloquently de­
nounced him was too ready to accept po­
litical favors at his hands.

“In New Brunswick we had a remark­
able instance of political immorality in 
the case of two men who left the party 
caucus at night, related its secrets to the 
government, and made a trade by which 
they deserted their friends, and the next 
day were, themselves, members of the 
administration.

“A still more notorious case is that 
which is known as the “Northumberland 
deal,” the evil consequences of which are 
cnmnlative.

“Take the case of the Finance Minister 
of Canada, who began his public career as 
a prohiBitionist, and who made people 
believe that to secure prohibition would 
be the great aim of his public life. He 
scarcely mentions the snbject now, his 
silence being purchased by salary and 
office. It ia not, therefore, the mere 
vulgar act of bribing the elector at the 
polls which is the greater factor in politi­
cal corruption in Canada.’’

It would be interesting to have the 
Globe explain its grounds for thus as­
sailing the memory of the late Hon. 
Joseph Howe. Does it not know that 
Mr. Howe contended valiantly, with 
all the great ability which he undoubt­
edly possessed, against the scheme by 
which confederation was carried 1 
Did he not go almost to the verge of 
creating a rebellion in Nova Scotia 
after the scheme was carried because 
of the methods employed, and did he 
not refuse to take any part in the or­
ganization of the Dominion, even after 
the British North America Act was 
passed by the Imperial parliament t

As late as the lall of 1867 he was 
laboring to find some means by which 
to remedy the wrong done to his prov­
ince. He found none, however, be. 
cause the Act of Confederation was 
irrevocable. Afterwards, he bowed to 
the inevitable. Having labored to 
benefit his province by getting it out 
of the union, and finding that course 
futile, he did what any patriotic man— 
unless be were a Globe style of patriot 
and was looking for another flag for 
his country—would do,—devoted bis 
remaining energies and influence to 
the work of securing the best possible 
concessions for Nova Scotia under the 
new and inevitable order of things.

Once in the heat of debate, when the 
late A. W. McLellan and Charles 
Tapper were opposing each other in 
the Nova Scotia Legislature Mr. Mc­
Lellan referred to his opponent as “the 
high priest of corruption.” Many 
years after, when all the provinces had 
become the Dominion of Canada, 
Messrs. Tupperl and McLellan were 
members of the Federal Government. 
The Globe’s idea seems to be that 
those gentlemen should never have 
forgotten their old political antagon­
isms and united in the working out of 
the plan of confederation to the great­
est possible success. According to 
that luminous sheet they should al­
ways have remained personal enemies 
and refused to work together in the 
interest of their common country. 
Patriotic and practical people will not 
agree with the Globe’s position that 
when Messrs Tapper and McLellan be­
came friends it was on a “corrupt” 
basis.

Next in the Globe’s enumeration of 
the political rascals of its country are 
two dead men, who, of course, cannot 
now defend themselves. These are the 
late Hon. Geo. L. Hatheway and Hon. 
В. B. Stevenson, who were leading 
figures in the episode known as tho 
Brayley House caucus, some twenty- 
three years ago. The King-Beckwith 
government of that day was conspired 
against by a number of gentlemen, 
amongst whom were some who were 
elected to sustain it, but were induced 
to join Messrs. Gough, Hanington and 
others for the purpose of accomplishing 
its overthrow. The conspirators met 
in the Brayley House, Fredericton, 
and the roll-call demonstrated their 
ability to vote the government out of 
office. This they decided to do and it 
was solemnly agreed and understood 
amongst tljem that nothing was to be 
said or -arranged as to who shoqjd be 
the members of the new government 
until the King-Beckwith ministry had 
resigned after their coming defeat. 
That vVas the situation when the con­
spirators’ caucus ended at the Brayley 
House near midnight. Certain 
bitious^gentlemen, however, found the 
work of cabinet-making too inviting 
to be laid aside until tho appointed 
time. It had been generally conceded 
that Geo. L. Hatheway stood for the 
succession to the secretaryship and B. 
R. Stevenson for the office of attorney- 
general. Mr. Gough, however, burn­
ed to be secretary and a gentleman 
who is now a judge aspired to the at-
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at the southern end of the South Chicago 
electric road, not far from the Indiana 
state line connect at State street with 
the cable road, which will carry him to the 
center of the city, and there changing to 
the north side line continue his journey 
about twelve miles farther toward Wis­
consin.

