Wilkesbarre, Pa., May " 12.—Right
high school students, six girls and two
boys, llost their’ livep today while
boating on what is known as the old
Paper Mill dam at Huntington Hill,
about twenty miles below this city, in
the lower end of Luzerne county.

Twelve students of the Huntington
High School got two boats at the
noon hour and started for a row on
the dam. The dam is nearly half a
mile in width, and when the two crafts
had reached the centre of the body of
water it was noticed that one of them
had sprung aleak. The two boats
were then pulled together by the
young men in the party and an effort
was belng made to transfer the girls
from

‘The last one of the party had
scarcely set foot in the boat when it

began to sink, a combined weight of

the party.
Saved Themselves.
The girls were helpless to save
themselves and the boys in the party
with the exception of Dodson being

Only two of the
girls were clinging to the boat. the
others having gene down for the last
time. Seizing Miss Davenport, Min-
nich again started for the shore, but
the exertion was too much for the
gallant lad and the two went down
together when they were within a
stone’s throw of the bank.

When the boat sprang a leak there
was no excitement among the mem-
bers of the party, but as soon as the
sound craft began to fill with water,
it. nppeared as though every member
be ame terror stricken. The shrieks
of the drowning girls could be plainly
heard on the bank of the dam, but
there was no one near whom could
launch another boat and go to the
rescue of the imperilled party.

Families Prominent,

The terrible accident has cast a
gloom over the lower end of Luzerne
County, where the families of all
the victims are prominent.

Three of those who were drowned
would have graduated this summer,
yvoung Minnich and the Misses Bonhan
and Good.

As soon as it became known that
the students had lost their lives hun-
dreds of persons soon surrounded the
body of water and grappling parties
at oifte began a search for the bodies
of the unfortunate scholars. Those
of Minnich, and Miss Davenport were
the first recovered. After grappling
for less than two hours all the bodies
were recovered. Not one of the par-
ents of the drowned boys and girls
knew of the accident until all of the
bodies had been brought to shore.

Geo. Bryant, a Former English-
man, Crushed Under Logs
At Northampton — Railway
Employe Pleads Guilty.

Woodstock, May 12.—Geo. Bryant,
a native of Liverpool, Eng., who has
béen in Canada about two years, was
killed yesterday afternoon, while raft-
ing logs for Wm.

He was
at work with a crew of men who were
taking logs from the bank and was at
the foot of the brow. A heavy hem-
lock was started at the top and when
Bryant saw it rolling down, he ap-
parently became bewildered and un-
able to get out of danger.

He
was taken to his home a short dis-
tance away and medical assistance
summoned. The accident took place
about 10 o'clock in the moraing and
he lived until 5 o'clock in the even-
ing.

| without that it can never become a

as we want discipline, and in our
teaching religion must be made part
of our national life. In France, where
the church and state have separated
the government of that country gives
over one day each week to religious
training. As we see our national life
coming into existence under condi-
tions that have no peer and attended
by every indication of a glorious fu-
ture, it becomes evident that religi-
ous sentiment must be brought into
our national life,

The measure of a nation’s success
and of national greatness is estimated
now as it was not in the past by the
way aud the amount it has contribu-
ted to uplifting the life of the coun-
try and by this is meant life in every
aspect, the moral life, which unless it
be good, a nation cannot succeed, and
the spiritual life which is the supreme
test of a nation's greatness.

UNCHED

Professor Willson Of Harvard
Describes Motion Of Heav-
enly Visitor-—Effect On The

_ Earth Likely To Be Slight.

——

Boston, Mass., May 12.—How great
is the interest.in Halley's comet wag
apparent last evening when more than
thred hundred persons responded to
the invitation of the Boston Scientific
Society of Harvard to listen to Robert
W. Willson, professor of astronomy at
Harvard.  The story was fargely that
of motions and positions, illustrated
by means of a. beautiful model and nu-
merous lantern .views. The position
of the orbit with reference to the
plane of the ecliptic was clearly
shown, the model-being especially use-
ful in illustrating this point, while
much time was devoted to describing
the kind of motion that the comet has
among the stars, Professor Willson ex-
hibited a slide of the original discoyv-
ery plate made by Wolf. A set of
plates taken at different times and
showing the movement of the little ob.
ject from place to place, also formed
one of the features of the meeting,

The apparent motion of the comet
is rather complicated, since the comet
is moving and also the earth. The
combination of the two is responsible
for the sudden change of the comet
fgom the morning to the evening sky.
The comet- approached the sun from
the direction of Regunius and for a
long time it was almost in the same
place, Then there ensued some motion
and again it has been approaching the
earth almost in a line, so that in April
the comet was almost in the same
Spot. The speaker noted the condi-
tions were much like standing near
the line of a railway at a distance
from a long curve,

When it comes to brilliancy, the
visitor will be under unfortunate con-
ditions since when it will be best
placed for observation there will be
moonlight, and this kills the Ylight of
such diffused abjects as even the
bright comets. After the moon has
passed the comet will be even better
placed in the sky for vision, but will
be more distant. It may not be a
splendid object, but it ought to be
brilliant, and for a few days following
May 18 will be visible in the sky after
sunset.

