William R. Badger, of Pittsburg and 
St. Croix Johnstone, of Chicago, both 
young men, lost their lives at the in­
ternational aviation meet here today.
In dying both revealed the frailty of 
the craft in which two score more 
aviators were curving and gliding 
about the air, with scarcely a pause 
for the death of their contemporaries.

Death in both cases was due to un­
explained accidents, probably tbe re­
sults of unexpected defects in the 
mechanism of the engines, 
in no way caused by carelessness nor 
lack of responsibility of the drivers.

LAST DIVIDENDTHE FISHERIES HAVE BECOME GREAT SINCE ABROGATION.
For years we have heard how greatly the fisheries would be ben- 

efltted if we only had back the "good old days of reciprocity.” The 
fisheries of all* the provinces forming Canada now have become great 
and powerful and important since the abrogation of the reciprocity 
treaty in 1866. In 1861, when the reciprocity treaty had been in 
operation for seven years and the outbreak of the civil war had sent 
prices away up, the products of our largest fishery, that of Nova 
Scotia, amounted to $2,376,721, and the next in Importance, that of 
New Brunswick, reached a value of $184,800. In 1869 three years af­
ter the reciprocity treaty had been abrogated, the Nova Scotia pro­
duct reached a value of $2,501,507, and New Brunswick $638,576, show-

Dear Sirs:-- THE FISHERIES INCREASED WITHOUT RECIPROCITY.
In 1871 the Washington treaty threw open the American market 

to us. and the products of our fisheries did not increase ut any great­
er rate than they had during the five years that our neighbors main­
tained a tariff against our fish. In 1885 they abrogated the Washington 
treaty, putting a duty on most of our fish products.

It is since then that the fisheries of Canada have had their great­
est development and the output, which was but four and a quarter mil- 
■lons In 1869, amounted to nearly twenty-five and a half millions in 
1908, this sum, too, represents an increase of close upon ten millions 
since the free market of our neighbors was closed to a large portion 
of our output by the abrogation of the Washington treaty.

LOBSTER INDUSTRY GROWTH AFTER RECIPROCITY.
Some of the productive fish ties of today did not exist in the 

days of the reciprocity treaty, i.ubslers, for instance, canned and slop­
ed alive, represented the snug sum of $4.200,000 in 1908. In the days 
vf reciprocity this was not a serious industry at all. How would tills 
be affected by the proposed pact? Not to the extent of one copper, be­
cause lobsters, canned or alive go into the United States now free of 
duty. If they put a duty on them they would have to pay it or go with­
out lobsters, because there Is no other supply worth considering out­
side of that of Canada and Newfoundland. Our neighbors fished out 
their own waters and now they have to depend upon ours. Of more 
importance to the fisheries than the passage of the Fieldlng-Tgft pact 
would be the abolition of what is nothing more or less than an export 
tax qn even free goods, collected for l!tilted 
leave Canada. Every shlpp 
that there Is no duty on them, but he also knows that he has to go to 
a consul or consular agent of the United States and pay a substantial 
fee for certified invoices, or his goods will not be admitted to the 
United States. The abolition of this charge might well be demanded, 
as we make no such charge on their goods coming into Canada.

To the Editor of The Standard :

Sir,—When the subject of reciprocity 
was first presented to the view of the 
American public by Mr. Taft, his ex­
cuse for its exlstençe 
lessen the cost of living in thickly 
populated centres, which could be done 
by opening the American 
Canadian farm produce, 
good, he could have done that with­
out any treaty at all! Allowing him 
credit thus far, that was nut the prim­
ary reason, nor the most important.

His main object, as his own speech­
es show, was a deliberate attempt tu 
break down the “Chinese wall around 
the British Empire,” by detaching Can­
ada through a divergence of interests. 
For this reason he forced the recipro­
city bill at breakneck 
the American parliament, after crush­
ing down all opposition.

Those associated with Taft are well 
aware of the effects of the p 
which they have so successfully ad­
vocated from the American point of

There Is another reason yet, and 
that is a desire to assist the manufac­
turers to find employment for their in­
dustrial population, which has of late 
run up against a period of depression. 
In order to bring their policy to 
cessful conclusion, they enlisted the 
aid of the free traders in the Canadian 
parliament, of whom Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier is the undoubted head His opin­
ions in regard to free trade have been 
openly expressed for years, in fact he 
is or was a member of the Cobden 
Club, whose only reason for existence 
is the promulgation of the doctrine of 
free trade.

Let me point out the fact that this 
amphibious creature called reciprocity 
is not free trade. It Is neither llsh, 
flesh, no fowl, so that whatever we 
might say In regard to free trade does 
not apply to this question. IT IS NOT 
A FREE TRADE, NOR A FAIR 
TRADE, and for that reason we should 
not support a policy which does not 
give equal benefit. It will be sure to 
create dissatisfaction and friction.

The C. P. R., the Grand Trunk Pacific, the 
Canadian canals and rivers, the projected Hudson Bay 
Railway, the Canadian elevators and harbor conveniences 
and port equipment, will not help to convey any of this 

, diverted trade, or of the new trade that follows in its 
wake. New North and South channels must be provided 
in Canada. In the United States they are now ready 
and waiting. In three or four years the carrying sys­
tem of both countries will, at great cost, have adapted 
itself to North and South trade. To repeal the pact 
would involve this whole transport system iu confusion, 
loss and possible ruin.

Then, again, great changes will necessarily 
take place in the mechanism of purchase aud 
sale. We must study the United States market, its 
capabilities, its wants, its likes and dislikes, its pur­
chases, its commission houses, and its financial concerns; 
and connections and affiliations must be formed there­
with. Rates and freight conditions are vital, and all 
these must be studied and arranged. In a few years 
Canada and Canadians will, in all these matters, face 
commercially southward, and by that time will have 
largely taken up or abandoned the net work of com­
mercial mechanism, which now connects her with the 
British market, and replaced it by a costly and elaborate 
net work connecting with the United States. Further 
still. If Canada changes her trade to the South, her 
producers and business men must adapt themselves and 
their products to the fashions and demands of that mar­
ket, and shape them to best suit It. Our processes must 
change, and the thought and energy of our producers will 
be bent towards the end sought, viz., adaptation to the 
United States markets. This means that in a few years 
Canada at great cost and effort will have in the mechan­
ism of transport, of national purchase and sale, of finan­
cial affiliations, of market knowledge, of adaptation of 
production and the like accomplished an almost complete 
phnagB of base and lace.

the more conservative commission 
houses have openly discouraged in­
vestment buying at this time, on the 
ground that conditions continue un­
satisfactory. where they are not ab­

dend action on the common stock.

Other news of the day embraced a 
meeting of the Union Pacific directors 
at which no action in the matter of 
electing Mr. Frick's successor was tak­
en; the shading of rates on time 
money due to recent stock liquidation 
another advance in cotton and weak­
ness In the grain markets.

Canadian Pacific’s annual statement 
shows an increase of $4,200,000 in to­
tal Income, in spite of an increase of 
$6,300,000 in operating expenses.
