London, Oct. 22.—King George has issued an appeal to his subjects to conte for­

ward voluntarily and aid Great Britain in her fight against the Germanic allies. “More men, 
and yet more,” the monarch says, “are wanted to keep my armies in the field, and through 
them to secure victory and an enduring peace.” The message follows:

“To my people: At this grave moment, in the struggle between my people and a highly 
organized enemy who has transgressed the laws of nations and changed the ordinance that 
binds civilized Europe together, I appeal to you. ,

“I rejoice m my Empire’s efforts, and I feel pride in the voluntary response from my 
subjects all1 over the world who have sacrificed home and fortune, and life itself, in order 
that another may not inherit the free Empire which their ancestors and mine have built. I 
ask you to make good these sacrifices.

“The end is not In sight. More men, and yet more, are wanted to keep my armies 
in the field, and through them to secure victory and an enduring peace. In ancient days the 
darkest moment has ever produced in men of our race the sternest resolve. I ask you, men 
of all classes, to come forward voluntarily and take your share in this fight.

“In freely responding to my appeal you will be giving your support to our brothers 
who for long months have nobly upheld Great Britain’s past traditions and the glory of her 
arms.”

“On Monday evening, the 11th of 
Oct., I was admitted tiy a special pass­
port from the German authorities to 
the prison of St Gilles, where Miss 
Edith Cavell had been confined for 
ten weeks. The final sentence had 
been given early that afternoon.

“To my^ astonishment and relief I 
found my friend perfectly calm and 
resigned, but this had not lessened the 
tenderness and intensity of feeling on 
her part during that last interview of 
almost an hour.

“Her first words to me were upon 
a matter concerning herself person­
ally, but the solemn asseveration* 
which accompanied them was made 
expressly in the light of God and 
eternity. She then added that • she 
wished all her friends to know that 
she willingly gave her life for her 
country and said:

“T have no fear, or shrinking. I 
have seen death so often that It is not 
strange or feaful to me.’

“She further said:
“ ‘I thank God for this ten weeks of 

quiet before the end. My life has 
always been hurried and full of diffi­
culties ; this time the rest has been a 
great mercy. They have all been very 
kind to me here. But this I would say, 
standing as I do in view of God and 
eternity,- I realize that patriotism is 
not enough. I must have no hatred or 
bitterness towards any one.’

“We partook of holy communltton 
together, and she received the gospel 
méssage of consolation with all her 
heart. At the close of little service I 
began to repeat the words ‘Abide with 
me,’ and she joined softly In the end.

“We sa| Quietly talking umtil It was 
time for me to go. She gave me part­
ing messages for relations and friends. 
She spoke of her soul’s needs at the 
moment, and she received the assu­
rances of God’s words as only a Chris­
tian can do.

“Then I said good bye, and she 
said ‘We shall meet again.’

Petrograd, via London, Oet. 22.—

"On the western front, in the region 
of the village of Zalay, and west of 
Olai.on the Mitau road, we yesterday 
repulsed a fresh violent attack by the 
enemy. In the regions of Friederich- 
stadt and Jecobstadt and on the front 
in the region of Dvlnsk there is no 
change.

"On the front south of Lake Rogin- 
skoie our troops progressed at some 
points toward the west. German 
counter-attacks were launched several 
times, but in many cases they were 
repulsed with heavy losses, simply 
by the well sustained fire of our trope.

"Southeast of Baranovichi our 
troops, fighting, crossed to the west 
bank of the Upper Sarae and occupied 
the heights opposite the village of 
Mazourki, taking, in the course of the 
fighting 20 officers and 1,568 men and 
three machine guns.

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—Never again will 

permanent title in any form pass 
from the Dominion for a property dom­
inating water power. The Dominion 
government will preserve every pos­
sible means of permanent control over 
the development, use and* operation 
of all water powers.

This is the effect of an order-in­
council announced today in connection 
with steps which are to be taken by 
the government to recover Dominion 
school and lands along the Winnipeg 
river, sold in 1906 to the late J. S. 
Cummings, of Chicago, and considered 
especially valuable ’because of their 
proximity to important undeveloped 
water powers. The sum of $100,188 
will be paid to the estate for the re­
linquishment of the rights which 
Cummings acquired when the lands 
were purchased from the government.

