Russian troops have resumed their 
closing In movement on the Galician 
town of Halicz, southeast of Lemberg, 
on the Dniester.

The war office announced today that 
the Teutons had been dislodged from 
positions south of Brzezany, on the 
Zlota Llpa, northeast of Halicz, and 
that the Russians were attacking 
along the Podvysoke-Halicz railway 
line, where more than 3,000 Germane 
were taken prisoners and 20 machine 
guns captured. The text of the offi­
cial statement follows:

"Western front: In the region south 
of Brzezany, on the right bank of the 
Zlota Llpa, stubborn fighting is tak­
ing place. Our troops, having dislodg­
ed the enemy, captured . part of tils 
positions, and took prisoners fourteen 
officers and 637 Turkish men. In the 
region of the river Anraiuvka and the 
railway line from Podvysoke to Halicz 
fighting continues. The enemy here 
has already suffered great losses in 
killed and wounded, and left in our 
hands about 3,174 prisoners. The 
prisoners are exclusively Germans, 
and include 34 officers. We also cap­
tured 20 machine guns and two trench 
guns. Our Crimean cavalry squad­
rons attacked two enemy batteries 
and having sabred the attendant gun­
ners, threw three guns into the ditch 
and captured four limbers. The lat­
ter, however, they did not succeed In 
carrying away as an approaching Ger* 
man battalion- opened a fierce ma­
chine gun fire on our cavalry.

"In the wooden Carpathians snow 
fell in some places and water has 
frozen.

"Caucasus front: During Saturday 
night the Turks launched an attack 
against our advance guards on the 
Kars-Burna front, in the direction of 
Beseli, but were repelled with great 

■j losses. Turkish attacks on our posi- 
itions southwest of Klglii and west of 
I Rayat were unsuccessful."

"The new cabinet was sworn in before M. Kalog­
eropoulos, say the ministers of the Entente Powers. Its 
fate depends upon its policy, which, if it is a continu­
ance of die so-called benevlent neutrality, will give it a 
short life.”

♦ British Front In France, Sept 16, 

via London.—Army officers universal­
ly are speaking of Friday as the best 
day for the British arms since the 
offensive began on the Somme front 
With the exception of July 1, the at­
tack begun yesterday morning was 
the most extensive of any In the ten 
weeks of the battle. For the first 
time new armored motor cars, of In­
genious pattern, suitable for crossing 
trenches and shell holes, competed 
with the infantry as the British swept 
down from the ridges to the lower 
ground toward Bapaume. At this writ­
ing the British are beyond the village 
of Fiers, which they took early in 
the morning, and are established in 
Marlnptilch and Courcelette.

The slow plodding work of recent 
weeks, which included the taking of 
Glnchy and Guillemont, had for Its 
object control of all the high ground 
from the region of Thlepval to the 
Junction with the French on the right 
The Germans fought hard1 for every 
foot of It. Del ville, or Devil’s Wood, 
High Wood and the rib of earth which 
the windmill crowned beyond Pozieres 
have been steeped with blood of men 
fallen there In their long stand under 
the heaviest orgy of shell fire In the 
history or war, as experts agree, as 
German wrestled with Briton, not for 
a piece of farm land, but for military 
and human mastery.

Germans Completely Surprised.
The British push was largely down 

hill. They put behind them the high 
ground whose slopes give them shelter 
for their guns and whose crest gives 
them observation for their artillery 
fire. Evidently the Germans did not 
expect the attack, considering that the 
offensive was over and that the Bri­
tish would settle down for the winter 
In their new and advantageous posi-

"Never before, probably, have more 
guns been playing over the same 
length of front than «along the six 
miles where the British made their 
advance on July 1, and where they 
have continued their offensive with 
phlegmatic and dogged persistence. 
The Germans kept on bringing up 
guns until now they have 1,000 in 
this short sector. The Associated 
Press correspondent, moving over the 
region of the devastated villages and 
shell torn earth, intersected by new

London, Sept. 17.—Belgian forces 
operating in German East Africa have 
captured Tabora, the principal Ger­
man fortress In the territory, accord­
ing to a Belgian official communica­
tion received here. The statement 
follows:

"As the result of severe fighting be­
tween Sept. 1st and 11th the brigades 
of General Moliton and Olsen, be­
longing to the army of General Tom­
beur, entered Tabora, expelling the 
Germans. Tabora, which was forti­
fied powerfully, was the principal 
citadel in German East Africa, com­
manding the railway from Lake Tan­
ganyika to the Indian ocean.”

OPPOSITION LOSING HEART

The commissioner has returned 
from this convention more strongly 
impressed than ever with the splendid 
possibilities which are before the port 
of St. John.

SYNOPTIC REPORT TO WHICH MR. 
CARTER REFERS REPRESENT HIM

Here is what Mr. Carter reports 
himself in the Telegraph of Saturday 
as saying:

"We learn from the auditor- 
general that the money from the 
sales of potatoes came from A. C. 
Smith & Company, the business 
associates of Frank Smith, and 
that there was an item in the ac­
count of $2,400 refund.

