King, in His Speech, Referred
to Ratification of the Peace
Treaty and Hoped Others
Would Join.

REDUCTION IN
" NATIONAL DEBT

The Speech Expressed Grave
Concern Over the Economic
Condition of a Large Part
of Europe.

London, Dec. 23.—The House of
Commons was prorogued today until
february 10. The session wos form-
ally closed by the King's speech of
, prorogation.

The King, in his speech, referred to
the ratification of the peace treaties
that have passed the final stages
and expressed the hope that others
would shortly be concluded. He voiced
regret over the comditions In Russia
and alluded to the friendliness of the
relations ameng. the Allies and asso-
glated powers.

The speech recorded the eonclusion
of thet agreement with Persia, men-
tioned the satisfaction in Great Brit-
aln over the cordiality of the recep-
tlon accorded the Prince of Wales in
Canada, and the United States, and
apnounced the measures taken to give
india responsible government.

The speech foreshadowed a reduc-
tion in the national debt. It reviewed
the gravity of the economic situation
in Burope and dealt with the question
of domestic legislation, including that
affecting labor and finance

In addressing the Lords, as well as
the members of the Commons, the
speech expressed concern over the
grave economic position of a large
part of Europe. The task of restoring
credit and giving industry a new start,
there was one of the first conditions,
he pointed out, of a wettled peace,
The task, however, was too large for
any nation to undertake unaided.

“I was enabled by the liberality of
darliament,” the speech continued, “to
place a large sum at the disposal of
the supreme economic council for the
relief of immediate necessities, but
that sum is mearly exhausted and fur-
ther measures of relief and reconstruc-
tion can only be undertaken as the
result of  joint action by all the

wpations interested in the restoration
of international commerce. My gov-
ernment would gladly co-operate with
the governments of other countries to
this end if a suitable plan can be de-
Vised.

“Great progress was made last year
with the gigantic task of demcbilizig
“the navy, the army and the air force,
impeded as it has been by the uncer-
tainties of the situation in large pants
of Europe. g
% “The continued high cost of living,,
with all its evil copsequences, has
caused distress throughout the world,
although it is lower In the British
Isles than elsewhere. The problem of
reducing it" requires conetant consid.
eration and measures were taken,
which it is hoped may prevent the
charges of unreasonable prices for
necessary articles.

“The session was marked by the
passage of an unprecedented,number
+of domestic bills, dealing with recon-
struction in all its aespects. An im-
portant measure was passed affecting
the conditions of labor.”

The speech, instead of commencing
“my lords and gentlemen of the
House of Commons,” was worded, be-
cause of the presence of Lady Astor
in the commons,; “my lords and mem-
bers of the Holise of Commons.”

In beginning the address, it was
noted that the deliberations of the
plenipotentiaries in Paris had been
crowned with success and that treat-
jes of peace with Germany, Austria
and Bulgaria had been concluded.

“I signified my approval of the
treaty of ace with Germany,” the
speech continued, ‘*‘and ratified it
Peace still remains to be ratified with
the Ottoman Empire and the republic
of Hungary. I earnestly trust that the
necessary negotiations to this purpose
will shortly be brought to a satisfac-
tory conclusion.”

ADMIRAL SIMS
LEADS DISCONTENTS

Refuses to Accept His Award

Because of the Arbitrary|

Action of the Criticised

Josephus Daniels.

Washington, Dec. 23.—Rumblings of
dissatisfaction within the navy, at the
way Secretary Daniels has arranged
the awards of decorations for war
service, came to the surface today
when it became known that Admiral
Sims, former Commander of American
Navy Forces in Buropean waters, had
declined to accept the distinguished
service medal. while the awards re
main as at present.

Coming @s the climax to published
charges that Secretary Damiels had
rearranged the whole list of awards,
raising some officers to higher dis.
tinotion than recommended, and “blue
pencilling” others, publication of Ad-
miral Sims’ action created a mew
sensation in the pavy department, and
added a mew chapter to the long con-
test in which some naval offciers have
complained of the Secretary’s admin-
istration of affairs, and others have
defended him with equal vigor,

The whole thing has been brought to
a head by the action of Admiral Sims
who, writing an official communication
to Secretary Daniels from ‘the navy
college at Newport, R. 1., has set out
that officers for whom he recommend-
ed the, distinguished service medal,
highest of all naval. decorations, ex.
cept the Congressional Medal of
Honor, received by the secretary’s re-
vision @ decoration of lesser value,

and that other officers, whose duties |

and services Admiral Sims consider-
ed as of lesser value, received, by the
revision, the more valued decoration.

