River yesterday. Because of the dan-
gerous current the passengers were
taken off in a small boat at-
tached to a strong cable at the rate

} had aboard 330 passengers and a large
| crew No lives have been lost. Late
| this afternon the last of the passen-
| gers were landed, the rudder fixed
| and the vessel cleared for Montreal
\ under her own s&team,

Broke Rudder Chain

The accident, said by old river men
to be the first of its kind in the Long
Sault Rapids in more than €ifty years,
occurred yesterday afternoon when
the “Rapids King,” bound from Pres-
cott, Ont., to Montreal, broke her rud-
der chain. With much difficulty the
crew, by yneans of the tiller, manased
to beach the vessel seventy-fivd feet
from Barnhardt's Tsland.

When the rudder chain broke, the
steamer had just passed through what
is known as the “cellar” of the rapids.
The current was so strong it was estl-
mated at sixteen miles an hour, and
the big boat was turned completely
around and a hole torn in a forward
compartment before she was beached.
The steamer listed slightly to star-
board.

Captain Battem, of the ‘“Rapids
King,” one of the oldest pilots on the

Passengers’ Bad Night

Passengers spent an anxious night
and few even attempted to procure
;my sleep. At a late hour several
arge searchlights were arranged on
shore and played upon the stranded
vessel. The same lights were used
tonight in assisting the work of dis-
embarking the passengers.

As soon as word was received that
the steamer was in distress farmers
for miles around hurried to the scene
and attempted to reach the vessel by
small boats, but their efforts were un-
suchessful. Late last night a line was
thrown from Barphardt's Island
aboard the steamer and a heavy cable
stretched from the ship to the shore.

Hauling Boat Ashore

Work of rescue began at eight
o'clock this morning. A liteboat cap-
able of holding seven passengers, the
captain and two members of the crew,
was attached to the cable, the boat
was then hauled ashore by twenty
men and then back by a windlass
aboard the steamer. Not more than
three trips an hour were made and
for' a long time Captain Battea In-
sisted on making every trip.

At the point on the island where
the landing was made the shors line
is so precipitous that it was necessary
to cut steps in the bank and erect.a
temporary landing.

NO MANDATE FOR
ANY OTHER TERMS

Ireland Has the Calmest Week
End in Many Months in
Every Section. .

London, July 17—The discussions
between Premier Lloyd George and
Eamonn De Valera, with the object of
finding a basis for a general confer-
ence on the Irish situation, will be re-
sumed tomorrow. It is probable also
that Sir James Craig, the Ulster pre-
mier, will confer with the prime min-
ister. Bit whether Mr. Lioyd George,
Mr. De Valera and the Ulster premier,
will meet together for a general ex-
change of views, is not known. A
spokesman of the Sinn Fein has said
that this is not possible, as the head
of the Ulster government is ¢onsidered
by Mr. Dg Valera as outside the pale
of the present negotiations, so far as
the representatives of southern Ire-
land are concerned.

Quiet Week-End.

This has been the guietest week-
end “in Irish annals since January
1919 when the extremist Sinn Fein
campaign began.

Seotia on July 18, 1896—
Occasion to be Honored.

Halifax, July 17—Today, July 18,
Hon. George H. Murray will have been
premier of Nova Scotia for 26 years,
a record unparalleled in the British
Empire. Mr. Marray was called upon
to form an administration upon the
resignation of Hon. W. 8. Fielding, on
July 18, 1896, when Mr. Felding re-
signed to become minister of finance
in the Laurier cabinet.

There has been much speculation in
political circles as to whether Mr.
Murray would carry on after holding
the post for a quarter of a century,
He has never given any hint himself,
publicly at least, but recently the gen-
era] feeling has been that he will not
resign, for some time anyway.
At the recemt session of the legisla-
ture, when the premier was absent
at Battl Creek, Mich, sanatorfum,
an annuity of $5,000 was passed una.
nimously, to take effect if and when
the premier retired after being pre.
mier for 26 years. This means that
he may retire any time after Monday
and draw the annuity. On Wednes-
day next, at 4 p.i. a reception s to be
tendered him in the Legislative Coun-
cil Chamber of the Provineial Build-
ing, at which the resolution passed
at the session will be farmerly tender-
ed him.
It is expected that many prominent
men will attend the reception, and
one expected is Mr. Fielding, who pre-
coeded Mr. Murray tn office. It is al-
80 expected that Mr. Murray may at
least make some announcement which
may tell directly or indirectly his
plans for the immediate future.

s-ding Food Into the City.

