The first witness was the prisoner’s
wite, who testified that she met Dewitt
for the first time at Vanceboro five
yeara ago and was married to him a
cougple of years afterwards. She be-
lieved he had & wite living at the time,
but be had not lived with her for some
¢ime. She said the prisoner was & man
of violent temper and frequently beat
the children with a stick. Last Wednes-
day afternoon, ahe ssid, he sasked Clara
to do something for him. Bhe did not
obey him, and he then took her into the
bedroom, closed the door and beat her.
She did not see him beat her, but heard
from an adjoining room, & short
time the prisoner brought the child out
in his arms, She wasin fite. Heasked
for water for her. There was mone in
the house, and he then fook her to the
brook and there tried to bring her to.
He did not succeed, and he carried her
back to the houwse. She never spoke
and died next morning at 2
clock in convulsions. The witness said
a few weeks ago, threw
Clara out of bed on the floor, and that
ghe had called & man named Winn
to see if the child’s foot was broken. It
tnmh ed out not to be, but it was badly

m.

The prisoner crose-questioned the wit-
ness well, - In snswer fo his questione
she said he hcd worked faithfully for
her and her children and had alwayse
peemed to think as much of Olara as his
own child. She aleo said Clara thought
& great deal of him.

MAY OFFIOCIALLY BOYCOTT
THE PARIS EXPO-
SITION

In Consequence of the Dreyfus Ver-
dioct—If the Government Do Not
Many Private Firms Will Withe
draw Their United Displays from
the Exhibition.,

W asHINGTON, Sept, 11—I¢ is believed
that when copgress asaemblea there will
be considerable agitation of a proposi-
tion for this government 1o abandon its
participation in the Paris exposition. It
is known that expressions hostile to the

exposition quoted from Senatcr Stewart
sre very widely sympathized in, and it
is thought $hat i the conviction of Diey-

very little friendly feeling for Fraace
samong members of either the house or
senate.

Such s move, however, would be a
grave one. It is pointed out that to
withdraw from the participation in the
exposition would be regarded as an offi-
cial insult to France. No further legis-
lation on the part of congress is needed
to carry out the plans of this country for
the exposition. About
been appropriated for the expenses of
the commission and the government ex-
hibit, the commission has been ap-
pointed and the space desired for ex-
bibits from country has
besn secured. There are now only
two ways in which congress
oould interfere. One wouldjbe to revoke
such part of the appropriation as hag not
been already paid out in the expenses
of the commission, and the other would
be to pass & resolution declaring that on
acvcount of the unsettled conditions in
France, the valusble government ex-
hibits skould not be sent to Paris. To
do either of t-ese things would be suffi-
cient, it is believed, to break off all
trlam’!ly relations between the two
countries,

Congress and the state department
may look at the matter from different
points of view. The president and the
atate departmens, having responsibility
for maintaining our relations with for-
eign governments, cannot be expected
to find in this affair a reason for involv-
ing the country in an international
complication, and it is likely that the
executive branch of the government
will use what influence it can fo prevent
hasty action. b

Unless congress expressly forbids it,
this government will proceed with the
preparations for the exhibition, and will
gend to Paris such government exhibits
as are decided upon, but $his will be
done with a realization of the probabil-
ity that much of the space secured with
puch difficulty for private American ex-
hibits will be lef vacant. Little doabt
is felt that the lattitude allowed the pri-
vate citizen will be quite extenaively
availed of to withdraw from participa-
tion in the expositior.

Another difficulty in the way of an
effort to prevent participation in the ex.
position, however, will be found in the
Iact that before congress has assembled
much of $he government exhibit probab-
ly will be packed and on ita way to
Parig if not actuelly there, The exposi-
tion opens in April snd the work of
transporting and preparing the exhibit
will have to begin some months before
that time, Up to this time, it is said,
the preparation of tbe government ex-
hibit has not begun, but the work will
proceed as zoon as the government offi-
cials are ".divi'

Representative Hepburn, of Iowe
said today that he had ceased to marve
at the methods of French army justice
after observing how the trial of Dreytas
was conducted.

Now
that market is chiefly convenient to fill
porting orders, which must, of course, be
done more quici 1/ than it conld be done
from the co 11/ 1:¢s ui growth.

Improved mean: of communication
and quick ard creap metbods of trans-

tion are chiiefly responsible for the
version of tr.e te. trade. Merchante
make a notable saving by getting their
teas direct, If b ougbt via London
there are cost of handling, storage
charges, middlemen’s profits and the
like to be reckoned with.

But before a 8t. John importer could
successfully and profitably do his own
im from the c-untries of growth
he had seversl things to learn and to do.
He had tolearn to jadge teas himeelf,
make his own trade connections in
Chins, India apd Ceylon. learn to blend
teas, and import the macbinery used in
that process. 1n & word,he had to learn
o do for bimeelf What he had formerly
depended very ld¥gely on somebody in
London fo do for him.

