“The inhabitants here—there are a
few left, wear those big wooden shoes.
Some talk a little English but we have
our own time trying to make them un-
derstand us. In this house we have to
sleep on the floor, five of us, and:I can
tell you it is not very soft. We work
nearly all night and sleep half’the day.
We have pretty good meals and, all in
all, we live fairly well.”

A CRITICAL PERIOD.

Turning Cows to Pasture in Spring, by
Degrees.

From now till the middle of May, the
period during which the dairy herd is
being turned to grazing in yvarious sec-
tions, great care must be exercised in
handling the milkers. The profits ‘de-~
fived from dairying will depend. very
largely upon the manner in which the
change is made from heavy stall-feeding
to grazing in the pastures,

Many who are somewhat short of
toughage, or who turn to pasturage as
4 more convenient form of feeding the
Cows than giving  roughage and . grain
for the entire ration, will turn to grass
too early. - When ‘turned upon - grass,
the cows soon’ refuse to eat any - grain
or roughage - whatever. » This caiises &
fallinig off in both flesh and dairy prod-
ucts, since there is not sufficient grasing
to maintain' normal condition.:

_ Barly pasturing also tends to
down the grass growth by not letting it
get a good start before the cows begin
to nip it back. The ground is apt to be
soft and spongy at this season, and here
We have another detrim®ntal effect pro-
duced. by early pasturing. Turning to
Erass by slow degrees practically dver-
comes all of the above drawbacks, but
It does even more than that.
