The Revolution in Arkansas.

The rather startling news of the
coup d’ etat in Arkansas, as published
yosterday, has been fully confirmed, and
it appears thatthe Sapreme Cowt,cither

.| from political partisanship or corrup-

tion, was the principal promoter of the
affair. The Courts, as interpreters of
the written constitutions of the States,
are all powerful in cases that would be
determined by Legislature or Executive
clsewhere, and, as care is not taken to

‘have the Courts pure, their powers are

often prostituted to the bolstering up of
some political faction at the expense of

‘| the majority of the people. - The history

of the present ease is given in the'fol-
lowing despatch to the Bangor Whig:
LitTLE ROCK, Ark., Aprii 15.

Joseph Brooks, who claims to have
been elected Governor in 1872, took the
oath of office to-day, about 11 o'clock
this morning, before Chief Justice Me-
Clue, and within five minntes from that
time took forcible possession of the Gov.
ernor’s office and ejected Gov. Baxter by
force.

About one yearago Brooks commenced
a suit in the Circnit Court of Pulaski
county for the office of Governor, and
about the same time the Attorney Gener-
al commeneed a Suit against Gov. Baxter
by a quo warranto in the Supreme Court.
The latter court rendered a decision that
the courts of the State had no power over
a contested election for the office of Gov-
ernor and it was generally regarded that
the matter was settled,so far as the courts
were concerned. The Legislature in
1878 opened the returns and de-
clared that Mr. Baxter was elected.
Nothing more was thought of the mat-
ter, particularly, until & few days ago,
when the Attorney of Goy. Baxter de-
sired that the case in the Court be taken
up on a demurer with the object of dis-
Yesterday, whim
there were but few in the court room and
neither of the Governur’s counsel pre-

1 sent, Judge Whylock announced his de-

cision overruling the demurer, and none
of Baxter's counsel being present to -an-
swer, plead over, or move for an appeal,
a judgment of ouster was issued, a writ
was placed in the hands of the Sheriff
and in five minutes from that time . an
armed band, headed by Brooks, were in
the Governor’s office demanding posses-
sion. The Gavernordeclined, whereapon
he was forcibly ejected. “He has estab-

4 lished his headquarters at St. John Col-

lege. It is'reported thatthe State House
will be taken possession of to-night.

- | Great excitement prevails throughout

the city. -The following despatch was
‘sent by the Governor to the President :

LatTLE ROCK, Ark.; April 15,
To the President of the United States :—

I have been advised by public rumor
that in the State Cirenit for this county
in the long pending. case brought. by
Joseph Brooks for the office of Gevernor
of tliis State a demurrer to complaint was
overruled and an immediate judgment of
ouster against me given. = This was done
in the absence of counsel for me and
without notice, and immediately. there-
atr  the Circuit Judge adjourned
the court. The eclaimant has taken
possession of the State buildings and

| ejected me by foree. I propose to take

measures immediately to resume posses-
sion of the State property and to main-
tain my authoritly as the rightfal Governor
of the State. Armed men acting under
this revolutionary movement are now in
charge of the Government Armory and
Capitol buildings. I deem it my duty to
communicate this state of affairs to the
Piesident. g .

1 trust the revolutionary acts may be
settled without bloodshed and respect-
fully ask the support of the General Gov-
ernment in my efforts to; maintain the
rightful Government of the State of Ar-
kansas and that the commander of the
U. S. Arsenal at this post be dirccted to
sustain me in that diréction, ' I respect-
fully request a reply to this communioa-
tion af an early moment. ...

(Signed) - . ELisHA BAXTER,
; Govxgrnm' of Arkansas.

martial law and make a hostile movement

on the State House to-morrow. The
general sentiment is favorable to Baxter.
The U. S. Circuit Court is still in session

It remains to be seen whether the

President will order the United States

troops to sustain the'.decision -of the

Court, as in the Louisiana case, or
whether he will interfere at all in the
quarrel. The revolution is a sad com-
mentary on the boasted superiority of
Republican government.

. The Government have been asked for
a return showing the amount of duties
paid within ten days of the introduction
of the tariff resolutions, and the request
has been refused on the remarkable
pretence that the member who asked
for them wants to base an argument on
them - against the necessity for an in-
crease in duties.

