FARM NOTES. The Garnered Crop of Maine.
Hay takes the lead as the principal 

crop, and greatly upon the success or 
failure of that crop depends the sue- 
cess or failure of the husbandman in 
Maine. This crop is fully up to that 
of last year, not in bulk, not in amount 
of tonnage; but the quality more than 
compensates for the loss in that dires- 
tion. It was also gathered in excel- 
lent condition, and all that has appear, 
ed in the market is bright and sweet. 
No crop of hay in Maine for years has 
been worth so much in real money 
value. Pastures good, with the wet 
weather they have never been in bet- 
ter condition. The pastures now are 
as verdant as the fields in June. Stock 
looks fat and sleek, and comes to the 
barn in splendid condition. The pota- 
to crop is fair, but not the usual breath 
planted. Rot is putting in its work in 
many localities, but has not become 
general. A large grain crop secured, 
oats leading. In apples there is about • 
two-thirds of a crop. The use of com- 
mercial fertilizers is on the increase, 
with good results, though the home 
made product continues the chief reli- 
ance. We are compelled to report 
sweet and Indian corn a failure, on ac- 
count of the sweeping, killing frost, 
the disastrous work of which we have 
already reported. The tender vines 
in garden and fields were all destroyed 
The bean crop was of course wiped 
out. Oar reports fully justify ouresti- 
mate that the loss to Maine farmers 
by the frost was over half a million of 
dollars—Maine Farmer.

Do not look for a fat cow as a milker. 
A good dairy cow may take on fat 
when dry, but she never comes to her 
full flow of milk until the superabund- 
ance of fat disappears.

If you have a good, strong, thrifty 
two-year-old filly, large in size, she 
will make a better brood mare by 
breeding her at that age than to wait 
until she is three or four years old.

Provide the best and most efficient 
tools and implements, especially those 
which are much used, and see that they 
are cleaned and brushed bright and 
placed under shelter after being used.

An international horse show is to be 
held in Paris next year at which $43,- 
000 will be distributed in prizes. The 
classes agreed upon are thoroughbreds 
Arabs, Anglo-Arabs, half-breeds, cart 
horses, mules and donkeys.

When you have only an open barn 
shed for your fowls to sleep in, or a 
rackety, leaky old building, don't com- 
plain that poultry don't pay. Why 
should anybody expect pay for abus- 
ing his fowls? Comfort is the first 
requisite for success.

Drain all pieces of wet land and such 
as have a wet subsoil and dry surface, 
thus making the soil warmer and more 
readily pulverized, unlocking its for- 
tility, increasing its productiveness, 
and giving all the crops which grow 
on it a longer season.

According to the Bee Journal there 
are in North America about 350,000 
persons keeping bees. The annual 
product is about 100,000,000 lbs. and 
its value nearly $15,000,000. The an- 
nual wax product is about 500.000 lbs. 
and its value more than $100,000.

Some men are naturally good milk, 
ers. They have a firm yet gentle 
hand and a way of winning the cows 
confidence. No man can be a good 
milirer who is indifferent to the cows 
comfort, or who is continually start- 
ling the animal by hasty words or 
otherwise.

A matter which should not slip the 
attention of farmers is the quick re. 
turns from sheep. The money in- 
vested in feed during the winter is re- 
turned in wool in the spring, and the 
returns for summering comes early in 
the autumn in the shape of lambs, 
thus making a semi-annual return.

The majority of farmers still keep 
only the commonest kind of common 
fowls, and the queerest thing about it 
is that many of these same farmers 
have improved all their other stock. 
They can see that pure-bred or high- 
grade cows, sheep or pigs are more 
profitable than common ones, but 
when it comes to poultry, they € can't 
see it."

In Russia blinders are unknown, 
and because of that a shying horse is 
never seen in that country. May it 
not be that in gratifying the demands 
of fashion we are letting go other and 
more important matters. Why should 
carriage horses require blinders more 
than those in saddle, cavalry or artil- 
lery? It is all habit and une that 
might well be changed.

Most every farmer is aware of the 
fact that a sheep must be fat to make 
the best mutton, but few conceive the 
idea that a properly and well-fed 
sheep produces more and better wool 
that one poorly fed and cared for. 
Wool is a product from feeding, just 
the same as fat or flesh, and the flock 
should be fed and managed with a 
view to wool-growth, and that of fine 
quality.

