|—Twelve hours’ reflection upon Lord
} Methuen’s dispatch has only tended to
increase anxiety and public suspense.
All kinds of speculation is indulged in.
In the absence of any indication as to
whether the Boers occupied ‘the north
or south bank of Modder River, the
best opinions inclines to the latter
theory, and it is pointed out that the
British must have been thoroughly ex-
hausted if they could not follow up the
retiring Boers énd crush them as the

enemy crowded over the bridge, ibeir
compulsory avenue of retreat.

The Morning Post’s military corre-
spondent, who has usually shown great
ability, suggests rthat the BRoers are
still on the south side of the river, and
that 'the bridge is in British hands, He
points out ‘“the great danger to the
small British forces which crossed on
pontoons.” ’The importance attached
to this pontooning operation is proved
by the fact that Gen. Pole-Carew, one
| of the only two brigadier-generals, was
selected to superintend it. No word
has since arrived either from Lord
Methuen or from Natal. Speculation,
therefore, is useless.

Lord Methuen is to be instantly re-
infgx‘ced from Cape Town by two bat-
talions of infantry, a detachment of
! cavalry and a battalion of artillery.

THE ONWARD MOVEMENT.

People here are greatly excited over
the news of Methuen’s great victory
at M’Qdder River. It opens up the way
to Kimberley, and probably to Mafe-
king.

The Times comments upon the fact
that up to this time the Boers have
been able to induce attacks by inade-
qua.te forces upon their well-chosen
pusxtlo.ns, while keeping the initiative
in their own hands. It says: ‘“Ampie
n‘umb‘e‘rs‘wre our greatest need, and
t{le- decision to send out the sixth divi-
eion has certainly not been taken too
s0dn.

BITTER LESSONS.

“Now that disloyalty in Cape Colony
h-q_s‘ @o be faced, even greater efforts
Wiil have to be made. The only wise
course is to turn to account the some-
what Dbitter lessons of the last six
weeks and to employ a large factor of
safety.”

THE ROAD TO KIMBERLEY.

Lord Methuen continues his progress
toward Kimberley. The stages of his
advance up to Tuesday were Gras Pan
(or Enslin) to Honeynest Kloof, which
h‘e.occupied on Monday, nine miles.
This is the place where the above-
named engagment ocgeurred. In all
pnobability his onward march to re-
110::\'(3 Kimberley will be from Modder
River to Spytfontein, fourteen miles,
and Spytfontein to Kimberley, eleven
miles, The Britis advance must
necessarily proceed along 'the railway
line, ‘which runs aknost straight be-
t\\_'een Honeynest Kloof and Modder
va.er. The river 'will be no obstacle,
as it is small and easily fordable. At
S‘pytfcntein there are a few scattered
hills, and this is the only point where
the Boers will be able to avail them-
selves of cover. 3

THE BOER COMMANDER.

Col. Albrecht, who is directing the
work of the Boers in opposing ILord
Methuen, was originally an officer in
the Austrian armmy. He entered the
Free State army and soon brought iis
artillery to a high state of efficiency.
He is known as an able artillerist and
strategist.

Some surprise is felt at the news that
Lord Methuen’s 'troops had to fight
without food or water. It seems. how-
ever, that he is not using tinned ra-
tions. He seizes and pays for fresh
food. Usually he begins a march about
2 in the morning, after a breakfast of
cocoa. Then he does his fighting or
marching, and afterwards pitches his
camp near the best water, dining when
his transport arrives. The afternoons
are given over to resting. Only bare
necessities are allowed.

MAGNIFICENT WORK.

As one correspondent describes it, the
British are fighting ‘“an wmnipresent
but almost invisible foe.”” TUnstinted
admiration is everywhere expressed of
the splendid work of Lord Methuen’s
column. With a force really inadequate
he has marched 53 miles and fought
three battles within seven days.

NO FEARS FOR LADYSMITH.

A dispatch, dated Ladysmith, Nov.
20, by messenger to Mwooi River, is
published, saying: ‘“All are ~well and
cheerful. The Boers are not shelling
today, and we have no fear that they
will attack the town. Our position
we have made very strong, with re-
doubts and breastworks, and we look
forward confidently to the ultimate
result.”

