PARLIAMENT ASSEMBLING.
London, Aug. 12—The preparations
for assembling of the House of Com-
mons commenced at an early hour this
morning. One member arrived at 5
o’clock in the morning and waited out-
side until the House was opened at 6
o'clock in order to win the distinction
of being the first member to enter. The
other members came in later, until by
10 a.m. 30 places were secured by the
Government side of the House, while
only six seats had been taken on the
Opposition.
GEN. HERBERT’'S SUCCESSOR.
London, Aug. 11.—The appointment
of Major-Gen. Gascolgne to suggeed
Major-Gen. Herbert in command of the

Canadian militia has not yet been offl-
cially recognized at the War Office.
THE CATTLE EMBARGO.

London, Aug. 12.—A determined effort
is to be made by the Scotch breeders
to obtain the removal of the Canadian
cattle embargo. A joint meeting of the
Glasgow,Dundee and Aberdeen authorl-
ties ia being held with a view to ap-
proach the new precident of the Bo_ard
of Agriculture to urge that as Belgium
is removing its embargo, the British
Government shouid do the same.
CELEBRATING THEIR VICTORY.

Berlin, Aug. 12.—Great preparations
are progressing for the celebration of
Sedan Day, Sept. 2. Throughout Prus-
sia the Protestant churches will hold
special services. King Albert of Sax-
ony will come to Berhn by special in-
vitation of the Emperor, and will be
the recipient of unusual honors. 1lie
is the last surviving army comman-
der in active service. About a score
of the other German princes and rulers
will be present, among them being the
Prince Regent of Bavaria. A grand
zapfenstreicn will be executed in front
of the Derlin Castle during the even-
ing by all the bands of the Guard
Corps. During the night preceding the
celebration both shores of the Rhine,
as far as the Dutch frontier, will be
illuminated by bonfires arranged by
the veterans.

THE LOSS OF THE ELBE.

Bremerhaven, Aug. 12.—The Admir-
alty Court, after a sitting lasting ten
hours, on Saturday rendered a deci-
sion in the case of the North German
Lloyd Steamship Company against the
owners of the British steamship Crai-
thie. by which vessel the company’s
steamer Eilbe was sunk off Lowes-
toft in January last. The court found
for the steamship company, and held
that Mate Craif, of the Craithie, was
guilty of quitting the bridge of his
ship before the collision without ade-
guate reason. The chief officer of the
watch on the Elbe was censured also
for neglecting to shift his helm and
use his steam signals. The verdict
exonerated the captain of the Craithie
from all blame for not rescuing the
crew and passengers of the Elbe, inas-
much as his own vessel was danger-
ously damaged by the, collision. A
warm tribute was paid by the court to
the crew of the fishing smack Wild-
flower, who rescued the survivors of
the disaster and landed them at
dowe#oft.

WHAT WILL RUSSIA DO ?

London, Aug. 12.—So far as the
peace of Europe is concerned, the most
potent factor today is Russia, and the
incst perplexing question as to her
policy concerns the Balkan States.

What will Russia do as to Bulgaria,
the powder mine of Southern Europe?

During the lifetime of the late Czar,
the unknown quantity in the political
game being played in Southern Europe
was the probable action of Alexander
in the event of the removal of Stam-
buloff, his sturdy enemy of many
years. Both of them are gone, but the
pmroblem is unchanged. Nicholas 1II.
ifs. and will be, under the control of
the same forces which controlled his
father.

According to the St. Petersburg
press, Nicholas, upon hearing of the
assassination of Stambuloff, sum-
moned the Bulgarian deputation then
at the Russian capital, and in a few
fiercely-uttered words denounced them
and their Government for the murder.
This may be the fact and it may not.
Russian press censorship is a curious
thing, and eastern diplomats have long
been accustomed to regard it with rea-
gonable suspicion.

The practical result of the mission is
that Russia will appoint official agents
in Seofia and Bourgas, but will refuse
in the meantime to recognize Ferdi-
nand as Prince of Bulgaria.

The Government will be recognized,
however, though not the Prince, and
Russia will resume the relations
which were broken off in 1886.

GULLY RE-ELECTED.

London, Aug. 12.—Mr. Willilam C.
Gully, member of Parliament for Car-
lisle, was re-elected Speaker of the
House of Commons without opposition.

CAN STEER HIS BALLOON.

Prof. Andre Certain’  His North Pole
Scheme Is Feasibie.

London, Aug. 12.—Prof. Andre. whose
aper on the balloon route for reaching the
Vorth Pole was by far the most interesting

feature of the recent international geograph-
ical congress, in conversation with a re-
porter of the Associatel Press, says: ‘‘The
only thing they claim is that I shall be un-
able to steer the carriage. Let me tell you
that I have tried the steering apvaratus
over field and mountain and it has worked
to perfection. I am intently concerned in
the interest which America has always
taken in Arctic expeditions. No country
has done more or made greater sacrifices in
order to accomplish this important scientific
event.”

