eggs, one cupful of sugar and a pinch 
of salt. Add the soaked gelatine, stir 
until dissolved, strain and set aside 
until cold and beginning to thicken.

Again the 
lace-veiled silk cover is alike on both 
sides and thickly spangled with gold, 
silver or jet paillettes or heavily sewn 
with crystal pearl or jewel-toned 
beads. The case is merely an oblong 
bag, lined with suede or glace kid and 
wired instead of drawn up at the 
mouth. Every case should have long 
strands of tinsel cordage, chenille or 
ribbon attached to either corner 
its top, so that when not In use the 
fan may be placed in it and easily 
carried by drawing the bag’s hang­
ers over the arm.

The Home Realm The Queen of Spain like her husband, 
is very expensively dressed according to 
the general standard of European royal­
ty.

BANDSMAN BLAKE
BEAT THE DIXIE KID.

London, Jan. 1.—Bandsman Blake, the 

champion English middleweight pugilist, 
tonight defeated "Dixie Kid," the Ameri- 
can negro boxer, on points in a twenty- 
round bout. Blake is regarded by the 
followers of pugilism as the man most 
likely to regain England’s lost heavy- 
weight honors from the Frenchman, 
Georges Carpentier, who recently knocked 
out Bombardier Wells, who held the title, 
in one minute and thirteen seconds.

Bandsman Blake, the latest Eng- 
lish "white hope" was once a soldier 
in the British Army. He first gain- 
ed recognition as a fighter while 
with the army in India, taking part 
in forty odd battles and winning the 
middleweight and heavyweight cham- 
pionships of the land forces. Since 
his return to England, the most pre- 
tentious fight he engaged in before 
that with "Dixie Kid" was when he 
knocked out Private Harris, a heavy- 
weight ex-soldier, in ten rounds. 
Blake weighs only about 166 pounds. 
Carpentier when he defeated Wells 
recently weighed in at 170 pounds.

“Dixie Kid” knocked out Carpentier 
in five rounds at Trouville, France, 
in 1911.

LOCAL MARKET
Deaths From Exposure—Traffic 
Demoralized—Hungry Wo'ves 

Besiege Isolated Towns.

[Canadian Press.]
Presidio. Texas, Dec. 31.—After with­

standing bullets, shell and shrapnel pour­
ed in on them from the rebels, the Federal 
army at Ojinaga, Mexico, tonight was still 
entrenched within the village, but in the 
opinion of the military experts with small 
hope of beating back the attacking 
forces.

Numbers of the Federal officers, in­
cluding Gen. Marcello Caraveo, comman­
der of volunteers, were reported to have 
been killed or wounded. How many dead 
or wounded resulted from the preliminary 
skirmishes it was impossible to learn.

The Federals, though inferior in num­
bers, had the advantage in position. They 
showed a revived determination to make 
a plucky stand.

ITALY WILL PARTICIPATE

Hay was active on the local market 
today. Previous to 10 o'clock this morn­
ing 25 loads had been offered and found 
rapid sale. Because of the increased 
offering, the prices are somewhat 
easier, at $12 to $15. Straw was slow 
with one load, selling at $8.

During the past week there has been 
little demand for oats, and today was 
no exception. The price obtained on 
the square is $1 to $1.05. Wheat, as 
usual, is firm at 85 to 86 cents.

With the mild spell, eggs are selling 
somewhat easier. The retail price is 
42 to 43 cents, with a good supply and 
a brisk demand.

Fancy retail butter is firm at 32 
cents. The supply today was small.

There will be a change in the price 
of dressed hogs on Saturday, but it is 
Impossible to ascertain whether prices 
will be firmer or weaker. This week's 
shipping price was $8 to $8.25, and 
there will probably be little variance 
on Monday.

Peking, Jan. 2.—It is officially esti­
mated today that 24,000 executions 
were carried out in the Province of 
Sze-Chuen alone in 1913. Most of those 
ordered to be killed were robbers, but 
in the total are included a large num­
ber of political offenders, who had been 
concerned in various movements dur­
ing the transition period from an Em­
pire to a republic. It is hinted by offi­
cials that the actual figures regarding 
the executions would if they could be 
known probably exceed the estimate.
