It appears that a number of the Lon-
doners went out to fish with Capt. Bell-
more on a sail boat.

A Sudden Squall.

All were enjoying themselves, and
there was no thought of danger, when
suddenly a squall caught the craft and
in an instant it was overturned like a
cockle shell, and the eleven occupants and
the captain thrown - into the water.

A Heavy Sea.

Some could swim and some could not,
but the sea was so heavy that all were
in the same predicament—it was too
rough for a man to save his life by
swimming.

Captain Belmore saved the lives of the
sarty. With rare presence of mind he
~eached the mast, and <rawling out, held
Jown the sail.

The oiled canvas thus acted as a life
B}loy, and the twelve men hung to it for
e.

The waves battered over them, while
the members of the party who had been
left ashore launched boats and rowed with
a will to the wreck

It seemed like years, although only
about fifteen minutes until the boats were
alongside, and after much difficulty the
shipwrecked were brought ashore.

Narrow Escape.

One or two of the party suffered the
brunt of some terrible waves, and if the
boats had not arrived when they did, it
is said that there would have been a loss
of life.

It is understood that Mr. William
Ward and M:z. Wm. Skinner were under
the weather for some time as a result
of the wreck.

All are well today, however, and report
a splendid time.

Mr. Charles W. McGuire, manager of
the Queen ity Oil Co., was one of those
who was on the boat. He arrived home
today, and while refusing to discuss the
accident, admitted to The Advertiser that
it was the closest call he had ever had.

EAPERIENGED MEN APPLYING
FOR J0BS, 5AYa aUPT. BOWKER

Seventy-Five Were Taken on Thursday and Forty or More To-
day—Ten Men Sent From London to Help Out Toronto
—Both Sides Claim They Are Satistied With

the Situation.

‘Everything is going along first rate
today,” was Superintendent Bowker's
statement to The Advertiser this af-
ternoon. “All our passenger trains are
running. No freight has as yet been
moved, and 1 am not in a position to
state when it will be moved.

“l had no idea that there were so
many experienced rzilroad men out of
work. On Wednesday we secured 75
men, yesterday we took on 40 more,
ang quite a number today. London is!
proving a good district four getting:
men. Last night we were able to sendj
ten good men to Toronto to help them|
Out down there.”

That Wage Schedule.

“I notice the men say that our. new
wage schedule does not include’ that
18 per cent raise in every department.
It certainly does not. They were right!
when they said that certain runs were}|
increased only 10 per cent, but the in-
crease on the London and Detroit runs!
amounts to more than 30 per cent.
There are other runs where there is
a large increase, and the average on
the whole schedule figures out to 18
per cent.If the men didnot, asthey
say, know about the new schedule,
their leaders certainly did.

“Both east and west of here the
company is moving freight, but there
is no other division where there is
such a heavy passenger service to
maintain as the Lendon division. We
have 75 passenger trains-to keep go-
ing and are doing it. We will, how-
ever, be able to move freight shortly.”

None Coming Back.
Bowker stated that none of the

r.

men are handing in their clothes or com-
ing back.

‘The office of Master of Transportation
Cronibie looks for all the world like a
classroom in a school. FKFrom morning
until evening men of all ages are close-
ly crowded together on the benches listen-
ing to the instructors who are explaining
the rules.

At the strikers’ headquarters at Cullis
Hall today everything was quiet and it
was reported that there was nothing to
give out for publication. The men were
greatly pleased to hear of the settlement
that the C. P. R. have made with the
men,

A Change or Conditions,

“Our fight is as much for a change
of conditions as for anything else,” said
one committeeman. “‘The C. P. R. men
have got the conditions that we are
asking for and why can’'t the Grand
Trunk do the same for their men?”

C. P. R. officials are in the city today,
it is said, trying to induce some of the
men who are on strike to work for them.

“I was offered a fine position to go
right to work in Windsor tomorrow
morning,”’ said one striker this afternoon.
““Other men have been approached by
the C. P. R. people also. None of us
are going. We are confident that we
will win our own strike.”

