Ottawa, Dec. 27.—Dominion headquar- 
ters of the employment service of Can­
ada, department of labor, reports that 
there was another large decline in em­
ployment during the week ending De- 
comber 4. It was reported by 4,852 
firms that they had released 10,378 per­
sons from employment since the end of 
the preceding week, a contraction in 
the pay-roll of one and one-half per 
cent. There were increases in four in­
dustrial groups, aggregating 1,385 em- 

I ployees, but in twenty-nine groups 
there were decreases totalling 11,763 
persons. While a decrease was record- 
ed during the week under review as 
compared with the returns for the week 
of November 27, employment was still 
at a higher level than at the beginning 
of the year, these firms reporting 2.236 
more persons on their payrolls than on 
January 27. These figures do not in­
clude loss of time due to strikes or 
lockouts.

Increased employment as compared 
with the returns for the preceding week 
was registered only 1a Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick. The decrease of 4,922 
persons recorded in Ontario was the 
most pronounced. As compared with 
the returns for January 17 all provinces 
except Ontario and British Columbia 
reported a larger volume of employ­
ment. Reductions in employment were 
anticipated in all provinces for the fol­
lowing week..

WORN-OUT HORSES.

There seems to be need for some humane society 
work in the West. At a meeting of the Weetern 
Canadian Live Stock Union at Calgary the other 
day, a member of the Alberta Legislature called 
attention to the “economic curse" of “old, worn-out 
and crippled horses” wandering the ranges and con­
suming the food required for more valuable stock.

There was a considerable discussion about the 
matter, but the dispatch reporting the meeting 
makes no mention of any interest having been taken 
in the humane aspect of it. One member of the 
union suggested that the carcasses of the horses 
be fed to coyotes, and that the coyotes be trapped 
and a revenue derived from the sale of their hides.

Horses that are no longer useful should either 
be cared for by the owners they have served or 
humanely killed.

MindTHE AMERICAN TARIFF BILL.

From a tariff on food there is no one who 
will suffer more than the American citizen 
himself. Especially if an exclusion of Canadian 
hard wheat were to cause a deterioration in the 
quality of American flour, the United States 
would lose in various ways. Canada also would 
be embarrassed, for a time at least, by restric­
tions on our exports to the United States. Trade 
restriction In general is bad tor all parties con­
cerned in the long run, except a few individuals.

It seems probable that If the Laurier policy 
of 1911 had been carried out by this country 
there would not have arisen the present disa- 
greeable prospect. American farmers opposed 
the reciprocity pact in 1911, but the pact would 
have been less one-sided for them than the con­
ditions that have come about since.

A study of the vast amount of data 
which has accumulated in connection 
with fourteen years of play for the Davis 
Cup shows that not including the pre­
liminary rounds of the 1920 matches, 
68 players representing nine nations 
have participated In the play for the 
international tennis trophy.

victories. W. A. Larned and M. E. 
McLoughlin, two outstanding stars of 
American tennis, are tied with 20 
matches each. Larned has a slightly 
better winning average, with 13 victories 
to McLoughlin’s 12. The latter's defeat 
of both Wilding and Brookes in 1914, 
when the Australasians were at the 
height of their court career, however, 
was undoubtedly the greatest individual 
feat in the annals of international ten­
nis.

Sound-ranging was not the only 
method of fixing enemy guns which 
was evolved during the war.

These two systems 
(which may be called methods of pre- 
cision, in comparison with the rapid, 
but less accurate, method of reporting 
by map position from an aeroplane or 
balloon) are complementary, and nei­
ther is of full utility without the other.

ROME, Dec. 26.—"The world is af­
flicted today by five great plagues," 
said Pope Benedict, replying to the 
greetings of the Sacred College, pre- 
sented by Cardinal Vanuetelli, as doyen, 
at a recept <n ic the pontiff.

The pope enumerated these as the 
negation of authority, hatred among. 
brothers, thirst for pleasure, dislike for 
work, and forgetfulness of the super­
natural objects of life. These evils can, 
only be overcome with the aid of the 
Gospel, said the pope, and therefore, 
he would never cease to remind the

TRIESTE, Dec. 26.—Italian regulars 
have reached the factories on the 
edge of Flume and are closing in 
gradually on the D'Annunzio strong­
holds. It is expected Fiume will be 
taken this evening or tomorrow morn- 
ing.

General Caviglia on Friday ordered 
the occupation of advanced positions 
around Fiume in consequence of recent 
incidents and the threatening attitude 
taken by. D’Annunzio's legionaires.

In the operation the poet's soldiers 
opposed armed resistance to the ad­
vancing troops, who lost five killed and 
35 wounded. Many of the legionaires 
in the command of D'Annunzio are 
said to realize now the impossibility 
of being loyal to both their commander 
and their native country. It is reported 
that fifteen bersaglier left Fiume im­
mediately before Gen. Caviglia’s block­
ade was instituted, going to Italy.

May Mine Delta.
The poet's torpedo boats at Fiume 

are kept moving constantly and the 
Idea of mining the Delta at the Port 
of Barros is again being considered. 
The more bellicose of the legionaires 
are accumulating stores of arms and 
machine guns behind the frontier lines.

General Caviglia's regular Italian 
forces advanced two kilometres this 
morning without firing a shot, in a 
combined land and naval movement to 
close in on D'Annunzio, the Insurgent 
leader In Fiume, whose men retired. 
The Flume triange now is cut off and 
the poet's aviation field has been cap­
tured.

The plan of Gen. Caviglia is to grad­
ually tighten his grip on Fiume until 
D’Annunzio Is reduced to helplessness. 
Caviglia's men advanced from the 
north and occupied Grobnico, Santa 
Groce and Pan Mattia.

At points from the shore northward 
the D'Annunzio line gave way and the 
regulars advanced half a kilometre. 
It was a simultaneous movement from 
three sides.

Line Thinly Held.
The movement from the direction of 

Udine was affected by an overwhelm­
ing body of troops, which advanced 
on the thinly-held line of D’Annunzio's 
legionaires. The advance was achieved 
principally by Alpini, who occupied the 
high land covering the rugged territory 
to the rear of Fiume, including two 
ranges of hills.

Told the Police.
Later when police officers arrived at

TOURS. France, Dec. 26.— All the 
delegation have completed their re­
ports to the congress of the French 
Socialist party in session here, adding 
to the approximate certainty that the 
party will split, the left section sup­
porting the Moscow Communism, and 
the right wing remaining as the So­
cialist party, but with a small min­
ority.

Many federations of the agricultural 
regions announced today that they 
would support the motion to adhere to 
the Moscow Internationale.

Premier Leygues’ electoral district of 
Lot-Et-Garonne supported the "maxi­
mum Communist program" and Its 
delegates were instructed to vote for 
adherence to the Moscow program.

There are not only wide differences 
over the issues, but many recrimina­
tions over the party’s practices. A 
delegate from Annan, Indo China, pro­
tested today that the Socialist deputies 
were not protecting the interests of 
the Socialists, and alleged it was a capt. 
tai offence to be a Socialist in Indo- 
China. Deputy Vaillant-Couturler of 
the Seine department, retorted that 
the only hope for the “oppressed" col­
ony lies in joining in the Communist 
congress of Oriental peoples at Baku. 
Half a hundred right wing deputies 
shouted in reply: "That’s the con­
gress that admits Enver Pasha (former 
Turkish war minister)."

The congress opened yesterday with 
350 delegates, representing 180,000 
members of the party. It was decided 
to take up immediately the question 
of joining the Moscow internationale, 
although this question was the last 
on the program. The delegates will 
vote by mandate, having received their 
instructions from the constituents.
