duct. In trying to help the girls, my own soul has been:
richly blessed. I am very often led to ciy for more wisdom, §
that I may know the very best way of dischurging my dutics @
in connection with the girls.
Measles has been in the village for twu months, very few | -
children escaping. Xight children have died, and severai}
are left in a very weak condition. We have no sign of the
disease yet, and are beginning to huope we may escape alto- &
gether. Of couise, we have not Leen able to go in among
the people as we would like during their sickness, for we
feared bringing trouble to our own children, and two or j§
three have such pour cunstitutions that we feared their life B
might be at stake. We feel that we have very much to be
thankful for in every way. True, we meet with some ditii- §
calties, but we also meet with many blessings,

CHINESE WORK.
From Dr. Gifford.

CuenNtu, March 27th, 1894.
I have now been in Chentu over a month, and have had a K
little time to look about and see something of the work that
is being dune. Saturday evening I had a talk with Dr. Hart §
over the prospects of getting land in the vicinity of the
hospital belonging to the «ieneral Board. Dr. Hart agrees §
with us in thioking that iv would be better to have our §
hospital entirely separate from theirs, but he thinks it would §
be an advantage to have them as near to each other as pos-
sible. There are several lots for sale in the vicinity at pre- §
sent ; two of them are very suitable ; one is a little dearer
than the other. The buildings on them are very goud, espe-
cially those on_the larger of the two. Drc. Hart thinks the
buildings could, by sume changes, be made to answer tie pur- M
pose of a dispensary and residence, until the funds were §
forthcoming for proper huspital buildings. The cost of the
lot would be sumewhere between $1,000.and $1,20v, and ¥
additivnal expenses connected with the purchuse, amounting J
to about $100 to $130. Dr. Hart thinks it wiser to purchase
carly, os the rent soon amounts to the cost of the land.
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I have not upened dispensary worh yet, although I have
® sccn o few cases. All advisc me to spend a few months
B lunger on the language, for as svon as the regulat work is
H begun my time will be so occupicd there will not be much
opportunity for regular study. In this country the book
N language and the colloyuial differ very much, especially is
B this the case with the women. The majority of the men are
educated to a certain extent, while the majority of the
& women aie entirely withoat, and if yuu address the latter in
the language of the books they will not understand you. I
am talking with the women as much as possible , in the
B Chinese language it is by constantly using what we get from
§ Jay to day that we acyuire more, I also spend six hours a
day with my teacher.

@ Miss Drackbill and I have each employed o tcacher. We
f find, for the present, at least, it is necessary, as so much of
f our time is given to study.

B Thave been told that «ll the day school pupils that one can
ttend tu can be secured as soun as the language is acqyuired. |
WIf this be so, the pruspect for a boarding school, should you
desire it, is very good. In any case, whether for days-cnool
or boarding-school work, and also for evangelistic work, a
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knowledge of the language is neuessary, and this requires f§
some time, as it ia truly a difficult language to master, The B
tones are ety different hete from thuse we were learning m | .
Shanghai, but I find the time I spent there on the characte §
is serving me a good purpose, '
There is a very good schoul of gicls statted here on this
compound, and Mr. Hartwell will be willing to give thew
into my charge if the society is willing to bear the expenses,
The teacher is paid 3,000 cash, which is something less thau i
$400 per month. The schouls are kept open twelve months
during the year here.

As to the Schoul.—It scems to me an cvidence that Gud |
is going Lefore, opening the way for me in thus finding my }
work ready for me to a certain extent. A place mentioned M
Ly Dr. Hart as desirable is just north of the hospital grounds,
facing the east, with o frontage oi 60 fect, and runaing bach §
160 feet. It would make a very goud schuol property, as it j
would be suitable for building purpuses, and still have a fanr- §
sized playground. There are three or four Jarge trees and o £
house on it which could be utilized as o dwelling. The back g
yard adjoins Dr. Hart's back yard, and as it is near the wall {8
we could get out there for exercise. Dr. Hart said he could §
buy it for 600 taels, which is about $430 gold, and surely [§
that is far cheaper than renting. .

Work on the hospital is going vn rapidly for work in §
China, where onc's patience is often tried by the slowness
of the laborers. Tor the last two or three duys we have [
been having some rather warm weather—only a taste of what §
it will be later, no doubt. :

The work during the past term seems to have been filled §
with ““doing whatsoever the King appoints.” The girls §
have needed a great deal of disciplining, which has taken
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# much spiritual and physical strength, but the spirit in w hich
i the reprimands wete received shuwed that the faults were
seen and there was an earnest desire to overcome theia.

The need of reprimaud has not Leen among the pupils
only—the school servents, too, have had their share. Sne
man found charging two sen more than was due upon a par
cel he was sent tu_post, when yuestivned about the matter
smilingly suid, ‘It was a little mistake ;" but we could not
fl pass the matter by so lightly, as he had been told in the
beginning that we eapected those empluyed here to be
honest in sv.h small matters. It took some time to convince
j him that sin was sin in God’s sight whether great or small,

but the lesson, as well us the punishment inflicted, did their
N work, and since then there has been a matked improvement
{ in the man’s conduct.

