ANNUAL MEETING.

Tho Council mot on Tuesday, the Gth of Juno, in the Council
Chamber, Comrt Youse, ‘Loranto, Dr. Birovse, President, in tho
chair.

‘The Seerotary called tho roll.  All tho mombers wero pro-
sent oxcopt Drs. W. Clarke, Allen, Springer, R. IL. Clavk.

‘Lho Secretary read the minutesof the last meoting in Ifamil-
ton, which wero confirmed.

The Presidont, Dr. Brouse, then addressed the Couacil with
referenco o the business of tho past year, and read several com-
munications as follows :

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A. McDonald rolative to this subject, and that ho considered that
it was only just that a propor remuneration should bo given to
shilled witnesses in such cases, and that tho subject would have
his attention after his return from the Joint High Commission.

The President noxt referred briefly to the representation of
this Council at the Inst meeting of the Medical Association at
Ottawa,

Te also stated that ho had called upon the medical ropresen-
tatives of the Lunatic Asylums, now in session in this city, and
gavo his complimonts on behalf of the Medical Council, and
invited them to a seat at this Board.

Dr. Workinan, on bebalt of the medical representatives of the
Lunatic Asylums, roturned his complimonts, and invited the
members of the Coundil 10 a reception at the Lunatic Asglum,
Toronto, on Thursday at 4 o'clock.

Tho President then referred to the appropriatencss of the
season for meeting, and congratalated the Council upon the
satisfictory state of aftaies with which they were espeaially
intorested, and upon tho interest which was generally manifested
in the welaro ot the profussivn at large, after which ho vacated
the chair, and the Secrotary was appointed pro tem.

Moved by Dr. Berryman, and seconded by Dr. Dewar, that
the thanks of this Council bo hereby tendered to Dr. Brouse,
President for tho past year, fur his courtesy in its mectings, and
his many laburs conneeted with tho office.—Carreed.

Moved by Dr. Day, and seconded by Dr. Hyde, chat Dr.
Covernton bo President of this Council for tho current year.
—Carried.

Dr. Corerntun was conducted to the chair Ly the retiring
President, and asked the Council to adjourn Gl T4 p. m. to allow
him time to preparo an address.

Moved by Dr. Hyde, aud scconded by Dr. Mostyn, that
Dr. Dewar bo Vice-President for the present year.

Moved in amondment by Dr. Dewar, and seconded by Dr.
Berryman, thay Dr. Hamihon be Vieo-President for tho ensuing
year.

Di. C. B: Hall and soveral others pressed the original mo-
tion, un the ground-of the long and faithful sersvices of Dr. Dewar
n tho Corural.  Di. Dewar, huwoever, dechined the honor sought
to be conferred upon him by his tricnds, and urged the with-
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drawal of tho original motion, wiich was accordingly dono, and
the amondment carricd.

Dr. Hamilton returned thanks for tho honor conferred upon
him.

Dr. Oldright stated that ho had placed i his hands tickets
for the admission of members ot tho Council to the Annual Con-
vocation of the Toronto Univorsity on Thursday afternoon, the
Sth instant, which ho handed: to tho President for distribution.

Moved by Dr. Berryman, seconded by Dr. Mostyn, that the
Standing Committees of the past year remain for the onsuing
year as horctoforo constituted, and that Dr. Brouse, ex-President,
shall tako tho placo of Dr. Covernton at present elected President.
—Carried.

Tho Council then adjourned till 7§ p. m.

EVEXING SESSION, *

The Council me* at 745 p.m, the President, Dr. Covernton,
in tho chair.

The Sceretary called the rull.  Absent, Drs. Allen and R.
1. Clark.

Tho President then delivered tho following inaugurai
address :=—

GExTLENEN,—Permit mo again to thank you for the distine-
tion conferred upon me by this afternoon’s election, and when 1
look around me and sce an blage of rep. ves from
tho wniversities and schools of medicine in Ontario, as also of
members of olectoral divisions, cqualling in avea many German
principalitics, gontlomen distingnished for their talents, and for
the confidence roposod in thom by their consutuents, thoro 13
surely sufficient reason for gratificativn on my part.

The profession in England have, for tho last 30 years, been
striving to accomplish tho desideratum of a General Council and
Contral Board of Examinets, the membersof which should baseloct.
& Yrincip:\lly from practitioners 4 with tho umversiti
and schools of medicino. Tho fivstsomo years back thoy attamned,
but for the accomplishment of the latter, they are yet struggling,
whilst in this distant colony of the Empire, the universitios and
schools, that had loog enjoyed the right of granting license to
practiso, h:|rc,withaaisimcmslcd zcal forthe gonoml?»cneﬁtof tho
professiun, sturendered this privilege, retaining only tho power of
odueating and conferring degrees, bunvrabloacdomic d
but nothing more; thus, taking tho initiative in a triumph over
personal interest, power and cmolument, for tho sole end and
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aun of sccuring a wuform high slandard of profissional attain
ment ta the tature, and thas advancing our, uoble art, which
above all things tenus w promute the happiness by administering
to the health and ph):«ic:‘ well-being of manhind  This action,
the result of the firm conviction of « budy of practitioners
n Untano, that a speedy (iech to the indicriwinate system of
licensing was imporativoly called for, atke for the interest of
the profession and geseral public, was made the occasion of
severe condomuatury muuu‘\s Ly the wlitu of the Tondon
Laneet, in tho November numbur fur 1869, aud those members
ot the Council returned on & distuct pronisc 1o oppose the
working of the Bull, woro made the suljoct of calogium, whilst
thet brothren, who had beon snstructed by fher constituents, to
@ive the Bull a fau wwaly wore hold up to anmeritad obloquy
**(uot homines, wt sentuntia.”  Our ‘censor, however, did not
befrove m the latedwariansm the yuotation implies, but would
havo all submuit to & Prucrust :an bed, and respond 1o ono Shib-
boloth alone in mediciuo, a wonsummation devoutly to be wished
for certamiy, but not linoly to be realized on this continent
Hero education 13 uot confined to a_class privileged by the gifts
of fortuno, but under our admirable Cummon School, Grammar
School, and Uruversity system, is the inalicnable birthright of
all.  Tho ovil, 1 an ovil, of a differenco of oplaion in medicine,
as m rohgion aud poliiies, has always existed, and will continue
to exast, 1t admits vt no cure, evon the wildest visivnary can
scarcoly hopo to bring all mombors of our profession to & wni-
torm standard of belief.  If lustory has taught us anything, it
has taught us that tho thinking portion of tho community will
take tho hberty of forming their own opinions. Therefore to be
deticrent i tolernuco s at least usoless, intolerance hardens
what wo may cuncoive to be orror, aud provokes recrimina-
1100, but it does not entighten thuse whom we wish to convines,
nor dyes at extend ductrines which appear to us clear and indis-
putable.

Lot us glaee briofly over the history of medicioo from
the sevonteenth and oighteenth centurics oniy, leaving uncon-
sidered the various systems of therapoutics from Iippocrates
dowawards, and how numorous do we fintd tho theories that have
in thoir turn domi d, without ob o lasting  bolief.
Renouard, in his  Uistorre de Medicine,” romarks: « Theory is
an arona of interminablo discussions, a real tower of Babel, it is
the a] :i)lo of discord among physictans, \Who can flatter himself
o hold tho cqual batanco among so many diverse, or contrary
opinions, to distribute equally praso and blame, to mark the

nocise it in each, whoro truth ends and crror commences.”

