All the furniUirc unci carpets of the new mlclitioii were

supplied by Canadian firms. The cabinet, art-work and

decorations are in keeping with anything of the kind on

the continent.

The remainder of the hotel proper is given up to bed

rooms, with parlors, etc., en suite, or iti shigle rooms.
