The oval views on pp. 5, 7, 18 and 35, are taken from lithographed plates

in a book call<?d "Ottawa Scenery," published by W. S. Hunter in 1855, and

now a rare work.

The views on pp. 9 and 34 are reproduced from steel engravings in a

book published in 1842, called "Canadian Scenery," written by N. P. Willis,

with engravings by W. H. Bartlett and others.

The view -of the Chaudiere Falls on p. 6 is from a sketch made in 1826

by Col. John By, R.E., the founder of Ottawa, (see p. 7).

The vic'v of Parliament Hill (formerly known as "Barracks Hill") on

p. 27 is from a painting in the Rideau Club made from a contemporary

drawing.

Early Explorers.

Is there another ri' . in the world of which it inn be told that, at a time

when not as yit was "the ;;xc laid to the root of the trees," a prophecy was
made that on the then virgin soil would ;irisc the capital of a great country?

The '-ountry is the northr-rn half of the Noith American Continent, and the

prophet was the Earl of Dalhousie, then Governor of Canada. The prophecy

was made when in the company of the English Engineer officer who was sent

to construct a waterway from the Ottawa river to the Great Lakes, and whose
n;. e is inseparably connected with the birth of the city. A still earlier epoch

call> <:ur attention. In l(Jl:j SanunI de Chaniplain, the founder of Quebec,

whose tericntenary was celebrated but recently, ascended the Ottawa river on

his way to Lake Huron, and was unquestionably the first white man to s1and

on this site. .\s he ascended the river, tli< Rideuu Falls, then in their

pristine beauty, appeared to him immediately after he had turned from noting

ni.iin slreani. Next he passi-s tht.- bold promontory now known as Nepean

Point, and ininirdiatcly comes in sight of the beautiful vcrdurc-ilad hill on

whith the halls of (iov'>rnment of a new nation now stand, and resembling,

more than aught else, a gem in its setting. Still contemplating the scene,

this I'.irly explorer is now compelled to land, and to portage through the fringe

of woods and the ledges of rock 1o reach the upper waters.

.Accustomed as Champlain was to the tiny rivulets and miniature falls of

the old world, we can understand the feelings of himself and his companions

as <hiy viewed for the first time the scene so well described by Francis

Parkman, the American Historian, in "The Pioneers of France in the New
World' : "White as a snow-drift, the cataracts of the Ch uii.ere barred their

way. Thoy saw the unbridled river careering down its sheeted rocks, foam-

ing in unfathomed chasms, wearying the solitude with the hoarse outcry of

its agony and rage. On the brink of the rocky basin whore the plunging

torrent boiled like a caldron, and puffs of spray sprang out from its con-

cussion like smoke from the throat of a cannon, Champlain "s two Indians

took their stand, and, with a loud invocation, threw tobacco into the foan,

—

an offering to the local spirit, the Manitou of the cataract." Thence picking

his wa^ amongst the channels and rapids he pa-^es from view. Champlain

again ascended the Ottawa in 1616, and again in Ui2G with the Jesuit Fatheis

Breboeuf and I-alemcnt, who were subsequently tortured and burnt to d ath

Trappers and Settlers.

The hands of time moved on but slowly. For nearly 200 years the only

visitors Were trappers and traders who passed up and down th' river, the

great thoroughfare from the loast to the interior. These were the pioneers

of those who, after nearly 300 years, seek to construct the Georgian Bay

Canal as a navigable waterway over the route taken by Champlain. It is

possible that the ihree hundredth anniversary of Champlain's journey will see

the greater part of this immense undertaking completed. Our chronology

now brings us to the year 1796, wl.en one 1 hilcmon Wright, a loyalist from

Woburn, Massachusetts, landed on the o posite side of the river, where the

city of Hull now standi. In 1806 he ? his associates obtained grants of

land, and became the nucleus of the seti ent from wh.ch sprang the twin

cities. The sitr ot the present ca I'tal "vas a wilderness until 1826, when Lord

Dalhousie, Col. By and others . ived at Hull for the purpose of considering

the construction of ''-^ proposeo "Jeau Canal.

bytown.

Gradually the site of the present city became inhabited. Many of the

early settlers were descended from that prolific source the PMgrim Fathers.

The village of Bytown, named after Col. By, the founder of the city, was

incorporated in 1827, the population then being 1,000. Iwenty years later,

with a population of 6,000 it became a town, and by January 1st, 1855, it had

become a city, with its naine changed to Ottawa.

