pass, if prepaid, for 3 cents per half-ounce, hut if posted unpaid, are charged r cents per half-ounce 
On letters to Prince Kdward’s Island, Uie rate is 3 cents per half-ounce if prepaid ; 5 cents if unpaid.
The rates on letters to the United Kingdom will be :—
By Canadian Packet, 6 cents per halt-ounce.
By Cunard Packet. 6 cents per half-ounce, advancing by one rate for each Ao//-ounce.
Letters for the United Kingdom must he prepaid, or they will be charged a tine of j.l. sterling in addi­

tion to the deficient postage on delivery in England.
