increased, and freque rful reviy

tended to band bodies of Christian together,

s

one or more denominations united in building
a small ¢ Meeting House,” each one inter
ested promising to pay so much for a pew, or
perhaps two or more pews, whi h fund paid
tfor the House, and the pews were cded to
the purchaser as any ther property. It
will be noted that no carpets or upholstery
found a place there, and the heavy creaking
boots of the male members ol the congrega
tion. as they took their seats, will ilways be
remembered. As may be expected, people
came a good many miles to attend Sunday

sorvices. as the Mecting House was built 1
a |l:‘n4 as central as po sible, to ac omodate
comers from all direction

There were no sextons, but the member
nearest clurch generally hehted the fire
in a huge hox stove as ¢ uly as he could on
Sunday morning. Our 1deas of things
change greatly as we pass on 1n life to new
scenes and experiences, but nothing can rob
us of the remembrance of the suffering we
experienced during - morning service  1n
winter—icy feet, cold fingers, blue faces,
everyone wrapped to the very ears, and try-
ing to enjoy the sernmon under such auspices.

After morning service the Sunday-school
was held. LEvery one re mained, knots of old
men gathered in one corner and discussed
weighty theological questions, and in an-
other the elderly women talked with each
other under the leadership ot one who was
best versed in the Word, while the younger
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portion of the school were p].n'nl in classes,
and repeated lessons which had been com-
mitted to memory on the evening before

After Sunday-school the people gathered
in groups and discussed their luncheons,
which were brought in wooden boxes or
buckets, and chatted in monotones. The
more daring children played qui tly together
and ate apples and pop-corn, whi h was
gotten ready tor Sunday lunch time before
hand, and donate d by one to the other as a
great treat. About one o'clock the afternoon
service was called, and by this time heat
having |m-\.niml. and a good many outside
wraps heing laid aside, there was enjoyment
and pleasure on every face as the nnmster
mounted the pulpit to deliver the afternoon
sermon. Notices like the following mght
be e 1. «“There will be a donation for
Elder Driggs one week from Monday after
noon and evening call invited,” said donation
being a basket party at the parsonage, the
entire lot donatad bemg consumed by the
visitors. ““There will be a prayer meeting
in the Whitman school house next Sunday
evening at carly « indle hights.”

The average New LEngland prr.nlu-l dis-
conrsed from heads which often reached
ninthly or t nthly. Meantime our childish
forms were strained listening for the falling
cadence of voice which was an imdication
that the Lll'.,‘«l\.l\\‘n discourse was e .l||}'
(‘nmp]('lwl. The great music al event of the
day was the closing anthem in the afternoon,
lill‘|) was at llll‘ l'.l(l\'.

all arose and turned to face the singers.

Perhaps the best part of the day to the
children was yet to come that is, the Sun-
day dinner. After spending about five hours
at church, surely one was entitled to a good
dinner, two meals a day being the custom
then, as 1t is now. The rest of the day was
spent in a quict; if the family were musical
there might be singing. \We never remem-
ber to ha e heard one mention cilling upon
a friend or sick person on Sunday, unless
connected by family ties. No one ever took
a social cup of tea with another ; it would
have been considered Sabbath breaking.

A good many years had p.a\w-ll since the
days of Salem \Witcheraft, and the time
when a man was |»:1ni&ln-wl for kissing his
wife on Sunday, but some of the ideas which
obtamed even a few years ago are Very
amusing to us now, as the Puritanism is fast
giving way to the demands of a wider cul
ture. We have often heard of the dread
which the Sabbath inspired, owing to the
rigidness of its observance, but as far as we
remember it was always a very pleasant day.
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We never expected to step outside of 1
gate, or take ever so short a walk, but
were taught to consuler su h an act as
proper on that <l.|) , and \\l\'lllu'\t'd ourseh

We felt sorry to leave the poor, miserable

We
had been informed by our triend, the home
teader, that section mound Vel thi
up at every half nule, and that wo takes
wert l»ﬁ.uw‘lmiin centre showing the num
bers of the sections,  This information wa
no doubt very definite, but the trouble
to find the mounds, for th
ovVergrown and hidden by lon rass, and 1t

was possible to discover them only alier
coming close upon them.

\sitwas very essential to find each mound,
we resorted to an expedient which answe red
wWdmirably, and which, as far as Tam aware,
remains unknown to most land prospectors
We measnted the circumterence of the oil
front wheel, which we found was twelve teet.
By a httle hguring, we found that the cu
cumference was contained just two hundred
d twenty times in half a nnle. We then
tied a handkerchief securely to a spe ke to
facilitate counting the revolutions ol the
wheel. One used the compass and drove
the horse, the other watc hed for the hand
kerchief and counted the turnings of the
wheel.  When the requisite number was
nade we stopped the horse, jumped out, and
hunted for the section mound.
