lace of the man who, whatever his
aults, was the first to see what Athens
had 1t in her to accomplish, and o open
her eyes, and guide her hands to the
fulfilment of her destiny. Making our
way as best we could in the darkness
past the shipping and the dockyards,
then through the straggling houses,
which lie scattered above the harbor to
seaward, and where, each house being
provided with a fierce and obstreperous
dog, we had some difficulty in escaping
with a whole skin, we at length came
out upon a narrow foot-j:tb leading
through waste moorland along the sea-
shore. A scramble of five minutes
or so through boulders brought us to a
point where the coast turned slightly
southward, and left us looking across
sonth-west to the island of Salamis
and the mountains of the Morea. Hard
by lies the great Athenian. His tomb
commands the scene of the battle, which
rivals the fame of Marathon, and which
would bardly have been fought at all
save for him. Hitherto the night had
been dark, and the moon chary of her
light ; bat now, as we looked, she shone
forth triumphantly, and amid flocks of
white eloudlets, which bere and there
relieved the blue-blackness of the heav-
ens. At our feet gleamed the dark
waters of the gulf, just trembling in
the breeze, and beyond the gleam the
cone of Zgina rose sheer into-the silent
air—ZBgina, the eye-sore of the Pirsus.”

The Hussar, while on ber way to Nor-
wich, Conn, on November 25, 1 struck
on Pot Rock, in Hell Gate. Sbhe bad on
board, it is believed, £960,000 sterling,
which was intended forthe land and naval
forces engaged in subjogating the Ame-
ricane, and seventy American prisoners
who were chained to the gun deck. Her
commander beached ber near where she
now lies, and endeavored to hold ber in
position by hawsers attached to trees on
the shore. When the tide began to ebb
some of the lines parted, while others
drew the trees up by the roots. Finally
the frigate listed and went over the preci-
pice over which she was banging into
nearly ninety feet of water, carrying with
ber the seventy prisoners manacled on the
gun-deck. The officers and crew escaped.

In his early life Mr. Brangman
w.s 1t brought nuder any direct or pow-
erful 1eligious influence, bat im the year
1832 L~ began to attend the public minis-
try of the word under the Rev. Jobn
Ciolts, who that year began to preach in a
private house on St. David’s. From tha*
tiwe the purpose of his life seemed fixed,
and in 1837, when tue RBev. Theophilus
Pu:b was stationed 1n B-rmuda, Mr.
Brangwan associated himsclf with the
Mecthodist Society.  He married in 1845,
and four years afterwards accidentaly in-
Jured his right knee. The injury was so
severe that for a period of seven years he
could.not walk without artificial sapport.
On ofie occasiovn after wearily and pain.
fully making his way tu and from worship,
which was still held in a private house,
he said he would give a piece of land on
which to erect a place of worship. The
Jand was subsequentiy given aund the
Ctivrch built. It has since become the
biithplace af maoy souls.  For sometime
previous to the erection of the church the
services wereordinarily and regulariy held
m Mr. Brangman's house, which he offered
for such sacred use and to which he we!-
cowmed all comers with a kindness and
cordiality that won many bearts.
For many years he was under the pres-
sure of severe suffering, and while pros-
trate on his bed svught to lead those

In tbe family and in public Mr. Brang-
man’s life was that of a consistent and |
earnest Christian.
