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FRARCE'S WHEAT
IS LESS BY HALF

Other Crops and Live Stock Are
Much Reduced C ompared
With 1913.

A despatch from Ottawa says: The
Food Controller’s office on Thursday
made public figures of food production
in France which are far below the pre-
war average. The most serious de-
cline is in wheat, the 1917 crop being
short 3 per cent, of 176,000,000
bushels, as compared with the produc-
tion of 1913. The potato crop is short
83.1 per cent,, or 165,000,000 bushels.
The sugar beet crop has fallen off by
67.9 per cent., or 148,000,000 bushels.
The number of cattle has declined 16.5
per cent,, or 9,435,000 head. The num-
ber of sheep has been reduced by 36.6
per cent., or 5,535,000 head. There
has been a decline of 40.2 per cent., or

1f silver bullets are going to knock the
Kaiser out, as has been predicted, then
Walkerton is right there with the ore.
Having set out last week to reach the
objective of $35,000 which had been ap.
portioned as the town’s share of the Vic-
tory War Loan, Walkerton had subscrib-
ed by Tuesday night $72,000, or over
twice its allotment, and this beforc the
canvass had been quite half over. Be-
fore the close of the campaign on Dec.
1st, it is thought Walkerton will have
subscribed over $100,000. Wiarton has
also more than doubled its objective by
raising $70,500. While the towns on the
whole in Bruce are deing well, many of
the townships are falling down badly on
the loan. For instance, Brant, whose
objective .is $76,000, has subscribed so
far $36,000; Carrick, with an objective of
$90,000, has raised $7000; Greenock with
an objective of $40,000 has also raised
47,000, and so on. As this lean is about
the most gilt-edged security yet put on
the market here, it is surprising that,
with the time half up, the country people
haven’t taken over a bigger share. If
Bruce County’s objective of a million
dellars is to be raised we see where the
townships will have to smoke up, as
Bruce by Tuesday night had raised
418,000, or slightly better than half of
its assignment. Grey by Tuesday had
$618,000, and Huron $902,000. Through-
out Ontario $69,490,000 had been sub-
scribed by Tuesday night.—Herald &
Times.

Self-denial in the matter of buying
new furniture, pianos, autos, etc, if ge-
nerally or universally practised, would
give the Finance Minister many addition-
al millions of dollars for carrying on the
war. With respect to automobiles used
for pleasure it is not only the capital ex-
penditure that is lost to the national ex
penditure, but also the cost of operating
or running the cars. For example, if a
well to do citizen enters into ar. agree-
ment with his conscienee, that, owing to
the war he will postpone for two years
the purchsse of a $2,000 car, perhaps the
loyal observance by him of this agree-
ment would set free $3,5000 in the two
years for war loan purchages. Toa cer-
tain extent this applies to purchasers of
furniture, etc. In view of the sacrifices
made every day by the members of our
expeditionary forces, it should not seem
hard for “stay-at-homes” to defer for a
year or two the purchase of new furni-
ture or other items not absolutely neces-
sary. A careful analysis in each indi,
vidual case of the subdivisions of person-
al expenditures, if undertaken in the
right spirit by a million Canadian fami-
lies, might lead to the provision of an
extra $100,000,000 in the course of a year
for war purposes.

Submarine No Longer A
Menace.

Arthur Pollen, the famous British
war expert, has made the following
statement to the associated Press on the
submatfine war and the various political

—~ - tvrises in Europe:

“Anything unsatisfactory in the mili-
tary and political situation in Europe i8
balanced by the extraordinary news that
the German submarinc campaign has
broken down altogether. The subma-
rine is defeated. This is the most mo-
mentous event since the U. S. declared
war. It means that we can all stay in,
and that America can really come in.
Six months ago shipping was being des-
troyed, according to some authorities, at
a rate of nine million tons per annkm.
Had this loss continucd, the Germans
had the right to expect, not indeed mili-
tary victory but a piece that would mean
something much less than defeat. This
was Germany’s only hope and it was the
Allics only anxiety, For every one, in-
cluding the German higher command
knew that with sea communication rea-
sonably safe, the military defeat of the
German army was certain.

“In the first fortnight of November,
the rate of loss of DBritish tonnage of
greater than 1,600 tons each, has fallen
to about one million tons a year. The
present ship building capacity of Great
Britain alone can make this loss good in
less than eight months. At the rate
America, Great Britain, Japan are striv-
to attain, we should 1cplace this loss in
less than eight weeks, The rate of loss
fo the last week is actually less thaa the
an wal toll of wrecks in peace times It
is an amazing development. It is not to
be expected that losses can remain as
low as this. They must fluctuate up and
down. But they will never cause us un-
easiness again.

MAKING BUTCH

Methods That Take
~ By Mrs, L.

When we butcher hogs we prefer a
clear, cool day, with the wind from
the north. All necessary prepara-
tions are made beforehand as mwmch
as possibl If a ber of hogs
are to be dressed, they are not all
killed at the same time, as standing
seems to impair. the flavor, but to
make good time we aim to have one
ready for scalding as soon as the one
before it is finished. A small amount
of lime added to the scalding water
will not injure the meat in any way,
and it makes the hair slip much more
easily and the skin is whiter.

The carcasses are pulled from the
scalding barrell and put on a long
platform which is a little lower at the
end farthest from the barrel. This
lowering of one end gives the water a
chance to drain off, and the hair and
hscurf is more easily cleaned from the
platform. The best procedure in re-
moving the hair is to begin on the
head and feet. These are the hardest
to dress properly, and when they be-
come c¢old they are an almost impos-
sible task.

Avoid Heavy Lifting

Every advantage of heavy lifting
is taken. We do not try to lift-a
heavy hog on the pole in the old way.
| Our method is simple. The carcass
1is rolled from the plaiform on to a
| strong chair. Two men can carry a
| very heavy hog in this manner. The
hog may now be taken with a mini-
mum of effort to the place where it is
to be hung. A number of devices
ray be employed to save the heavy
lifting. The gambrel stick may be
slipped out of one leg, put around the
pole, and reinserted in its proper posi-
|tion. Then it is easily possible to
! push it up to a notch cut in the pole,

The zinc sulphate
will act on the lime in the cement,
forming insoluble calcium sulphate
and zinc hydroxide, which fills up the
pores in the concrete.
