MARCONI ADDS
TO HIS LAURELS
AS AN INVENTOR

Announces That His Experiments In

Wireless Telephony Have Been
NSuecessful

CAN USE IT TO SPEAK
OVER DISTANCE OF 160 MILES

Installed On
Twenty Ships of the Italian
Navy.

London, May 20.—William Marconi
gives interesting ’'details regarding
the wireless telephone experiments
which he has been and is still con-
ducting. Afterwards Marconi left
L.ondon for his residence near South-
ampton, to superintend personally
further experiments which he and his
staff are going to make between the
Marconi stations at Southampton and
Carnarvgn and certain mercantile
vessels whose ordinary wireless ap-
paratus has heert equipped with tele-
phonic transmitters.

Marconi explained that his mes-
sage to the American Company an-
nouncing that he had completed his
wireless telephone tests and brought
out a practical design of wireless
telephone apparatus, based oen a prin-
ciple which has never before been
usgd for this sort of work, referred
to what he has done in the Mediter-
annean.

Effective 100 Miles

He added: 2

“We have now got an apparatus
with which we can telephone a dis-
tance of 100 miles. Some further
tests are to be made between shifs
and shore stations in South Englhnd
and Wales. So far, the greatest dis-
tance/ over which we Thave spoken
successfully was thirty-three miles.
That was befween Italian battleships
on the Mediterranean about six weeks

-ago. We have completed an appar-

atus for 100 miles at least, but we
have not finished testing it yet.

“Our method of communication is
juét the same as with wireless tele-
graphy, except that instead of send-
ing wireless telegraphic. messages,
we send over the intervening space
wireless words. The new principle
involved is that we have a new way
of producing what are called con-
tinuous waves. ‘

“lI think we shall be able, pres-
ently, to telephoné wirelessly from
England to America. It may be a
question of years—I do not know
how soon, but I think it will come.
Our chief difficulty is in controlling
sufficient power to carry a message

Dear Sir,—Kindly allow me to make
reference to Road Board matters here
on the Southside of Southeast Arm,
New Bay. -

It is almost a shame to call these
affairs roads for they are little better
than cowpaths and are an absolute
disgrace to our public officials. For-
'tunately for Nature provides an
excellent pathway of ice in the winter
but when summer comes we are up
against all kinds of difficulties in get-
ting about, except when we can travel
'by water. In Wet weather our roads
are nearly impassable for mud and in
dry weather the so-called roads are
almost blocked with big rocks.

The people on the Northside of this
Arm are treated very much better.
\ The roads are fairly well kept and
dangerous places are attended to.
Our people therefore would like to
know why there is this difference be-
tween the treatment accorded to resi-
dents on both sids of this Arm of New
Bay.