One of these is an enor­
mous whaleback steamer named the Co­
lumbus. These boats start from the foot 
of Van Buren street, where a great pier 

• been built for their accommodation, 
and land passengers at the pier one half 
mile in length which extends from the 
foot of the grand basin in the exposition 
grounds. The voyage each way will re­
quire about forty minutes of time, but 
when the weather is warm the trip will be 
refreshing and enjoyable. Bands of music 
will accompany the boats, and ices and 
light drinks will be served on board. The 
view of Chicago from the lake will be 
worth the trouble, and the spectacle pre­
sented by the exposition grounds and/ 
buildings from the water is sure to be я 
memorable one, particularly at night 
when the electrical effects on pier and 
shore are to be very fine. The great 
search-lights placed on the towers of the 
exposition buildings will cast their power­
ful rays far out into the lake, illuminating 
the pier and harbor almost as brilliantly as 
day.

Other steamship lines will run from var­
ious points along the lake and the river 
which cuts through the city, and will add 
considerably to the total carrying capacity 
of the exposition transportation lines. But 
for those who desire other models of travel 
there will be a great variety of opportuni­
ties. A coaching company has been 
formed to make regular trips between the 
lake front iu the city to the exposition 
grounds, and beautiful coaches, each 
drawn by four spirited horses, they are. 
These"vehicles are of a new pattern, their 
“inside” seats not being inside at all, inas­
much as there are no doors or curtai 
anything to shut off the view. One could 
not imagine a more delightful way of go­
ing to the fair than to mount one of these 
fast-flying coaches and dash through the 
boulevards, the parks and along the Mid­
way plaisance to the gates of the big fair. 
Chicago has the finest paAs and boule­
vards in America, and the flower show, as 
well as the show of stylish equipages, of 
costly houses, beautiful grounds and fash­
ionable people along Grand, Michigan and 
Drexel boulevards is worth seeing.

The cost each way by the coaches will be 
$1, which is rather expensive, considering 
that one may make t»ie ваще trip for a 
nickel by the elevated trains or cable cars. 
But if it be desired to see the parks and 
boulevards without the investment of so 
much as $1 one may step into one of a line 
of fifty carry-alls which another company 
.з running o'-ur the same route with a 
tariff of 50 cents.

Within the grounds the exposition man­
agers have built a commodious and im­
posing terminal station. Here are all the 
conveniences of a first-class modern rail­
way station. There are even lunch-rooms 
in which passengers may spread out their 
own baskets, eat their home-coo ked vic­
tuals, and buy hot coffee or tea handy by. 
This station will be used principally by the 
excursion trains which It Is^xpected ail 
the roads running into the city will put 
on very soon. Passengers will be landed 
here early in the forenoon, and after they 
have had a run of five or six hours through 
the exposition they will embark for they

There is something almost 
universal in the mind of man which leads 
him to want to know how a thing is made. 
The small boy's first desire on taking a 
watch in his hand is to tear the insides out 
of it so he may ascertain what makes the 
wheels go round.

When the visitor from afar first steps 
upon the grounds he is dazed with the 
magnificence and the vastness of the outr 
door picture. For a short time he wanders 
in one direction or another, aimlessly, 
with his eyes wide open and his lips fre­
quently uttering exclamations of sur­
prise, delight, amazement. Then he con­
cludes to take a walk through the whole 
show. ‘‘To-day,” fie says to himself, 
“I’ll not stop to look at an^-thing, but just 
rush through from one end to the other and 
get the lay of the ground.” Let me warn vis­
itors against this mistake. I blundered in 
that way myself. One afternoon I thought 
I, too, would see the outside of everything 
iu a single journey, J walked and walked 
and gaped and gaped till my neck ached. 
After some hours I felt a consciousness of 
great fatigue and concluded to sit down 
and rest. I bought a 10-cent guide-book 
containing a map of the grounds, and per­
ceived that as yet I had seen but one- 
fourth of the buildings of the main exhi­
bition, and had not entered the Midway 
plaisance at all. Then I measured on the 
map how far I had walked, and found that 
my eager feet had carried me no fewer 
than seven and a half miles.

The best thing the visitor can do on first 
arriving is to take several rides around the 
elevated railway. That runs from one end 
of the grounds to the other, and gives the 
most magnificent set of Valiedoscopic 
views that one ever beheld. If I 
coming here this week for the first time I 
should spend the first day on the elevated 
trains and in the gondolas or launches on 
the lagoons. The next two or three days I 
should simply walk about the grounds and 
through that great international circus 
and museum, the Midway plaisance. After 
this I should divide the show up into 
tions, and take in onejsection each day.

a mile away. The gilded dome of the Ad­
ministration building shines through all 
the smoko and steam of industrial Chi­
cago. A look at this little lake front park 
shows at a glance what a serious blunder 
the projectors of the fair escaped when 
they, decided to go out where there was 
more room for their site. After spending 
a couple of millions of dollars in reclaim­
ing land from the lake, and in the con­
struction of great piers, they would have 
found their site just about one-third large 
enough x for the purpose. A thousand 
acres of Jackson and Washington parks 
and Midway plaisance, a pretty stretch of 
ground runn.ng from park to park, are 
now in use, and none too much space at 
that. Ono of the arguments used against 
his site was that no way could be found 

to take the people out to it fast enough, or 
to bring them back.