As to its effect upon the earth the
speaker said that portents are now
not to be considered by intelligent
people, and that all that concerns
them are sclentific matters. As to
the notion that cyanogen gas  will
harm the earth, there need not be the
least fear, since at worst the cyanogen
has been seen ouly about the head of
the comet and will be millions o)
miles distant from the earth, even if
it were dense enough to affect in the
least degree the earth’s atmosphere,
As to meteor showers, it is pretty cer-
tain that the tail through ,which the
earth is to pass is composed of par-
ticles not more than 1-25,000 of an
inch in diameter, and these are too
small to show as meteors;

There may be a slight darkening of
the atmosphere, and since the par-
ticles in the tail may be electrically
charged it is possible that such deli-
cate apparatus as the wireless may be
somewhat affected. Watch will be
kept for phenomena of the kind, but
gross physical phenomena will be ab.
sent.

In whatever rank
of life her Royal Highness had been
placed she would undoubtedly have
“made her mark” and influenced her
surroundings. Though utterly diger-
ent from each other in their charac-
ters the two “first gentlewomen of
England” are alike in many of their
virtues and best characteristics, and
have in common that charm of man-
ner and gracious kindliness which
win for them both the love of their
immediate entourage, the affectionate
interest .and pride of that vast outer
circle which stretches to:the furthest
boundaries of the Empire.

Her Imperial Interests,

To the Princess even perhaps more
than to Queen Alexandra the word
Empire has a very real meaning. Her
keen interest in the colonies = over
which she will one day reign resulted
in the splendid tours which she and
the Prince have made to them, for it
has always been among their dearest
wishes to see the great dominions for
themselves and get into real and vital
touch with the people in all parts of
the world. This they felt was the
only way to understand their needs
and their own responsibilities towards
them. The Prince waxes enthusi-
astic over her travels and the mag-
nificent receptions which met her and
her husband everywhere, and never
tires in relating her reminscences and
showing her friends the curios and
souvenirs which she brought home
from all the places they visited.

The Princess as Housewife.

In all household matters the Prin-
cess of Wales could give most house-
wives points. Practicability’ seems to
have been born in her, and there is
no detail connected with the man-
agement of her household to which
she has not given personal attention
and care. Soon after she was married
she cause great amusement as well
as consternation at Windsor Castle
when she was staying there by send-
ing for the major domo and saying
to him: “Now I want you to take me
all over the castle—everywhere where
1 must not go—and show me how
things are managed.”

Her chief
delight is to be with her children, to
share in all their sports and joys and
small sorrows, and enjoy every mom-
ent of their childhood. It is she who
“tucks them in bed” at night and
joins in their “pillow fights” in the
morning, and is the boon companion
of their days. Her greatest grief—as
well as theirs—is that the duties of
her position oblige her to be away
from them so much, and if as some-
times happens the Prince and Princess

That the fish, forest and game re-
sources of the province are a valu-
able asset and as such should be pro-
tected as far as possible, was the
tenor of the discussion at a meeting
of the Fish, Forest and Game Protec-
tion Association held in the rooms of
the Board of Trade last evening.

The meeting was not attended as
largely as the importance of the ob-
ject under discussion merited, but the
speakers were in accord as to the
necessity of action being taken and
decided to refer the matter to a meet-
ing to be held next week in conjunc-
tion with the meeting of the New
Brunswick guides.A dinner will follow
this meeting, and a committee was ap-
pointed last evening, to make the ar-
rangements.

In the absence of the president,
J. M. Robinson presided, and opened
the meeting. The secretary, D. W.
Clinch then made a statement of the
work already done by the association
and the results accomplished. He
thought it advisable that the associa-
tion should seek incorporation and ap-
proach the local Government to have
the protection of the fish, forest and
game resources of the province made
the subject of inquiry by a Royal com-
mission, to decide upon a plan of ac-
tion.

In Quebec a similar society, he said,
employed two game wardens who had
last year secured 68 convictions for
the violation of the game laws while
the 200 wardens employed by the gov-
ernment of Quebec got only 48 cases.
The Quebec Society receives a grant
of $800 from the Government while up
to the present time the New Bruns-
wick ‘society has had no such aid.

Convictions.

During the year the society had re-
ported a forest fire near Norton, one
conviction for game law violation in
Restigouche county and had supplied
evidence for two convictions secured
by Warden Dean.

The need of a government commis-
sion to take over the work would be
much increased by the building of the
G. T. P. through the provinces as
that would open up many rivers and
streams which were not now easy of
access and would place them at the
mercy of people who might be tempt-
ed to disregard the game laws un-
less they were rigidly enforced.

Mr., Wilmot to The Standard, yester-
day, “and the indicationg are that we
will receive a large number of new
settlers this year. Mr. Bowder, the
provincial agent in Great Britain,
took charge of the London office on
Monday and as he is a hustler we ex-
pect that he will soon start a stream
of immigration from that part of the
world. We are getting a lot of Scotch-
men just  now--men . determined to
take up farms, and just the type to
make a success of farming in this pro-
vince.

“At present the influx of immigrants
anxious to learn farming is a great
boon to our own farmers, as it pro-
vides them with a supply of the best
class of labor for their purposes.
Farmers come into the office every
day looking for men to work for them,
and they are glad to pay the immi-
grant’s fare to their farm and agree
to pay the fare back in case condi-
tions should not prove satisfactory.

“The single men coming out now
and going to work on farms in this
province are able to get anywhere
from $20 to $30 a month with board
and lodging.”