The order-in-council sets forth the 
policy of the government : "The policy 
of the Dominion government in respect 
of the administration and control of 
water powers has undergone a com­
plete change since the lands were orig­
inally Bold to Mr. Cummings, and it 
is not considered in the public interest 
that permanent title in any form 
should pass from the Dominion for a 
property dominating water power 
The Dominion government should pre 
sene every possible means of perma 
rent control over the development 
use and operation of all water powers.’

The Telegraph also 
protests against what it terms as the 
cabal against the cabinet, and the agi­
tation to substitute a dictator or war 
council, and expresses the hope that 
the King's appeal will have the effect 
of suspending these tactics, which it 
declares distract people at home and 
have a painful effect upon neutrals 
and friends abroad.

Toronto, Oct 22—At today’s ses­
sions of the National Council of Wom­
en g resolution was passed urging the 
appointment of one or more women^on 
the board of film censors. The immi­
gration report stated that an immedi­
ate change of policy was necessary in 
view of the fact that after the war a 
number of educated women might be 
expected to come to Canada. Hither­
to the women immigrants had been 
only considered as regards two clas- 
sea, domestic servants and wivqs for 
settlers.

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—Hon. W. T. Croth­

ers, Minister -pt Labor, thinks that 
labor will foe scarce this winter. Large 
employers of labor, chiefly lumbermen, 
are looking for men and cannot- get 
them. They are hoping for relief when 
the western harvesters drift into Win­
nipeg. In that connection an appeal 
has been made to the government to 
assist in bringing these men east. 
However it is very unlikely that this 
will be done. Mr. Crothers has been 
asked to assist in getting one thous­
and men for a great power and pulp 
plant which is being established on 
the N. T. R. about 400 miles east of 
Cochrane, and Is doing what he can to 
get them. This work will go on for 
two years.

Local lumbermen, and some in New 
Brunswick, are appealing for men. 
One New Brunswick lumberman wants 
500 men. He states that he cannot 
induce local workers to go to the 
camps. This situation has led # the 
Minister of Labor to lay down the law 
to the lumbermen.

He announces to them with emphas­
is that the old system of making the 
men board themselves and keeping 
a store, handy in which the men must 
make their purchases must cease. It 
has too often been found that these 
men at the Mid of a month find them­
selves owing the company money in­
stead of the company owing them 
money.
many cases Charged for supplies. 
"Now,” says Mr. Crothers, “the lum­
bermen must board the men and pay 
them something at the end of the 
month.”

To one lumberman who said his 
charge for boarding the men would 
be $25 per month, the Minister of 
Labor said: "That is altogether too 
much. It won’t do.”

“Mr. Arthur Private was sent to 
Canada by the Overseas Club of Lon­
don, Eng., to organize contributions

'T dlan troops at the front

"The Overseas Club in sending'him 
bad every reason to believe he would 
accomplish a great work, and he has 
Initiated 'many plans, Including the 
placing of collecting lists in banks and 
the placing of lists and boxes in post 
offices throughout the Dominion, etc.

"It should be understood that the 
Overseas êlub In starting him oni this 
mission did so from purely patriotic 
motives, and have themselves Incur­
red heavy expenditure to carry out 
their ideal. The purpose of the club 
is to pledge its members as citizens 
of the greatest Empire in the world 
to maintain the heritage handed down 
by our fathers, believing the British 
Empire to stand for justice, freedom, 
order and good government.

"Five years ago the club had a 
email beginning. Today it has mag­
nificent premises in Aldwyoh, London, 
in the very heart" of the Empire’s 
greatest city. It has upwards of 130,- 
<000 members, with His Majesty the 
King as patron, and H. R. H. the Duke 
of Connaught as vice-patron. Its long 
list of presidents and vice-presidents 
include names of Empire fame, and 
its central committee are some of the 
best known men In the city of Lon­
don. The honorary secretary and or­
ganizer is Mr. J. Evelyn Wrench, and 
there arp branches and corresponding 
secretaries in every town of any size 
in the Empire.

“The demand of The Toronto World 
for an account of the money collected 
by Mr. Arthur Private is answered by 
the statement that all moneys are paid 
by contributors, collectors, post offi­
ces, etc., into the various banks in 
Canada, and by them remitted to 
their headquarters, who, in turn, have 
Instructions to make no payments ex­
cept to the head office of the club in 
London.