The Germans have a question 
to decide. Shall they let their allies 
go, and see Austria, Turkey and Bul­
garia beaten Into subjection one by 
one, keeping their own forces back 
against the wall, In a fight the like of 
which the world has never seen?

Montreal, Sept 16.—One of the 
greatest bull markets In years has de­
veloped In Wall Street and It would 
be strange Indeed if some of the en­
thusiasm was not communicated to 
the local market. For a time at least 
It seemed as though It would be Im­
possible to stir local interests from 
their lethargy and until Thursday the 
local list dragged along In a listless 
sort of way. Prices were firm as a 
general rule, it was true, but It was 
so different in the financial surround­
ings that people wondered whether 
the local would ever "get a move 
on." This may have been due to the 
shock sustained when the Quebec 
bridge span fell. There was quite a 
transformation on Thursday and It 
seemed to be very largely due to the 
leadership of Steel of Canada, the 
stimulated buying of which seemed to 
stir the whole market Into activity. 
From 61 .Steel rose to 64* at the 
cloee yesterday which is only a small 
fraction under the former high price 
of the year at 64*.

Large earnings and exceptional 
conditions in the steel trade coupled 
with early prospects of the creation 
of a dividend policy for the stock 
seem to he behind ibe big demand 
which was the feature both Thursday 
and Friday.

The other steel issues while strong 
were less active.

New York, Sept 16.—The week in 
the stock market terminated in much 
the same way that it opened—a fer­
ment of speculation—sales in the two 
hour session, aggregating 
800,000 shares. There was a marked 
change in the character of the opera­
tions however, interest converging 
almost entirely about the railway di­
vision, in which extreme gains of one 
to three points were fairly numerous. 
Except for United States Steel, which 
continued its upward career to the 
new record of 1-8, industrials, equip­
ments and munitions were in compara­
tively light demand, although Driggs- 
Seabury gained an additional seven 
pointa A distinctly irregular under­
tone was denoted by the favorites of 
the early week-

Aside from industrial conditions, as 
indicated by the threatened expansion 
of labor troubles week-end news was 
mostly favorable, the mercantile agen­
cies reporting an increase in distribu­
tion of merchandise and large ad­
vances in sales. The bank statement 
came up to general expectations, with 
a substantial gain in cash and in­
crease of slightly more than $19,- 
000,000 in excess reserves, that item 
however being very much under the 
total of a month.

Today's total bond sales, par value, 
were $3,420,000. U. S. coupon 4 e were 
% per cent, lower on call during the 
week.

Hon. Mr. Murray Ready to 
Meet Grit Organizer whose 
Nomination has Disgusted 
Better Element of King's 
County Opposition. ,

W. Frank Hathaway, who was a 
member of the commission appointed 
by the Dominion Government to visit 
the countries of the Allies in the in­
terests of Canadian trade after the 
war, hae arrived home. The commis­
sion which was composed of George 
W. Allan, Winnipeg, representing the 
cereal Interests; Frank Pause, Mon­
treal, wood; Edwin Duprey, Quebec, 
hardware ; Theodore Wardelworth, 
Winnipeg, vice-president National 
Drug Co., chemist; James W. Woods, 
Toronto, Gordon Mackay Co., textile;
W. Frank Hatheway, St. John, gro­
ceries; J. Roy Campbell, Montreal, 
secretary to commission.

The party left New York on May 17 
last for England, where they spent 
ten days, from there they went to 
France, where they spent a month 
visiting the different sections and 
holding conferences with the business 
men in relation to trade with Canada. 
From France they journeyed to Italy, ucti 
where they visited all the centres of 
trade and commerce.

The commissibo visited fifteen of 
the principal cities in France, five of 
the larger cities In Italy, and about 
twenty cities ini tlhe United Kingdom, 
including those in Ireland.

While in France Mr. Hatheway met 
a number of sons of New Brunswick 
and visited a number of -the hospitals 
in which boys from New Brunswick 
were being treated. Among these 
hospitals was the Canadian Base De­
pot and' Hospital at Havre, and Mr. 
Hatheway has only the highest praise 
for the excellent manner in which 
the soldiers are being looked after by 
the doctors and nurses.

It was during their visit to France 
they had ant opportunity to get quite 
close to the front, spending one night 
at Belfort, two nights after they had 
been there a shell crashed through 
the roof of the hotel at which they 
had been staying. Mr. Hatheway said 
that they found among all the Allies 
an unbounded spirit of confidence in 
what the end would be. There seem­
ed to be a general impression that 
the war would run Into 1917. This 
was before the entry of Roumanie, 
and some had the opinion that if Rou­
manla should come in on the side of 
the Allies that it would hasten the 
end somewhat.