Admiral Sims, in his letter, does. not
appear to refuse his decoration uncon-
ditionally,  He refused

for an opportunity to explain the rea.
sons for his original recommendations.

Besides that, the Admiral does not ask

that the highest award be taken from
any officer upon whom it already has
been conferred, but he does ask for.a
revision upward of some of the lesser
decorations.

fRISHMEN SEE IN LLOYD
GEORGE’S PROPOSAL NOT

PEACE, BUT THE SWORD'

Dublin, Dec. 23.—The Irish Times
(Unionist) ‘says that for many reasons
“some good, some bad, some wise and
some maid,” threequarters of the Irish
people “will reject the bill.” “It's prin-
ciple is hateful alike to. the Unionists
and “Nationalists,” the newspaper
says. “They know national ideals and
the ancestral spirit ef a common pat-
riotism cannot persist in a divided
country. They know the fantastic ho.
mogenity ' which ‘the government pro-
poses for Ulster Unionists would be an
excrescence on the map of Ireland and
would be ruinous to the trade and in-
dustry - of- the northern provinces. We
yearn for peace, but in the Lloyd
George offer we see not peace, but the
sword.”

The  Freeman’s Journal (National-
ist) says Lloyd George, in the absence
of -every representative of the major-
ity .of .the. Irish- people, explained to
the House his panacea for the ills of
Ireland. “Even the few Irish Nation-
alist members who have survived the
Prime Minister's past treacheries and
betrayals absented themselves,” the
newspaper continues. “They probab-

nd |1y had a forecast that their gesture of

contempt would be warmly approved
by the whole Irish nation and race. As
a matter of fact, they were merely
obeying . the command of = their dead
leader, given when he and they with-
drew from the House upon the first
declaration. of the Premier’s intention
to permanently partition their coun.

London, Dec. 23.—Aside from one
or two irreconcilible anti-home rule
journals, London newspapers this
morning give, on the whole, a favor-
able reception to the government's
new scheme for Irish self-government.
None, however, express genuine ex-
pectation of the success of the plan.

While it ig recognized that such’ a
bil] as Premier Lloyd George out-
lined yesterday, the fourth home rule
measure to be presented to Parlia.
ment, will be absolutely rejected by a
large section of the Irish people and
regarded with suspicion and distrust
by others, it is contended it deserves
to be fairly considered and tried.

The Daily News, perhaps the most
thorough champion of home rule of
the London mewspapers, and a severe
critic of Premier Lloyd George and
the coalition government, says:

“The government bill gives Ireland
a greater degree of autonomy eince it
sets up an Irish parliament, and it
manifestly contemplates thé probabil-
ity of & united Irtsh parllament. In
the desperate situation in which Ire.
land now stands, this offer, so far as
Englishmen can judge, should not be
rejected out of hand, assuming it to be
honestly put forward.”

Belief that the bil] offers the only
possible way out of the Iri<h tangle
is expressed by the Liberal Chronicle,
which says on the whole the measure
appears generous. Foreseeing the plan
will be opposed nearly everywhere in
Ireland, largely because ‘none of the

contending factions is really willing to
be fair to any of the others,” the news-
paper says:

“The government, the British peo.
ple and the British parliament musi
recognize and discount these opposi-
tions in advance. Omnly in such a way
can any advance which is either just
or workable be achieved in Ireland.”

London, Dec. 24.—The Daily Herald,
labor organ, quotes opinions on the
Government Home Rule plan. Avthur
Griffith, founder of the Sinn Fein or
ganization and Acting President of the
Irish Republic said:

“There is mothing for Irishmen to
discuss, The Premier’s proposals are
mot intended to be operative, but are
made to effect and mislead opinion in
the United States.”

George Russell, the Irish Poet, de.
clared:

“There is nothing in the proposals
calculated to produce reconcilation
and there is no reason why the Sinn
Fein should cease working for the dis-
cussion of the British Empire. Lloyd
George's proposals Great Britain will
retain control over the taxation, the
trade policy and economic develop-
ment of Ireland which means that
Iretand would be given, not self-gov
ernment, but certain administrative
powers.”