Reval, Hsthonia, July 17~The Rus-
sian Soviet Counell of Labor and De-
fense has taken urgent steps to revivo
Petrograd, which even the Bolsheviki
themeelves have recently tormed &

“aying city.”

Thousands of workmen, confronted
by starvation, and realizing that Mos-
cow was favored over Petrogral in
the matter of food\distributin, have re-
cently left the city, with the result
that scarcely enough man-power was
left to operate what few factories
could be provided with fuel.

At a session of the All-Russian Cen-
tral Executive committee held in Mos-
cow a few days ago it was decided to
give Petrograd preferemtial provilegoes
in regard  to fuel and transport, to
place Petrograd in the same situation
as Moscow with reference to focd
sunplies, to establish a special district
from which food supplies should be
drawn &clely for the use of Pelrograd
arnd to enjoin all of Russia to come
to the aid of Petrograd in the matter
of food and fuel supply. A special
commission, headed by Premier Len-
ine and including Zinovieff, Goveruor
of Petrograd, was named to carry out
the work,

It was declared that only one-sixth
of the pre-war number of industrial
enterprises were in operation in Petro-
grad. The population is said to num-
ber less than 700,000 a little more
than a third of the pre-war figures.

The committee also decided to in-
clude Petrograd to a greater extent
than had been contemplated, in the
general electrification scheme.

Worse Than at My Time
Since Russian Troubles
Began—Few Stores Open.

e B

Warsaw, July 16.~Conditionz In
Kiev, in the Ukraine, are reported
worse than at any time since the
troubles of Russia began.

Word reached Warsaw recently that
the population of the ecity had dwin-
dled to something like 100,000 persons,
whereas at the beginning of the war
there were approximately 700,000 in-
habitants.

Travelers who have crossed the
frontler within the last few weeks,
most of them under difficult circum-
stances, assert that the Bolshevik au-
thorities are again din complete con-
trol of the city. A$.intervals during
the spring there were times when the
insurrectionists held the upper hand.

In many villages in the Ukraine the
peasants are reported to have organiz-
ed and driven the Soviets out and the
peasants are reported endeavoring to
strengthen their anti-Bolshevik organ-
izations to prevent interference with
their farms and villages.

Travelers say only a few stores are
open in Kiev, one of these being a
florist’s shop.

HARBOR COMMISBION.

———ers ‘l .

To the Bdftor of The Standard.
8ir—The niatter of placing the
harbor in commission, under Govern-
ment control, has been before the cit-
izens of 8t. John since the days, when
the late Bir Leonard Tilley, so worth-
ily represented this city at Ottawa.
A plebiscite was then taken, and the
tcheme defeated at the polls, chiefly
because of its being made a political
football, and ot comsidered on its
merits. It reminds me, that the same
arguments are pow being repeated,
and side issues placed before the peo-
ple to catch their votes, and the

main issue overlooked.

The great loss that the city and
the trade of Canada has suffered by
not carrying the commission into ef-
fect, at that time, is now obvious. To-
day we have various interests, with-
out unity, all under separate centrol.
The Government, the C. P. R., and
the city, all under separate manage-
ment. No uniformity ir the manage-
ment, no concentrated plan for de-
velopment of our harbor in order to
meet the requirements of the trade
of the Dominion, which we have at
our doors at the present time. What
have we on the West Side today ?
Temporary sheds, which are a fire
trap, no proper modern equipment to
handle the export and import trade,
or no intelligent plan of development
tc meet future wants.