And on Bep‘. 1 Mr. Walker R. Miles,
who is probably the best known tea
broker in the wholessle trade of the pro-
vinces, having for nine years represented
Francis Peek, Winch & Co. and the later
amslgemated firm of Peek Bror.
‘Wineh Ltd. of London, one of the great-
est tea houses in the world, severed his
connection with them to accept & posi-
tion with Mr. Estabrooks, being firmly
convinced that 8t. John todey cilars bet-
ter advantages than London in connec-
tion with the development of the tea
trade in eastern Canade. Mr, Milesisa
tea expert, and, besidea dividing with
Mr. Estabrook’s the latter’s special
work, his presence in the establishment
will enable both from time to time to
visit the larger houses in the provinces
in the interesta of trade. For thresor
four years past Mr, Estabrooks has been
compelled by the ivcreasing demand of
8 rapidly increasing trade to remain at
his office.

Speaking genersily, the lower flror
back of the cfficce is used as a a ship-
ping department for teas going out daily
and others packed ready for shipmenr,
On the second floor teas are blended,
packed and labelled. On the third
floor is the tea mill (a miniature sample
of which is displayed in the office) and
on this flcor all the teas to be blended
and the general stock are stored ss they
come in by reil or steamer. On the
fourth floor packages are made and lab-
elled and kept in readiness for use,

THE BLENDING DEPARTMENT,

The blending of teas is & science that
must be carefn!ly studied, elseit wounld be
impossible to produce and continue to pro-
duce any pacticular flavor. To adver-
tise & blended tea as slways the same,
and to zee that it is always the same,
means that certain grades of tes in cer-
tain proportions muset always be wused.
These teas must firet be gelacted by tast-
ing, which ia in itsel! a gcience. Scarcely
8 day paeser but more or less of it is
done in Mr. Estabrooks’ cffice, and it is
quite common to see twenty cups of dit-

on the table for ¢omparison. When
gsmples are being tasted before purchas.
ing new stock it is dome without refer-
enae to the price marked on each. After
t- e tasting has been done the results are
compared with the prices, and quite fre-
quently a higt—priced eample is rejected
because its flavor would not ewitthis
market.

In blending teas in Mr. Estabrooks’
establistment the mevarsl tess which
are r-quired to form any particular
blend are ranged round a large hopper
which connects by & shute with the big
blender on the floor below, To ensure
accuracy the diflerentteas required are
twice checked over before being poured
into the hopper.

The blander haz & capacity of about
halfaton. It is & huge .cylicder, so
constructed that all the tea comes out of
it at the centre, and as the dram is cor-
tinually revolving the tess are continual-
ly being blended,so that the last halt
chest is exactly the same as the first,
Mr.Estabrooks has placed on the blender
an ingenioua bell attachment that
marks the oom})lotion ol each revolution
and rings a bell to enable she operator
tostop at the right moment. The tlen-
der is operated by electric power.

THE PACKING DEPARTMENT,

Next to the window on the second
floor is the packing and labelling de-
partment for package tese. Rightin
front of one window is the packing ma-
chine, where one pound, half pound and
one-quarter pound. packages are pat up
in 1sad. A boy weighs the tes. another
wraps the lead on funnels, and & man
packs the tea and complstes the pack-
age in the machine. fcey put uop
about 2,000 packages per day, but could
easily inorease the number. The packe
ages are passed tbroogh a slide into the
1abelling 200m adjnining, which is dust-
proof. The labelling stands are along
the windows, and at one side and
through the rooms are narrow racks
reaching to the ceiling, on which the
labelled packages are laid to dry. Then
they are ready to be put in cases and
gent down stairs for shipment.

The bulk teas are also packed on the
gecond floor. Everything here, as in
fact all throngh the establishment, is
gcrupulously clean, as sbould be the
case in handling g0 important an article
of general consumption.

MAKING METAL PACEAGES,

On the fourth floor are stored empty
packages ready for use, iocluding me‘al
chests of 120 down to 50 pounds capsacity;
caddies of 20 and 25 pounds, an ' czddies
snd fancy tins of 1 to 20 pounds. Mr.
Estebrooks aims to have everything in
t-e line of packages that is likely to be
required by any dealer.

Long cases of sheet metal, weighing
over 300 1ba., are seen on t+isfloor. They
are imported by Mr. Estabrocks from
Glasgow, and none like them are pro-
duced in Canada. Theeeare for making
metal chests, half-chasta and caddies.
Each sheet is creased so that it can
easily be bent to make foar sides of a
box and & tin key is slippedover the
joint, holding the box sclid and eir-
tight The bottcm cores ready made
and is fastened by an iron clamp with
screws, and a piece of tin soidered over
the jirint, Bome of theee boxes are 1ic-
quered before being labelled. For ex
amsla, the Red Rose tea chesta are lac-
quered in green. When labellsd the
packages are ready to go down fo the
sacond floor to bs filled. The top is like
the bottom and put on in the same way.
No London teas are any bstiter packed,
and mott of them not as well,&s those put
up by Mr. Estabrookr. No handsomer
packages or labels are seen omn the pro-
vincial market. As to fancy sins, the
stock inclades a great variety of pretty
designe. They, of course, are maaufac-
tured elsewhere. :

In China bulk teas bis Arnchor Chop
is absolately the finest saryune pro-
duced this season, and commanded the
highest price of any earyane on the Foo-
chow market. From this grade the
stock ranges down to the lowest-priced
tea that is sound and wholesome. A tea
must be fit to drink or Mr, Estabrooks
will have none of it.

He desls algo in Formosa oolongs, in
quantities that would surprise the trade
elsewhere in Canadas, carrving in stock
from the fanoy grade fcl! of silver tipe
down to the lower gradee.

THE GOLD STANDARD.