Not only is the new taviff -directly
hostile to the Maritime Provinces, but
the time of its coming. into force seems
to have been fixed with the purpose of
making it as severe on St John and
Halifax as possible. Montreal and To-
ronto invariably get their pgoods in
early, and now have their spring stocks
snugly stored away in their warehouses,
while the importation of goods here has
just begun.! The Ministry rushed their
tariff resolutions in at the earliest possi-
ble moment, seemirgly eager to head
off as many of the New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia importers as possible. Now
the Montreal wholesale dealers can
come down here and undersell our im-
perters, the Government having kindly
arranged matters in their interests.

It secems that he was a wealthy land-
owner, and that he had getinto a dispute
with his uncle, his aunt, and his sisters
about some money matters, and he con-
ceived, the French papers say, ‘an im-
placable hatred” againss those relatives.
To punish them, we suppose, he killed
hi$ children, * tried to kill his mother,
barned two houses, and drowned himself.

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA

Expulsion of Riel—Gillmor, of Chare
lotte Co., Votes With the Murder
Condoners—-Tupper Wants to
Know Who got Advance Informa=

tion 1n Regard to new Tariff.
Special to the Daily News.
OrTawa, April 16.

The Riel debate was: continued until
after three o’clock this morning. . .

Mr. Bowell replied to the Premier, de-
fending the course he had taken, as the .
Government liad failed to deal with the
matter, although Blake and Mackenzie
were mainly responsible for developing
popular feeling on the subject.

Mr. Holton argued that the House hav- -
ing referred the Northwest matters to a
Committee, it should postpone Bowell’s
motion till the Committee reported. -

Mr. Malcolm Cameron argued that the
half-breeds were not consulted in the
transfer of the country, and were justifi-
ed in rebelling. .

- Mr. Schultz charged the Hudson’s Bay
Company with originating the Northwest
rebellion. He said Riel was a mere tool
of theirs till he got too strong for them.
Donald Smith bad sanctioned if not aided
the proceedings of the rebels. . (Sensa-
tion.) Schultz read affidavits showing
that Riel was iinplicated in the Fenian
invasion.

Mr. Smith denied having been..con-
nected with the Hadson Co. till he went
to Manitoba as Canadian Commissioner.
He did the.best he could during the
Northwest troubles, tried hard to save
Scott’s life, and received the thanks of
the Canadian Government for his’ man-
agement of affairs, while he refused. any
remuneration for services. . He denicd
every charge made by Schultz, and would
vote for the postpouement of Bowell's
motion. ;

Mr, Cunningham defended Riel and the
‘Hudson Bay Co. He believed Riel would
surrender himsglf in Manitoba, only he
knéw he could not get a fair trial while
Clarke was Attorney General.

Mr. Blake was received with applause.
He entered into a lengthy vindication of
his course on the Riel question. From
the first he believed Scott's death was not’
a political offence. It was murder. He
believed so -stili, and qnoted from Sir
John’s speeches, showing that the late
Government had not recognized the Pro-
visional Government, but received dele-
gates as coming from Riel. A Tlear case
was now made out that Riel was a fogi
tive from justice, and the House must ex-
pel him and vindicate its honor.

Hon. Mr. Dorion urged delay till the
Committee should report. Riel's expul-
sion now might renew the Northwest
troubles.

. THE BRITISH BUDGET.

In the House of Commons this even-
ing Sir Stafford Northcote, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, submitted the annual
Budget. The total gross revemucs of
United Kingdom for the year ended
March 81st, 1874, was £77,885.000, ex-
ceeding Mr. Lowe’s estimate by £8,674,-
000. The total gross expenditure for
the same year was £76,456,000, tnelud
ing the Geneva award but not the ex-
penses of the Ashantee expedition. Ex-
cers of expendltums over estimate £1,-
156,000. The total revenue for the cur-
rent financlal year ending March 81,
1875, is estimated at £77,998 ,000,.and the
total expenditures at £72,508,000, leaving
a surplus of £5,492,000. Sk Stafford
Northcote proposes to dispose of the
surplus by reducing the income tax one
penny on the pound, abolishing duties on
sugar from the 1st of May, creating ad-
ditiondl terminal annuitics to the amount
of £450,000, reducing the national debt
£7,000,000 in ten years, contributing £1,~
000,000 to the relief of local taxation,
and abolishing horse licenses. These
measures, it is estimated, will abuqrd