Breeding trotters is not a profitable 
business for the farmer. When a 
really good trotter is produced, the 
cost of his development and exhibition 
will in most cases est up the price be 
brings. If you have boys, don't breed 
or buy trotters. Farmers' sons would 
be safer in many ways to ride slower. 
Much as the world needs fast horses, 
she needs men more. The mania for 
fast horses often lays the foundation 
for a mortgage on the homestead.

A large English farmer says that 
his manure which is taken from the 
stables and piled up under a shed all 
winter is worth in the spring four 
times as much as that which had been 
exposed to the weather. This is un. 
doubtedly nearly correct if the ex. 
posure be a bad one, such for example 
as throwing the manure out of the 
stable window and letting it rest in 
a pile against the side of the stable 
exposed to the rain dripping from the 
roof. Io this way most of the fertil- 
ising salts are drained out of it into 
the earth below the heap or are wash- 
ed away in the overflow of the yard, 
and the manure is left of little value.

Composting Hen Manure.

The following are the directions for 
this work, given by Popular Garden- 
ing:—

Plaster and lime are the best sub- 
stances for composting hen manure, 
since the latter contains such an ex- 
cess of ammonia that it is liable to 
poison the plant somewhat, or cause 
too rank a growth of stalk. The lime 
is of value in eliminating and holding 
the superabundance of ammonia and 
its relation to the phosphates is simi- 
lar. The lime also rots the manure 
quickly, rendering it usuable by 
plants. The hen manure is excessive- 
ly rich and needs a dilutant. One 
part of the manure to eight or ten 
parts of plaster is a good proportion 
for the mixture, although this may be 
varied to adapt it better for different 
soils and different crops. For a very 
loamy soil use less lime in the com- 
post, and for a clay soil as much as 
ten parts of plaster to one of manure. 
This preparation had better be applied 
wet or allowed to rot before using. It 
is preferable to place it not in contact 
with the seeds, but beneath them, 
where the roots will find it, and after 
the plants are up, if they seem weak 
and sickly, it may be applied to the 
surface of the ground above the bill. 
The quantity used should vary accord- 
ing to the needs of each particular 
kind of soil or crop, but generally a 
large handful of this mixture may be 
used in each hill.

Paper Bottles.
The paper bottle-industry has had 

considerable success in the West, and 
is gradually extending throughout 
the United States. Foremost among 
the advantages accruing from this new 
adaptation of paper is the fact that 
the bottles are unbreakable, while the 
cost at which they can be placed on 
the market is considerably lower than 
that of an article of the same size in 
glass, stoneware or tin. A great sav- 
ing in weight is moreover affected, a 
desideratum of no small moment where 
cost of carriage of large numbers has 
to be taken into consideration, while 
the cost of packing is reduced to a 
minimum, for breaking in transit, 
which is a constant source of loss with 
glass bottles, is obviously impossible. 
Special machinery is employed in the 
manufacture of paper bottles. A long 
slip of paper of requisite thickness, 
having been formed into a tube by 
bending around a circular "mandrel,” 
is covered externally with an outer 
glazed sheet, bearing any labels to be 
employed; the tube is then out into 
short lengths, to the ends of which are 
added tops, bottoms and necks of 
paper—or of weed, if special strength 
is required—nothing further beyond 
pouring and lining the inside with a 
composition, which, on setting, will 
effectually resist the action of acids, 
spirits, inks, dyes, etc.

Many bed- 
rooms-are thus-semi-lighted at night, 
and the windows being closed, or rais- 
ed but slightly, the atmospheric con- 
dition is simply deathly. A turned, 
down kerosene lamp is a magazine of 
deadly gas that the healthiest lungs 
cannot safely be exposed to.

PRISC
Training Colts.