MOUNTING MORE GUXS.

The Standard publishes the follow-
ing dispatch from Ladysmith, dated
Tuesday, Nov. 21: *“Last Saturday I
had a whole sackful of my correspond-
ence returned +to me, showing the
difficulty of communication with the
outside world. The Boers canmonade
almost dally, but there have been few
casualties. Evidently the object of
the enemy is to exhaust the spirits of
the British troops by incessant har-
assing. The prospects of the Brit-
ish advance from the south has im-
pelled them to redouble their efforts.
They are mounting more guns and
drawing the lines of Investment
closer.”

All the injured in St. Joseph’s Hos-
pital were resorted to be doing well
this merning, with the exception of F.
H. White, a druggist, of Ithaca, whose
legs are crushed, and who is suffering
from shock. He may die.

David Roe, of Ithaca, who was re-
ported fatally hurt, is now expecited to
recover. Heé is much better today than
he was last night. He has not been
informed of the death of his wife and
children.

The Can-
adian fruit-growers are to be con-
gratulated upon having the fruit ex-
port trade, including packing, shipping
and distribution dealt with in such an
admirable manner by the officials of the
depamtment of agriculture at Ottawa.
It is my decided opinion that at pres-
ent the Canadian fruit exports are
more efficiently handled than those
from any other colony shipping to the
United Kingdom, including Tasmania.”

Operations of the Franklin Fraud—
Crooked “Banking.”

New Yorlk, Nov. 30.—The police auth-
orities have permitted the newspaper
men to glance over the books of the
Franklin Syndieate at the Vernon ave-
nue police station. The records show
that almost until the last flourish of
William F. Miller’s trumpet there was
public confidence in the concern to the
extent of thousands of dollars. There
were a dozen ledgers, journals and
cash books. For ithe most part the
pages were blank, but there were ac-
counts in plenty to show what an en-
ormous business was carried on. There
were probably 20,000 names entered al-
together.

Almost every section of the United
States @nd Canada had representa-
tion in the clientele in amounts rang-
ing from $10 to $1,000. These figures
are interesting reading: Oect. 21 and
28—total paid out $3,485; total receiv-
ed, $57,370. Nov. 3—Recelved, $63,5655;
paid out, $4,424. Nov. 16—Paid out, $14,-
6569; taken in, $50,897. Omne of the ledg-
ers shows the balance for the period
from Oct. 14 to Nov. 16. Paid
out, $215,659; total received, $620,545;
balance, $404,888.

OTHER FRAUDS.

Louis A. Gourdain, who has a “bank-
ing” office in the Metropolitan Life In-
surance building, at No. 1 Madison
avenue, and is alleged to have a
scheme similar to that of the Franklin
Syndicate, with which Wm. F. Miller
was connected, was arrested on the
order of Chief of Police Devery.- He
will be charged with swindling. Gour-
dan is said to be a well-known lottery
man.

John R. Agnew, whose connection
with the Washington syndicate in
Green Point, Brooklyn, led to his ar-
rest, was up for arraignment in wu
Brooklyn police court. - The magistrate
did not see fit to arrange bail for the
prisoner until 'the district attorney
should be consulted.

Hubent C. Taylor, who was appoint-
ed the receiver for Miller’s Franklin
Syndicate, of Brooklyn, today declined
to aceept the position. In his jetter

REGISTRATION FEES RAISED.

Toronto, Ont., Nov. 30.—The Provin-
cial Government has increaséd the
minitpum fee for company registra-
tion from $50 to $100. Beltween $40,000
and $100,00¢ capital, the fee is $100 for
the first forty and §1 for each addie
tional $1,000. Between $100,000 and $1,-
000,000, the fee will be $160 for the first
$100,000 and $2 50 for each $10,000 ad-
ditional. Over $1,000,000 the fee i@
$385 for the first million and $2 60 for
each $10,000 additional. For cheese
and butter, cemetery and educational
compamies, the fee is the nominal one
of $10. The general effect will be to
materially increase the fees for large
corporations. Formerly for companies
with a capital of $1,000,000 or upwards,
the maximum fee was $400. Now, for
such a company as the Canada Cycle,
for example, with $6,000,000 capital,
the fee would be $1,635.