Paul du Chaillu also expressed himself in
favor of the ballvon route and remarked:

ible,”,

Speaker Unanimously.

Complimented by Both Parties — The
Leaders Chebred.

London, Aug. 12—Mr. E. G. Hatch
(Con.), who defeated Dr. Parkhurst
(Lib.), in the Gorton division of Lan-
cashire, was the person who won the
distinction of being the first member
to enter the House of Commons to-
day. As generally expected, Wm.
Court Gully was re-elected Speaker
when the House assembled this after-
noon without opposition. There was a
large aitendance of mmembers. The
Government benches at an early hour
were crowded to excess.

The Liberal and Irish benches were
not crowded early in the day. Among
the Irish members of Farliament pres-
sent was Mr. T. M. Healy, who sat
between Mr. T. P. O’Connor and Mr.
Edward Blake. Also present on the
Irish benches were Mr..T. D. Sullivan,
Mr. John Dillon, Mr. Charles K. D.
Tazner and other distinguished leaders
of the Irish Nationalist party. Later
in the day, however, the Liberal bench-
es became crowded, and when the pro-
ceedings commenced . the Liberals
had showed up in strong forces.

The Right Hon. A. J. Balfour and
Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt entered the
House and were loudly cheered. The
Right Hon. Joseph Champberiain, who
followed, was received with loud Irish
derisive cries.

Sir William YVernon Harcourt, on
tehalf of the Liberals, also congratu-
lated Mr. Gully; but he was not cheer-
ed as warmly as was Mr. Balfour.

The House of Commons then ad-
journed until tomorrow.

ELECTRIC FLASHES.

Rsllway Company Want Concessions
from the Council.

Wiill Have Moters Running by Fair
Time—Conmections Made Between
the City and Springbank
Lines—Trains Every
20 Minutes.

Between seven and eight o’clock this
morning fully sixty unemployed men stood
along Dundas street between the Richmond
street corner and the Market Lane ready to
apply for work with either the Paving Com-
pany or the Street Railway Company as
soon as the work is begun. Operations will,
however, be commenced in earnest to-
morrow morning. At what point the
start will be made will be decided at to-
night’s special meeting of the City Council.
1t is understood that the Street Railway
Company wish the track allowance paved
first, in order not {to close the whole of
either street for traffic at any time. They
also want permission to lay a temporary
track on the side of the street while the
work is going on. This is what to-night's
special meeting of the council has been
called to discuss.

‘“Uniess we can get this permission,” said
Manager Carr this morning, “we will not
consent to pave the track allowances until
after Fair time, There will not be
time otherwise and we must have
motors going by Fair time. We
will simply have to “bond” the present
rails and operate the electric cars on them.”

Workmen were busy ‘“‘capping” the iron
trolley poles in the city this morning.

A switch was put down this morning at
the corner of the Wortley road and Bruce
street to allow of cars from the city line be-
ing drawn around the corner and attached
to the trolley. Trains will be operated,

commencing this evening, every twenty
minutes.

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Springbank Line Completed
Below Wonderland.

Opening Run Over the New
Route.

Disagreement About the Entrance
to Springbank.

And the Line Stops at the Property
Boundary, 3.000 Feet from the Pump-
house — Glorious Scenery—Frightened
Horses, and Incidents by the Way.

————————

The Springbank electric road is open
for traffic to a point below ‘Wonder-
land, and, commencing today, the gen-
eral public may take an evening’s ride
down the riverside at a fiften-cent rate
from any portion of the city and re-
turn. The opening run was made on

| Saturday night, leaving the corner of

PBruce street and the Wortley road at
7:30. The party was composed of Mayor
Little, Mr. Arthur Little, DMamager
Carr, Engineer MeKay, City Engineer
Graydon, Dr. Geo. C. Davls, representa-
tives of the press, their wives and lady
friends. The latter enjoyed the novel
distinction of being the first ladies to
ride over the new road.

There was the customary delay af the
start, and while waliting for the strag-
lers a small boy amused the crowd,
and quite won the heart of the city
engineer, by some expert wheeling
fats. Mr. Graydon was just trying to
extract from the lad the secret of how
1o vault into the saddle and ride with-
out holding the handle-bar, when Mr.
Carr shouted all aboard, and he was
forced to depart without the required
information. No ceremony attended
the departure—nothing but a twist of
the handle controlling the current by
Motorman Gilbank.