First Strike Pay.

The first strike pay will probably be
paid out as soon as the men have been
two weeks on strike. The men receive
$35 a month from the union as long as
they are out.

SOME SIDELIGHTS ON
THE BIG STRIKE

Interesting Incidents at the Grand
Trunk Depot on Thursday
Alternoon and Night.

A VERY LIVELY DISPUTE

Yard Boss Mike O’Leary Denies In-
dignantly That the Crossings Are
Being Blocked by Trains.

There were a few enlivening inci-
dents at the Grand Trunk depot yes-
terday afternoon and last night to re-
lieve the monotony of the strike situa-
tion.

Passenger trains for the most part
moved along as though there was no
trouble, the oniy exception being the
train from Owen Sound and the one
back to that place.

That from Owen Sound was about

two hours late in arriving, but it car-
ried a large number of passengers.

Owing to a delay caused by Super-
intendent Bowker removing the con-
ductor for cause, the train for Owen
Sound was delayed some time in the
afternoon, but it finally got away,
carrying quite a number of people.

Through Trains Loaded.

In the evening the through trains
were loaded with passengers, and they
went their way as though peace
reigned in the entire world.

The order sent out by the company
that the strikers and their sympathi-
zers will not be allowed on the com-
pany's property is making no end of
work for Constable Robert Logan, and
is also occasioning mnot a little un-
pleasantness.

Mr, Logan is carrying out the order
as, of course, he must, and naturally
quite a number of his oldtime friends
and acquaintances are somewhat- irri-
tated.

“It is a most unpleasant duty for me
to perform,” said Mr. Logan to The
Advertiser, “but, of course, I have no
alternative. 1 am only doing what 1
am ordered to do. It would be much
more pleasant for all concerned, and
no one would suffer by it, if the boys
would accept the order in its proper
light, and keep off the company’s
property until such time as the trouble
is settled.”

A Lively Dispute.

Senator Coffey and other prominent
Londoners were interested witnesses
of a lively row between Night Yard-
master Michael O’Leary and a police
officer last night.

It appears that someone complained
to the officer that the company was
blocking crossings for five minutes at
a time.

This charge was a tread on the toes
of the yardmaster, and he told the
policeman that a mistake had been
made. The officer was from Missouri,
and demanded to be shown.

THE POLICE AT SEA

No Clue as to Whereabouts o:
the Badiy Wanted Jackson.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Chainam, July zz—It is now four
days since Jacup 1nos was murderea,
ana the police appear to be no nearer
the soiuuion of tne wmystery than tney
were at the beginniug. No arrests
have been maue, except that of the
colored man, Gritffin, wno was arrest-
ed Monday night. ‘1hey are still look-
ing for Jackson, the man who is sup-
posed to have had the revolver at the
time of the shooting,

The two clues that the police are
working on are the stories of Mrs,
Beaver and other King street east
residents, who claim to have heard the
shot fired on Monday night, and the
fact that a negro purchased revolver
shells on the night of the murder.

Just before closing time on Monday

night a negro entered Geovge Ste-
vens’ hardware store and bought ten
32-calibre revolver cartridges.
The shells were for a rim-fire gun.
It was a 32-calibre bullet that was
found in Enos’ brain. The man who
made the purchase was about six feet
tall, and answers somewhat to the de-
scription of Jackson. The clerk, who
sold him the shells thought he was a
stranger in the city, and says he would
know him again if he met him. He
was accompanied to the store by an-
other negro.

Revolver cartridges of 32 calibre

were also bought by a negro in Cun-
ningham’s store Monday afternoon.
There were centre-fire cartridges, It
may have been the same man who
made both purchases.
Mrs. Beaver’s story of the shooting
has been corroborated by others, who
claim to have heard the shot fired and
seen men running. All the stories are
to the effect that four men were to-
gether, and that three were seen run-
ning away.

Within a few seconds the
strike-breaker was beaten, kicked and
dragged about by the hair. At length
he freed himself and dashed across the
Connecticut River bridge into New
Hampshire, The other strike-breakers
left on the next train, leaving no one
to operate the trains at this point.