{ The tinsmith employed abuut the school to do the many
H bits of making and mending that are required, was influenced
H by one of our number to attend church. He is much inter-
fl ested in the teachings of Christ, aud now he is seldom absent
B from his place in church on Sunday morning. Some few

B weeks agu he, with the servant above-mentioned, went to

@ out pastor and asked for baptism. The latter, for some
weeks, has shown an earnest desire to walk worthy of Christ,
Bl and more than once we have seen him alvne in one of the
i school-rooms reading his Bible and praying to our Father in

B secret. This man’s wife has been a Christian for some years

—said she became 50 because she was living in & Christian
§ family ; of late, she, too, has shown a desire to walk up-
{ rightly befoce God. Truly, the seed sown in His name,

B There have been no baptisms this term; but the little
acts of unselfishness when no one seemed to be looking,
# the bright, cheerful faces after reproof, instead of the suiky
ones of former days, the patient, helpful spirit with “:e
i little ones, the absence of grumbling when class-rooms were
upset on account of repairs, and the many little signs of
secret faults being conquered, and all with an eye single to.
l Eis glory, have encouraged and cheered us very much in our
& term’s work. '
One of our Japanese ministers bure a strong testimony
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to the faithful work of the girls sent out from our school,
and he speaks from experience, a8 he has been closely con
nected with them in work for some years, Hesaid: I do
not know how you do it, but the workers you send out are
trained so that they do fine work among the women and
children. They will get a meeting wherever they go; they
are not ahove going out into the streets and bringing the
people in ; they are not found sitting in their houses ¢wait-
ing’ for seeking souls to come to them.”

The attendance at the three Sunday Schools carried on by
the girls continues good, the average being 110. The pre-
paration for the Sunday teaching is very thorough ; each girl
prepares the lesson before Wedneslay, when one is called
upon to give an outline before the Normal Class ; then fol-
low suggestions for application or illustiation, aud the 1eview
on Saturday enables them to present their lessons in a way
that would be acceptable in any Sunday School in the home
land  Our Japanese teachers are expected to attend church
everyl.lQunday morning ; nearly all of then attend Bible class
as well.

The King’s Daughters’ Schoul bas had an average attend.
ance of 35 ; the highest attendance was 53.

Some three years ago a student, who had been with us
about two years, left the school. After a time she was
married, and removed to a distance from Tokyu. During
the time she attended school she gave no evidence of any
interest in the ¢“O0ld, old story,” although her three elder
sistert were all earnest Christian women., About three
months ago ske was confined; for a time her life was
despaired of ; her mother was her nurse. One day, when
the fever was at its highest, the parched lips were opened
to sing ; hymn after hymn poured forth; this sturtled the
mother, who could not understand why the delirium had
taken this form. Later un, one of her Christian sisters
arrived, and kneeling by the 'bedside, heard from the sick
one of how Jesus had come to her and brought to her re-
membrance the lessons-that had been taught in school, and
trusting in Him she had found swectest 7cst, Christ had
become the altogether lovely One to ber. Now we have the
joy of knowing that the mother desires to know more of
Him who brought such comfort to her sick. child.
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From another directivn comes the joyful news that the
mother of a former pupil has lately received baptism, led
by her daughter, who bore much persecution in her home
for two years rather than forget the command, * Be ye not
unequally yoked together with unbelievers.”

Evangernistic.— During the past quarter there has been
more or less sickness among the Japanese workers ; but the
Charity School at Shitaya has suffered more than any other

art of the work. The teacher was forved to rest through
z‘ebruuty ; @ substitute was found, but Jhe school hours had
to be changed. Ushioda san began work again in March,
but again gave out ere the end of the month, the Bible woman
of that district taught for a week, and then we bad to Llose.
Last week we succeeded in getting a new teacher, and we
hope in a short time to have things running in good order
again. lo January a mother’s meeting was started in con
nection with the school ; this also has been interrupted by
the changes, but at the last meeting there were four women
and a number of children present.

The pastor at lakigara-cho speaks very highly of the work
of the new Bible-woman, Mrs. Hayashi. We have another
worker on trial at present, Assai O Hana san, a young woman
of about twenty-two years of age. She has been working
with Yoshida san among the poor of Azahu. Her uncle was
afraid that her desire to work was only a ‘‘fancy ” that
would soon wear off, so was anxious that she should be put
to work that would try the spirit that had prompted her.
She has done well, and shows nousigns of growing weary,
though the sights that have met her eyes bave been beyond
anything that she had ever dreamed of as being possible,
even among the “‘very poor” of this earth.

We have held in all oue hundred and five meetings since
January 1st, The week-day meetings have had an average
of 8ix grown peuple, and in some districts three or four-chil
dren as well ; and the Sunday evening eetings an average
of ten women and thirty children; so that weekly, at our
meetings alone we reach at least sixty four women and fifty
children, (Lo be continued),