tore sitting m Judgmont on tho constitution of our Council, it
wonld havo been moro conrteous in tho editor to have satisfied
himself that ho was not discoursing on imperfect knowledge of
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circumstances. It may bo argued that tny judgment will bo
only taken ' yuantum valeat,” awl thyy to have appealed 10 the
Legi-lature for puwor to provent, i the future, any man troat-
ing discasy, whethor ho cabled lumscli Aliopath, Homeeopath,
Ecloctic, Butanust, or by any other name, unul ho had shown
befuro a proper teibunal that bo had avquired a compotent know-
ledae of Aulomy, Physivlugy, Chemistey, Pathology, Suegery,
Olstotrivs, &e., & ., was not Al aclivn meet for causlic crticism,
cven although it involved an amovunbof miscegenation, caleulated
tu horrify a medical pursst. There are, however, many 1n the
field uf neediciue, as in pulitics, who have a terror of nnovation,
whu would repudiate any vihier motto wseribed on thew banners
than  Stamus pur antiquas vas, or any vther mould of tashion,
or glass of furm i that supphed by the time honvreu British
Colleges, notwithstanding that, i many of our colomally edu-
eated students, stoking thoir diplumas as an impiimatae of fiv
ness, they hiave exlubited U Ivuy, as; hat iilweral step-
nwthers. Lo such medial quid nuncs T would say & briei con-
siderativi of the necessity for a Bull, meluding all the scets, or
the inevitable alteruative, frev trade in medicine, wonld tond to
snwderate thou views of tio questivnable acton of the medieal
reformers of the Jast fow years. Tho st Medical Buli, 29th
Vict., cap. 34, ntroduced by tho late Dr. Parker, proved to bo
little better than a by brid policy of compromuse, taihing to sausty
alike the extrenie cunservative and advaneed hboral.  In spint,
if not in letter, it provided secion 4) for a seat at the Counctl
of une 1epresenlatve frum the Homwopathic aod Belestic Buards
or Colleges.  The maj ity of the members of the Council, how-
ever, did not «u witerprol aty and at the May meeting an unwie
pulivy of exelusion i my gudgmont, a least, was resclved apon,
unwse because no pussible. obsteuctivoness could have resulted
from the prescuce at the Counail of these gentlemen, and thew
oxclusivn led W the continnanes for anuther lung penod of o
viciously Jax licensing system, full fledged practitioners being
turncd out in numbers from some of the schools by a process
nearly as expeditions as that oceaxionally practised by tho pri-
mate of England, the simple formula for the degree being * by
the Grace of God™ and the Archbishop of Cantexbury. These
licensing Boards were recognized by Act of Parliament, aud cer-
tainly required no less, if not more, than the universities and
schools of medicine, the supervision of adjunct exanunery, inspec-
tors, or other checks contemplated by the Act, more particularly
as there existed no teaching bodies for either Momaopaths or
Eclectics in this country, and all the candidates for liconse,
hailed from institutions in tho United Statcs. Shortly after
this exclusion from the Council, a manifesto from these
Boards appeared in the Globe wnowspaper (or it may
have beon an editorial, at tho lapse of time I have

>
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forgotten which) whercin the ropresentatives of these liconsing
boards, claimed, that their matriculation examination, as also the
extent and duration of tho subseyuent curriculum of collateral
branches of medicing, that they deemed essential, was superior to
ours. Had the Council permitted tho ropresontative of the
Homapathic school to have tahen his seat, I have little doubt
tho sccond schoal would, Lefore long, have asscrted its claim to
tho samo representation, and, vnce 1ecognized memnbors of the

md, as their greater curriculum involved our smaller, they
could nut have oppuscd the experamentum crucis of a matriculation,
commot: to all, “As it then appeared to the public, the mombors
of the Allupathic schoul deulinew without a trial, auy attempt at
bringing up the studont in the future, to the propor standard
of medical education, withuut respect of creed. This action by
many of the profession, was at the time viewed as_ injudicious,
giving countenance tu the idea that they looked with alarm at
the progress of these new scheols.

To confute this, I dgain refer to the upinion of Dr. Renouard,
who, in the work before quoted, ubserves, * Practical medicine
can have but oue truw and primary basis—clinieal experienco.
Noither physiology nor pathology, whatever development they
may acquiie, can ever serse as a primary aud tumediate foun
dation for thorapoutics.” In the i of this opinion we
nuist all concur, and to give practical effect to it, and as au answer
to presumed jc:\luus,),T would suggest that wards in our city
hoopitals should be assigued to leading practitioners of these
schools, fur the treatmont of patients who clected their specialty.
Cases would then be closely snalyzed and watched, conse
quently wo stiould no longer Lo called upon to receive quast
facts as facts, Lut only ou logical induction, and the public
would quickly determing how far their cures and death rate
compared with ours.

If Dr. Parker’s Bill may fairly be alled a policy of cvm-
promisc, Dr. McGill's, under which wo arc assembled, may
certainly boe rated as ouc of ultra developmout. By the
former, only one represoatative of schools, vther than Alle
pathic, was cligible, whilst by the existing law, five aro allotted
tor cach, & mumber quite i cxcess of the constitucucies
they ropresent, thus dispensing niwre than justice to the abuove-
mentivned doctrinaires, whilst tu the Universities and Colleges
of Ontario, but avery scant measure is provided. By clause
XXXIIL, section 2, it is enacted that, * It shall nut be nccessary
for students gradualing in any college, in any of the Provinces
forming the Duminion of Canada, other than Ontario, o pass
the matriculation or preliminaiy cxamination in Ontacio, prior
tv boing oxamined Uy tho Buard." This cortainly Lears the ap-
pearance of invidivus distinctivn between the colleges of Quebes
and Ontariy, and probably was iutended as & sop to Cerberus of

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the Lower Provinces.  That it was usoless as such, tho genoral
{enor of the articdos un the proceedings ot our Conneil, 1 thow
juurnal, sufficiently de tratex,  With these exceptions the
working of the Bill has T cunsider been sutistactory to a magprity
of tho membors of the profession in this Province, and the pro-
visiun in it, that students who olect 10 be registered as Homavo
pathic and Eulectic practitivuers, shall now be required to pass
an examination i aither Materin Medica vr Therapenties, or i
the theory and practico of Physie,or 1n Surgery, or i Midwifery,
except in the u{:cmu\o pracucal parts thereot, betore any exa-
miner other than those approved by the ropresentives i tho
Coancil of tho budy ho (ur thuy ) shall sigmfy hes (or ther) wish
to belung, has not proved, as prophesied by the kditor ot the
Lancet, a bribe to incompotency, as neither at the exanunation
in April, 1870, at Kingston, vor at the recent ono hold at the
Cuiversity of Toronto, id a singlo student aval humself of
these exemptions,

The members of the Cummittee on Education appomted
at the fist mectwyg of the Couneid, i July, 1869, directed
their attention in the atriculativn oxanunation to sccuring
evidenee for the public that as far as preparatory cduca-
tun imphes fithesy, the mauicalants shoukd at deast not bo de-
ficieut in that particular, su that tho ground-work for the fature
teackings should by fitted to maintasn o ¢continued succession ot
« class of liberally educated young mon, who, n the full posses.
siou of a liboral suionce, would apply it to the uced and benofit
of their fellow men.  Technieal hnowledgo and skibl an that de-
gree, which will «uable tho professional man to supply the
wholg resources of his art, they gudged nightiy, was not tho
sole desideratum of medical education, but to that should bo
added Classical, Mathumaueal aud geuneral knowledge. The
members of the profession thus clevated wowd hardly fail to
remember that to have their due weight in society, and occupy
the place and rash tu which their learmng, general and pro-
fessional, wonld cntitle them, their qualifications and conduct
must be . wsunant with the tugiremenis of professional charac-
ter. Tau Lawyers of this Provinee have most wisely and jeat.
ous'. _waded in this mauncr the portals o thew protession, and
1o i existencs only of cumpoting schouls can we attmibute an
o st tho negledt of sufficient prelimnaey cducation - owrs.
Saiee Latin has ceased to be the language vl tho learned. 1613 of
less importance than furmorly, bul sume knuwledge ot both Greek
and Latin is sndispensable sn order to havo o thurvugh understand-
ing of the language of mudinal serence, cunsteacted as it s on
their Lasis, & Tl apprehicusion of which s as essential to the
medical student as symbols W the Algobrast.  Uur commttee,
therefuro, as the prygramme demonstrates, iosisted on this re-
quired amount, and wisely alsv incladed a knowledge of modern
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languages and natuvat scienco.  The subsequont medical curri-
culum further domonstrates a dotermination un_ the part ol the
Councit that tho cducation of the student shall bu thurough,
and sufliciently refutes tho alegatiun ot tho Lancet Editor, that
tho “bait of 2 short curricuium and an casy examnation, pratly
boyond tho control ot the Cenural Board, may bo safely calen-
Iated to catch numbers ot student reeruits.”  The vporation of
this Medieal Bill, under which wo are now assemblul, tuay scem
unyust to the Licontiates of the Lower Provinees, who may wish
to have s section of the Dominivn as upen to thow for prac
tico as ochers.  'Tho remedy 13 sunplo and withun their geasp.
Thoy have oniy to scok trom their Legislatuce puwer for the
creation of Medical Councils, and Cuntral Buards ot Examiners,
with curriculum and exammation cqual to vurs, and we shall
thon be prepared to estond to thur Tncentiawes ths samy privi-
lege ot practso accorded to our own, on the }uu\lm,uun of certi-
hicato from the Registrar of thewr Counails. Thus solutiun of the
apparent hardstip would in my judgment bo far niuro equitable
than tho plan proposcd by tho Canada Medical Assveiation, viz.
that of pot:ioming the Untario Legislaturo to reliove us of the
power of {egiddauon i Fducational matters, conferred by the
Act of Contederation, and contenting oursvlves wath a Duminion
Act, ot tho character determined on by tho Assuciativn at its
last session. I cannot convewo the possibility that the ma-
Jority of tho professton i Untario waill ﬂo tuund willing to drop
the ‘substance, anu to grasp tho shadow, when thoy note the
mamfestanjustico ths proposed Bilt would aflict un their Pro
vinco, Insteud of proving a Dews ex machna, 1t exhibits «u an-
cqual territorial and University representation, and yet a con-
ununanco ot what the promoters ot Uns movement ovidontly con-
swder the unpardonablo sin of Di Mcuud's Bili, viz. amalgama-
tion of tho heterodox wath tho orthodox.  The agitation for this
measuro »0 s0on after tho commencement of tho workiug of Dr.
McGali's Bilt, would seem to imply that, sn the estimation of
somo of our {Jucbee confreres, a sufficiont amount of ability
among our Umversity Protessors, and raok and fiio of the pro-
fession in Ontario, 13 not to bo found, and that therefore to 3
territory largor than Great Britawn, France, and Prussia, wo are
requived to add tho Provinces of Quobee and Now Brunswick t0
find tho requisito amount of exccutive and admimistrative power.
Without overstepping tho bounds of modesty, ur oxceeding the
duo limits of sclf-asserhion, we may, I think, safoly venturo to
demur o this soft 1mpeachment, and arrive at the conclusion
that in tho future as i tho past, wo arc quite capablo of “pad- |
dling onr own cawoo “ without the assistance of Fronch voyageur,
and I trust the verdict of the profession in our Provinco will be