Origin of the word "Ottawa."

On the south bank—or Ontario side—of the "Kitche-Sippe" (i.e. great

rivor) as it was called by the indians, dwelt a tribe named the "Outaouais"



(i.e. human ear), a branch of the Alfjonquins, betwcpn whom and the Five

Nations Indians—callid by the French the Iroquois—there \v;is continual war.

The river was first called by the early French ,'xplorcrs the Riviere des

Algoumequins, or river of the Alfjonquins, but was afterwards known as the

Riviere des Outaouais, from the tribe that lived on its banks. The latter

word subsequently became corrupted into "Ottawa." The war with the

Iroquois resulted in the Otiawas beinjj driven from the Ottawa Valley to Lake

Huron, where for manv years some of them lived on fireat Maniloulin Island.

Becomes the Capital.

In 1857 Queen \'ictoria was asked to select a permanent seat of govern-

ment. I'nlil then it had been fi.\ed in turn at Quebec, Mo.itreal, Kingston

and Toronto. Guided by the advice of Sir Edmund Head, the then Governor

General, Her Majesty, on the 31st December, 1857, -.'lected Ottawa. The

considerations which weighed in its favour were the )' itical and strategical

advantages of the location and the magnificence of the site. On this latter

point will be read with interest what is said under the head "Major's Hill

I'jirk," on p. 21.

Its Commanding Position.

The C.ipital of Can.ula is in the Province of Ontario, and lies on the

right hank or seulh shore of the Ottawa river, which separ.iles the provinces

of Ontario and Quebec. Across the riy<r, in the last named pnnince, can be

seen the famed Laurentian Hills.

The city may be said to stretch from the Chaudiere Falls to RockclifTe, a

<li>tance of three miles. The best view of the river front is from the Quebec

shore. The whole length presents a succession of bold promontories, some of

them rising perpendicularly from the water's edge, clothed by cedars and

pines, and separated from each other by small bays. F'rom the promontory at

Ri ckdiffe is a view of 16 miles down the river.

With the single exception of Quebec, Ottawa is undoubtedly the most

be.uitifully situated of any Canadian city. It is surrounde<l by magnificent

natural sceinMv, striking from its variety, and not often surpassed in beauty.

.Standing at the northerly point of P.irli.inient llill, or, better still, from the

tower of the Parliament Huildings, one sees the magnificent Ottawa winding

its course from the islands in the far distance at the left, down the Chaudiere

Falls, past the great lumbering industries befiire one's feet, till it flows

underneath the .Mex.indra bridge at N'epe.in Point, then, joined by the

Gatine.iu river, it passes thi' pretty little villagi' of Gatineau Point, wheiue it

continu's its course to meet the St. I.awri'nce.

Bridges across the Ottawa River.

The year that saw the initiation of the canal witnessed also the com-

menret^irrit e.f fhr unit^-n susni-n^itin b.ridge jjrros^ !h'' Ott;t\v;i river, utifliT th'"

>M\\f Fiigiiicer efficer. The first .irch constructed gavi' w.iy. and l"ll into the

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river. The second bridge .as built by our old friend Philemon Wr.ght and

Sons under contract. Communication with the c^posite bank was obtained

bv firing a rope from a brass cannon across the channel-240 feet- to

Chaudiere Island. During construction the chain cables broke, prec.p.tatmg

workmen and tools into the channel, and three men were drowne.. A wooden

bridge was nearly completed when a gale overturned the structure, and .t was

carried down the stream, .\gain another bridge was commenced, and finally

completed. This stood for twelve years, when it followed .n the wake of Us

predecessors. Communication was then had by ferry until 1843. when a n^

bridge was commenced. This bridge was subsequently replaced by a steel

bridge, which the great fire of 1900 twisted into a shapeless mass. The

present bridge replaced it immediatelv afterwards. The only other br.dge

across the Ottawa, within the city is the Alexandra Bridge, described on p. 12.

Ottawa Today.

From a village with a population of 1.000 persons in 1S28. Ottawa has

become a citv of 90,000, or, if its sister city of Hull and the suburbs of both

cities be included, of about 115,000 persons, with an area of over 52,000 acres.