Transportation of the hundreds of thou­
sands of visitors to and from the park was 
a problem, it is true, but like all the other 
problems in connection with this vast en­
terprise it appears to have been satisfac­
torily solved. According to the figures 
given cut by the managers of the various 
transportation lines there will be sufficient 
capacity of cars, steamers, etc., to take 
about 109,000 persons to the fair in 
hour. If anything like this capacity be 
developed in actual service there will be 
no cause for complaint. The greatest day 
the fair is to have during the summer is 
not likely to show "more than 400,000 visi­
tors. Even if the big day should reach the 
enormous total of 500,000 visitors—and 
that is more than ever attended any fair in 
one day—there will be transportation far 
сі 1 і і і vs for all of them. It must be remem­
bered that while the demands of the regu­
lar travel are almost up to the capacity of 
the Chicago passenger Hues, tho Yv'orld’s 
fair traffic to and from the city comes 
heaviest iu a direction opposite to that of 
the heavy city travel. In the morning, 
when ^Chicagoans are coming to their 
business the World's fair crowds are trav 
cling iu the other direction, and so again 
in the afternoon and evening. While the 
facilities appear to be excellent between 
the principal central part of the city and 
the fair grounds the most trouble is likely 
to appear on the north and west sides, 
where no additional facilities have been 
provided, and where the World’s fair 
travel and the regular travel will run in 
parallel both of time and direction.

There are four principal routes to the 
World’s fair from the city. These are the 
trains on the Illinois Central railway, the
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Commissioners.

Trst in importance, perhaps, 
is the Illinois Central, which occupies the 
lake front. Its special World’s fair trains 
run every two minutes, and carry passen­
gers from the foot of Van Buren street, 
which is about the center of the down­
town district, to the exposition in fifteen 
minutes. The fare is 10 cents each way, 
and the trains do not stop between the 
city and the exposition. Passengers 
landed at four stations in the vicinity of 
the fair grounds, all without the enclosure 
but convenient to the gates. The cars 
used for this special service are of rather 
novel construction, They have been nick­
named “the cattle cars,” because they are 
cars which after the World’s fair is over 
will be converted into vehicles for the 
transportaion of livestock. There are no 
platforms at the end of the coaches, and 
the doors for entrance and egress are at 
the sides. In this respect they resemble 
a summer street car, or the carg used on 
the Coney Island and other dummy su­
burban railroads in the east. The seats 
run cross-wise of the cars, and each coach 
will accommodate ninety-six passengers. 
A step like that on an English passenger 
coach runs along either side. A guard sits 
on the roof of each of these poaches, and 
by a lever opens or* closes an iron railing 
which serves to protect passengers from 
the danger of falling out while the train i* 
in motion.

Chicago has but one elevated railroad, 
and this is called the Alley line, from the 
fact that its route lies through the allej-s 
between State street and Wabash avenue. 
Where the road intergeçta cross, streets the

World's D’air, May 11.— [Special.] — 
The managers of the exposition discovered 
very early that they would be compelled 
to find a place outside the grounds of the 
fair proper for the many special attrac­
tions and curiosities which were pouring - 
In from the four quarters of the earth. 
They decided to make the Midway plais­
ance the gathering place of all tlfilg novel­
ties, and to permit the concessionaries to 
charge gate fees there—for the plaisance 
has become a series of side-shows. It is 
still an open question with many visitors 
whether the principal circus, the exposi­
tion proper, or the side-show is most inter­
esting.

H. M. S. Blake, May 3, 1893.
Dear Sir.—The commander-in chief has 

handed me your letter of May 2, and I beg 
to thank you, and through you the members 
of the Ivy Lodge, Sons of St. George, for 
your prompt and kind recognition of the 
conduct of two seaman of the Blake who 
jumped overboard from the ship on Sunday 
last, and were instrumental in saving the 
life of one of the occupants of a boat which 
had swamped alongside. The names of the 
men are Robert Halfyard, able seaman, and 
Henry Charles William Hunt, ordinary sea­
man, and 1 will with great pleasure arrange 
that your committee have an opportunity of 
publicly presenting the medils you are so 
good as to have ordered to be struck. I 
will rend a boat to the landing stage at the 
foot of Ninety-fifth street at half-past eleven 
on Sunday morning next to bring your com­
mittee on board, and we shall be in readi­
ness for the presentation on your arrival.

Truly yours,
William Des V. Hamilton,

Flag Captain.
With naval promptness the big cutter of 

the Blake was alongside the landing. The 
officer in charge presented Captain Hamil­
ton’s compliments and invited the members 
of the committee and the Herald represen­
tative to accompany them on board.

When the committee reached the Blake’s 
deck Captain Hamilton warmly greeted 
them.