In October plant or pot your Holland 

bulbs for outdoor or indoor blooming 
in early spring. During the dark, cold 
days of November and the first winter 
months the bulbs will be embedded 
in the outside soil or in pots or boxes 
in the cellar, and seem to be hidden 
there, doing nothing. But all the 
while they are putting forth their 
sprouts and stems, getting ready to 
bloom, and when the warm April or 
Easter days arrive, and the outside 
bulbs have previously had some of the 
sunbaths of the earl.vi months, and 
those in the cellar have1 been treated 
in the same way, suddenly your gard­
en or the living rooms of your home 
will be made gorgeous with beautiful 
flowers In the brilliant colors and 
tones of the hyacinth, tulip, crocus, 
narcissus and snowdrop. The very 
picture in the fancy of this enchanting 
herald host of spring should be enough 
to incite the home-gardener and the 
rural dweller and their wives and 
daughters to begin the planting of 
their bulbs at once.

For outdoor planting select a soil 
with good drainage, if possible; wet 
ground causes bulbs to rot. For a 
bed, remove the top soil to a depth of 
six inches and spade up the sub-soil, 
adding well-rotted (never fresh ma­
nure, or bone-meal, or both. Cover 
the sub-soil, after the manure has 
been added, with sand ; then plant the 
bulbs, and cover with the top soil. 
Tulips should be planted 4 or 5 inches 
deep and apart; narcissus somewhat 
deeper and from 6 to 12 inches apart. 
As soon as the ground freezes, the bed 
should be lightly covered with straw, 
leaves or brush ; this prevents injury 
from freezing in winter and from j 
thaws in spring. Une of the best 
plat es to plant bulbs is in the borders 
amongst the perennials or in front of 
the shrubbery.

For indoor Illuming, bulbs should In- 
planted in clean pots or boxes contain­
ing rich loam or potting soil, fertilized 
with well-rotted "manure. In the pots, 
at the bottom, put a few pieces of 
broken pot t inders or charcoal. Cover 
this with a little moss ( bog or sphag-

Work will be carried on next week 
on a much larger scale than a* present 
and In all probability a much larger 
crew of workmen will be required.

Hon. George J. Clarke arrived in the 
city yesterday from his home in St.

Premier Clarke was in Ottawa 
the first of the week attending the con­
ference called to deal with the matter 
of employment for returned soldiers. 
Discussing the matter last evening the 
premier said the government of New 
Brunswick heartily approved of the 
plans suggested and would work in 
complete co-operation.

The provincial government will con­
sider the matter at its next meqting 
and will appoint a committee of from 
five to seven men to get information 
as to opportunities in the province for 
men returning from the war.

ly four hours yesterday morning and 
afternoon, B. L. Gerow, the counsel 
for Hop Lee, Sing Lee and eighteen 
other Chinese, charged with being 
proprietors of an opium Joint and gam­
ing house, and with being inmates of 
the same, nested the case with the 
Magistrate for a decision. ' Five of the 
defendants are out on bail, one of the 
number, Ham Lee, did not make an 
appearance on the second day of the 
trial and therefore forfeited his de­
posit of one hundred dollars, 
other fourteen were remanded to Jail, 
there to remain until Tuesday morning 
at eleven o’clock when the Megistratc 
stated he would pronounce sentence 
on all the defendants.

Hop Lee, a dealer in groceries, and 
Sing Lee, a laundryman, occupy the 
same building at 126 Mill street «and 
they are charged with being keepers 
of a resort for gaming and an opium 
joint The other eighteen who are 
charged with having been frequenter.! 
and inmates of the joint are:—Ham 
Lee, George Lee, Son Kee, Ham Fook. 
Ham Bill, Wong Hing Au Tear, Hum 
Lop, Kith Sue!, Ham Bing, Song Kee, 
Bn On, Ham John, Leim Tong Hum 
John, Hum Quong and Sam Tong. 
The Chinese range from fifteen years 
of age to sixty, and they were all 
found in the above named place early 
Sunday morning the 10th Inst, when 
Inspector Wickham and a squad of 
police made a raid.

In his add reds to the court yester­
day Mr. Gerow stated that the prose­
cution had not made out a case against 
the defendants. The act of finding 
traces of opium in the pipes, seized 
in the house, and the mere fact of 
opium being found in the place was 
not evidence that Hop Lee kept au 
opium joint, and there was no evidence 
given that Hop Lee, Sing Lee or any 
of the other eighteen Chinese had 
beep smoking;,the drug. All of the 
defendants had testified that the pipes 
found in the place were only used for 
smoking Chinese tobacco. All testi­
fied that they had never smoked opium 
and did not-know of any opium being 
in the place. Hep Lee had sworn that 
only tobacco had been smoked in the 
pipes, and if there was any opium in 
them the police must have put the 
drug in the pipes after the seizure.