Opinions were divided as to where 
the decisive battles would be fought, 
although quite a number held the 
idea that it would be decided on the 
eastern front, but nobody had any 
doubt as to what the outcome would 
be, everybody was confident that the 
Allies were going to wim out

Mr. Hatheway said that the com­
mission met with a very cordial re­
ception at every place which they 
visited, particularly In France, and 
he felt that the French people were 
nearer to Canada at the present time 
than they had ever been in their his­
tory.

The commission had visited a very 
large number of places and held con­
ferences with the business men of 
them all. Each commissioner would 
take up the subject with which he 
was familiar and explain in detail the 
advantages to be gained in trading 
with Canada in this particular prod-

Hon. James A. Murray, Minister of 
Agriculture, was in the city on Satur­
day on his return from Carleton Oo., 
where he was participating in the by- 
election contest on behalf of the gov­
ernment candidates, Hon. B. Frank 
Smith and His Worship Mayor Sutton.

Hbn. Mr. Murray's attention wUs di­
rected by The Standard to the re­
marks of E. S. Carter at the Water* 
ville meeting of the opposition party 
on Friday evening when the famous 
banquet organizer dwelt at some 
length on his anxiety to meet the Min­
ister of Agriculture on the platforms 
of Kings •county at the next general 
elections. Mr. Carter also Indulged tn 
considerable characteristic abuse of 
Mr. Murray.

Hon. Mr. Murray said that he looked 
forward without fear to the result ot 
the campaign In Kings county, when 
Mr. E. S. Carter would be one of the 
candidates of the opposition party. Mr. 
Carter’s candidature was due wholly 
and solely to the fact that through a 
manipulation of the votes, -prior to the 
opposition convention, held at Hamp­
ton, he was able to force himself on 
the party on that occasion, much to 
the disgust of the opposition support­
ers In Kings county.

The people of Kings believe 
that their representatives should be 
men of reputable character with a de­
sire to discuss public questions intel­
ligently and to promote the Interests 
of the constituency they represent.

be general all over the country that 
it was their duty to trade es largely 
as possible with the countries sup­
porting them in this great struggle, 
and seemed expeclàlly anxious to 
trade with Canada.

Men's New Colored ShirtsT. W. Carroll, general manager of 
the eastern division of the Western 
Union Telegraph Oo. arrived in the 
city Saturday and will be here until 
tonight when he will go to Halifax.

This 1» the first visit of Mr. Carroll 
to this part of the country, anti he had 
all sorts of nice things to say about 
St. John and its climate. Mr. Carrdll 
made a trip all round the city yester­
day accompanied by George M. Rob­
ertson, the local manager, and he was 
particularly impressed with the natur­
al beauty of the surrounding country. 
He said that St. John to it» make-up 
reminded him very much of San Fran­
cisco, and he thought It one of the 
most desirable residential cities he 
had ever visited. He also paid a vis 
it to the water front and looked >ver 
the port facilities. He was much im­
pressed with the signs of progress 
visible, and said that he believed Et. 
John had a great future ahead of it ns 
a shipping port, because of its geo­
graphical position.

Mr. Carroll, who was appointed to 
his position as general manager of 
the eastern division on September 
1, is making a visit of inspection of 
the offices in the maritime provinces 
with a view to increasing the accom­
modations to meet the growing busi­
ness of the company.

In St. John they plan to use the en­
tire building in which they are now 
located at the foot of King street. 
The office will be remodelled and the 
very latest and roost modern equip­
ment installed. It Is also the, Inten­
tion of the company to put in test 
rooms for the male and female em­
ployes and to provide, as they do In 
other cities shower baths for the mes­
senger boys.

The business of the company In this 
city has outgrown the present equip­
ment, and before long the company 
will install here their latest automatic 
machine which is so constructed that 
it is possible to send as many as eight 
messages at once over the same wire I 
—four going and four comihg.

With this machine the message Is 
printed on a typewriter as it is coming 
in and when the operator is through 
the message is ready to be deliver >d.

Official word has been received in 
the city that the 165 th Battalion, under 
command of Lieut. Col. Daigle, will be 
the other battalion to be quartered in 
the city. The exact day of the arrival 
of tlhe Frenoh-Canadlan battalion is 
not known, but they" will arrive here 
during this .week. The 150th Battalion 
In command of Lieut. Col. Batre, was 
mofoolized in Upper Canada, -while the 
165th was mobilized at Moncton, and 
later sent to Valcartier. Preparations 
are being made for th 
the military authorities.

Decision to send these two battalions 
to St. John follows a conference which 
was recently held In Ottawa during a 
visit of Lieut. Col. iP. A. Guthrie, 
officer commanding troops tn New 
Brunswick, when, with Hon. J. D. 
Hazem he held a conference with the 
Hon. F. B. McCurdy, acting minister 
of milita. JJp to that time it 
decided whether New Brunswick Kil­
ties would be located in St. John or 
Fredericton and with the decision to 
mobilize the Highlanders to Frederic­
ton, it was pointed out that there was 
accommodation for two battalions at 
St. John for the winter, and the 150ith 
Battalion was named as one of the 
units recently and now the 165th has 
been chosen as the other.