Wm. O'Brien, Secretary of the Irish
Labor Party and Trade Union Con-
gress said: “The plan is unworthy of
serfous consideration. It is manifest-
ly for export omly.”

LONDON READY
FORPLEASURE ON
THE HOLIDAY:

The Past Few Days Have
Shown a More Lavish Ex-
penditure for Xmas Gifts
Than Ever Before.

EVIDENCES OF NEW
MADE WEALTH

General Indication to Run to
the More Expensive Luxu-
ries Such as Furs, Jewelry

and Costly Articles.

London, Dec. 23.—Without the im-
mediate cause for rejoicing which
characterized last Christmas, when
the armistice had just been declared,
the present Christmas bids fair to sur-
pass it in a display of the popular
holiday spirit. Christmas Day, the day
following it, known as “Boxing Day,”
and Saturday have been declared pub-
lic. holidays, and hence there will be
an entire cessation of business from
Christmas Eve untit Monday, during
which time virtually the whole popu-
lation will give itself over to pleasure.

Throughout the past week there has
been an unprecedented crush in the
shops and stores and a more lavish
expenditure for Christmas gifts than
ever before experienced' Contrasted
with last Christmas, when the streets
were full of khakiwlad men on leave
from the front, today is rather a rar-
ity. There is greater evidence than
ever of the newly-made wealth, and
the more expensive of luxuries, in the
shape of furs, jewelry and costly ar-
tieles of every knd, find ready purchas-
ers.

Every person on the streets tonight
is carrying a load of parcels. The
railways are ready for a record run
of people to -the countiry, and the
hotels are preparing to provide their
customary dances and other festivi-
ties. Two threatened strikes of the
waiters and chefs and of stage hands
threatened to throw a damper on the
héliday spirit.

The waiters, however, decided to
postpone their strike until after the
holidays, and strong efforts are being
made to reach a settlement of the
theatre trouble If the stage hands
strike it would result seriously
for the pantomimes and Christmas
plays. The Ministry of Labor, there-
fore, has Intervened in an attempt to
settle the matter before
Day.”

Clemenceau Makes Declara-
tion on Determination of
Allies to Crush Bolshe-

* vism and Confidence
in’ Pact,

HAS FAITH IN
U. S. GOVERNMENT

Tells Chamber That British,
French and Americans Will
be Allies of All Peoples At-
tacked by Bolshevism.

Parls, Dec. 23—The Chamber of
Deputies poday voted confidence in the
government 458 to 71. The vote,
which carried approval, of Premier
Clemenceau’s programme, was taken
after the chamber had listened to the
Premier’s declaration on the determi
nation of the Allies to crush Bolshev-
ism, his confidence in the Anglo-Fran
co-American pacts, his prediction of a
solution of the Fiume problem and
his understanding with Premier Lloyd
George of Great Britain.

M. Clemenceau told the Chamber
that Great Britain and President Wil
son had offered military pacts. Cer-
tain points in the Peace Treaty had
been questioned, but there were no
serious objections to the military
agreement.

The Premier added that the latest
imdlications were that the Fiume situ.
ation would be selved, “and then only
can we breathe freely.”

M. Clemenceau appealed to the
Chamber to work hard and talk little,
He said the cabinet at the end of re
maining weeks of its tenure of offica
would give its . resignation to the
President. “It will mot be an exit by
one door, to enter by another.”

Asked by the Socialist J)«p’uty‘ Maa
cel Cachin, if he ought not to give
an explanation of the Treaty and the
Anglo-American military pacts, M.
Clemenceau said: “I did not ask for
these military guarantees. They were
offered by Great Britain and President
Wilson. I do not believe they will ba
questioned. Although certain points
of the Treaty have been -discussed
there is no serious objection to the
guarantees.”

During the discussion on the London
conferences, ex-Premier Barthou ques-
tioned M. Clemencean on Russia, and
the Premier said Russia had been dis-
cussed previously but added: “I will
tell you the two principle discussions
we have taken. Not only will we not
make peace, but we won't (-mxmrmﬁisn
with the government of the Soviets.
We have decided that we will be the
Allies of all peoples attacked by Bol
shevism.”