A well devised plan for providing
such necessary improvements to meet
our present wants, as well as the in-
creased future trade of Canada, can
only be obtained under a Govern-
ment commission, under one control
During Sir Leonard Tilley's regime
he advised, it was then the policy ot
the Government to obtain control of
our Atlantic ports for the develop-
ment of the trade of the Dominion
and practically make them free. The
same policy actuates the Government
today; developing the ports in the in-
terest of the trade of Canada, as well
as the city of Saint John. Will any
business man, for one moment, sug-
gest that there is any other possibil-
ity of the immense sums of money
being provided, except by the Govern-
ment of Canada ? Will any Govern-
ment, Nationalist-Union, Agrarian, or
Liberal, hamper the trade of Canada,
or the port of Saint John, by impos-
ing charges that will nullify the great
object in view It is too absurd to
contemplate, any Government taking
any course or action that will be pre-
judicial to the trade of Canada and
the port of Saint John

The accepted policy of all political
partieg has been to cultivate and in
fluence trade east and west for our
own railways, and develop our ports
and provide most up to date equip-
ment for that purposa. This policy is
now more firmly fixed than ever be
fore.

The Government now have under
their control and management, the
srand Trunk, Canadian Northern.
Transcontinental, and

any Government to refuse to do every

for our own system of railway, and
utilize our own ports in connection
therewith. Hundreds of millions have
been spent on our railways, and the
sea-port terminals must be equipped
with the most modern plant for the
handling of this trade.

L.et us have Harbor Commission,
under Government control, in counec-
tion with our great railway system
Bauip our ports, and make them
equal, If not better, than any on the
Atlantic coast. Make the port charges
for service a minimum of cost, and
thus not only build up the commerce

TOBACCO AND HEALTH

Eminent Surgeon Advises Regularity
in Smoking

“Smoke the same quantity of tobac-
co every day,” was the advice of Sir
James Cantlie, K.B.E, the eminent
surgeon, when speaking on “Tobacco
and Health” in London recently

Sir James said that a few days pre-
vious to his address he read of a man
who, when he died, was more than
100 years of age and who smcked one
ounce of tobacco per day. Probably
if that man had. cut his allowance
down to half an ounce one day and
one ounce the next day he would not
have lived so long. Smokers shouald
not vary the amount of tobacco day
by day.

He had seen men in the rifla com-
petition at Wimbledon shooting whilst
they were smoking. Even if they
were not actually smoking they had
pipes in their mouths, because they
found it steadied their nerves. The
man with a pipe between his teeth
felt a certain amount of securitv,

Speaking of the pleasure to he de-
rived from tobacco, Sir James Cant-
lie said he was sure that it was far
more pleasant to be in the company
of a emoker than of a man who did
not smoke. Life would be much more
pleasant if everypody smoked.

Cannot Import Booze

Through The States

Liquor in Transit for Mexico
or Canada Must Have Per-
mit or Risk Seizure.

Washington, July 1¢.— Shipments
of intoxicating liquors entering the
ports of the United Statese crossing
the Canadian or Mexican borders
without a prohibition permit, are sub-
ject to seizure by customs officers un-
der orders effective today,

country was in violation of the prohi-
bition laws.

pay the interest on the said bonds and
the value of the same as they mature,
and for the balance, $657,282.45, the
Commissioners shall issue to the City
its Debentures payable at the end of
23 years from the day of issue and
bearing interest at the rate of 6 per
cent, per annum payable half yearly;
if such debentures or interest are not
paid by the Commissioners when due,

Stone Age Style
Island in the Pacific Where

Natives Have Only Stone
Weapons and Implements.

London, July 17.—People who are
still living in the manner of the Stone
Age are found on Rennell Island in
the Solomon Group, Melanesia, ac-
cording to Dr. Northcote Deck, a mis-
sionary.
Dr. Deck says there are only about
500 inhabitants, and because of their
isolation, through lack of ship’s an-
chorage, even their dialect has never
been studied.
The natives only had implements
and weapons of stone and wood when
Dr. Deck first visited the island. They
showed great eagerness to barter
home-made articles for anything made
of iron.
“The men are great fighters and
wrestlers.  Their throwing spears
have points made of human leg and
arm bones, and tipped with a bone
splinter designed to break off in the
wound,” says Dr. Deck.
“They seemed to feel keenly the
monotony of their isolation and show-
ed a settled melancholy, both in their
faces and the cadence of their voices.
Their only sort of music, to which
they dance, consists in the tuneless
beating of a log.”
The teeth of flying foxes which
swarm in the caves on the {sland
seem to be the only form of currency
known there.