INDIAN COUNCIL HAS MADE
GOLD THE LEGAL
TENDER

Of the Great Eastern Empire —
Adoption of the Gold Standard
Made Necersary by the Steady
Decline of the Silver Rupee and
the Danger of Increased Taxes.

S1urA, Sept. 8—At yesterday’s session
of the India councll the viceroy, Baron
Curzon of Kedlestone, concurring in the
statement of Mr, Clinton Dawkins, the
financial member wko, in introdmcing
the currency bill, eaid that in the ab.
sence of the mint proclamation from
England, it had been de:ided to make
gold the legal tender immediately. He
expleined the conviction that no other
measure would save India from
disastzous embarrassment and {fresh
taxation ani remarked fhat thankas
'to the common sense of the committee
the ability of the chairman,
the strength of the case for the gold
standard, the remarkable concensus of
opinion, a settlement of t"is fiercly dis-
puted matter hed been reached. For
20y wrs the policy of the government
had been the defence of India from the
inevitable cossequences of the de-
cline in the value of tte rupee, namely
fresh taxatior. The adoption of a
gold standard would enable India to

embark in diecussion with foreign
powers, and enter the fleld on
equal terms. Since gold began to

enter last year, £2620,000 has arrived.
A fixed velue mus: lend stability and
confidence to foreign trade. He did not
indulge in commercial dreams of the
fnture, or pretend fo open an Asiatic
Klondike. He firmly believed and
hoped the present action would invest
the financial horoscope of Iudis with
the security which it had hithertolacked
and which it was the duty of the goverz-
ment to utiliza in the interests of the
Indian peojle.

The Demand Keeps Prices High—
Steel Orders Can Now Only be
Filled for a Year Ahead—Wheat
Rises After a Sharp Decline—For-
eign Demand Heavy.

Nzw Yogg, Sept. 8—=R. G, Dan & Co.’s
weekly review of trade tomorrow will

Cotton has risen 3-16 since annual re-
ports, regardless of these and owing to
bad accounts from Texae. The crop of
1898, according to the Financial Chron-
icle, was 11,235,383 bales, against 11,180,
969 in 1897, southern consumption, 1,400,
026 bales, and northern spinvers taking
2,247,072 and stocke on hand at the end
of the crop year 392,280 bales, with 3,-
600,360 bales visible and invisible carried
over in all countriee. These figures
fally support estimates that a. smaller
crop then is probable this year will
suffice, but the market just now declines
to consider anything except thaf south-
ern reports indicate & much redaced
yield this year. The market for goods
is remarkably strong this week and pre-
vious prices are fclly susiain d.

After a sharp decline wheat has riscn
a quarter cent this week, with Atlantic
exports 2,900,966 bushels, flour included,
ageinat 2,325,100 last year, and Pacific
exporta 364,256 against 163,192 last year.

Corn has a.s0 taken & start upward,
rising  of a cent, with exports of 3,051,-
569 bushels, against 2431,085 last year.
Bo great a demand for both grains de-
serves notice, but go does western re-
ceipts, 5,595 697 bushels wheat against
6,774 611 last year, and of corn 5,922,437
against 4,208,252 last year.

style and type. This statement will no
doubt shock some (even some Ayrshire
breeders), but if $50 will buy a 40-pound
grade or native cow, then so far as the
dairy qualities of the 40-pound registered
Ayrshire are concerned she is worth $50,
but her type, her peculiar style, her
peculiar markings, the set of her horns,
the grace of her lines, makes the differ-
ence between a $50 and a $150 animal.

There are some men, even Ayrshire
breeders, who profess to keep Ayrshires
and breed Ayrshires for utility only.
They have never stopped to think that
style or Ayrshire type is worth more and
brings more in the markets than dairy
ability. Go to any auction of Ayrshires
and see that it’s not a question of simply
being a . registered animal that makes
such a great difference in the price of a
pure Ayrshire, or grade of equal value at
the pail. In fact, there are registered
ocows with good pedigrees that wiil not
bring as much as a grade, because of in-
ferior milking qualities, but an up-to-
date, stylish, typical, modern Ayrshire—
& 40-pound cow or over—comes under the
nammer, and up goes the price one, two,
three, four and five hundred dollars, as
was demonstrated at the Drummond sale
last spring. :

Now, an animal is worth what it will
bring, and if Ayrshire breeders want to
get the highest price for tneir animals,
they may as well face the facts and
breed for style, and the most modern
style at that. Scotland sets the style of
Ayrshires, as Paris sets the fashions in
dress. Call it foolish or dudish, or what
you like—the breeder who produces it in
his animals will be the man who makes
the breeding of Ayrshires a success. I

have dairy capacity, and in this respect

By the use
of imported Ayrshires, the Canadian
breeders can bring out the style, or up-
to-date Ayrshires. They will ultimately
have better cattle than can be bought in
Scotland. Tn the States there has been a
great laxness among Ayrshire breeders
in regard to breeding to type. The simple
truth of the matter is, they are waking
up to find themselves so far behind the
times that some are talking of American
type, and others ridicule the Scotch type
altogether. It’s a question of sour grapes.
They are, many of them, out of the race
altogether. They have been breeding
along after utility, and have, it must be
said, a lot of rare dairy animals: but,
alas, they are not salable for anythin,
like the prices they would be if they b
kept up-to-date in style. They hate to
acknowledge this; and we have seen some
awful work in the show rings in the
States in late years, where, as last year,
I was informed a first-class Canadian
Ayrshire herd went begging for prizes
because the judge did not like their ligh$
color and upright horns, and found them
a little heavy handlers.