The colt should never be asked to 
do what is impossible. The first im- 
pression must be firmly planted be- 
fore the second is attempted. It should 
know no fear. There can be no en- 
during education through fear. Con- 
fidence must first he established. The 
colt, as soon as it realizes that the 
driver is a friend, will yield the more 
readily. IA successful strainer will 
never ask what cannot easily be done, 
and having made a request, will re- 
quire that it obeyed in full. The use 
of contradictory terms will spoil any 
colt. There must be no confusion of 
ideas. The word of command must 
be clear and explicit, and, having ut- 
tered the same, it should be clung to 
until obedience is secured. The man 
who cries " whos,” and makes no effort 
to restrain the animal, soon loses all 
power of control, and the word be- 
comes meaningless. It is the one 
word of all others that should never 
be used save when a full stop is de- 
sired. It should mean halt, and 
nothing else. It is not a word to play 
with in the least. Human life is in 
the balance, and the future horse 
needs to be educated to an apprecia- 
tion of the meaning of words.

Bota in Horses.

The so-called bots occur in horses 
kept in the country, or in city horses 
that have been pastured. Horses that 
are continually kept in the larger 
cities, are not troubled by bots. Dur- 
ing the latter part of summer the so- 
called horse fly, or gad fly, deposits 
its eggs mainly in the hair of the 
breast, shoulders and fore-legs of the 
horse, which, by licking itself, gets 
these small eggs or larvæ,. in its 
mouth, and swallows them with its 
food. The larvæ, after entering the 
stomach, fastens themselves to the 
membrane lining the cardiac end of 
the same, where they remain until 
the following spring, when they 
loosen their hold and pass out to- 
gether with the dung, and after trans- 
formation, become gadflies. Unless 
present in considerable numbers, or so 

with the free movement or passage of 
food into the intestines, they rarely 
inconvenience the horse.

How Horses are Disabled.

The hardest work on farm horses is 
that of a spasmodic nature, heavy one 
day and light the next, or a hard 
day's work one day and nothing at all 
the next. Horses whose nerves become 
like iron and which are able to stand 
almost anything in the way of wear 
and tear are those which have an op- 
portunity to lay out their strength 
every day in the week.

Railway Communication Blocked

By Washouts and Bridges Gone.

OCTOBER 8th.DIHeavy Loes on the Nashwaak.

The heavy raine that set io Saturday night, 
and continued almost uninterruptedly till 
Monday night, bee made sad havoc with 
many public works of a most important char­
acter. The storm seems to have been quite 
general throughout the province, but the 
greatest damage ie reported from along the 
St. John river valley and along the line of 
the Northern & Weetern Railway and the 
New Brunswick Railway.

The train service in all directions has been 
simply paralysed, and the greatest incon­
venience has been experienced in business 
circles by the non-arrival and non-departure 
of mails. The only train arriving in Freder­
icton Mondey, was the western one, which 
wae five hours late, and the only one that de­
parted and reached ite destination was that 
of the Gibson branch to Woodstock. The 
Northern & Weetern train which leave, th. 
foot of Brunswick street at 7 A. M., only 
reached a point thie side of J. R. McCon- 
nel’s, one mile from Gibeon, Monday, a waeh- 
out some thirty feet wide and twenty feet 
deep having been met there. Men ere now 
hurriedly engaged filling it in, and a train 
will probably be able to cross to-morrow, but 
the ditch there ie not the moet serious mis-

They are powerless 
to break the combination, of which 
the young Kaiser is the visible head.

62hap to this line. The bridge over the Nash- and to the Government, which has taken euch
waak near Penniac is almost entirely gone, 
and with it the telegraph wires, which has 
interrupted communication between Gibeon 
and points beyond Cross Creek. It will take 
a week or ten days at least to restore thie 
bridge, and until then regular communica- 
tion cannot be established unless by trans- 
fere.

On the New Brunswick Road, the damage 
bas been moet extensive. Says the Telegraph 
of Tuesday :—

“The scene in the despatcher’s office of the 
N.B railway, last evening, was one ot the busi­
est that could be imagined. The constant 
clicking of the telegraphic instruments told of 
almost numberless orders being despatched 
and reports received from the line of the wash- 
outs. The telephone was frequently brought 
into requisition also by persons who were 
anxious for information. A notice was posted 
on the ticket agent’s window to the effect that 
this morning’s train at 6.40 weuld only run as 
far as Welsford, and that there would not be 
any train for Woodstock, Fredericton St. 
Stephen, Bangor or any point west of Welsford 
until further notice. The washouts reported 
are between Welsford and Hoyt stations. 
There are about four or five places where the 
water has completely undermined the track 
rendering it impossible to take an engine over. 
The Boston train was stopped at Fredericton 
junction, yesterday morning, and was the train 
from Fredericton. The latter and the out­
ward bound trains from St. John returned to 
the places from which they started. The 
washout are from 100 to 300 feet in length 
and from four to 12 feet in depth. Trains 
were despatched before daylight this morning 
from every available place for the scene, and 
a large crew of men were got to work. The 
most serious is caused by the overflow of 
Quigg’s lake.”