Clang! clang! went the gong as the
motor neared the Askin street corner,
where a large crowd of children greet-
ed its appearance with a welcome
shout. Down Askin street it sped at a
rate that made the dust whirl in ed-
dies for half a block in its wake. Every
doorway had its occupant, every win-
dow its protruding head, and every
veranda its admiring party, as the car
glided smoothly and rapidly by. The
sidewalks were lined with small boys,
who ran foot races with the car to the
disadvantage of the small boy. The
corner of Askin street and the Wharn-
cliffe was turned with a grinding sound
and as the car swung down the road
the same scenes were repeated. Near
Railway street, @ horse, which was re-
ceiving its electric baptism, acted in
a very refractory and disorderly man-
ner, causing excitement on the car and
badly frightening two young men who
were in the rig, which was now in the
ditch. The motor passed without ac-
cident and turned west into Railway
street. Here a magnificent view of
the Coves, the Thames, and the hills
beyond reaching up to greet the setting
sun, gave novices an inkling of what
might be expected in the nature of
scenery farther on.

On Railway street, what is practically
the only grade on the whole route Is
traversed. The descent is about twenty
feet in 200 yards. In going down this
incline the railway tracp®@3 appear to
ascend upwards on the night, while on
the left excursionists may see brick in
course of manufacture. A little farther
on the discs of the rifle ranges appear
to view; the cart threads its way over
the lily covered ponds at the Coves,
and takes to the river bank just op-
posite to where a large tree, bowing
its stately head over the water as if
in grief, marks the spot where the Vic-
toria disaster occurred. The broad
river is bedecked with several pleagure
boats, and the oars hang listlessly, and
the crafts float lazily with the strgam
as the trollev shoots past. Handker-
chiefs are waved and cheers are given,
and the car passes a long-deserted mill
and the opposite bank of the river
rises up a hundred feet or more. A
frame shanty—the pioneer of the doz-
ens of summer homes that will shortly
line the river sides—perches near the
top of the bank, half hidden in the
umbrageous follage. Then the line
takes a turn to the left and a beech
grove intervenes between the car and
the river. A silver shimmer through
its leaves still marks the water’s
course, which here takes the form of an
elbow and makes an almost perfect
right angle. A camper’s tent shows its
white peak among the trees, and the
car is skirting the river once more.
Woodland Cemetery is on the left as
the car crosses some cribwork, and,
unconsciously, joking ceases for the
moment and laughter is hushed to si-
lence as the setting sun glances from
headstone to headstone—the Ilonely
sentinels of the hill-top.

There are more boats on the river
now and more greetings. A little far=
ther down the line enters another
grove, and here three badly-frightened
horses and one badly-frightened owner
were encountered. One horse was a
large bay animal. the others were small
white ponies. The horse lost its heaa
entirely and took to the raiiway track.
As the ties are not vet filled in, it ran
imminent risk of breaking its iegs as
it ran, but ultimately it got clear. The
ponies behaved much more sensibly in
keeping off the tracks, but are probably
running yet.

And in this manner Wonderland s
reacPed. Past this pretty spot the car
glides, and the magnificent stretch of
water above Springbank is in sight.
The pumm-house chimmey stands out
against the sky, and the hills above
look charming. Rut the car has stop-
ed within 1.800 feet of the boundaryv line
of the city property at Springbank.
However, the road bed makes good
walking, and the party pushes on. A
barb-wire fence is encountered. Mr.
Gravdon takes one end, Mr. Carr the
other, and holding up the wires, the
latter invites all those who are en-
dowed with sufficient humility to bow
and enter. The ladies go first, and
after the rest had passed under the
wire Mr. Graydon calls Mr. Carr to one
side and whispers. The latter laueghs
and asks Mr. Graydon why he didn’t
speak sooner if he meant to collect toll.

Meanwhile the party continues in the
direction of the summer house on the
hill, and at last arrives at the Sprine-

bank property. And here the line must
stop for the present until the water
commissioners and the company come
to terms over the entrance fee. With
the promised land in sight,the picnicker
must turn about or climb the hill to
the road and enter by that way. The
end of the line is opposite the residence
of the late Mr. John Cooper. Here the
scenery was glorious, and the time was
opportune to enjoy it. It was in the
gloaming. The sun had set over Byron,
and across the river the lowing cattle
wandered homeward. Down by the
water the frogs were croaking thelr
evening song to the swallow that flitted
silently about in the twilight picking
up an insect meal. The cricket chirp-
ed in the grass, and the grasshopper
twittered back its half-defiant note. It
was that mellow time between sunset
and darkness when nature loses itself
in song that ends in slumber. And in
the midst of it all Dr. Davis sat on &
box of spikes and discanted on the glor-
ies of the view. Others in the party
had attempted to do it justlce, but the
remarks were only slight variations of
“Ain’t it grand?”’ and “It’s out of
sight.” ;

In this manner darkness came on,
and as the excursionists turned about
they saw shining among the trees, 1,800
feet away, the headlight, of the car.
The homeward trip was chiefly devoted
to getting occasional views of the lights
of London and watching for the boat
which whistled on the river from time
to time.