The West River branch of the Cen-
tral Vermont remained tied up as
tight as ever today, not a train having
moved on that 36-mile stretch of track
since the strike began. Passenger
trains are moving about as usual.

CONFESSES KILLING
OF FIVE CHILDREN

Rag-Picker Guilty of Crime for
Which Father Died in

Prison.

Tours, France, July 22.—A ragpicker
named Joseph today confessed to the

assassination on April 21, 1901, of five
children of a farmer named Briere in the
vicinity of Chartres. The father of the
children was found guilty of the mur-
ders and sentenced to life imprisonment.
He died in prison.

The trial of Briere attracted the at-
tention of the whole of France. Four
of his daughters, aged respectively 14, 11,
§ and 4, and his son, 7 years of age, were
found in bed one morning stabbed and
beaten to death. According to a theory
advanced by the polica to provide a
meotive for the crime, Briere, who owned
a small farm near Cerancez, wished to
marry a woman of considerable wealth.
Clircumstantial evidence led to the con-

* vietion- that the farmer, considering his

#

family an encumbrance, killed his five
children to carry out his wishes.

Briere stoutly maintained his innocence.
During the trial the judge got down from
the bench and gave loud expression to
his opinion of the guilt of the prisoner,
while the spectators yelled with fury:
“Kill him! kill him!”’

Briere's surviving daughter, who, the
police declared, only escaped the fate
of the other children by not responding
to Briere's invitation te go to see him,
went on the witness stand, sobbingly pro-
testing that her father was innocent.

THE RAILWAY STRIKE.-

The local Grand Trunk strikers say
they would not have voted for a strike
if they had believed they would re-
ceive the wages set forth in the new
schedule for this district issued by

the company.

The award of the conciliation board
has been enveloped in a cloud of mis-
understanding. But for this, perhaps,
there would have been no strike. The
fact that there has been a misap-
prehension will enable both parties to
save their faces if they accept the offer
of the department of labor to mediate
and arbitrate.

The strikers assert that they did
not reject the conciliation committe®s
award, but Mr. Hays’ interpretation of
the award, or what they conceived to
be his interpretation. Why not allow
it to be construed and worked out in
detail by an impartial tribunal? The
meaning of the award is explained by
the Toronto Star, whose managing di-
rector, Mr. Atkinson, was the chair-
man of the committee:

1. That wages upon the Grand
Trunk ought not to continue inde-
finitely below the standard paid on
the C. P. R. and other trunk lines.

2. That five-eighths of the differ-
ence between the existing and stan-

dard wages should at once be given|

its men.

3. The remaining three-eighths
should be given at a date to be ar-
ranged between the company ang its
men, (Subsequently the company of-
fered to begin standard rates on
January 1, 1913.)

4. That in order to equalize|
wages on the Grand Trunk and other !
standardizeq lines conditions of ser- |
vice must likewise be standardized
—the men on the Grand Trunk re-|
ceiving in future overtime after the!
same number of hours and the sume"
allowances for detention, etc.

5. That the same bhasis of pay"
should be adopted on the Grand|
Trunk as on the C. P. R. and other
railways, namely, the men should
be paid so much a hundred miles,
instead of so much a month.

This finding was concurred in by
the representative of the brotherhoods.
Mr. O'Donoghue. The trouble seems to!
be that the general terms of the award |
were not reduced to a concrete, work-
ing schedule by the company or the
men before the strike. Surely it is not
too late.

GOLD AND HIGH PRICES.

Undoubtedly the increase in the
quantity of gold mined in late years
is a factor in the rise of prices. The
reason is plain to financiers and stu-'
dents of but

Here is a simple illustration which
should fix it in the mind. Let the total
amount of goods in the world, or in
any country, be represented by 100
bushels oi wheat, for the sake of argu-
ment. Suppose the supply of money
at the same time is only 100 gold dol-
lars. There would be a dollar against |
every bushel of wheat. Suppose half
the money disappears: there would be
only 50 cents for each bushel of wheat.
{f the number of gold dollars were
doubled, there would be two dollars for
svery bushel of wheat. It is precisely
on the same principle that the price
of commodities falls when the supply
of gold decreases, or when it does not
increase as rapidly as the volume of
business; while the price of commodi-
ties rises when the supply of gold in-
creases faster than the needs of com-
merce.