surance. Those companivs have done an excellent work, and
hase proved an inestunable blossing to socioty, but the very fact
of large annual dividonds declared to sharcholders, at the ex
penso of Lthe insured, nutwithstanding the keen competition that
provail, proves ivcuntestably that tu enable them to do this, the
annual premiums.must bo placed atextrasagant figures. It would

You roforred in your vory able address to the want of & p na
clause. but Sir, while T agree with you as to the pronriety of such
an amendment, wo must be vory careful not to destroy the good
effects of this important measure. Thero aro many scrious

bjections to the plated Dominion Medical Act. In tho
first place the rep of the profession 13 much Jess than
that of tho Colioges, and tho oxamners aro to bo soleeted from
those mon who have had oxporienco in teaching. Now Lappeal
to this Cuuncil if ws are propared to gvo the Colioges the power
thoy had in tho past. The contemplated Bill is framed for tho
bonefit of the prufession of Luwer Canada, cunstituting s it dues
cortain ufficers of the Quober Branch Connal, officers of the
gonoral Council.  This he conceived to bv an nsult to tho pro-
Fosion of Ountariw.  Thero is nothang wiuch we van call a redeem-
ing featuro in tho whole uf this new Bill.

Dr. Methli sard that the course of action ot this Conneil was
cloar, There i no good 1cason way this Council should not
discuss this measure.

Dr. McG. mamtained that no Bilicould accom-
plish any good unless it embraced all creeds within the sphere
of iLs uperations, by bringing theim all ap to the samo staudard
of cducation e did not think that the want of & ponal clause
amounted to anything ; but he lhiad no objection to its insertion
if it could bo dune, The Attornoy-Goneral for Untanio rofused
to admil a ey of this kiad when requesied Lo du so last win-
ter; he aid jt was illegal.

Dr. Dewar said he was under the impression that somo of
the last speakers romarks wore applied to him. Ho said he
confessed t‘xat ho was dissatisfied with tho Bilt when be first saw
it; but ho deomed 1t necossary for tho well-being of tho pw-
fession.  Whon the Dommion Bili was under discussion in
Ottawa a month ngo, Dr. McGill voted in favor of tho ropresen-
tation of the Lower Provinco Colleges, but ho appears to have
sinco received now light on tho subjeet. It is certainly very
strango.

Dr. Clark stated that the Attornoy-Genoral did not give an
opinion that a penal clause was illogal; but that it was not
expedient at present to do so.

Dr. Campboll also stated that M. C. Camervn was of the
same opinion.

Di. C. B. Hall said tnat buth he aud Di. Agnew opposed the
Ontaniv Bill, and they thought they were nght. Bud diy wore
not hore at {»rcsum 1 oppuse the worhing of the At Tu the dis-
cussivn al tho Maliwal Aasvuiation s Oulana, Di MoGal voted
in favor of the clause reforning o the tepresvniatin of the
Colloges an Ontariv amnf the Lower Provinees, Di.

Dr. Bothuno said that no deubt great pans had boon taken
todraft tho Bit; butat was not perfect and was opon for amend-
ment. Tho reading men of Ontario know all about at, and those
who do not read the Canada Lancet or tho Canada Medical Jour.
nal were no medieal men at adl, and 1 don't think it 18 necessary
to tako up tho timo ot thns Council ; lot us proceed with our own
proper business  Thero was no doubt a httle domwncering at
tho Assocition, because we 1 Untario were 1n tho mnority.
Somo got disgusted and lett; but by onr nflucnco we obtamned
somo amondments.  The omgmmal would not bo cntertained.
o was in favour of a hiberal Yall for tho whote Dommion.

Dr. Clark said ho would like tho present motion to stato
that we ave just simply opposed to the Bill, and lot them propost
another, and if it is fair and satislactory wo will disenss'it. In
1ts present dorm 1t s utterly mexpedient and inapplicablo to the
wants of the professiun, and ny une would tahe such a Bill in
charge boeforo tho Legislaturo.

Dr. Grant romurhed that at (his stage of the discussivn he
would unly refer bricfly 1o the subjuet nuder consideration. We
aro fully asare that o presout porivd is une marked %y oviden
ces of great proaruss, of advancement and oalenave union.
Wo have nu doubt vbseavad s dispusition to such in hurch as
woll as stato.  Tho ducumont already forwazded tu the members
of tho medical profession, throughout the Dominion, by the
committeo of tho Canada Medival Association, is intonded to
convey still further the object of union to the ontire medical
profession of this country. = No particular School is advocated,
no gectionalism inculeated—tho only idea being union—and such
3 union a3 would in every way best servo tho interests of our
nodlo profession.  As an alumnus of McGill College, he must con-
fexs hu folt prowd of that institutivn, which has not only o Cana-
dian but a British reputation. e wassatisfied that McGill Colloge
had an equal intorest in tho canse of medical education in all
partsof the Dominion. Thero is no antagonistic feoling towands
Ontario, or Ontario institutions, medicnd or otherwise. For
many years Untirio has givon to that Coliege by far the greatest
number of its students, who mo sow doing honor to their
Alma Mator throughout tho iength anit breadth of this country.
Thero is no desire to force a now Bill upon the members of the
medical profession. Ample umo 13 afforded for tho full and
deliberato consideration ot tho measuro tho Canada Medical
Association had under diseussion at s last meeting. Tho Local
Logsiatures of the various Provinces must givo thowr consent
before any Bill affecting thoir intercsts can becomo law in the

,
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Dominivn Legialaturo, aud the Assuusativn vnly dusires such a
;ncn.:urc as woull tond to advatsey the best antorests of the pro-
fession.

Dr. Berryman said that it would have been moro dignitied
to give mombors time to consider the important matter of
medical legislation, and that consequontly it should Lo loft for
calm considoration nntil the morrow, when it should bo reported
on by special committeo.  Allusions were mado that MeGill
College was always ready to tneot Ontano in tho welfavo of
onat interests in medieal matters.  Dr. B. urged that in
spite of such assertion, it was remarkable that tho McGill mon
fought the Bill hefore the Committee inch by inch, and fucther,
that out of P"h“l - about 84 Ontario studonts attending thoro last
session, only 6 members of that class presented themsolves for
examination beforo tho Central Board of Ontario. The ecireum-
stanco is signiticant, at any rate, in vizw of some probable action
of the Dominion Governtaont in rogard to tho proposed Dominion
Medical Act.