It has 145 miles of streets, on which are 42 miles of electric street railway

Making their home at th. seat of Government are 3.600 of .he country s C.v.l

Service, who. with their families, form no inconsiderable portion of the popu-

lation. Resident at Ottawa are the members of the more important bodies

which control the country and its destinies: ih- executive, administrative and

judicial otricers. The wealth of the city is increasing, due largely to i,s

natural resources. The natural beauty is being aided by carefully considered

artificial improvements, and before long Ottawa will oe known as one of the

most beautiful cities on this continent.

ARCHIVES.

Simplicity of archi.eclure is characteristic of the handsome stone building

on Sussex str'eet where the records of Old Canada are stored. The wide green

lawn forms an effective foreground. Round the parapet of the building will

be seen the Arms, carved in stone, of the different provinces, while at either

side of the entrance door two bronze tablets inform the reader that one Gi les

Hocquart, Intendanl of New France, in 1731. made the first p. -al of a

building for archives, but not until 1906 was the present structure commenced

under Hon. S. Fisher. Treviously-since 1873-the Archives had existed as a

branch of the Department of Agriculture.

The Dominion Archives buildin- was opened January 1st, 1908, and is

admirably adapted for its purposes. It is under the control of the I)omimon

Archivist-Dr. A. G. Doughty, C.M.G.-to whose indefatigable zeal is due

much of the valuable material here stored, and whose knowledge of the history

of the country has been invaluable in seeking out nnH n.-<i-r.= •"g many

thousands of important manuscripts previously resting in strange or private

hands. On the ground floor are the administrative oftices, the library, and

10
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rooms for students. Many beautiful pictures, including rare engravings, hang

on tine walls. Among the pictures are some by Paul Kane, the celebrated

Canadian painter of Indian life, and by Frank Craig. The library contains

20,000 printed books and pamphlets relating to Canadian history. Displayed

in cases are historical souvenirs and valuable autograph manuscripts. A

painting by Sir Ben. West, presented by Lord Lovat, depicts the death of

Simon Fraser at Saratoga. This young officer was with Wolfe at the siege

ol Quebec in 1759, and was with the officer who answered the historio

challenge of the French "-entry. In the Archivist's office are documents of

the highest interest, among them the plan of Quebec used by Wolfe during the

siege. In a corner of the room is the very cha'r used by Wolfe. On the

second floor is the manuscript room with 20,000 volumes, containing over

two million documents, a very large portion being originals. These deal with

the country from its discovery to Confederation, and are the main sources of

Canadian history. An index makes them available to students. On the third

lliwr the map room contains 6,000 manuscript plans of Canada, and the

original surveys of the country. An interesting item is a plan of Quebec in

relief, on a large scale, showing every house in Quebec as it appeared in

1800. This stood in Woolwich Arsenal for 100 years. It has been restored

recently by Father O'Leary.

The building is open from 9.30 a.m. to 4 p.m. ;
Saturdays, 9 a.m. to

1 p.m.

AYLMER.

Named after Lord Aylmer, a former Governor General of Canada, and

situated on Lake Deschenes beside the old highway from Montreal to the

Lpper Ottawa and the lumbering districts, this quaint little town is about 9

miles from Ottawa by road or electric car (for car service, see p. 4S). Here

many prominent Ottawans first saw the light of day. The ride alone is well

worth the time spent, and in the town itself a visit should be paid to the

picturesque old Conroy Hotel on the lake shore, the old Court House, and

'•Tal;ilv-!lo Farm" at the entrance to the town, on the .\ylmer Road. Here

Mr. Wright of Ottawa, has his green houses, with some 400,000 feet of frlass

covering part of the magnificent di^lay of flowers which subsequently find

their way to Ottawa and elsewhere. Visitors are admitted at a'l times.

.\t the N'ictoria Hotel beyond tlie town, and fronting on Lake Doschenes, the

traveller and tourist can find good accommodation and all that theretp

appertains.

BRIDGES.

Dufferin Bridi!e '« named after the Marquess of DulTerin, Governor

General of Canada from 1872 to 1878. The bridge crosses the Rideau Canal

between the entrance to the Chateau Laurier and east gale of the Parliament

u



;,'roun<ls. A roiiiarkably prftly view is had of the locks on thr Ridoau Ca. al,

iho Alexandra Bridge, and the Ottawa River, with the l.aurentian Mountains

in the distance.

Sappers Bridi!e, ^^hiih crosses the Ridean Canal in front of the

Central Station, is so c.dled after the "Sapprrs"—or military workmen—who

built the Canal.