“I want to say,” remarked Mr. Southgate 
to Captain Hamilton, “how much we ap­
preciate the kindness which you are show­
ing us, but it is not more than could have 
been expected from an English officer and 
gentleman.” Captaiu Hamilton bowed his 
acknowledgment, and his face under the 
compliment glowed as red as his beard.

“Gentlemen, step down into the admiral’s 
office br a moment,” said he : “1 will only 
keep you a short -time waiting. The crew 
is at service.”

It was church time on the Blake. A 
hundred members of various associations of 
the naval veterans of the United States in 
full uniform, under the command of B. S. 
Gabon, rear admiral of the national associa­
tion, were uniting with the tarsaod marines 
of the British ship in service* The service 
was conducted by the chaplain, the Bev. H. 
S Wood, and after the reading of the 
Church of England service there was com­
munion. This concluded, all hands were 
assembled on the quarter deck.

A tine and unusual spectacle the British 
officers and tars presented as with eager 
faces they awaited the ceremonies attending 
probably the proudest days that Robert 
Half yard and Henry Chai lee William Hunt 
had ever known.

The two seaman who were to be decor­
ated stood out from their mates in a clear 
ьрасе which had been left for the commit­
tee. They were side by side. Both are 
handsome specimens of the English sailor- 
man. Halfyard is the older and the taller 
of the two. He is twenty-eight, 
seems scarcely to have attained his majority. 
Both stood erect and motionless and with­
out any trace of the embarrassment which 
had marked the manner of bluff James 
O’Connor when he received his medal.

Captain Hamilton in a few words intro­
duced the representatives of the Sons of 
St. George and told Supreme President 
Bartram to go ahead.

“We are here, English sailors, and Mr. 
Halfyard and Mr. Hunt, as the representa­
tives of the Sons of St. George, which in 
this country number at least thirty thou­
sand members. We are Englishmen or the 
Sons of Englishmen, mostly citizens of this 
country by adoption. Your deed, Halfyard 
and Hunt, of last Sunday had been widely 
circulated, and there are to-day thousands of 
British In arts throbbing all over the coun­
try at the knowledge that we are to present 
to you medals in recognition of what you 
have done. We feel a greater interest in 
your conduct because you are our country­
men, and although we are mostly citizens of 
the United States our hearts beat warmly 
for our native land. We feel that we are 
doing our duty in saying these things to 
you, and we feel that we are conferring on 
you something which you deserve and of 
which you will be proud. We honor our­
selves in honoring you. We shall always 
cherish your memory with feelings of the 
highest regard. In addition I want to say 
that we feel very grateful to the officers of 
the Blake, and we present to them and to 
you our tenderest regards and best wishes.”

Thereupon Mr. Bart.-am handed to Capt. 
Hamilton two little black leather cases, 
which the captain opened, disclosing the 
medals. They are exact counterparts of the 
medal given to James O’Connor, except that 
the sailors’ names are engraved upon the

It was now Capt. Hamilton’s turn to do 
some talking.

“Before I pin on the medals,” said the 
captain, “I want to thank you, Mr. Bar- 
tram, and the committee and the Order of 
the Sons of St. George for their kindness 
and thoughtfulness and generosity in pre­
senting to the sailors these handsome medals 
On their behalf I can say that they will 
value them highly and will value still more 
highly the kind words you have spoken to­
day. Their vaine is great, but the value of 
the knowledge of having nobly done their 
duty, which you impress, is still greater. 
I am glad to have two men on this ship who 
saved life last Sunday. I can’t say that 
they saved the life of a fellow-countryman, 
but no matter to what country the rescued 
party belongs, I am equally proud. I will 
now carry out Mr. Bartram’s wish and pin 
these medals on their breasts.”

A minute later the two beautiful medals 
showed on the shirts of Halfyard and Hunt.

: ‘Now, my boys, said the captain. I 
wish you well,” and Captain Hamilton 
shook each man by the hand.

There was great applause on the Blake 
at this. The Naval Veterans, who bad 
been to church service, led the cheering. C. 
H. James, of Ivy lodge, who 'accompanied 
the committee, advanced toward the captain 
bearing a huge bouquet made of roses and 
ivy.

The captain said he would do it, and then 
escorted the committee, and Mr. Osbon sud­
denly advancing to the captain, put one 
hand on his shoulder and sa d :

“I hereby make you an honorary member 
of the Naval Veterans.’ With that he 
handed the captain the insignia of the order.

“Take it,” said he ; “it is merely the 
humble record of service in the cause of 
freedom.”

Mr. Osbon then asked for permission to 
propose a toast. It was granted.

“My toast,” said he, holding aloft his 
glass, “is The Lady of the World, Queen 
Victoria. The toast was drunk standing, 
and then Captain Hamilton remarked