As far as the place being a gaming 
house, Mr. Gerow said that there was 
no evidence presented that the Chinese 
had been gambling, all that was found 
in the place by the police were some 
dominoes and lottery checks, and 
dominoes might be found in many a 
Christian home, and the Christians 
could not be put down as gamblers.

While Mr. Gerow rendered a very 
lengthy argument on behalf of his 
clients, the address was on many oc­
casions turned into an argument about 
the evidence between the counsel and 
the magistrate.

The court concluded that the find­
ing of opium on the premises or on 
the person of any individual who could 
no? give a Just cause for having the 
drug would render them liable accord­
ing to the law. The court promised 
to review all the evidence and would 
give a decision on Tuesday morning.

London, Oct 22—The Cologne Ga­
zette, as quoted by Reuter’s corres­
pondent at Amsterdam, says that the 
economic conditions of Germany is 
endangered seriously by burdens im­
posed by war usurers.

"Exasperation festers In the peo­
ple,” the Gasette is quoted as saying, 
“because the task of holding out in 
the long war is rendered difficult by 
those who see In the present economic 
conditions a wonderful opportunity to 
make money.

“War usury remains an unsightly 
stain on the white shield of German 
honor, and war usurers incur the re­
sponsibility of gradually producing in 
people who are self-êâcriflclng, endur­
ing; and conscious of victory, a gloojny 
and exasperated feeling.”

The Gasette also attacks agrioulr 
turftl interests, asserting that farmers 
are holding back their produce for 
higher prices. It predicts that if an 
Improvement in conditions is not. rea­
lized Immediately the-government will 
proceed to a general seizure of 
stocks.

London, Oct 22.—The new budget 
which provides for a super tax of 50 
per cent, on the profits of all British 
companies, already has caused the re­
moval to the United States of the 
headquarters of several companies 
representing south and central Ameri­
can gold mines.

Mining men1 here assert that unless 
the tax is reduced this movement will 
become so great that New York, in­
stead of London, will become the 
mining capital of the world.

MADE IN CANADA
Helpful Hints

To Launder-EmbrolderyAn afternoon gown of plnm colored 
satin. The flaring tunic is bordered by 
skunk fur. Fur adorns the collar and 
cuffs. Plum colored chiffon sleeves.

A wet piece of embroidery should 
never be hung up to drl^ gever be 
folded upon itself and thrown into a 
heap, or left a moment while attend­
ing to something else. Lay the piece 
flat upon a dry towel or thick cloth, 
and roll it Inside this in such a way 
that no pert of the embroidery can 
touch any other part of the linen.

In this shape it can be wrung or 
twisted without danger, then unwrap 
and shake vigorously until the article 
to dry enough to iron.

Lay the piece face down upon an 
Ironing board, well covered with sev­
eral thicknesses of material like heavy 
flannel. Spread a clean, white cloth 
over the embroidery and iron lightly 
the whole surface, being careful not 
to press too heavily upon embroidered 
portions, especially if they are stuffed.

The top cloth can be removed, and 
the final polish put on with a mod­
erately hot iron, always on the wrong 
side, being careful to keep the iron 
off from raised or heavily embroidered 
portion.

None of ue seem­
ed to cane a hang, although rifle bul­
lets crashed around us like a hundred 
circus whips being wielded at once, 
and shrapnel bursts sounded like tons 
of coal being slipped down an area 
grating. We continued in perfect or­
der, reaching houses at the edge of 
the village, the best of which our 
battalion captured by the aid of 
bombs.

ter Maritime farmers should learn the 
Importance of making the most care­
ful selection of high class seed from 
this fall’s yields. This should be done 
both for seed and for commercial pur­
poses.

The first thing to do Is to make a 
provisional selection of the best seed 
potatoes, which, In 90 per cent, of 
cases, are to toe found under the best 
plants or hills.

But a second selection is absolutely 
imperative, after the first have been 
collected Into a bin or piled on the 
barn floor. Here they should be picked

A good rule is 
to select only sound and unblemished 
potatoes, rejecting even those which 
have slight bruises or cuts. This should 
be done over again at the time of 
spring planting.