There, as here, it ever has been,
and ever will be, the up-to-date, most
stylish, most perfect formed animals will
bring in the doliars, while breeders who
scoff at the idea of style must be content-
ed wish the cents. I may repeat, also, in
closing, that if the Canadian breeders of
Ayrshires will breed up to the highest
standard in type, they will produce a
dairy cow that is superior to the Scotch
animal, because of her better dairy quali-
tles. And when they shall have overcome
the general criticism of short teats they
will have produced an all-round dairy
cow that has no equal in the world,
either in beauty, style, grace or utility.

WOODY PLANTS.

Florist H. E. Gould, Sussex, N.B., Tells
How to Propagate Them,

There are many persons who have a
favorite shrab or vine they would like to
increase, but do not know how to pro-
pagate from them. All such low growing
shrubs as roses, weigelias and nearly all
low growing, hard wooded plants, as well
as vines, that are brought in contact with
the soil can be easily and surely propa-
gated py layering, which operation I
will briefly describe. Choosé well matured
wood of ;this season’'s growth, bend it
down, and at the point where it will
most easily touch the soil with a sharp
knife cut half way through the branch
on the under side, - although any other
position will answer for the cut; then
draw the knife up the branch an inch
or two, splitting the wood for that dis-
tance; next insert im the split a thin
piece of wood to prevent its closing; then
exoavate the soil directly where the cut
portion touches the soil a shallow trench
two or three inches deep. lay the out
portion in the trench, pin it down firmly :
with a forked wooden peg or wire loop,
cover with soil, pressing it firmly, leav-
ing a good portion of the end of the lay-
ered branch in the air; cut a thick sod
and place it upside down over the soil on
the cut portion to keep it moist, and in
very dry weather water it. If done soon,
by September the cut portion will have
calloused and thrown out roots, forming
a new plant of the same variety, which at
the end of the growing season can be
detached from the parens plans by ocut-
ting the branch off back of the layered
portion. It is better to allow such layer-
ed plants, if hardy, to remain until the
following spring before removing them,
but it can be done in late autumn and is
a necessity in case of layering half hardy
plants that have been plunged or planted
out for the summer only. If pot plants
are wanted from layered stock, instead of
placing the layered branch in a soil
trench, sink a six-inch pot, as the point
layered, in tic soil to the rim, well
drained and filie} with any light garden
soil, place the iz5.red portion in the soil
in the pot, cove. as before, pinning it
firmly so i$ cannct imcve, The roots from
the layer in this c: -« will be emitted into
the soil in she pot a:1:1 by autumn can
be detached as brture from the parent
plant already growing in a pot, which
can be removed wien desired. This is the
easiest method of sunimer propagation
for nearly all classes of hard wooded
plants for those who only wish a few
plants. 8ofs wooded plants, sueh as gera-
niums, that are growing in opem ground,
are best propagated by air layering in
summer. This is done by cutting at a
convenient place in the new growth,
halfway through the wocd Treated in
this manner, in from ten to fifteen days
the out portion will be =~e¢!l calloused,
when the cutting can be <erached and

tted, and if kept in a cool. shady posi-
?l:n, well watered, will bz very certain
to form roots and make & - ~l plant.
Layering of hard woodcd La . shrubs
can be done at any time of ube year
when no frost obsiructs, bus the best
success is in summer months with well
matured new wood, alshough with some
varjeties of plants the old wood will
strike fairly well, yet it is more uncer-
taln than the new wood.—H. E. Gould,
in Co-operative Farmer.

A Labor-Saving Contriv.:.ce Where Pige
of Different Siz:» and Ages
Run Together.

I give a rough sketch and desoriptiom
of self-feeding box for pizs. It is 13 feet
long, and each side is divided into 18
little stalls about nire inches wide.
These stalls are simply bours flve inches
wide and 12 inches long, nailed against
the side of the box, and 1cuching down
into the feed-trough to ke:p the pigs oud
of the trough and from v :sting the feed,
and at the same time ;cep them froms
crowding and fighting. T*hcre is no waste
of feed, and each pig can have a stall
and will eat very quietly. A is sill 8§ fee$
long; feed-troughs 5 inches wide, 3}¢
inches deep; side boards 24 inchea froms

floor to let feed through; B, bottom-
boards 12 or 16 inches wide, and s¢
placed as to let feed slide down inte the
trough.

This box is my own invention, havin
never seen one before. I think this wi
be plain and will need no further explam-
ation.

I find this box sufficient to feed 90
pigs, with no trouble. Of course only 26
can eat at a time, but they soon fall
back and others take their places. I find
this very good where pigs of different
sizes run together. They all have all the
chance they want to eat, and the food is
never mussed over, but always fresh, for
it feeds down only as fast as it 1s eaten

away.

Now I would not advise feeding clear
ocorn from the feeder, for one weu cer-
tainly overdo the thing and bad resulis
would follow. But J have seen only good
results from middlings and bran, and ses
no reason yes for abandoning the self-
feeder.