The mail matter is considerably mixed up. 
The first mails and papers from St. John 
since Saturday, reached here last night by 
boat. The best arrangements possible were 
made yesterday for the handling of the out­
ward bound western mail, which was sent 
from St. John by the Intercolonial Railway 
to Richmond Junction, and the rest of the 
United States mails, with several passengers, 
came here by boat and were forwarded last 
night by special train.

In and around Fredericton the etorm was 
very severe. The St. John river rose Mon­
day at the rate of six inches per hour, and 
the rise continued all day yesterday. The 
freshet is the greatest ever seen here, except 
in extreme cases in the spring. The Nash- 
waak is a perfect torrent, and Mr. Gibeon 
said to the FARMER, that during bis 26 ysars 
residence at Marysviile, he has never seen 
the Nashwaak nearly as high as it wae yes­
terday. At Marysville the damage has been 
moet complete, the new highway bridge 
from Mr. Gibson’s etore to hie cotton mill 
has lost two spans and one pier, these 
portions having been swept clear and down 
river The old highway bridge above Mr. 
Gibson’s saw mills is almost completely gone, 
and over one million feet of Mr. Gib­
son’s logs were swept down river and into 
the Glasier booms. Tbeee were to bave been 
sawn at Mr. Gibson’s mills, but now will be 
rafted to St. John for manufacture. Only 
about one million is left in his booms and 
this will take but a short time to cut, so that 
the logs going afloat will crowd many men 
out of employment. The mills beye already 
sawed seventeen millions this season, and 
would have finished work in about a month. 
Mr. Gibson’s loss directly and indirtetly out­
side of his share in the Northern and West­
ern Railway losses, will not fall much short 
of $20,000, The demege to the highway 
bridge connecting the town of Marysville 
proper with the cotton mill, caused the tatter 
to close down yesterday, but a start was to be 
made again to-day. Chief Commissioner Rysn 
with Attorney General Blair, visited the 
wrecked bridge yesterday afternoen, conferred 
with Mr. Gibeon and the work of repair will 
be commenced almost immediately by the 
Public Works Department, the bridge being 
one of a most important character, not only 
for Maryville local wants, but as a means of 
connection between the settlements on the 
eastern side of the Nashwaak and the rest of 
the County.

Another victim to the freshet was the 
highway bridge across the Nashwaak at Pen­
niac. If was only recently renovated end 
wee in good repair.

The river roee nearly two feet last night 
and is now only about 18 inches lowsr than 
last springs freshet. Lest night the Sterling 
boom below town went adrift and with it 
two and a half million feet of lumber. The 
other booms, both above and below the city, 
ere all right, but some rafts of logs at the 
Douglas boom came down this forenoon. 
However, there will be no difficulty in sav­
ing them. The Grand Fells jam with eight 
million feet of lumber in it belonging to Con­
nors and Cunliffe broke last night. It will 
be caught in the Douglas booms.

There are several washouts on the Gibson 
branch of tho N. B. Railway, end no regular 
communication ie yet possible between Gib­
son and Woodstock.

It is predicted in Boston that flour 
will rise to ten dollars before spring. 
The present rise of two dollars the 
barrel means, if the price holds for a 
year, that the New Brunswick people 
must send away about $700,000 more 
than last year to pay for their bread. 
It mean an additional outlay of from 
$12 to $24 for the family of the work­
ing man. Yet the fact must be taken 
into consideration that flour has been 
unusually low for the past year or 
two, and that half the increased price 
so far may be regarded as a return to 
normal conditions.

THE HOUSE OF A TRAITOR.
"Leading English gunmakers report 
that they have this season had a re­
markably large number of orders for 
fine guns from ladies.