The city wants, in exchange for
the privilege, to have all coal for, the
waterworks hauled free of charge, to
maintain caretakers, equip lights, and
do several other things, worth in all,
so Mr. Carr says, $750 a year. The
company thinks this excessive. They
have already offered $600 a year for the
privilege of entering, and are willing
to extend the line 1,200 feet below the
pump-house. This would cost 85,000,
which, capitalized at 5 per cent, repre-
sents $250 a year.-

MRS. JONES, VAGRANT,

Gives the Police Magistrate a Long
Harangue,

And Gets Two Months — Fer Twenty"
Third Appearance—A Notorious
Pair to Leave Town—Police
Court Scraps.

Of the one hour reception in the police
parlors this morning, the case of Mrs. Cath-
arine Jones, charged with vagrancy and be-
ing drunk and disorderly, occupied over
half the time. Mrs. Jones is the wife of a
York street resident, near Maitland. Sheé
is neatly dressed and of respectable appear-
anoe, but her great fauit for ten years back
has been love of whisky. She has been be-
fore the magistrate 22 times for drunken-
ness, disorderly conduct and being danger-
ous. Three times she has been sentenced to
six mwonths in the Mercer, while $3 or 20
days and §2 or 20 days have frequently
been imposed. When she gets drunk
she completely loses her head, and *‘piles
into” her neighbors in strong language. On
the evening of July 25 she took too much
and made Mrs. Ward and family, of 341
Maitiand street, the object of her fiery
tongue.

*MUST” IS TEE WORD.

Mr. Isaac N. Ford cables from Lon-
don to the New York Tribune: Mr.
Gladstone and the Chinese assassins
have diverted public attention from do-
mestic politics to the horrors of bar-
barous fanaticism. Mr. Gladstone’s
speech on the Armenian massacres
while not one of his greatest addresscs
rgse high ahove the level of
ary political oratory. His voice was
clear and rescnant, and he spoke with
splendid energy. While he disavowed
any intention of treating the Armenian
auestion in a party spirit, he virtu-
@lly imposed upon the Salisbury Gov-
ernment the obligation to bring the
Porte to its senses, Undoubtedly Lord
Salisbury’s hands have been strength-
ened by this speech, which has been
received with signs of approval by the
press of all parties. Reports from Con-
stantinople betoken an increased dis-
wesition on the part of the Sultan to
make concessions on minor points, but
ccercion was a natural coroliary 10
Mr. Gladstone’s speech, and Lord Salis-
bury has not yet shown any indica-
tion that he is prepared to use force.
‘The Porte, as Mr. Gladstcne said, will
listen to the word “Must,” but the
word *“Ought” will have no weight
with it. Lord Salisbury did not hesi-
tate last June to embarass Lord Kim-
berlev by making a speech in which
ecercive measures were deprecated.
His opponents have not repeated his
tactics, but have arrayed behind him
in the foreign office the moral forces
of public opinion. A threat to seize
some of the Turkish islands and hand
them over to Greece will open his eyes.

MOTIVES FOR THE MISSIONARY
MASSACRE

The massacre of missionaries at Foo
Chow is generally attributed to the
fanaticism and revenge excited by the
overthrow of China in the war with
Japan. The first outrage was rapidly
follow by additional atrocities in the
Provinte of Canton, and indications
are not wanting that the anti-foreign
agitation is spreading southward, and
that the central Government is utterly
demoralized and unable either to pun-
4sh the assassins or to discipline the
mandarins who have been conniving
at these barbarous crimes. Lord Salis-
bury has undoubtedly acted with
promptness and energy in demandiig
reparation for these atrocities, and in-
sisting that the Chinese Government
must be held responsible for the lives
of foreigners dwelling in the empire,
but is doubtful whether the Viceroy
can muster forces adequate for restor-
jng the imperial authority. The mis-
sionaries have been singled out for at-
tack. not because they were teaching
a new religiun, but simyts . ccause they
were foreigners, and the Chinese peo-
ple in their hour of humiliation and
desperation want the country for
themselves.

The State Department at Washing-
4on is dealing with the Chinese Gov-
ernment through its own representa-
tives, and is not communicating with
the British Foreign Office through Mr.
Rayard. The American embassy here
is too short-handed to undertake any
serious diplomatic work.

The Knglish view is that foreign
missionaries in China are protected by
decrees of the Imperial Government
and by treaty rights, and that they
cannot be recalled to the treaty ports
from the interior. Consequently, if the
Chinese Government finds itself un-
eble to carry out its treaty obligaitlons
and suppress the outbreak of the fan-
atical Vegetarians or Buddhist rebels,
the Europeans must land marines and
an army, if necessary, in Southern
China. These conclusions are logical,
but precious time is always wasted
in diplomacy. While the negotiations
are proceeding and the Chinese Gov-
ernment is making vague promises and
concealing its weakness, the massacre
of missionaries and foreigners may be
resumed.