Some years ago the free silverites
contended that 50-cent wheat was due
to the fact that there was too little
gold in the world, and that the supply
of it was monopolized and manipulated
by a banking ' ring. They argued
that by allowing debts to be paid in
silver, the increased volume of legal
metallic currency would result in an
increase of prices. Since then the
output of gold has risen enormously,
and prices have gone up partly as a
result. This has, of course, knocked
the bottom out of the free silver move-
ment.

The connection between prices and
gold is clear if one will think of gold
as a commodity, subject to the same
laws as wheat, or any other article of
commerce. When the crop of gold
short, the price of gold rises, just as
the price of wheat rises in a crop
shortage. When the output of gold in-
creases, gold is cheaper, just as wheat
is cheaper after a bountiful harvest.
The man who sells a bushel of wheat
for a dollar buys a dollar with a bushel
of wheat. If gold is scarce and dear,
he may have to give two bushels of
wheat for a dollar, which means that
wheat sells for 50 cents a bushel. If
gold is plentiful and therefore cheap,
he mav have to give only one bushel

is

of wheat for a dollar, which is only
another way of saying that thé price
of wheat is a dollar a bushel.

THE UNIVERSITY AND TECHNI-
CAL EDUCATION.

The senators and governors of the
Western University should keep their
eyes on the technical education com-
mission. The commission is finding
out in Nova Scotia the value of the
small university az an adjunct to a
popular system of technical educa-
tion.

It is because Nova Scotia is the only
province that has established under
state control and support a system of
technical education, that it is made
the scene of the commission’s initial
investigations. There are to be found
schools for miners,
and a provincial technical college of
university rank closely associated with
:he several preovincial universities.
The latter are giving a uniform two-
year course as the first half of the
engineering training. In the technical
college courses are given in civil, min-
ing, electrical and mechanical en-
gineering. In the two-year university
courses alluded to are included in-
struction in general science, mathe-
matics, language, drawing, history,
etc. It is to avoid needless duplication
that this arrangement has been
arrived at between the technical col-
lege and the several universities,
whereby the latter provide the first
two years of the course and the tech-
nical college the last two. The result
of this division of work has been the
avoidance of wasteful effort. Over
thirty students were in attendance
during the last session of the tech-
nical college, nine of whom received
their engineering diplomas last month.
During the last two years, evening
technical schools have been establish-
ed in twenty-seven localities, and they
have proved a thorough success. There
are schools for coal miners, for fish-
ermen, for stationary engineers and
for artisans, the total attendance be-
ing in the neighborhood of 1,400. The
schools for coal miners, which are to
be found in every important coal min-
ing centre of the province, have been
of great service in affording facllities
for workers in the colleries, the result
being that native miners now hold the
1esponsible positions, The fact that
the death and accident rate in Nova
Scotia mines is low compared with
that of other work done by these
schools.

The commission is to visit other
provinces, and we are told that it will
associate itself during its tour with
the various universities of the coun-
try. An effort should be made to in-
duce it to include London in its
itinerary. The Western University
could play an important part in rela-
tion to the development of technical
education in Western Ontario. This
is a fact which the friends of that in-
stitution must impress upon the com-
mission and the Provincial
ment.

T0 OPPOSE STANDARD

Samuel Untermyer Interests Lon-
don and American Capital-

ists in $20,000,000

COHCCI’H.

New  York, July 21. — A twenty-
million-doilar corporation, with Brit-
ish and American capitalists behind it,
to work in conjunction with the Texas
enterprises of John W, Gates, both
pledged to keep the southwestern oil
%elds away from the Standard 0Oil
¢ompany, is the outcome of the Lon-
don visit of Samuel Untermeyer. An-
nouncement to this effect was made
yesterday by Mr. Untermeyer's asso-
ciates, after cable dispatches had told
of the successful visit of the New York
lawyer to the British capital.