After somo remarks by Dr. Oldiight aud acvoral uthurs, the
vote was taken un Dr. Hyde's motivn, which was carried.

Moved by Dr. Borryman and seconded by Dr. Campbelt,—

Thoe Presidont called the Council to order at half:past two
o'clock.

The Seeretary called the roll.  Absout, Drs. Allen and. Hall.

Tho mi of y day's pr lings woro thon read, and
confirmed,

Dr. Dowar roso to a question of privilega. _ Ifo read a para-
graph from the April number of the London Lancet, in answer
10 3 question of “M.D." It roads as follows.—* Canada is an
excollent field for active, energoti. medical men, and an English
diploma sufices.” .

Now the question he would liko to have sottled was, Are
English diplomas alone sufficiont 1o entitls tho holdor thorcof to
practiso in Canada? This is & vory important matter, and he
thought that action should bo taken to disabusc the public mind
n referenco to it.
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Dr. Berryman did nut thinh thet any momber of the Coun
cil could givo a decided answer to this question, not ovon the
President. An impression scoms to have gone abroad that tho
holders of imperial degrecs, and thoso from colleges acting under
imperial charter, can practiso in Canada without any further
examination. Ifmedical men como from Kngland, we waat to
know if thoy havo to pass an oxamination or not bofore the
Council, before receiving licenso to practise.  If wo aro to havo
an g from Eogland intv tho profc , how are we
0 protect ourselves?  Ie would like the opinion of this Council,
and that it should go to the country. .

Dr. Clark thought that our Actof Parhiament would protect
us from bemg ovor-run in this way, as ¢very person, no matter
whero ho graduated, unless prior W the passing of the Act, must
pass an examnation before he can be registered.  (Sce Medical
Act)

Dr. Lavell smd thore can be no doubt about our ability to
logislato for oursclves. Lhe yers have the nght to exclude
English lawyers from practising here, aod why should we not
have tho samo power ?

Dr. Brouse stated that ho thought tho editor of tho Tondon
ZLancet simply meant that the qualification entitled the holdor to
presont himself for examination, 1n compliance with the law.

It was then moved by Dr. Day, seconded by Dr. Oldright,—
That the President bo requested to writo to Sir John A. Macdon-
ald, asking his opinion on the question introduced by Dr. Dewar,
and that such opinion, if obtained, bo pubtished 1n” the medical
periodicals of the Provinco.—Carried.

Dr. Covernton read the roport of tho Board of Examiners.

Dr. Adams introduced the roport of the Rules and Regula-
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tions Committee, which was referred tv & Commitico of the

or dispensing medicines n the Province of Ontario.  That this
Council regrets that the penal clause of our Bill, as origioaily
drafted, was struck out. Thercfore each momber pledges nm-
self to use all his infl among s b ( the
Province, to have tho nccessary penal clauses mcorporated in
our Medical Bill, for the bettor security of all parties interested.
—Carried.

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON REG(STRATION.
Your Comumittec beg to report, as follows — .

First, Xincty-nmo additivoal mombers of the Cullegy of
Physicians and Surgeuns have been registered since January 1st,
1870. Tho numbur of students registered since the last meeting
of the Cuuncil 18 uno hundred awd fifty-nuic, of whom seventy-nine
passed the exanunation before the eaaminers of this College—
sixty-two in Torontv and ~ovonteon 1 Kingston, the remaining
cighty matriculated prior to 1869, in the vavious colleges of
Ontario and Quobcee.

Sccond. Tho caso of a student hiaving been allowed to matri-
culate a few days after tho timo appointed for holding tho
oxamination, and a doubt having arisen as to tho proprioty of
registoring him  your Committeo, while accepting tho exam-
iner's cortificate, recommend that, for the future, irregularities
of this kind should not be permitted without most satisfactory
renasons.

Third. As somo doubts appenr to have arisen in regard to
tho interprotation of Scction 23, Sub-scction 2, of tho Sntario
Medieal Act. your Committeo aro of the opinion, that persons
applying for registration undor thus clause, must produce ovi-
denco of having beon actually practising mediciae prior to
January 1st, 1850, and of having attended one course of lectures
at any recognized medical school prior to such application.

Fourth. Your Commutteo recorved a communieation in regard
to tho right of a porson registered as holdiug a certificato of the
Eclectic Medical Board, and also a licentiate of tho Royal Col-
lego of Physicians and Surgcons, Kingston, to withdraw tho
registration of tho former diploma, and retain-the lattor only.
Upon this your Cummitico recommend, that any porsun having
two or moro qualifications ontered in the Register, inay, at any
time, by signifying his wish to the Registrar in writing, have
apy numbor of said qualifications or additions crased from tho
Register, provided that at least ono qualification romains.

Fifth. Tho following gentlomen have announced themsatves
as candidates _for the ofico of Registrar :—Drs. Joseph Ilowson
and George Wright, of Toronto; Dr. Trew, of Newcastle, and
Dr. Tuck, of Guelph.  Your Committee aro of tiio opwnion that
tho business of tho Council would bo greatly facilitated if tho
Regustear and Treasurer resided in the samo place.

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Before going into Committeo of the Wholo Dr. Oldright
moved, seconded by Dr. Clarke, a vesotution to tho oftect that,
with a view to save oxpenscs, tho Registrar act in the capacity
of relurning officer for the wholo of the territurial divisions, amd
that the printing be contined to certaan papers, and the two
medieal journals of this Province. Ho thought that it was vory
desirable to curtail tho oxponsos by discontinuing the roturning
officers, and thus reduce the amowrt oxpended tricnnially in
this way. Tho last election cost tho Council over $300, & large
portion of which might bo saved by tho adoption of tho motion
now beforo tho house.

Dr. Dowar said ho was surprsed at Dr. Oldright cuming
forward nuw i favor uf ceunomy, whon at previous mootings ho
had taken up so much of tho time of this Council. Wo in tho
country want freo trade, and no close corporation such as is pro-
posed in this resolution.

Dr. Day romacked that il was very strango that wo wero
not allowed to arrango our clection matters whon wo have
allowed the Homewopaths and Eclectics to arrange thoirs to suit
thomselses. I am surprised at Dr. Oldright, & momber of the
Finance Committeo, in bringing in a report and then turning
round to upsot that arraugemont. If a tie should occur who
should decido?  Suppose a tie should oceur in fivo or six consti-
tuoncies the Registrar would give the casting vote and virtually
havo the power of clecting five or six members of this Council.

Dr. Agnow thought tho olections should be held oponly
in cach division, and the olectors brought face to face. Io was
in favor of a public nomination, at which there might be a
gonoral discussion of thoso subjects apportaining to tho profes-
sion.

Dr. Clark, as seconder of the resolution of Dr. Oldright, said
that he was & member of a territorial division, but ho was in
favor of economy. Tho last clections wero vory expensive, and
he thought it was tho duty of the Council to act for tho good of
all. The Xomamopaths and Eclectics did not ask for returning
officers as thoy wanted to save oxpenso.  Why should thoy bo
dragged into tho discussion?  Tho University ropresontativo has
nothing to do with it, but ho wants to save expenses. Tho regis-
trar acting in tho capacity of roturning ofticer would bo amen-
ablo to this Council, whilo the returnivg officors appointed by
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tho membors of the Council may Lo the head of a cdiqus and
would bo most hholy to give the casting vule tor the man whe
appointed them.

Dr. Day—The Rugistrac wounld bo as likely to give lus cast-
g voto for tho man who appointud him.

Dr. Clark thought not  With regand ts numinatwns the
distance is wo great w oxpeut sucesssful public nominations, Tt
woulil bo managed Ly & low an sume cential placo, and vutsiders
would have nv say 10 tho mattor.  If tus Coundil Las due regaed
to cconomy they will try to wontrol oxponsus, su that we ay bo
able at somo future Limo tv obtaia a lueal habitation.  Scrati-
neers might Lo appuinted to act with the Rogistrar.