I'he sp.ice between Sappers ami Dufferin bridg. s is .about to be covered

over, and the whole made into one larjje plaza, extending from the P<'st OfVice

to the Chateau I.aurier (see view on p. 14)

Alexandra Bridge 'I'his imer-provimi.il bridge, named after the con-

the face of Nepean Point, and lAcr this bridge the transKinlinental trains of

the Canadian Pacific Railw.i\ pass daily. .V particularly tine view looking

up and down the river is here obtained.

Laurier Bridlje, named after sir Wilfrid L.iurier, Premier of Can.ida,

crosses the Ride.iu Can.il .ind railway tracks at I.auriir avi ., in front of the

.\rniouries, and connects the Sandy Hill district with lentre t \\n.

Union Bridl{e <'ro-sis the Ottawa rivir immedi.ilely bebivv tile Cliaudiere

Falls, and the finest possible view of the falls is had from the norlb end of

the bridge. Turning about is a most picturesqui' view of the Parliament

Buildings and the Ottawa river. Over this bridge the street c.irs pass on

their way to Hull. The history of this l-ridge is given in the tlrsi par.igr.ipli

on page 10.

When the Chateau I.aurier, named .afler the Right 11 .nourable Sir

Wilfrid I.aurier. ( i.l'..\l.ti., late Premier fif Canada, built by the (.rand Trunk

Railwav, .u a cost of over $1,500,000. is completed, Ottawa will be the proud

pos.ses-or of the most maynilicent hotel in Canada, and one of the finest hotels

in .\merica. It is situated in the south-western corner of the historic Major's

Hill P.irk, where Colonel Bolton, of the -tatT of Colonel By, lived in the days

of old Bvtown, .and commands magnificent views of the P.irli.iment Building-,

the Rideau Canal, the Gaiineau and Ottawa valle\s, and ihe grand old

Laurentian Hills.
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An old style of Fronch anhiteiUiro has bei n ii'^pfl for iho Chateau I.auricr,

and it is built of granite and light buff Indiana sandstone with topjx-r riM)f.

It contains 350 bedrooms; all are outside rooms, and two-thirds of them ha'

r

pri\ balhs.

ti the main lli)iir are tlie oflice, rotunda, ladies' reception room, dining

riorn, and dining roiwn corridor, also cafe, lounge, and palm roojii ; the

latter will be used as a lea room. The ladies, ;in<l general writing i<ion;s,

are on the iMezzanine lloor, .in>I lii' foyer, banquet room and state apart-

ments are on the first floor.

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CHAUDIERE FALLS.

A little more than 100 years ago Heriot wrote ;hus in his "Travels
through Canada": "A waterfall occupies the breadth of the river, and dashing
over a rugged and irregular clifT, of about 30 feet in altitude, exhibits to the
view of the traveller, in .he midst of a territory where drearv solitude prevails
an object at once brilliant, enlivening and picturesque. Part of the river here
d.vergmg into a contrary channel a.^umes a retrograde course, and pours into
a bas.n, whoso waters entirely disappear, but have probablv a subterraneous
communication with the channel farther down." Francis Parkman's descrip-
t.on of the explorer Champl.in's first sight of the falls is given in full on
page 6.

It is said that the falls were formerly 60 feet in height at high water, and
that the volume of water was equal to that of Niagara Falls. At the present
tmie both the amount of water and the height of the falls are verv consider-
ably reduced m summer time owing to the extensive use of the' water for
power purposes. The Indians gave the falls .he name of "Canajo," meaning
kettle, now known by its French translation "Chaudiere," the origin of the
name being the seething caldron caused by the fall of the water

CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC.

The Canadian Conservatory of Music is situated on the corner ot Bay
and Slater streets. It offer, very great facilities for musical education, as is
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evidpnifd by thr succpssps of its pupils, amnnp whi.h may hp mrntionrd the
winning, for Ivvc xcars in surcrssion, of the Karl drey Musir.i' Trophy. The
institution is non-sp<larian, and siudpnts of eithpr stx and <,i all ages can
obtain instruction in any branch of music. I hp Conservatory Orchestra—
undpr Mr. Donald Hpins— is on- of the best orjcanizations of the kind in
<"anada. Symphony concerts and recitals arp given from time to time. The
musical director of the Conservatory is Mr. II. Puddicombc.

DRIVEWAY.