My neighbor made one of these boxes,
and he tells me he is confident it added
$25 to the value eof his hogs, besides less-
ening the work. I think I stated that I
did not know whether this was the best
way, but I knew it was the easier way.
Do not condemn this until] you try I$,
We made ours in half a day.—Country
Gentleman.

The Dreyfus triel ended onSaturday
and resulted in t-e prisoner being fouud
guilty and sentenced fo ten years im-
prisonment. The verdict was no$
unanimous, the seven judges dividing
five to two. The friends of Dreyius geem
to have been expecting this result ever
gince the refa:al of the court to admit the
depoaitions of the Austrian and German
military attaches by which the innocence
of the accused officer might have been
proved. This rejection of important tes-
timony was, of course, susceptible of a
different interpretation, but the Drey-

fasites evidently gusged it correctly, and

accepted it as the last proof of the
hostility of the court to the accused
man. It was simply a Dbratal
denial of justice by men who had
not sufficient policy or refinement
to conceal their biss against the
prisoner. Perhaps this is a consequence
of their military training, but it will
add to the horror and indignation with
which this verdict will be regarded in
every country in which justice is fairly
dealt out between man and man.

The French are & unique peopls and
perhaps it would not be right to judge
them by the standard which we apply
to other nations. We are told that
on hesring the verdict the crowd
cheered for the army, as if sach a
result was highly creditable to that
force, Any  other nation would have
considered the conviction of an artillery
officer for selling the secrets of the army
to & foreign nation as a diegrace, but the
French evidently think that the army
hgs been vindicated by thie verdict. Tte
whole world has béen invited to witness
the fact that the French army is honey-
‘combed with treaton and that many of
its officers are ready to sell its secrets fo
the enemies of France.

With regard to the trial itself the only
criticism that can be passed upon if is
that it cannot be justified by any evi-
dence that was produced at the frial
Dreyfus may be guilly, but his guilt was
not proved; indeed there was no evi-
dence whatever of his guilt that would be
listened to for a moment in a British or
Canadian court. Bat itseems that in a
French court the burthen is not on the
acouser to prove f$he guilt of the
accused but is on the lafter to prove
his own inuoccence. This is an entire re
versal of the conditions that prevail in
our conrts and it practically insures the
condition of any man who is not able to
clearly show circumstances that prove
his innocence. A conviction obtained
under such circumetances is of course no
proof of guilt; it merely shows that the
accused has mnot been  akls” fo
demonstrate his innocence. In ‘the
trisl of Dreyfas, however, the diffical.
ties of his situation were increased by
the refasal of the court to admit the evi-
dence which wew necessary fo exculpate
him from the charge that had been
brought sgainat him. Apparently there
was a settled determination to flad
Dreyfus guilty and the determination
has been carried out.

If the matter were not of so serious a

character the world might well laugh:

at the ressons why Dreyfus was made
the victim of a malignant prosecution
and an upjust verdict. Some of these
are disclosed in the Paris letter to the
New York Evening Post, Dreyfas, ac-
cording to this statement was ‘“dry,”
and “onsympathetic.” = He was not
emotional; he was not popular; his cor-
rectness was termed “wooden,” his lack
of readiness in defending himsel!, when
accused, was 8 crime. We quote:—

It is almoet certain that the personal
element enters largely into the sccount.
Whenever his former comrades attempt
to give an instance o! his sayingsor
doings which slienated them, there is
nearly always question of superiority of
fortune, which was flaunted before their
face, or some other form of ostentation.
Even the desire of knowing
gemson and out of sesson, which
is now made $o found s presumption
that tbe knowledge was to be used
for some interested and i licit purpose,
may very possibly have been a piece of
ostentatior. Harmlegs as these char-
acteriatios ususlly are, in the strange
copjuncture of circumstances of which
Capt. Dreyfas seems to be the victim,
they have counted heavily a8 presump-
tions of guilt. Not one of the many
officers who have been called as wit-
nesses geems to remember anything of
of his interconrse with Dreyfus, except
that he was different from himee
There has not been one instance of kind-
ly feeling.” .

Buch are the reasons advanced for the
unjust conviction of an innocent man,
No wonder the whole world -cries
“Shame” on France and wonders what
will be the next instance of degradation

and depravity that nation will show.

The Drey!lus verdict has sroused the
indignation of the whole civilized world
and France stands disgraced among the
nations of the earth without & friend; for
even Russia deciines to remsin silent
amid the chorus of denunciation and
condemnation of which France is the
objact. Thanks fo the ocean cable and
the enterprise of the newspapers the
newspapers of Americs, &8 well
as those of Earope, have been
informed from day to day in regard to
the proceedings of the courtmartisl before
which Dreyfus was tried. Every por-
tion of the evidence has been carefally
weighed and there is not a newepaper
vendorin e ther hemisphere who is not
as fully possessed of the facts of the case
as the judges who tried Dreyfas. The
unanimous opinion of the press of the
world is that Dreyfus has been unjustly
condemned, and that the judges bave
found guilty 8 man whom they knew fo

be innocent to appease popular clamor_

P

and fo gratify the army. Th's is &
heavy charge to bring against the honor
of a nation which cells iteelf civilizad;
indeed, it is & charge which, if it can be
justified, reduces France to the level of
puch countries as Abyssania or the
Soudan, sg it wae under the mahdi. A
nation’s character shonld be expressed
1n its judicisl tribonale, end tried by
this teat France stands digraced before
the whole world. It is no wonder
that, under the circumatances, there
is a ory that France should be
boycotted, and that the nations
should refuse to send their goode fo the
Paris Exhibition of next year. This
would be an extreme step, but it would
be a very practical way of indicating the
opinion that is held of the conduct of

France and of punishing that nation for
it. The French can answer railing for
railing, but they cannot endure the loes
of business which such & boycoit would
involve and tbey would be attacked in
their tenderest point.