POPULAR AT COURT

The new Government is evidently
regarded with high favor
Lord Salisbury, Mr. Goschen, Mr. Bal-
four, the Duke of Devonshire and Mr.
Chamberlain have been entertained at
Osborne by the Queen, who appear-
ently makes no concealment of her
satisfaction over the results of the

election. A Cabinet meeting was held
Saturday in anticipation of the meet-

ing of Parliament next week, and the |

yreparation of the Queen’s speech. The

debate on the speech will be dull and !

listless and the legislative session will
be ‘short and uncventful.

The Irish members will have an im-
portant meeting in the committee room
cn Tuesday, but Mr. Justin McCarthy’s
re-election to the leadership is certain.
His arraignment of Mr. Healey has
been a strong act, which has increased
rublic respect for him as a leader de-
termined to suppress revolt in the
ranks of his followers. Mr. Healey
has not been effective ia his reply,
and apparently will have to submit to
be driven out of the camp.

THE IRISH MORE UNITED.

Irish divisions are less serious now
than when the Liberals were in power.
The followers of Mr. Healey, Mr. Mc-
Carthy and Mr. Redmond are bound
will find themselves in the same Oppo-
sition lobbies while the present Parlia-
ment endures. Instead of dividing as
they did last Parliament, they will be
fcrced to act tPogether, or, in
event, vote tcgether. Mr. Healey is
not personally antagonietic to Mr. Mc-
Carthy, but he hates Mr. Dillon, Mr.
D'Brien and Mr. Blake. It is now more
nrobable that he will make terms with
Mr. McCarthy than that he will re-
bhel against the authority of his leader
and joint the Redmondites who have
@isliked him as one of the bitterest
of Parnell’s opponents.

THE TREND OF TRADE

Trade statistics for the quarter show
that while there has been a shrinkage
4n British exports to the principal
European markets except Germany,the
tctal value has been largely increased
through the expansion of cmmearee
with the United States. The increases
are most noticeable in the woolen, cot-
ton and lUnen manufactures. The Eng-
1ish and Scotch centers of those trades
, are now feeling the beneficial effects
~ of the revival of trade with America,

and the new tariff is regarded as
highly favorable for the woolen, wor-
sted. cotton, linen and jute industries
in Great Britain. The improvement
does not extend equally to iron and
steel manufacturers and tinplate. Bar-
row and other centers of the steel trade
are greatly depressed. The manufac-
turers reluctantly admit that the
Americans are no longer large custom-
ers for heavy classes of steel, and are
gradually taking possession of the
tin bar trade as they have previously
secured the wire rod trade.
SENSATION SPOILED.

The dockyard authorities have dis-
credited the sensational account of the
alleged narrow escape of the Prince
of Wales and the Duke of York dur ing
the trial trip of the torpedo boat De-
stroyer. It now appears that there
was isome injury to ihz koilers an hour
after they were in the engine room,
but it is improbable that there was
any real danger of an explosion at
any time.

The naval maneuvers of the com-
bined fleet now in progress have given
a fresh demonstration of the superior
crganization and training of the Brit-
ish navy.

THE HEAD OF THE ARMY.

The Duke of Connaught is now be-
lleved Lo have relieved the Salisbury
Government from an embarrassing
position by intimating that he is not
a candidate at present for the office
of post-commander-in-chief of the
army. This will enable the War Of-
fice to place a military man of experi-
ence and reputation at the head of the
land forces and to reorganize the ser-
vice in accordance with the proposals
of the Hartington Commission. The
Duke of Connaught would simply be
a successor to the Duke of Cambridge,
and no radieal wmeform would be pos-
sible,

The Sun, T. P. O’Connor’s paper,
savs that the scheme to secure the
Duke of Connaught in succession to the
Duke of Cambridge as commander-in
chief of the forces has collapsed.
LARGELY THE QUEEN’'S WORK.

The transfer wof the Bishop of Ro-
chester to the great see of Winchester
is understood to be largely the Queen’s
work. His health is so seriously im-
fpaired that it is feared he will not be
equal to the arduous labors of his new
diocese. His first work will probably
be the raising of a fund for repairing
Winchester Cathedral, which is re-
vorted by architects to be in a danger-
ous condition. His predecessor expend-
ed large sums in improving Tarnham
Castle, the costly episcopal residence.

LADIES WHO ARE TALKED
ABOUT,
Justice Hawkins has intervened as
peacemaker and brought about a set-
tlement of a celebrated case out of

court. Mrs. Jacobs, who had sued the
Dowager Countess of Cowley for sland-
er and disclaimed the authorship of
certain slandercus anonymous letters.
Lady Cowley was allowed to deny that
she had written the letters in ques-
tion or knew anything about them.
The belligerent ladies left court with
their counsel, and Justice Hawkins had
the virtuous feeling of having pre-
vented the washing of dirty linen in
public.