According to information given yes-
terday, the new combination is to
known as the Central Fuel Oil Com-
pany. Of the $20,000,000 capital, $15,-
000,000 will come from London and the
remainder from New York, but the
charter will be so drawn that the cap-
ital stock may be increased to almost
any amount.

The new company will come into ex-
istence with the ownership of long term
leases to 39,000,000 acres of the most
promising oil land in Oklahoma, situat-
ed almost wholly in the Bartlesville re-
gion. Upon this property already are
big wells producing thousands of bar-
rels daily. The output almost at the
start will be something like 20,000 bar-
rels.

Handled by Same Agency.

All this oil will be piped 350 miles
over in a line to be constructed by
the company, towards the Gulf of Mex-
lco. It is along here that the special

MORO UPRISING
AFTER FOILED PLOT

Three Bolomen Killed After a Rout in
Philippines.

Manila, July 21. — An uprising of
i Moros on the Island of Palawan is ex-
pected to follow the death of three na-
tives, who were shot down when they
‘attacked Dean C. Worcester, secretary
of the interior for the Philippines.

The plot against the American offi-
tcial was carefully planned, and Wor-
icester would undoubtedly have been

slain, but for the vigilance of his body-
guard who fired a volley into the
Moros, as, with brandished bolos, they
attacked the secretary. Three were
killed and a number seriously wound-
ed. Worcester was making a tour of
inspection of the island, which is the
most westerly in the larger Philippine
group bordering the Sulu Sea. He was
present at the installation of the new
governor, In anticipation of his com-
ing a band of Moros planned his death.
Armed with bolos, carefully concealed,
they laid a track for the secretary, who
suddenly found himself the object of
a savage rush.

Capt. Moynihan, of the Philippine
Scouts, was the first to recognize the
hostile movement, and, just in time, he
ordered the scouts to fire. Three Moros
who led the attack dropped dead in
their tracks, while several others fell
with more or less severe wounds. The
rest of them fled.

Dean Worcester was a professor in
the University of Michigan when Pres-
ident McKinley named him, with J. G.
Schurman, of Cornell, Admiral Dewey
and Gen. Otis to work ont a good form
of government for the Philippines. He
has always been of the opinion that
peace in thé islands could best be
preserved by maintaining a large
standing army there. Worcester has
nroven verv unvopular with the na-
tives and bhas been savagely attacked
in the native press, at one time hav-
ing five Filipino editors in jall for

libelling him. one of the edit-
ors he secured a $50.000 fudgment.

AN AIRSHIP SAILS
AROUND TIMES TOWER

New York Wild With Excite-
ment When Crait Comes
From Jersey.

New York, July 21.—The first night
trip over New York in a flying ma-
chine of any kind was made by Frank
Goodale, the boy aviator, who came
from Palisade Park, New Jersey.

The aviator set a large part of the
population of the upper part of Man-
hattan hysterical. He turned roadway
into a howling enthusiastic mob in the
vicinity of Long Acre and Times
Squares. Every restaurant and cafe
was emptied. Cars were stopped, the
streets were blocked and the roofs
Over them all and twice
around the Times tower the man, in a
dirigible about 50 feet long, circled
twice, and then made off up Broadway
to be greeted along his return by a
crowd again as great as the one that
saw him come from Jersey.

The first intimation that Goodale
was going to attempt a night trip to
the city was about half-past 8 o’clock.
The aviator rang up E. L. Jones, the
editor of a publication devoted to aer-
onautics, and said:

“]I am going to come down and see
you fellows about the Hotel Astor to-
night. I will be down in a few min-
utes. I am just getting ready to start.
It’s a bully night for a sail.”

The aviator made his ascent, from
the park, and then, when a couple of
hundred feet in the air, headed across
the river for Manhattan. ’

shaped dirigible coming across the
river. Word spread to Broadway, and
before the man had reached the drive
there was a mob. He sailed over the
flat houses along the drive and reached
Broadway.