Dr. Hamilton did not wish to interfere with an arrangoment
that had worked sv well, and he was therefore oppuscd to any
chango in the mode of clections.

Dr. Oldaight's motiun was thou voted upon and deddared
lost.

Tho President called Dr. Adams to tho chaur.

The ballot was then whken, Drs. Edwards and Mostyi ucting
as scrutincers,

Fiest ballut—Strauge 14, Wright 6, Howson 4, Trow 2. Dr.
Strango was declared olected.

On motion, Dr. Aukins was oleeted Treasurer.

. On tho President resuming the, chair, on motion of concur-
ronce, Dr. Day moved in amendment as follows :—
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Moved by Dr. Day, scconded by Dr. Oldmght,—That s
much of the ropurt as refors tu the appuintmest of Di. Stravge,
bo roforred back to tho Committce of the Wholo, to bo amended.

Dr. Day snid thoro was a strung feeling throughuat the wun
try against Dr. Strange, aud he wished to put himself right be-
foro hus wonatitusuts. o referred 1o fottors he Dl voccived,
wplanog of seghgoucs on the pare of Dr. Stange.  Some of
thosu he hal forwanled t Dr. Brousy, the Presdeat. The pro
fession in his pare of the cuuntry considered Dr. Strauge unfit
fur the uffice, and he mentioned vases to buar vut his statemont.
The wises ot Dr. Thurnton, of Cunstance, and Dr. Justicy, of
Uniwnville, woro cited as slancos of the grussest negloct. Ho
domanded tho yeas and nays.

Dr. Mctill said ho vuted against Dr. Straugo.  Xis cunati
tuents woro very much opposed to tho reappoiutmont of that
gentleman, auu the first yuestion that would bo asked him on his
roturn would bo, # How havo you reappointed this oficor 27

Dr, Campbell said a worse Scerotary than Dr. Strange could
aut be, he nogluvied W answer throe lewters of his, but neverthe
less, in q of the admirable manner in which ho had
performed his vther datics as Rugisirar, and  the valuable agaist-
i anco he was able to give at the oxaminations, he voted for him.
The Cuuncil was now in a trausition state, they arc on the ove
of the vledtions, apd 1t was Importast W Lave an esperienced
officer t tako chargo of the business, consequently ho was of
opinion that, in the interest of this Council and the profession,
it would bo unwiso to mako a chango at this eritical period.

Di. Aikins remarked that no Parlinmont could Iast that would
setal nought the feelings of its constituents. There is a genoral
feoling of disapprobation from all parts of the country, and we
cannot overlook the rcports from the differont constituencics
with referonce to this mattor. ’

Dr. Hamilton.—Itis truo that complaints are mado rogarding
Dr. Strango's inattention o his correspondence , but he is now
0 retnove o Torvnto, and as ho has been highly spoken of as
an oflicer of tho Cuuncil in the matter of rogistrativn and exa-
minations, it would be bettr W continue Lim for the prescnt.
His work as Rogistrar has been performed to the satisfaction of
overyono.

Dr. Oldwright stated that ho was told that a clausc in the ro

e
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port’of the Buard of Examinors rovuruonding Dr. Strange was
introduced by a private member, aud not sauctioned by the
Board.

Dr.Camploll denied that any thing of the kual had been dune.
Tho approval =as unanimous that Dr. Strange had porfurmed
his services most officivntly, and that a present was given to him
as a token of their appreciation of his services.

Dr. Lavell said ho could not approve of a change at presents
but was sorry that Dr. Strange had buon €v-lax in hig corros-
pendonco, Mo thuaght surue allusvanco should be made, Dr.
Strange had to depend apun his practice, as the salacy of the
Registrar was not sufficient to support i, Ho hopeld it would
be a lesson to Dr. Strange, wml Lo thuught ko would lise it
down, and sugzested that the Rugistiar by hoael i defuiee of
his conduet.

Dr, Day.—Certainly. et him have it.

Tho President, Dr. Coverutuu, stited that Lo had recoived
a great many communicativns from students roforring Lo their
diplomas.  Some of them refused W pay e registeation fee of
$10, and the Ragistrac dul not foel at Liburty tojissie the diplo-
mas until they paid their feo.

The Presidont tovk the advice of alawyer, whe tuld Lim
that the Council wuld not culleet the $10 fee, aud he wmmani-
cated this information tu Dr. Strange.  Sumy siudonts wlsu com-
plaiced of not receiving certificates of registeation.

Dr. Brouse sud that ke had received a great many lolters
complaining vi Dr. Sirange, and that ho bad wnitten to hini. On
one uviasive the Registrac stated that o had beon sich, sod
would attund tu the mattors referred tv at once. I voted agaiost
Dr. Strange in duty to myscif, to my constituents, and to the
Registrar himself.  He is coming to Turonto, and has promised
to do better, and I hope he may redeem himsolf.

Dr. Bethuno, secconded by Dr. Aikins, moved that Dr. Strango
bo heard in oxplanation.— Curried.

Dr., Strange thanked the Council fur tho privilege extonded
to him. Ho said that somo of tho charges wero of an indefinite
character , othors more dofinite, and to theso ho would rofor. In
tho caso of Dr. Thornton he plead guilty of noglect. He
thought his assistant had sent the diploma to him, but instcad of
doing so ho had.placed it buck among othors in the pigeon holts,
and ho only discovered it last Saturday night,
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In referonce to harges sn tho Canada Lancet, tho firsy was
an acucle frum tho Northern Light, Oniliia, with commonts by
the Editor, in tho Dccomber number of the Lancet. o stated
that he was nvt cortun buw Lo at in ssuing the diplumas, in
cunstguenio of the rofisal vn tio part of sume to pay tho rogis-
tratiun feo of 8§10, Ilo assucd a uircular to cack member of the
Couacil askingg for information.

Dr. Oldright~—I received nono.

Sumno auswored ho eircular, but the magorsty dud not. e
thon consulied a law yer, wind was wid that the Connul were not
cumpilleu W issuo diplumas, and that w0 issue thom under the
circumstauws would bring vither the diplumas or the Council
intv contempt. Ho nest wroto v the President, who saud ho
hid butterassuo thom than have any wouble.  Sume havu regis-
tered and recoived their diplomas, others have not.  In the case
of Dr. Justico, of Unionville, who writes a very caroless hand,
he misiouk the I O, address tor Cntun malls, and that accounts
for the nun-reccipt of the letter addressed o him.

With ceforence w stwdents not cecotvang certificates of rogis-
trativa, ho had vnly to say that hv had none o give them at tho
timo referred to.

In sumu wnstances ho rofused wsoml registors uuless regis-
tered, as sume of them had gono astray, In many wstanees, ho
had been obhigel 1w semd two ur thivs o une putsun bolure tioy
had been received.  Hosvutthres w a gontleman in Dolawaro.

With refurenco W the wiplant of Dr. Saunders, in the
Canade Luncet, he saubhio was aggriosud althe wa of hus lotters.
Thoy wore ouclial in the mvst ungentlomanly aod wicalled-for
language, and ho was in no hurry 0 roply to thom.

Dr. ‘Aylwin was noglected for some wmo, owing to the
number of lotters ho had w roply to at that time, sumo 800 or
900 lottors wero awaiting roplics, and thoy wero taken in their
order. Ho told Dr. A. that hus qualicauon dud nut ¢nutle him to
rogistration, as tho diploma was not dated, and was very care-
lessly filled up.  Dr. A. also gavo his adidress somotimes Onslow,
sometimes Jeno Village, Fitzvoy Hurbor, &¢. o wroto to Dr. A.
when ho saw his letter in the Juancet, and asked tho date of his
diploma. o thon wroto to the Sceretary of the Collego of Physi.
cians and Surgeons, Quebee, and got tho date from them, ana
had sinco registered s mame. Sinco tho oXamnation this
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spring, ho had issued all the diplomas that have been registered—
thirtoon in numbor. Thoy have been sont within tho lnst fow
days.

1Mo was also instructed by tho Council somo time ago not to
answor any quostions contained in thoe Rogister, ns it would di-
minish tho salo.

In the matter of correspondonee, ko had to plead guilty of
negligence, owing to tho pressure of other dutics. 1o had con-
sentod to romovo to Toronto at a groat porsonal sacrifice, and ho
was anxious to redeem his charactor in this vespect.