I he Ottawa Improvpnipnt Commission was created by the Dominion Cov-
ernment in 1H<J<J, with power to purchase- and hold property for p^irks.
squares, areas, driveways and thoroughfares, and an annual appropriatioii
was authorizpd. The Commission consisits of the Mayor and 7 members.
The work is being continued yearly. .At present the Driveway pxtends from
the F.xpprimental Farm to Cartier .Square, via the bank of the Rideau
Canal. .Another division conmiemes at the gales of Govern.ment House,
runs through RockclifTe Park, and along the Ottawa river to the RiHe
Range. Some .30,000 trees and shrubs have been planted, and boulevards,
shady .parks miniature lak«s and arbours make the Driveway the finest
.ind longest in Canada.

EARNSCLIFFE.

.Situated on a commanding position on the top of the bluff overlooking the
f)ttawa river, about half a mile below the .Alexandra bridge, this picturesque
hous.,> was chosen by the late Sir John .A. Macdonald (see p. 22) as his resi-
dence, and hen- he died. His widow takes from it her title "Baroness
Macdonald of Earnidiffe." It is now owned by Dr. Chas. A. R. Harriss
the well-known musical composer. The room where Canada's great citizen
lived and worked is still kept as he occupied it.

EXPERIMENTAL FARM.
There are. in Canada, ihirtee.. Kxperimental Farms of the Dominion

(.overnment, of which the Central Experimental Farm is situated 3 miles
south west of the Parliament Buildings, and easv of access by the Somerset
St. cars (Maltese cross and red and white light) which run every ten minutes
in summer and every twenty minutes in winter. .A visit should not be
omitted. The farm, which covers 467 acres of ground is for the purpose of
experiments in all branches of agriculture, horticulture, and arboriculture
l-.very known variety of Canadian tree, shrub and plant will be found. Here
are tested soils, fertilizers, and the vitality of seeds. The whole work is of
incalculable benefit to agricultural interests. The ornamental grounds are
made very attractive by beds of flowers and masses of flowering shrubs and
b..:.ut,ful trees, which are w-ell worth seeing during the summer. .Among
other items of interest to visitors arc the cattle, .he.p, pigs and poultry. 1 he

MAJOR'S HILL PARK.

Immediately north of the Chateau Laurier, and entered from Rideau street
just east of the hot.l, lie 6 acres of Government property (named after Major
Holton. an Knglish Kngineer ofTicer^. This beautiful park is one of ih,- oldest
sites of an Ottawa residence. Carriages are not permitted to enter, but they
may be met at St. Patrick street after a walk through the park. Just inside
the gate is the "Shatp Shooters" Monument (see p. 23). Farther on to the
left formerly stood the residence of Col. By, in compliment to whom the town
was first named "Bytown," and whose house, the situation of which is shown
.n the view on page M, overlooked the- cliflf near where the pavil! on now
stands. The view from this point was described 80 years ago rs "the most
splendid view that the magnificent scene- of Canada affords." It was this
view, as described by Laoy Head to Queen Victoria, that undoubtedly was a
factor in determining that Ottawa should be the capital of Canada.

MINT.

The Canadian branch of the Royal Mint, situated on Sussex street, next
to the Dominion Archives, is built of massive stone and is entrenched within
a high fence of stone and iron. The building was ofT.-ially opened by th.-
Governor General, Earl Grey, on January 2nd. 1908. when the coin;,ge of
Canadian money began in Canada. Deputy Master. Dr. James Bonar. The
Mint is divided into seve ,rincipal departments :—

Hon. Alexander Mackenzie, Parliament Hill. in a less pretentious
position, between the last named statue and the library, we find the statue (bv
Hebert and Mantilton MacCarthy) of the Scotch stonc-iiK.son who be.ane
Premier of Canada. Leader of the Liberal Parlv, he was Prime Minister

This monument, at the head of .Metcalfe street,
commemorat 's the death of a young Ottawan who, in an attempt to save the'

life of a companion, plunge-d into the icy waters of ihr Ottawa.
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NATIONAL GALLERY.

The National Gallery of Canada has lately been removed to the Nictcria
Memorial Museum at the south end of Metcalfe street. Three large galleries
and six small ones in the east wing have been assigned to its use. The top
floor, consisting of one large gallery and six small ones, has been res.rved
lor pictures, etchings, drawings and small bronzes, while the two lower floors
are devoted to the exhibition of a representative collection of casts of ancient
and mediaeval sculpture. Many fine and valuable pictures have lately been
added to the collection. The formal opening by the Governor General is

intended to take place in the autumn of 1911.