John, end all will be 'glad to have
these words made good on both sides,
and the two provinces drawn more clse-
ly together. It is not necessary to argue
that the interests of Nova Scofia and
New Brunswick are identical, the fact
stands out too plainly to be de-
nied. It is the duty of the people
of the maritime provinces fo stand
together, not because there is any in.
flaence hostile o us in other parta of
Canada, but for the reason that they do
not know us as they ought to do. The
western provinces have been mo long
accustomed to find an outlet through
foreign channels that they have hardly
yet begun to realize that their proper
outlet is the maritime provinces, and
that their interests are identical with
ours. Thescheme of confederation will
not be complete until,to quote the words
of Biz Wilfried Laurier, every dollar’s
worth of the products of Canada is ex-
ported through the paits of Canade.

The idea that wss put forward yeater-
day in regard to holding & Maritime
Provinces exhibition every three years
is one tLat is well worthy of fature con-
sideration. Soch an exhibition would
certainly be more stimulating than any
merely provincial show and it would
have the good effect of sending more of
our people to visit the other maritime
provinces and of bringing more of their
people to visit us.

LIFE OF AROCHDEACON BRIGSTOOKH.

Miss F. E. Murray, whose life of the

late Dr. Boteford was so well received,
again appears ay an suthoress in & neat
volume which has just been issued
from the press of J. & A, McMillan, “In
Memoriam” of Frederick Henry John
Brigstocke, archdeacon of Bt, John. The
late rector of Trinity was & man
whose life did not supply many surprie-
ing changes or startliag episodes; his
work was done quietly and his fleld of
labor was within a narrow compass., Yet
there is in the life of every man some-
thing of interest to relate, and Miss
Murray writing with & full heart
snd 8 sympathetic pen is able
to present to the readers of her volume
a picture of the life of the late arch-
deacon that is at once pleasing and in-

in | structive. Archdemcon Brigstocke had

not attained the age of fitty-eight years
at the time of his lamented deatb, He
was born in Wales in May, 1841, grad.
uated at Oxford in 1862 and was ordain-
ed by Bishop Sumner, of Winchester, to
the curacy of Cobham, Surrey, in 1864,
In 1866 he became curate to Dr. Payne
Bmith, rector of Ewelwe, who was
made Regius Professor of Divinity at
Oxtord, When Dr, Smith became Dean
of Canterbury he ceased to hold the live
ing of the Ewelme and Mr, Brigstocke
becams curate of the church of 8. John
the Baptist at Newcastla-on-Tyne. This
was in 1871 and two years later be was
elected rector of Trinity in this city.
This ¢ame abont in a singular
way and the incident shows how
gres results are sometimes
brought about by sapparently trivial
causes. When My. Brigestocke laft his
hometogo to Oxford & lady who had
been & resident of Prince Edward Island
gave him a letier of introduction to Dr.
Payne Smith, who was the sub-librarisn
of the famous Bodlein library. This ac-.
quaintance soon ripened into friendship
and Dr. Smith thought so welic! his
young acquaintance that he never logt
gight of bim; and advanced his fortunes
in every way poesibla. When the people
of Trinity were looking for & rac-
tor, the Rev. Maurice Bwabey,
with whom they had communicated,
wrote to Dr. Smith asking him fo name
a man that would be aunitable. Dr. Smith
named Mr, Brigstocke, and thus the let-
ter of introduction given fourteen years
before was the means of making the lat-
ter rector of 8t. John. We need wuot fol-
low the story of the deceased arch.
deacon’s Iife as it is related in Miss Mur-
ray’s volume. We can only say that
it is one that

not likely to give away the rights of
Canada at present, although there are
papers pablished even in Canada which
apparently would rejoice if such were
the case.

Many Women Are Taking It up Who
Have No Idea of Practicing.

Whether or not women have logical
minda, are capable of rational reagoning,
or are governed simpiy by impulse and
fesling, is & question: which seemse to be
gettling iteelf, in spite of erguments
either way. It is probably true of
women ag with min, that the more she
etndies, the broader becomes her outlook,
the more likely she is to settl s tbings by
the light of reason than by blind impulse
of irstinct.

With the widening opportunity for de-
velopement by the opening of ctlleges
and technical schools, come the women
to grasp the opportunity. Having the
chance to gelact the special branch of
mental or professional study, the world
sees them starting out in all directions,.
eager to gain the long-coveted knowl-

edge.

fn nothing has the eagerness and en-
thusiasm of the students been shown as
in the way in which they flocked to the
Iaw lectures of the New York University.
Hundredsof women have studied law
since the Woman’s Legal Education q
Soclety first aroused interest in the mat.
ter and got the universiy fo stand
sponsor for them. Of this society Mre.
John P. Munn is president, and Miss
Helen M. Gould vice-president, and
both these women have been most
earneet in their efforts to improve the
status of women by enabling her to
gecure a fuller knowladge of the laws
which she had no voice in making, but
which, nevertheless, ehe is bound fo obey.