SPREAD OF CHOLERA.
From very small begianings in the

Judging from an article p-'nted
in the Daily News on Saturday it .. - -
expected that the Liberals would &,
prove of Lord Salisbury’s cultivating
the most friendly and cordial relations
with Germany, but the Standard semi-
officially after the arrival at Cowes of
Emperor William printed a remarkable
Jjeading article saying that although
England desired to retain Germany’s
fdiendship, Germany had better re-
nounce some of her ambidextrous Bis-
marckian methods in the conduct of
her negotiations with foreign powers,
especially in connection with Africa.
This article was widely quoted and
was unanimously condemmned by the
German press. Despite that fact, how-
ever, the Standard now prints another
leader, couched in even stronger lan-
guage, in which it says that the bar-
gains with Germany to which Eng-
land has good-humoredly acceded, have
been sometimes harshly construed to
her disadvantage, and that the German
diplomatic corps has strained itself to
put impediments in the way of enter-
ing into an agrement with the Congo
free state authorities, the facilities for
which—relying on Germany’s good-
will—England had sacrificed 1in the
Congo convention,

The Standard concludes by expressing
regret at the eccentric course occasion-
ally pursued by the Berlin foreign of-
fice, and adding that it would be im-
possible for England to face the indefi-
nite risk of a formal alliance with the
Dreibund.

“WEIGH THESE WORDS.”

The Sun’s London cable says: Once
more have the wonderful power and the
true greatness of England’s Grand old
Man been demonstrated in the remark-
able revival of popular interest in the
fate of Armenia. The whole nation is
marveling over his great speech at
Chester and there are no words—even
among those who have always been his
political opponents—save those of sym-
pathy and admiration. Nobody is any
longer foolish enough to deny the main
features of the fearful atrocities in Ar-
menia, and there is no possible doubt
of the accuracy of the latest reports
that thousands near the scene of the
massacre are perishing of starvation.
The only protest against Mr. Glad-
stone’s speech has been a long letter
from XKhalef XKhalid, a conspicuous
Turk, who asks the Grand Old Man why
he hates and denounces the Turks so
indiscriminately, when as many and as
great outrages against the Mohamme-
dans have been perpetrated by the
Christians as were committed by the
subjects of Islam. Mr. Gladstone’s re-
ply was made public today. It is one
of the most pointed epistles the old
man ever wrote. He says: “I entirely
disclaim the hatred and hostility to the
Turks or to any other race of men
which you aseribe to me. I do not doubt
that you write in entire good faith,
but your statements of facts are un-
authenticated and proceed only upon
authenticated statements. I make no
charge against the Turks at large, but
azainst a Turkish Government. I make
the charges which they have been
proved guilty of by public authority.
In my opinion I have been a far better
friend to the Ottoman Empir than
have the Sultan and his advisers. I
have always recommended the grant-
ing of reasonable powers of local self-
government which wouid have saved
Turkey from terrible losses. This good
advice has been spurned and in conse-
quence Turkey has lost 18,000,000 of p€o-
ple and may lose more. Pray, weigh
these words.” :

HOMEWARD RUSH OF TOURISTS.

All facilities for going to America
¢rom any port of Europe during the
next eight weeks, except in the steer-
age, are exhausted. The
pecple of all lines are at their wits’
end trying to accommodate the hordes
of home-going tourists. The difficul-
ties of the east-going traffic during
June and July are much exaggerated
by the eneral desire of thousands of
Americans to secure passage home dur-
ing the latter half of August and the
month of September. Hundreds of ap-
plicants are being turned away from
the American line office.

The distress of the stranded travel-
ers who neglected to secure quarters
long in advance is very great in many
instances. Not only is every berth in
the first and second cabins engaged, but
the companies have made long waiting
lists of applicants for passage on most
of their boats. It has become a serious
matter for many, who have been com-
pelied to change their plans on account
of various emergencies, and in many
cases they are beseeching the embassy
and consuls and American newspaper
correspondents to use their influence
to secure passage for them. The result
in some cases will be that persons who
would be glad to pay first-class fare
will land in New York next month
among the immigrants in the steerage.

ANARCHY IN CHINA.

There are manifold indications that
both the British and the United States
Governments fail to realize the condl-
tion of Anarchy to which the Chinese
Empire has been reduced—a condition
which threatens the lives of all the
foreigners within its borders. Protests
against the inadequacy of the measures
adopted thus far by both the Govern-
ments concerned have been pouring in
for the last three days from the for-
eign residents of Pekin, Canton, Hong
Kong, and other places. All urged in
the strongest possible language that the
Chinese Government is powerless to re-
deem any of its easily given promises,
and that only foreign guns and men
will be of any use in the grave crisis
that is at hand,

BLOODTHIRSTY VEGETARIANS.
Simultaneously with the cabled ac-
counts of outrage and massacre in