GREEK KING IN DISFAVOR

Strong Prospect That Greece May Be-
come a Republic.

Berlin, July 21.—German statesmen
who give especial attention to foreign
politics, believe Greece will be come a
republic within a short time. King
George is in deep disfavor with his
subjects, and in imminent danger of
being removed from the throne to
which he was called 47 years ago by
popular election. The cause of the
present dissatisfaction lies largely in
the fact that King George failed to se-
cure permission from the powers to
annex to Greece the Island of Crete,
which belongs to Turkey.

(Crete has a predominating Greek
and Christian population and the
Greek Christians have resented for
centuries the necessity of being ruled
by Moslem Turks. King George visited
London, Paris and Rome in an effort
to secure permission from the powers
to seize the island, but his mission was
futile.

When King George returned to
Athens he was given a chilling recep-
tion. The newspapers urged Athen-
ians not to give the monarch a public
reception or to show him any marks of
politeness in the streets upon his re-
turn. Other newspapers have been
clamoring publicly for his abdication.
! Greece being an absolutely democratic
v‘country with perfect freedom of speech.
'Some of the Greek papers go so far as
‘to demand that King George leave the
icountry, declaring that his continued
| presence is obnoxious to his sub-
jects.

German politicians, who have been
eager to annex the trade of Greece
and Turkey and to establish strong
commercial ties in those countries, are
watching the present trouble with great
interest.

NOT TO BLAME
Death of Mrs. Margaret Hender-
son, of William Street, Was

Purely Accidental, Says
Jury.

INQUEST HELDLASTNIGHT

Evidence Went to Show That Engineer
Had Sounded the Whistle Repeat-
edly, But Woman Did Not
Heed Warning.

“That deceased, Margaret Hen-
derson, came to her death in the
city of London, County of Middle-
sex, on the evening of July 16,
1910, by being struck by a north
bound Pere Marquette train. We

believe that death was purely ac-
cidental, and exonerate the train
crew from all blame.”

The above was the verdict of the
jury empanelled by Coroner Mac-

Laren to investigate the death of
Margaret Henderson, colored, the aged
woman who was killed by a Pere Mar-
quette train last Saturday night.

The following composed the jury:
Hubert Thorne (foreman), Jos. Pais-
ley, A. E. Hall, Wm. Phillips, Chris.
Ward, Wm. Smith, Cecil Mann, Chas.
Bushnell, Ed. Walker, C. R. David,
Arthur Gibson, E. Lortie, John Taylor
and Henry Merritt.

Mrs. Lydia Oldridge, 90 Maitland
street, was the first witness. She told
of sceing the Pere Marquette train
ccming into London about  8:15 last
Saturday evening. The whistling of
the train caused her to come out of
her house into the back yard where
she saw Mrs. Henderson on the south
side of Ottaway avenue coming west
toward the track When negr the
track she crosseq to the north side,
and paused for a moment right by the
rails. Some young men shouted a
warning but she did not heed it and
stepping on the track was struck by
the pilot of the engine and hurleq to
the west about 25 feet. The witness
was positive that the train whistled
Lefore reaching the bridge, and almost
continuously until the accident. Mrs.
Qldridge stated that the train was
travelling at a very fast rate of speed,
much faster than usual. She estimat-
ed its speed at 30 miles an hour. The
train did net stop until the last coach
was just south of Hill street.

Pearl Oldridge, daughter of the last
witness, was next called, ang told of
seeing the train strike the deceased.
She was standing at the corner ' of
Ottaway avenue, near the tracks. Her
evidence ccrroborated that of her
mother.

The Post-Mortem.

Dr. Drake, who conducted the post-
mortem examination, stated the de-
ceased was about 85 years of age and
fairly well nourished. The injuries
were a deep cut over the right eye,
right arm fractured, and almost sev-
ered, right leg fractured at the knee
ang above the ankle, fractures at base
of the brain. Death was instantane-
ous, and due to the injuries received.