ENSUING YEAR.

Medieal Act, to appoint a Board of Examinors.  Be 1t therefore

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AFTERNOON SESSION.

Tho Couneil was called to order at half:past two o'clock. In
the absonce of the President and Vice-President, Dr. BEdwards
was called to.the chair.

The Scerotary called the roll. Absent, Drs. Clarke, Cov-
ernton, Pyne, Ilamilton, Dewar, Day, Mostyn, Brouse, Berry-
man, Bethune, Grant, Lavell, Campbell and R. H. Clark.

Moved by Dr. Aikins, scconded by Dr. Allen,—That hore-
after all candidates for Final Examination shall includo with the
feo for said oXamination, tho fee for Registration and Diploma,
and that, in caso of rojection, said Registeation feo shail be part
of fees returned to the candidato.

At this stage, Drs. Clarke, Covernton, Pyne, Hamilton,
Mostyn, Brouso, Borryman, Bethuno, Grant, Lavoll and Camp-
boll camo in,

Moved by Dr. Hydo, seconded by Dr. McGill,—2Lhat tho
Exccutive Committee be dispensed with, and the duties of such
bo performed by tho President and Vico-Prosidont.

Dr. Adams upposed the motion. Mo sad that a good deal
of business camo before this committes and 1t wasamportant to
havo it. Xt was very desirablo to havo somo persons clothed
with authority o act in tho interim.

Dr. Ifydo said that they had full confidenco in the President
and Vice-President, and ne did not sce tho propricty of continming
the Executive Committee as theso offivials wero perfectly com-
petont to arrange any mattors that might como ueder thoir
adjudication.

Dr Campbell thought that thoy ought to have the comnuttee
in reserve, but not to be called upon unless abselately necessary.
He thought it would bo more satisfactory to have that body as a
sort of court of appeal. The clections are coming on and their
services.may bo necossary.

Dr. Aikins supported tho motion, and romarked that it
would be less cumbrous and rauro cunvenient to bo withvut thws
committee,

The President stated that cortain questions wmight come upe
which Dr. Hamilton and himsclt mught not feel at hberty to
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decido upon, and it would bo well to have tha commities in
reserve. .

Dr. McGill thought that theso matters would be safe in the
hands of the President and the Viee-Presidont. In ruference to
tho argument advanced by a prosious speaker, ho said that cases
might ariso that oven the Executive Committco coull not adjudi-
cate upon. e thought that tho necessity for the Executive
Committee no longer existed, ard suggested that the Rogistrar
and Treasurer act in this capacity, avd if they could not decide
that tho President and Vico-President could assist them.

Dr. Berryman objeeted to Dr. Aikins as arbiter, and said
that Dr. Qldright, Ifall, Lavell and he would not liko 1t. Io
thought it was absvlately neeessary to have an Exceutivo Com-
mittoe—somo local ufficors w discharge any interim duties that
may avise. Last year a mistake vecurred with regand to holding
the examinations un Gowl Friday as was oniginally ntended,
which, but for the intervention of this cummittee, would have
rondored the oxaminauwus ilegal.  Ho also thought 1t would bo
very expensive to bring the President and Vice-President to
Torontw to arrango such matlery, and suggested a local com-
mittee.

Dr. Oldright said that 1f a mensber was appointed on this
committeo from vty scboul the ulhiers would ask the samo privi-
lege, and the result would be o large and expensive committes.
He was also in favorof the Rogistrar, with tho President's assist-
anco, acting in this capacity.

Dr. Aikins stated that year before last this committeo cost
tho Council upwards of $200, although last year ic was only
about 850. Ifthe Exccative Committeo can meot when they
pleaso and interfero with tho doliberations of this Council,
whero is to be tho end of it? This committee was convened at
the Queen's Hotel, and the programmo of oxaminations prioted:
bofore he was notificd of it, although a,momber. Ho felt strongly
on this matter.

Dr. Borryman said ho expected Dr. Aikins would bring this
matter up.  He stated that Dr. Aikins sont word to him that ho
was going out of town, and asked bim (Dr. Berryman) to attend
to tho mattor for bim, and ho held iu his hand a programmo

“ of the-examination which had been mado out by Dr. Aikins in
“his own handwriting, but becauso the uno wo mado ont did not
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suit Dr. Aikins he took legal advie. and tried to upset the wholo
concern, and told us that we had no power toact in the premises.

Dr. Iall thought that tho Prexudent might be entrusted
with interim business, with power to call the Exccutivo Come
mittee togethor if necessary.

Dr. Clark said ho had taken a great deat of interest 1n theso
matters, aud thought that the L\cc\m o Uommitteo sho\lkl be
continnied. It was stated by the Iawyer that Dr. ins had
consulted that the Council had no authority to delegate its power
to & commitiee, but with all duo deference he 2md thoy had the
power to appoint a committes tv dv any work, and when that
was ratitied by this Council it was as legal and binding asif dono
by the Council in the first place. Ho foit that wo shoukt ccono-
mizo and endeavor to lay up funds to sceure a lucus stands of our
own, Tt was very humiliating wdecd w have the door shut w
our faces at Torontn Uhniversity on Goud Friuday, and shows us
the nevcessity of establishing a ball of vur own,  Ho would leave
off the school men altogether in the tormanon of this com-
mittee.  He was i favor of that in tho first place.

Moved in amendment by Dr. Berryman, sceonded by Dr.
Adams,—~That Drs. Aikms, Berryman, Yavell, C. B. Hall, Old-
right, the President aud Vice-President bo the Esecutivo Com-
mittee for the cusuing year, from thy Homuypathie Board, Dr.
Adams, from the Edectic Buand, Dr. Hopkins.

Dr. Oldright =aid that Dr. Berryman was now going i the
face of his own argument, that it would bo 0 expensive to
bring the President aud Viee-Presdont w Toronto.  This reso-
lution would quadruplo the cxponses, and ho thought 1t would
be much better to appoint tho Presidont, Viee-President and
Registrar.

Dr. McGill s3id ho had comamitted an unpardonable sin m
proposing Dr. Aikins as arbiler, and ke now roso to drop him,
aod suppurt the President, Viee-President and Registrar, as
commitweo. In this way tho business would bo in tho hands of
men unconnected with tho schools.

Dr. Brouse, tho Presidont of the »ledical Council, holding
its session in the Court Houso, extended an invitation to tho
members of tho Association to visit the deliberations on mattors

1 with the logisl. of the medical profession.

The Comnittec on Business rccommended that ‘Caesday be
devoted to the reading and discussion of such papers as may be
P 1 by bers, including the resolutions of Dr. Kirk-
brido, offered at last meoting. On Wednesday morning, the
discussion of papers, and in the afternoon, commeoncing at 2
p-m., the membors of tho Association will visit Osgoode Halt,
the University and the Normat Schools; and on Thursday morn-
ing tho discussion of papers will be proceeded with, and in the
afternoon u visit will bo mado to the Lunatic Asylum, On Fri-
day morning, the members of tho Association will leave Toronto
at soven o'clock, for London, to visit the Asylum there; and on
Saturday, those who wish to do so, will have an opportunity of
inspeeting Hellmuth Colloge.

Tho Finance Committeo presented a report, showing that a
small amount was duo from the Association to tho Treasurer.

Dr. Nichols moved that an asscssment be mado on the mom-
bers of the Association, in order to clear off the debt. The
motion was carried.

Dr. Curnen read a report as to the proceedings of the Ame-
rican Medical Association’s meoting in San Francisco, and at
which ho was present. Ile gave a concise synopsis of the
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remarks he made at tho meeting, and oxplained the objections of
the Association of Superintondents to afliliato with tho Medical
Association.

Tho roport of Dr. Curnen was unanimously adopted, and on
the motion of Dr. Nicholy, the thuanks of tho Association were
accorded to Dr. Curncn.

Avesolution of condolence was passed, and a copy directed
to bo forwanded to the family of the late Dr. Bencdsct, formorly
Superintondent of the State Hospital at Uties, and an old aud
valued ber of tho Association. Dr. Benedict was tho inventor
of a system of ventilation for hospitals, and «overal of the mem-
bers present at the meeting spoke in tho highest torms as to the
good tho deceasea had done during his many yoars of profes
sional labor.