NEPEAN POINT.

A bold promontory on ti.e Ontario shore of the Ottawa, its clifTs hav<'
been cut into to base the eastern end of the Alexandra bridge. The point is

approached only from St. Patrick's street, at the north end of .Major's Hill
Park. I'he ground has ..en prettily laid out, and one of the finest views in

the city is obtainable from the top of this splendid promontory. Ranged
around the top of the cliff, and appearing to command the river at all points,
are seven British cannon, now used only for the peaceful purpose of firing
salutes at the opening and closing of Parliament, and at such limes as Royalt\
appears officially at the Capital.

OBSERVATORY.

Near the north gate of the Experimental Farm, and rearhed by the
.Somerset s. "ct or Experimental Farm cars (Maltese cross and red and white
light), is the Dominion Astronomical Observatory. This building was com-
pleted early in 1905. It is constructed of grey sandstone with red sandstone
trimmings. A central octagonal tower is surmounted by a revolving hemis-
pherical dome under which is the telescope. The building contains a fwj
astronomical library, reading room, photographic room, and a room with
various astronomical and surveying instruments, also a lecture room, etc. In
the basement are work shops, seismograph room, clock room, solar resean h
and chemical laboratories. The transit and ineridian circle house faces north
and south. The coelastat, for solar observations, is contained in an outlying
building to the north, which is connected by tunnel with the solar research
laboratory. On the grounds nearby are a building containing apparatus for

standardizing measures of length, various other auxiliary buildings, and the
residence of the Director, Th" buildings are nper. ivirv wnrk-ing dm. Fvrrv
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DOMINION OBSEilVATORY

Saturday evening a member of the staff is in attendance, and visitors are
permitted to look through the telescope at interesting celestial objects. The
Director of the Observatory and Chief Astronomer, who is also Superin-
tendent of the Geodetic Survey of Canada, and His Majesty's International
Boundary Commissioner, is Dr. W. F. King, C.M.G., F.R.S.C.

OTTAWA UNIVERSITY.
The Inivrrsity of Ottawa, conducted by the Oblate Fathers, began with

tht infancy and developed with the growth of the city. Incorporated in 1849
under the name of "College of Bytown," this institution received, in 1861,
the title of College of Ottawa

; and in 1866 was granted the power of con-
ff-rring the University degrees of B.A. and B.L. A disastrous fire, in December,
190.3, destroyed the University, but it immcdifK began to rise, phoenix-like,
from its ashes. The present University buildir.- is of armoured concrete, and
stands prominently in the centre of spacious grounds on Laurier avenue. Be-
sides the University Oval and other grounds for athletic sports, there are
large recreation halls, and also an infirmary, with doctors in daily attendance.
The Science Hall, on Wilbrod street opposite the Universit,, is of solid stone.
It contains the physical, chemical and mineralogical laboratories all very
completely equipped, and a museum containing a large collection of geological
specimens. The Re<tor of the University is Rev. \V. J. Murphy, O.M.I., DT).
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BAKKACKS (PARLIAMKNT) HILL.

PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS.

The first point of interest souffht by every stranger in Ott.iwa is the

Parliament Building^s. In the year 1826 there stood on this site (then known
as "Harraik's Hill") military barracks erected by Col. Hy for the use (»i

the engineers engaged in constructing the Rideau Canal. When Ottawa was

chosen the Capital of Canada the construction of the Parliament Buildings

was commenced, and the corner-stone was laid Sept. 1st, 1860, by the Prince

of Wales, afterwards King I-^dward \"ll. In 1S65 the public dopartnients

were brought here from Quebr, , and the last session of the Parliament ot

the old province of Canada was held here on June Isl, 18(i7, the buildings

were taken over bv the Feder.il ( iovernnient.

The stairway to the right leads to

the Senate, and the left to the Mouse of Commons. Elevators are to be

'nund through the little archways underneath the staircases. At the head of

the stairway to the right is the lobby of the Senate Chamber
;
just inside the

door, at the left, is a portrait of Queen X'ictoria, who died in 1901, but who
had been thirty years on the throne when Parliament first sat in these halls