Miss Gield was one of the esrliest
gtudents in the (1ase, and was graduated
after she had completed the comrse.
Were she—which ia of course among the
slmoat impogesible things to happen—to .
lose her large fortane and be compelled
to earn her own livelihocd, she could
apply for admiesion to the New York bar,
snd put in practice her knowledge.
When her experience in managing her
own affaire is taken into coneiderstion,
and the abls way in which she does it is
acknowledged, it muast be adm!'tted that
in addition to her knowledge gained by
stady, she would bring to her practice &
great deal of very valuable attainment.

But Miss Gould is is no danger of be-
coming & rival to the Portiss who are
trying to turn their legal knowle’ge to
acconnt. Nor are the bulk of thcse who
study in this clas. It is only a very
smail proportion of the women who year
after year have profited by the oppor- 0
tunity given by the university who put :
their knowledge to practical purpose,
The msjority did not enter the stwdy
with any intext to practice,. They went
and their successors still go, from love o

learning, snd becauze the lectures are 9

meade go. interesting and attrective, as
we'l a3 being of such sterling value that
many who first went from curiosity or
gome other elight motive are moved to
become enthusiastic workerr.

They soon realizs how important to
them in s1l the aftaira of life ia just the
knowlon;ge which they are gaining, Mre.
Robert E. Bonner, wife of the publisher,
s member of the class of '99, expressed
the opinion of the larger number of the
students when she said, not long eince,
in speaking of her own ressons for en-
tering upon the sfudy :

“] took it mp in order to gain the
knowledge of law that every man gets
from bumping around the world. The
msjority of women know oo little about
law in the management of their sflairs,
and that is why they so often meet with
misfortune. They are at the mercy of
unscrupulous lawyers, and do not know,
how to proceed in certain actione, A
woman who has charge of her own af-
fairs and is not acquainted with the
rudiments of 1aw is serionsly handicapp-
ed, aud gropes in thedark. Besides, the
study of law is mentally good for women.”

From its very beginning this chair of
instruction for womzen law students Dnas
had for pupils and supporters a long
line of well-circumeised, inflaential
women, thoroughly alive to the broad-

ening and atrengtbening inflaences inci- P

dent to such & course of study Free
and partly free echolarshipa have been
established and kept up by thcughtfal
patrons, by means of which women and
girls of limited resources can hava the
same privileges -8 those more prosper-
ous, In faet, everything has besn done
by these earneet women, both by precspt
and example, to induce womsn to lesrn
so much of jJaw ae they meed for their
own protection in business and the
guidance of their affaire.

And already this inflaence hsa been
widely fel:; s'mdents come for these
lectures from the East, the West, the
South, from Canads and the provinces,
and even from foreign countries, and all
have gained there the incentive that
compelled them to work earpestly to the
end of the course, and m>ved several to
the sterner selt enrolment in the regular
law class of the university, wheze they
enter side by side with the men students,
study side by side with them, and, =0
one of the professors aays, are ofien gradu-
ated ahead of them.

The ranks of women law stadents are
made up of women of affairs, society
women, who want the mental exercise of
the study, recruita from all the profez-
sions ; the actress, the newapaper worker,
the school teacher, the musician, the
elocutionist, the woman lecturer and ex-
po:l:ent of suffrage, a'l conrt & knowladge
of law.

Thereisone quick-witted young woman,
unususlly bright and lsver, who is
the right hand consultor snd co-sdjutor
of her; father, although she has mnever
ent an hour in his big down-town office
in her life, who took up the role quite by
accident, and because her natural taste
and capacity for legal study made her &
most welcome compsnion to him,
Women of mature years,sometimes even
of an advanced age, have eatered the
law olass merely to acquire the know-
ledge and insight that wonld make them
acceptable and sympataetic companions
to their sone ; and it is declared by many
that the true and original object of
women's study of law is that she might
be of more practical influence in public
affairs and better equipped to l1ock after
what proper'y she may have. Numbers
of women have taken a thorough course
in lew in order that they might more
eflzctively supervise their businessaffairs
and be better informed as to their own
obligations and responsibilitier. .

All out-
atanding contracts are to conform with
the above.”

" AGAIN CONYICTED.

DREYFUS FOUND GUILTY BY
A MAJORITY OF THE
JUDGES.

Two Votes for His Acquittal and
Five for His Conviction—A Sen.
tence of Ten Years’ Detention Im-
posed—The Prisoner Not Suprised
But Disgusted.

Rxxnzs, Sept, 9—The cordons of troops
and gendarmes were maintained during
the suspension of the court. Saturday
being markst day, the streets were ful;
of people and crowds passed outeide the
lines of troops, who blocked every street
lsading to the lycee. The afternoom
turned,bright and warm,

The quarter of the town in which the
lycee is sitnated appeared as though in
a sfate of siege, with pickets of red-
trousered infantry, brass helmeted dra-

goons and strong detachments of gend-
armes, mounted and on foot, every ticket
holder entering the lycee was again
searched on reaching the court room.

the crowds in the streets seemed even
lees numercus tien this morning. In
any case those who watched the paseage
of Dreyfus from the prison o the court
were not more numerdus than-usus!,
D:eyfus marched with psle, impassive
{lcte locking neither tc the right mor
eff,

The ringing cf a bell at3 p. m, an-
nounced the enfry of the judgea. and
cfficers ordered “Carry arms” and “Pre-
sent erme.” The rattle of riflss fol-
lowed, and then Ccl Jousust marched
in, saluted and lsid his kepi on the
tablz, The other judges did likewise,
the gendarmea shouted “silence” and the
silence of death fell on the audience.