China, have come foreshadowings of
these and even worse events Wwhich
were sent by mail more than a month
ago. These letters tell of the rapid
growth of the secret society of Vege-
tarians, which now openly defies all
authority, even that of Pekin. The
society was organized several years ago.
One tenet was that the members should
eat neither meat mnor opium. They,
therefore, have been described as Vege-
tarians, although there are numerous
vegetarians in China who do not be-
long to any secret society. Proceed-
ing slowly, they discovered that their
actions were not opposed nor repressed.
They moved from one bold action to an-
other. The leaders, who were well
known, defied arrest. Still nothing was
done. By degrees they realized that the
officials were afraid of them—they, and

The war with Japan was just what the
Vegetarians wanted. At last news came
that Foo Choo might be attacked, and
they seized the opportunity to plan an
attack upon the officials at Ku Cheng
city. It was found out in time, and
the city gates were closed. The Vege-
tarians had received their first check,
but they found that nothing further
was to be done bevond replacing the
mandarins. No soldiers were sent
against them and they knew many of
the troops were members of their so-
ciety. Knowing perfectly well the pow-
er that lies behind the Englishman and
Americans they thought that to get rid

REGULATING PEDRESTRIANS.

The Paris Figaro suggests, in view of
the universality of the wheel, that “all
pedestrians shall be duly numbered
and registered, and that they shall be
compelled to ring a bell or blow a horn
when crossing a street or meeting a
bicycle on a puhblic road.

THE POOLS OF SOLOMON.

The Pools of Solomon lie on the left
of the road to Hebron, and at a dis-
tance from Jerusalem of about two
hours. Distances in the East are meas-
ured by time,; not by miles, as with us.
The distance, in question, however,
depends considerably on the condition
of the road. When last I journeyed
along it the mud was so deep we had
much difficulty in getting onward. At
one pnlace the horses came to a _stand-
still; they were unable to drdg the car-
riage, and we had to alight in order
to ease the ship to make headway. We
were sorry for the poor brutes, they
were 8o cruelly used by the driver. One
of them bled from the fierce blows he
inflicted. After a distance of one hour
frcm the city we arrived at the Tomb
of Rachel. The existing building in
its present form is Saracenic, without
claim to antiquity. It consists of four
low walls, surmounted with a dome.
It is much reverenced by Christians,
Jews and Mohammedans. It is inter-
esting in its sacred associations, and
is much visited by pilgrims. The spot
will ever be regarded with tender emo-
tion and sympathy. Here it was that
Rachel. the loved wife of Jacob, died
after having given birth to the babe
she named ‘“Benoni,” Son of Sorrow.
The patriarch later on referred to the
sad event, and related. how he buried
her “in the way of Ephrath, the same
is Bethlehem.””” - The tomb is at no
great distance from this latter place.
For many centuries the spot was mark-
ed by a pyramid of stones; and it was
in the fifteenth century that the exist-
!nz structure was erected. We leave
it. and pass onward along the slope
of the valliey. We notice on our right
the town of Bet-Jala, situateéd on the
mceuntain side. It appears to corre-
spond with the ancient Giloh, noted
as the birthplace of Ahithophel, the
counsellor of Absalom. Tts inhabi-
tants are Christians.—Quiver.

BRITISH FUN.

Laughable Incidents and Anecdotes
in the Recent Campaign.

Col. North on Deceased Wives’ Sisters—
John Burns Resents an Epithet
—What Causes Drunken-
ness.

A seat in Parliament as a wedding
present is a novel departure, aqd one
of the many incidents which go to re-
lieve the bitterness of the late Eng-
lish electoral contest. The Hon. Geo.
Allsop was the Unionist candidate in
the city of Worcester. He had ar-
ranged to be married in London on
Wednesday, and the chivalrous Mayor
of Worcester fixed upon the Monday
preceding the wedding as the polling
day. Mr. Allsop’s popularity and the
moving picture of his bride in tears on
her marriage day were too much for
the susceptible hearts of the voters of
Worcester, and when Mr. Allsop took
his bride to church two days later he
was a member of Parlament, elected
by a handsome majority.

Politics and love may combine, but
it would seem from the Rev. Rcbert
Thompson’s experiment that politics
and religion will not mix. This divine
announced himself as an independent
candidate for cne of the divisions of
Glasgow. He had his election meetings
in his own church, and put “D. V.”
(‘““Deovolente; God willing’’) prominent-
ly in his invitations to the voters. It
is said that he inserted the same let-
ters in the manuscript of an address
which he had printed, but the proof-
reader, thinking that D. V. should be
in small capitals, put the letters “S. C.”
(small capitals) in the margin of the
printer’s guidance. The latter misun-
derstood, however, and substituted “S.
C.” 'The address appeared in this way,
and his opponts at once declared that
the letters meant ‘“Satan consenting.”

A bill making it lawful for a man to
marry his deceased wife’s sister has
long been a matter of Parliamentary
dispute. Col. North, the nitrate king,
in a recept speech at West Leeds, ex-
pressed his views of it by saying: “If
my deceased wife’s sister was as good
as my wife, I should like to have her,
and should wish to have the law al-
tered.”