Dr. W. M. Compton moved that tho next meeting of tho

Ovleans. Tho subject was referred (o the committee on such
matters,

Dr. Kirkbrido then ottered the following resolutions on the
organization of asylums .—

First, That a very largoe majority of thoso sufforing from
mental disease, can no whers else bo as well or as successfully
cared for, for tho curo of their maladies, or be made a3 comtort-
ablo, 1f not curable, with cqual protection to the pationts and
tho community, as in well arranged bospitals specially provided
for the ticatment of the insane.

Second. That nosther humanity, ceonomy ur expediency can
mako 1t desivable that the care of the recent and chronic insane
.should bo in separate institutions,

Thurd. That thuze institutions—cespecially if protvided at the
pubhic cost——should always bo of 4 plaiu but substantial charac
ter; and whilo charactenized by gouwd taste, aud furnished with
overything essential w the health, comfort and successful treat
mont of tho patient, should avoid all extravagant embollishment
and ovory unnccessary expendituro.

ZFourth. That uo expensv thal is required to provide just as
many of theso buspitals as may be necessury o give the most
onhghtencd care w all their insane, can propurly be regarded as
oither unwiso, mexpedient or boyond the means.of any une of
the United States.
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SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

A letter was read from Dr. Stribling, of Virginia, Suporin.
tendent of tho Western Asylum thero, tr'msmxmng'\memona\
on tho death of Dr. Foverden.

The roport of the Committec on Tabular Statistics was
1eceived aud adopted.

By invitation of Dr. Workman, tho members of the Asso-
ciation, with a numbor of ladics, left the Russin Youso shortly
before fonr o’clock in tho afterncon, in carriages, to visit the
Toronto Lunatic Asylum. The party mado a tour of inspection
of tho east and west wings of tho building, and also the grounds.
The malo and fomale wards oro found to bo in a most admirablo
condition for the well-being and cumfort of the pationts—atl ot
whom appeared to be wanting in nothing cunducivo to thewr
health and spirits.  The visitors expressed their hearty adnura-
tion of tho excellent condition in which the various dormitories,
bath-rooms, &e., wero found.

A business meoting was held in ono of the parlors, whon Dr.
J Ray, of Philadelphia, offored somo romarhs on *Propor pro-
vigion for tho insano," in which ho oxpressed hus objection, based
on sevoral reasons, to the isolated or cottago style of asy lums,
saying that the crection of rows of small houses had failed to
sccuro tho object sought for.  Xlo did not beliove also in giving
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patients too much freedom, It was asyatom which had not
worked woll whore adopted.

A collation was subsequently served to tho guests, amongst
whom, besides tho American Superintendonts, were Hon, M. 0,
Camoron, Mr. J. W. Langmuir, Inspector of Prisons and Asy-
lums; Dr. Dowar, Port Hopo, Dr. Mostyn, Almonto, Dr. Day.

THE MEDICAL COUNCIL.

Tho Jato meeting of tho Medical Council was well attonded
and tho utmost harmony prevailed among tho different schools
until near tho closo of tho session, when tho nnanimity of the
proceedings was disturbed by tho introduction of a resolation by
Dr. Campbell, for tho relief of students of the Ilomaopathic and
Eclectic persuasion.

It is as follows :—Moved by Dr. Campbell, scconded by Dr.
Carson, «That gradnates in Medicino from the ) pathic
« colleges in tho United States, knownas the Cleveland Hospital
¢ Colloge, the Now York Iomaopathic Medical College, the

Chingo Hahoemaon Medicai Colleg, and trom the cclectic
» colleges known as tho Bennote Coliege of Chicago, Feleetic
* Medical Collogo of New York City, and- the Eclectic Medical
« Instituto of Cincinnati, after attonding one full course of lec-
“ tures in one of tho medical schools of Ontario, shall bo admitted
- for tinal and primary cxaminaton, upon gaving prouf that thoy
“ have been ongaged in the study of medicino for not less than
* four continuous years undor tho dircetion of ono or more of the
* homaopathic or eclectic members of tho Colloge of Physicians
“and Surgeons of Ontario ; that they have passed the matricula-
* tion examnation of this counuil provious tu the commencemoent
« of thoir studics, and that tho degrco has been conforred after
“ having attended not less than two full winter sessions in sopa
“rate years.”
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'Tho mover stated that the vegulation of the council with
reference to tho admission of graduates from American colleges
pressed with unduo soverity upon their studonts.  As their seets
had no colleges in Canada, their students were compelled to
obtain thoir cducation almost wholly in the United States, and
subsequently spend two fall conrses upon their return to Canada.
T'ho regulation of which he complained, and which ho character-
ized as a fraud unpon thoir body (although he subsequently
retracted the expression) is as follows -—+ All graduates from
“yecognized colleges in tho United States shall bo allowed to
“ proceed to tho examinations of the council after having matri-
“ cwlated and passed fico full courses of lectures in some medical
“¢school in Ontario

Now it must be distinetly understood that this regulation
applics alike to students of all schools It is as fair to onc as to
another, the Globe 1o the contrary notwithstanding, and was
nover intended by the council -to have any other effect than to
secun ¢ a thorough educational training for all students present-
ing themselves before the Board of Examiners. The council
knows no distinction of students; but demands that all shall
come up to the same uniform lard of profossivnal attai t
and therefore the request could not be granted without doing an
injustice 10 o large class of studeuts in urder to benofit & fc\\'
Besides if such a resolution was passed, and tho regulation in
forco applicd to the Allopathic studonts oducated in the United
States, many of thewm, wo have no doubt, would be found willing
to corol th lves as 11 pathic or Eelectic stad for tho
sako of saving the attendance upon the sccond session in Canada
Such maneuvering would bo basely demoralizing to all con-
cerned, and such a measure would ultimately bo found a scrious
remedy for an imaginary evil.

2Sow while wo arc opposed to Dr. Campbel¥’s motion per se,
wo are not opposed to any change in this respect.  With all duo
doferenco to tho council, we think a great mistako was made in
insisting upon two full courses in Canada, subscquent to gradua-
tion in the United States. When that rogulation was first intro-
duced wo belioved it would press unfairly upon wll graduates from
tho adjoining states, and wo have .had no reason to change our
opinien on that point. If Dr. Campuell's motion were monde
moro goneral, and applicd to all students without distinction of
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creed, then wo could give it our warmest support, and wo would
most respectiully suggest the propricty of tho council adopting
tho plan presonted in Dr. Campbell's resolution of naming the
colleges in the United States that ave to be recogmzed,.and
aceopting tickots from such only. This would obviato the neces-
sity for insisting so strongly upun fieo years attendanco in 8
Casadian school. In somo of the recogmzable schools in the
United States a thorough course ot instruction is given, and the
subscquent attendanco upon one full course in & medical school
in Canada would bo amply sufliciont. The council has the exami-
nation of all students iu its own hands, and can provent any one
passing who is not thoroughly quahtied. Wo think Dr. Camp-
bell much to blame in not introducing his resolution carlicr in
th sessivn, s that there might have beea a full and fair discus-
slon on the points mvolved. It was a very important matter
and should not have been left to the fag-cud of the session.

We would regret very much that anything shoutd mterere
with the proper working of the Ontario Medieal Act which has
already dune so much W olvvato the standard of tho profession
in this Province.

A very strung feoling has been awakened 1 tho minds of
the Iumapathie aml Lulectic membors of the Uounetl i refer-
eneo v this matter, ard it behvoves tho triends of the present
Medical Bitl to act cautiously.