On the walls here, and in the corridor at each side of the Chamber, are

portraits of former speakers and statesmen. The Chambers of the two

houses are identical in design, size and shape, being J by 45 feet. The
galleries of each ch;imber accommodate about 1,000 persons. In the Senate

the stained glass windows would cast a soft and subdued light but for the

corrugated glass roof which greatly intensifies the light. The large lower

piers of grey Canadian marble are surmounted, above the galleries, bv small

pillars of dark .Arnprior marble. Cnder the canopy is the Regal Chair, occu-

pied by the (icvcrnor General at the opening and closing of Parliament. The
Speaker's chair is placed on the dais iminediately in front. To his right are

the Government seats, and to his left the Opposition Senators. Portraits of

King George III. and his consort, Queen Charlotte, painted by Reynolds

occupy the south wall. In the corridor to the right of the chamber are swing

doors from which a staircase descends to the corner stone. This stone, which

is of white marble, bears the following inscription : "This corner stone, in-

tended to receive the Legislature of Canada, was laid by .Albert Kdward

Prince of Wales on the first day of September MDCCCLX." Re-ascending

to the corridor, at the end are the private apartments of the Speaker.

The Reading Room will be seen through the glass swing doors at the

end of the corridor. Here are on file some 900 Canadian newspapers and

periodicals. Passing through the door to the right, in the centre of the

Reading Room, will be seen in the corridor (at the left) a tablet to coni-

nii'morute the first vessel to cross the .Atlantic by steam power—The "Royal

William"- which was wholly constructed in C .nada. Here is the entrance to

The beauty of the architecture of this tower, particularly the western facade,

is worth a careful examination ; it compares favourably with any Gothic

work to be found elsewhere.

IP buildiiij>f of Indiana limestone, at the corner of Metcalfe

sirept and I.aurier avenue, is the Public Library, the jjift of Andrew Carnegie.

The building, which cost $100,000, was opened in Mav, 1906. It contains

4.j,000 books, including 5,000 works of relerence. On the main floor are the

circulating and children's departments, and a reading room with the leading

magazines. On the second floor is the reference dep.irtmcnt and board

room, also a small lecture room and study rooms. In the basement are the

newspapers, and a room in which free cl; ^cs in technical subjects are held

during the winter. The famous painti: , by James .\rcher, "Peter the

Hermit preaching," hangs on the main slaircase. The library is classified

under the F-"xpansive system, and is equipped wilh separate card catalogues

for the circulating, reference and children's departments. Free access is

allowed to all books in the reference and children's departments; a selection

from the circulating department is kept on open shelves in the main reading

rcKim, t'nd permits are issued to students and others wishing to consult

books in the stack room. Residents of O.iawa may borrow, for two weeks

at a tinvp, one book of fiction and two of non-fiction. The Library is open

from 9 a.m. to 9.30 p.m. every day, except Sundays and statutory holidays.

SUPREME COURT.

The building which shelters the Supreme Court of Canada and ihe
Kxchequer Court of Canada lies at the f(!ot of a b.ink which slopes from the
western front of the West Block. The buildinj,', which is of Nepean sandstone,
is pretty but unpretentious. The Supreme Court is the hifjhest court of Can-
ad.i, and h.is .ippellale, criminal and civil jurisdiction. It consists of a chief
justice and live puisne judj^n-s. The ICxi hequer Court is presided over by a
suifjle judj,fe, and has orij^inal exclusive jurisdiction in all actions apainst the
Crown. These are Kederal courts, but eaih province has its own judicial
system. l-Vcmi .ill Canadian courts .appeal can be taken to that fjre.at Imperial
tribun.il. the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council, shtinji in London,
I'^ngland.

VFCTORIA MEMORIAL MUSEUM.

This imposing building is situated on Mcl-eod street, at the foot of
.Meti.ilfe street, and may be reached by IClgin street car. In design it is

simple but effective. This simplicity emphasizes most successfully the massive-
ness and spaciousness of this impressive pile of masonrv. On either side of ,i

heavy central tower and rotunda e.xtend T-shaped wings, while behind is a
semi-ciriular extension for lecture amphitheatre and library. The exterior of
the building is decorated with carvings in stone of Canadian mammals. Ihe
n.ime of the building over the tower doors is elaborately carved.

'I he building houses the ( ieologic.al Survey with its extensive natural
history and .anthropological collections, and the National .\rt (iailery. The
eastern wing, on the first, second and third floors, is occupied by art, the rest

of the bu -iing by the (leological Survey. On entering the building one finds

one's self in a large rotunda from which one gets an impressive view of the
exhibition halls on each side, and of the successive lloor> ajid galleries

above. Opening utf the rotunda at the rear is the spacious lecture ampithe.itre.