The judges were all extremely serious.
There wasa hunsh in the court room
when Mej. Garriere rose and in a death-
1y calm and dignified tone,hia demeanor
being & contrast to his nsual antics, and
which testified to his appreciation of
ths gravity of his position made & short
speech, ' concluding with askicg fo: the
reimposition of the verdict and punieh-
ment of 1894, M. Demasangs replied with
s {aw worde, snd then Dreyfes flashed
and ssid hosrzely:—

*] affirm [ am innocent.”

The prisoner said that he had lived
for his own honor and honor of his wife
and children, after five years of frighttal
toriure, he was convinced at last that he
would at last receive jastice.

Col. Jouaust then began reading the
judgment,

The text of tbe judgment is as fol
lows:

“Today, the ninth of September, 1899
the court martial of the 10th Legion
army co:ps, deliberating behind closed
doors, the president put the following
question: ‘Is Alfred Dreyfus, Brevet
Captain, 14th regiment of artiliery, pro-
bationer on the general staff, gulity of
having in 1894 entered into machinations
or beld relations with a foreign power or
one of its agents to indwee it to commit
hostility or undertake war againet
France, or procure it the meane there-
fore by delivering the notes and docu-.
ments mentioned in the document cslled
the Borderesu, according to the decision
of the cours of Cassation of June 3, 1899.’

“The votes were faken separately, be-
ginning by the inferior grade and
youngest in the last grade, the president
having given his opinion last. The
court declares on the question by a
majority of 5 votes to 2: “Yes, the ac-
cuged is guilty.”

The mejority agreed that there are
extenuating circumstances, in conse-
aquence of which, and on the request of
toe commissiary of the government, the
president put the grestion and received
?gnln the votes in the above mentioned

orm. :

“Ag a regult the court condemns, by a
majority of 5 votes to 2, Alfred Dreyfus
to the punishment of 10 years detention.”

The judgment then quotes the code
anc¢ the comstitution wnder which toe
sentence was delivered, with the article
of the law epjoining the government
commissary to have this jadgment im.
mediately read in the presence of the
prisoner, before the ssgembled guard,
under arms, and to notify him that the
laws allows & delay of 24 hours in which
to lodge an appesl.

M, Mathieu Dreyfus was not present
in coart this afternoon, but visited his
brother after the verdict had been
rendered. He found him perfectly calm
and withont any manifestation of sur-
prise at the finding of the court., The
prisoner eimply shrugged his ehoulders,
uttering an expreseive “Bab!” adding as
he embraced his brother as the latter
"lfl x,r,uplring to leave: “Console my
wife,

The general belief is that Dreyfas will
be pardoned; but this will not satiefy his
friends, who vshemently declare that
they will refuse to accept the verdict
and will continwe the battle until the
judgment is reversed. The verdict, they
eay, is directed more against the Jews
than against Dreyfas and if allowed to
stand will make their existence in
France im; ible. i

Maitre Labori and Maitre Demange
took the midnight tzain for Paris. They
drove to the station in a cloged carriage
escorted by four mounted gendarmes,
The road was practically deserted and
no demoustration occurred en route or at
the station.

RexNEs, Sept. 10—Oae strange fact iz
the extraordirary difference of opinion
respecting :he exsct effaoct of the judg-
ment—whether he can be degraded
again, and whether the five years of
confinement he has undergone will be
regarded as eqaoivalent fo the ten
yeara dstention to which he is
now sentenced and he be released next
month. This matter is qnite aside from
the gener:] impression that he will be
pardoned in & few days by Pretident
Loubst, who will find some ground to
exercise clemency.

M, Dsmange thinks the five yeare
will count for nothing and that Drayfus,
according to law, will have to suffar ten
yeara detention. Many others, however,
including several lawyars, hold & con-
trary opinion &nd declare that he will be
leszed in October. This as already
cabled, is the belief of Dreyfus himself.

Col, Jouaust declares that Dreyfas
must gerve ten years.

Loxoox, Sept, 11T would be difi-

cult to deecribe adequately the indigna-
tion the verdict of the Dreyfas court-
martial has evoked everywhere in Eng-
land. The excitement in the Jewish
quarters of London is oxly natural
Special prayers were offered throughout
Baturday in all the synagogues on behalf
of Drayfas, and as soon a8 the verdict
was known Jews and Jewesses were geen
at every atreet corner expressing execra-
tion and many sobbing bitterly.

At the music halls, egpecially the pal-
ace theatre, where Cinematograph pic
tures of the incidents and leading actora
of the Dreylua aflair were exhibited the
news was greeted with gicans snd
hissee. In the French quarter of Lon.
don there was much excitement, accom-
panied by some strest fighting.

In almost all the public places cf
worship yesterday references were made
to the verdict. Canon 8¢ tt-Holland, at
8t. Paul’s cathedral, said:—

“A pat'on i on ita tria’. France
stande at the judgvent bar. All civili-
sation is waiting to know whe’her to-
morrow’s news may add enything to
qualify the naked cruelty of a bsre tele-
gram, anything to relieve steggered con.