Some one in the audience next asked
him how he got his vast wealth. He
answered that it had been gained by
hard work. He got up at half-past five
in the morning and worked until half-
past five in the evening for years. Then
he went abroad, and had common sense
and happened to strike the right place.
“When you’ve got it,”” he added, ‘‘you
want to know how to keep it.” To the
question: ‘““Are you in favor of work-
ingmen as members sitting in the
House of Commons?”’ he replied: “What
am I but a workingman?” which was
recelved with a burst of applause.

Sir Wilfred Lawson, addressing a
crowded company in the Bath Theater,
asked: “Gentleman, what is the cause
of drunkenness?” “Drink,” promptly
responded one of his hearers, thereby
causing the speaker to almost lose his
self-possession.

Political excitement, like charity,
seems to cover a multitude of sins, in
East London especially. Carried away
by enthusism and alcohol, one Fred.
Jones was induced to hustle Mr. Woot-
ton Isaacson, a candidate, and t® take
a fancy for Mr. Isaacson’s fine dia-
mond scarf pin. Jones was arrested,
and before the magistrate he pleaded
that the political crisis and the drink
had got the better of him. He was al-
lowed to go free with the caution from
the justice that he had better keep away
from political meetings if he could not
attend them without being tempted.

Mr. John Burns severely chastised
Mr. Wm. Sawyer for having called him
a ‘“Baitersea coughdrop,” and Mr.
Burns was arrested. The court finally
decided that to be called a ‘“Battersea
coughdrop” was undoubtedly a grave
provocation, and he therefore dis-
charged the prizoner.

At election time every voter is beset
by scores of canvassers. One free-
holder was so annoyed by them that
he finally put up the following notice
on his gate: “The propnietor is not at
home. Any visitor will be received by
the dog. He is not on the register,
but he can howl as well as any platform
speaker, and his bite is worse than his
bark. Will canvassers who call kindly
oblige by being fat men. The dog is
fond of a cut from the leg, and is par-
tial to ‘plumpers.” ”

Another—this was a Welsh eiector—
cbjected to the candidacy of a master
of the hounds, on the ground that poli-
tics in that region should not be  al-
lowed to go to the dogs.

ANGLICAN PROVINCIAL SYNOD.
Amendmends to Canons Which Will Be
Discussed.

The sixteenth meeting of the Provincial
Synod of the ecclesiastical province of
Canada, to open in Montreal on Sept. 11, is

expected to be an interesting one.

Among the notices of motion received by
the secretary is one from the Archdeacon of
Kingston, who promises to move, “That,
with a view to promote unity of action and
more harmonious management of the Church
missionary work at home and abroad, this

best served by the existing Domestic and
Foreign Missionary Society being merged in
and becoming an integral part of the eastern
section of the permanent committee of the
General Synod.”

In the preamble of this motion itis stated
among other reasons for the proposed
change, that ‘‘the experience of the sister
church in the United States, indicates the
advantage of having one misgionary society
co-extensive with the Church in Canada.”
This motion may be of interest to the Church
of England missionaries who look for
changes which promise greater encourage-
ment of their work.

There are two amendments proposed to
Canon X1II. This canon reads as follows:

*‘No alteration or addition shall be made
in the Book of Common Prayer, the adminis-
tration of the Sacrament and the rites and
ceremonies of the Church, the articles of re-
ligion or the form and manner of making,
ordaining and consecrating bishops, priests,
and deacons; or the version of the Scriptures
authorized to be read in churches, unless the
same shall be enacted at one session of the
provincial synod and confirmed at another
session of the same; provided by two-thirds
of each order of the Lower House,”

““Nevertheless, any alteration or addition
made to the prayer book or articles by the
Cuuich of England in her convocations, or
aathorized by parliament, may be accepted

1 | for use in this ecclesiastical province by the
who was from 13819 'the agent of |

provincial sycod at one session only, with-
out the necessity for further confirmation.’

The tirst amendment to be moved by the
Rev. Prof. Clark, of Trinity College, To-
ronto, is to omit the words “‘or the version
of the Scriptures authorized to be read in
churches.” The second change is proposed
by Mr. J. A. Worrell, Q.C. He will move
that the following clause be added to the
canon: “That all such additions and al-
terations shall be made or accepted by
canon.”

There are several other important mo-
tions to come before the synod. The
Bishop of Niagara will move among other
things that “No church or chapel shall be
consecrated until the incambent and church
wardens shall have placed in the hands of

the bishop, to be kept on record by him, a ‘

certificate that the building and ground oun
which it is erected have been fully paid for,
etc.” Memorials from the synods of the
Diocese of Toronto, the Diocese of Mon-
treal, and the Diocese of Huron have also
been received by the secretary,