Tho articlo of Dr. W. E. Whitchead, of the U. S. Army, on
the treatment of Scarlet Fever, copied in the last issue of the
Cunadu Lancet fron the Puvific Medieal and Swyeal Journal, pro-
sents somo features, in referenco o which & certun diversity ot
professional opinion appoars to exist. I refer more particularly
to tho external treatment therein advocated. Tho application of
water, (cold, tepid or warm,) to tho surfaco of the body, and
inunction, at intervals, with vavious fatty substances, form the
two proceedings which most oxtensively obtain, and to which, in
tho presont communication, I shall, for tho most part, limit my-
self  And, that wo may view both scctions of the subject on
their merits, and according to testimony adduced, I profer that
our consideration of thcm should be separate and distinct.
Treusseau, Niemeyer, Liebmeister, Watson, Tannor, Flint,
Wood, aud many other acknowlelge) medical authorities give
avery prominent place in their works to the caternal appli}
cation of water, at differcnt degrees of temperatury, in the treat.
ment of Scarlatina.  Flint appears to favor the wet pock of the
bydropathists,’ whilec most of the others esteem a simplo bath as
equally officacious. Mere sponging. howevor, has its advocates,
and tho somewhat heroic cold doucho or aflusion 1s nut without
its frionds Torhaps to Pricssnitz, in somo mcasurc, are we
indebted for the more extendod introduction of water as a reme
dial agont in Variola, Suarlatina and Rubeola.”  But, while not
a fow of our most cminent medical teachers enjuin its omploy-

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ment, I find thero ave some practitionors who regard tho pro.
ceeding as utterly valucless, and others who condemn it altoge.
ther.  With those who ignore its claims to general acceptation,
I think Siv Wm. Jenaor may bo classed, as his Jatest published
clinieal lecturo makes no mention ot it whatever® Of the
extremists who deny its utility, but regand its ueo with appre
hensions almost hydrophobial, Dr. Sweeting, of Stratford, Eng.
Jand, may bo accopted as the leader, though his following. 1
think, must ho a somewhat slender one, for, a glance at the lead-
ing medical publications of the past two years renders patent the
fact, that almost overy writer on tho =ubject, has not only adopt-
ed tho practico but oxpressed tho greatest satisfaction at the
result.  Erom some of tho more prominent of these contrilutors
to curront medical literature, (within the period specified,) I
may, very briofly, quote conclusions. Dr. C.II. I. Routh* states
that in all cases oxhibiting a tendency to death from the violence
of tho fover, “cold affusions to the skin,” or “cold spongings

aro indicated. Dr. Walter Forgus recommends® “rapid spong:
ing with vinegar and water  if the patient does not sleop—or
thoro is much irritation of the skin. In cases with cxtreme
development of the rash, and burning skin, “the cold douche,
rapidly given,” ho says, “acts iiko a charm.” Tho paticnt,
placed in a sponging bath closo to the bed, has four to five wash
hand basins of cold water poured in quick succession over him,
is *quickly rubbed dry,” and put to bed, when, “if tho treatmest
has done good, he drops off to sleep at once.” I scarcely think
tho rubbing process likely to be well-borne. In all the cases
which have como under my observation the gentler the manipu-
lations tho bolter. Dr. Charles T. Thompson® on the very first
aceoss of tho fever puts his patient intoa warm bath, and ropeats
it a3 his strongth will allow, or the soverity of the attack may
require. Ho speaksof the effect as soothing and refreshing, and
statos tho proceeding is alinost uniformly followed by an erup
tion “so vivid in color, and of such an amount, as would astonish

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those who have never witnessed it.” Dr. Thompson tells us he
has had a very large number of cases of Scarlet Fover during
the last fifteen years—has always treated them after this fashion

-and never lost @ patient.” Dr. Charles Murchison® induces free

action of the skin, by means of the warm bath in all nephritic
cases.

Dr. Charles Lovegroves developes a vivid red rash by the
use of the hot bath. Dr. S. Ashburton Thompson® informs us he
has had, for five years, charge of the poor in a London district
having a population of 26,000, and that Scarlet Fever in every
degree of intensity prevails cach year among a very large num-
ber. They are subjected invariably to frequent sponging daily
of the skin from head to foot with warm water, or warm water
and vinegar. At the commencement of the disease a warm bath
is the rule, and also when desquamation is setting in. «The
happiest results ensue.” Dr. John Morris,® (of Maryland,) ap-
proves of the cold douche in conditions of great pyroxia, exces-
sive heat of surface, marked Jactitation and cerebral disturbance,
or threatening convulsions. He also views with favor warm
baths at certain stages of the disease. Dr. W. Sumpter® reports
200 cases in which, after the emesis and diarrhea had subsided
tepid baths of salt water were ordored—=« with the best effect.”
Headds: “T scarcelylost a patient of the whole number attacked.”
Dr. 8. Jones Gee™ deems tho aloxic form of tho disease, (involv-
ing delirium, diarrheea, vomiting, full pulse, and great heat of
skin,) the special indication for the cold affusion ; and says “ the
Wwater treatment may be frequently repeated.” Cold sponging
and hot mustard baths, also meet his approval, in the various
conditions appropriate to their employment. Dr. James Adams™

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gives, as the resull of 400 cases, a mortality of loss than two per
cent—all of them treated by means of hot baths ““ to induce good
action of the skin.” Dr, P. J. Hynos* sponges the body with
warm water and vinegar, and tepid solutions of chloride of lime,
under which treatment the patient progresses very favorably.”
I might continue my enumeration of many more who entertain
the highest opinion of the use of water as a remedial measure in
this disease; but your space is Iimited, and I think enough has
already been said, to show that the praclice is almost universal,
and to demonstrate, strikingly, as well, its extraordinarily bene-
ficial character. As most of the parties instanced, however, are
Buropean, and to show ihat the proceeding is held in much
esteem on this side of the Atlantic, I think it best to add, that
while attending the clinical lectures of Professors Pancoast,
Ludlow,”® &e., at the Blockley Hospital in Philadelphia, it was
frequently inculecated. When Dr. Sweeting in his “ Ammonia
and Milk "’ article denounced the application of water to the
surface of the body in Scarlatina, I ventuved to give my own
limited experience in a communication to the London Lancet.*
and the fact that therein a statement in brief is given of the views
advanced by Dr. S., must plead my excuse for re-producing it
here:

To the Editor of the London Lancéi..

Sir,—I notice in your impression of the 11th June a communi-
cation from Dr. Sweeting, recommending the treatment of
Scarlatina by ammonia and milk. I have no opinion to express
regarding the more prominent features of the course suggested
by Dr. 8., asT have not tested milk and ammonia in any case;
but I cannot help expressing no small degree of astonishment at
the concluding portion of his article. In adverting to a recom-
mendation of Dr. Walter Fergus, (made some months ago,) rela-

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tive to the external treatment of Scarlet Fever, he not only
objects to the cold douche, but says, “In every casec I have
kunown, in svhich cold or warm sponging with water, ov vinegar
and water, has been resorted to, the patient has either died in
the acute stage, or dropsy has supervened.” Now, while I entor-
tain very serious doubts regarding the propriety of using the
cold douche in certain cases to the extent insisted on by Dr.
Fergus, I have not tho slightest ‘hesitation in asserting that
warm sponging, followed by inunction with hot lard is of the
greatest benefit in the vast majority of instances.

During the present year thirty cases of scarlet fever have
been under my care, ranging in severity (like those treated by
Dr. 8.) from simple to malignant. Of these only onc proved
fatal. In all of them were the externalapplications made which
I have indicated. They proved so grateful to the patients as to
be frequently asked for by them; and in such cases particularly
as exhibited a-disposition to retrocession was their use in the
greatest degree apparently beneficial, Dr. 8. states the mortality
under his treatment to be eight in sixty—» result not quite so
gratifying as that obtained in the thirty I allude to, though I
cannot help thinking the persistent exhibition of purgatives
“every forty-cight hours ” may have had something to do with

the greater fatality.

OBITUARY.

Died of Consumption, on the 3rd of May, at the residence of his
father in Glenburnie, George Doolette Spooner, in the 32nd year of
his age.

Professor Croft’s Report.

Two years ago we began to import pure light wines direct from the
vineyards of the svuth of France believing that both in price and quality
they would be well adapted for consumptioa in Canada, The result has sur-
passed vur expectations, and the demand has been such as to tax all our en-
ergies for its supply. .

As aconsiderable puttion of this demand has atisen frum the adoption of
thess wines by medical men in thedl professional practice, and their consequ-
ently extended use by invalids and delicate persons, it has been suggested to
us that o carcful analysis of thuse brands most used, and especially the cheaper
ones, would be usctul, to show the varivus propurtions of -he main constitu-
ent parts of cach description, su thaty in cvery wase, the wine most suited to
the requirements of the consumer might be selected.

Profeasor Uroft, of the Tourontd University, has hindly made this analysis
for us, and weabnex his 1eputt with the chemical results given in a tabulated
form, The higher priced and better knuwn wines, being more articles of
fashivn and luxury, Lave not Leen included in this table as their number
would make it too cumbrous for casy reference.
