GREEKS DETERMINED T0 RESIST
N FORCE BULGAR INVASION

Followers of Venizelos are Leading
Movement to Force Constantine’s

Hand and Bring

About an Alliance

With Entente Powers

By Special Wire to the Courier.

New York, Aug. 24.—The London
correspondent of the Tribune last
night cabled as follows: .

The Greeks are preparing to resist
in force the advance of the Bulgari-
ans towards Seres and Kavala. Be-
fore the pressure of Czar Ferdinand’s
troops the Greeks have fallen back,
but they do not propose to permit a
Bulgarian advanee to the Aegean
without disputing it.

Again the followers of Venizelos
are leading the movement to force
Constantine’s hand and bring about
a Greek alliance with the Entente
powers. Adherents of the ex-premier
at Salonica are organizing volunteers
to resist the Bulgars moving on
Seres, according to a Reuter despatch
which reached London to-night.

The commander at Seres, accord-
ing to this report, has called to the
colors the troops demobilized in ac-
cordance with the demands made by
the Allies last spring. His procla-
mation deeclares that the Bulgarians
will soon be opposed.

Not Yet in Seres

The Bulgarians are approaching
Seres, but have not entered the town
vet. Sofia’s envoy at Athens has
given assurances that neither Seres
nor Kavala will be occupied by Bul-
garian troops, but the advance in
Macedonia econtinues and Athens is
ineclined to be skeptical of Bulgar
promises,

Venizelos party for participation in
the war on the side of the Allies,
the Bulgar threat may prove the fin-
al impulse that will drive Greece in-
to the war. This, too, may force
definite action by Roumania.

What About Roumania?

A forecast of what decision Buch-
arest will make and when she will
make it is unwise. The allies, how-
ever, are optimistic. Several times
in the last year, Roumania was ready
to enter the conflict and reversed
her decision only because the com-
plexion of the war had changed.
Balkan bargains come high
as both sides have learned, and they
are never certain until they are de:
livered.

Allied Successes.

The outstanding feature of the
fighting on the Salonica front to-day
was the checking of the Bulgar coun-
ter-offensive = against the allied
flanks. Both the assault on the

Struma, where Sarrail’'s outposts
were driven back, and west of Lake
Ostrovo, on the left wing, where the
Serbs are holding the line, have
been halted.

Until this pressure on the flanks
was removed, a further advance
along the Nish-Salonica railway was
impossible. The allied forces have
stormed the scuthern slopes of the
Veles mountains and have held their
gains. = Their next thrust would carry
with it an element of danger unless
the menace to the flanks were re-
moved. :

Enemhy Entrenched

Along the Struma the
have entrenched along a line that
parallels the river. This move was
evidently intended to prevent any al-
lied move into eastward Macedonia,
where an advance up the Struma
valley, along the railway through
Demi Hissar might eventually threat-
en Sofia.

On the extreme western wing, in
the Florina sector, Berlin claims an
advance for the Bulgar troops, but
Paris announces to-night that the
Serbs have made progress north of
Strupino. Apparently the offensive
in this sector, too, is being wrench-
ed gradually from the Czar Ferdin-
and’s trpops.

For the
moment the eastern campaign lags
and the Germans have been able to
concentrate more troops in France.

Russia Pressing Austrians

The situation in Roumania is link-
ed up closely with the Russian offen-
sive in Bukowina. According to un-
official despatches from the front,the
Czar’s troops have renewed their of-
fensive along the Roumanian bor-
der, and some reports state they
have scored a “brilliant success.”
With her line clear here, Bucharest
would not hesitate long to throw in
her lot with the allies.

BRITISH BEAT
ALL ATTACKS

German Assaults Near Guil-
lemont Came to
Grief.

By Special Wire to the Courier,

London, Aug. 24.—3.25 p.m.—On
the Somme front, in the neighbor-
hood of wuillemont, the Germans last
night launched a strong attack in an
effort to regain lost ground. The of-
ficial statement issued here to-day
says the attack was repulsed after a
severe struggle in which the Ger-
mans susiained heavy losses.

The announcement follows:

“Last night the enemy made stren-
uous efforts to regain his lost ground

‘between the Guillemont station and

Quarry. After a severe bombard-
ment, which began at 8.45 o’clock he
launched a strong infantry attack
which was pressed with such deter-
mination that it reached our para-
pets at places.

“After a short struggle the attack
was repulsed completely everywhere
with heavy losses to the enemy.
“After this failure the enemy de-
livered a further intense bombard-
ment at 12.30 o’clock this morning,
but no other infantry assault mater-
ialized.

“Near Hohenzollern redoubt the
enemy shelled our lines heavily and
attempted a raid which failed com-
pletely. In no case did he succeed
in reaching our lines.

“In a raid which we carried out
northwest of La Bassee we success-
fully entered the enemy’s trenches.”

Two disturbances took place
yesterday during recruiting meetings
for the Irish-Canadian rangers.
There was trouble at the meeting at
Flace d’ Armes, when an unknown
man speaking French interrupted
the meeting and such an uproar fol-
lowed that the meeting ended ab-
ruptly. A disturbance also occurred
at a meeting of ther Rangers in
front of Christ Church® Cathedral,
when a man who had been approach-
ed by recruiting officers became bel-
licose.

Similar trouble was reported yes-
terday to headquarters from Manson-
ville, where a recruiting meeting was
interrupted with rather unpleasant
results to the interrupter, who ob-
jected to recruiting speeches in Eng-
lish.

London, Aug. 24.—1.05 p.m.—Re-
ports. of the return of the German
submarine Deutschland from the
United States are corroborated in a
telegram received at Amsterdam
from Bremen as forwarded by Ren-
ter’s correspondent. According to
this information, the Deutschland
travelled 4,200 miles on her home-
ward voyage. At the beginning the
sea was tempestuous, but later it be~
came more calm. The Deutschland
proved to be able to navigate the
stromy seas excellently. Her engines
worked faultlessly. No icebergs were
passed on the journey.

America Was ‘‘Correct.”

The American Government, says
the dedpatch, acted in a correct man-
ner as a neutral, rigorously enforecing
respect for its frontier from British
and French warships by the employ-
ment of its own men of war, and the
submarine succeeded in leaving un-
detected. A distance of 100 miles
was traversed under water without
difficulty.

Not All Smooth Sailing.

The Deutschland returned home
slightly damaged, according to an
Exchange Telegraph despatch from
The Hague, which says this informa-

Already Has Left

The departure for America a week
ago of the German submarine Bre-
men is reported in a despatch from
Bremen, as forwarded from The
Hague by the Exchange Telegraph
Company. It is said the owners of the
Deutschland and the Bremen receiv-
ed word seven days ago of the pro-
gress being made by the Deutschland
on her return voyage, and that it
was not until they had obtained this
jnformation that they permitted the
Bremen to depart.

The Deutschland took the same
route on both her voyages, the-.de-
spatch says, returning to Germany
by the North Sea. Captain Paul
Koenig, of the Deutschland, is be-
ing feted as a national hero, and has
been summoned to Emperor Wil-
liam’s headquarters to report on his
voyage.

I
knew him well, and I know that by
the very reason of his calling he un-
derstands the way of thinking of the
simple people. He said to me: ‘It
must be explained to the people quite
simply and intelligently why they are
still fighting, because they do not
know.’ I answered that two years
was surely enough to make it clear
to the thickest head. He, however,
replied:

People Confused
“Two years ago all these people
knew, but as they read the newspa-
pers regularly, have little knowledge
of geography and have no training
in historical thought; even at the be-

The Historic Hermit

But the Bagdad of to-day, . al-
though the Turkish documents still
call it ‘“‘the glorious city,”” has
naught but erumbling mosques, dil-
apidated palaces and neglected tombs
to bear testimony to the splendor of
the past.

It was Al-Mansur, the second cal-
iph of the Abbasside dynasty, who
removed the capital of Islam hither
from Damascus. When he first saw
the spot he was enchanted with it
although there was then only a sin-
gle habitation upon it—the cell of
the venerable hermit Dad.

The latter, ignorant who his digni-
fied visitor was, not only entered in-
to conversation with him, but pre-
dicted that one Moslos was destined
to found a city where they were
standing.

“I am that man!”’ exclaimed the
caliph, and he went on to inform
the hermit that in his boyhood he
had stolen a bracelet, and his nurse
had ever after called him ‘Moslos,”
the name of a thief then well known.
The old recluse must have made a
considerable impression on the mind
of Al-Mansur, for the town was
eventually mamed for him. ‘‘Bag”
signifies a garden in the Persian
tongue, and the whole word means
“The Garden of Dad.”

An Ancient Rockefeller

This caliph, by the way, was per-
haps the richest man in his time,
for he possessed some $150,000,000.
He did not, however, invest his
wealth in Bagdad real estate, for he
and his sons left it in a small town,
confined to the western bank of the
Tigris. Moreover, they economized
in building materials, for they used
fragments plundered from the an-
cient Persian city Ctesiphon, its near
neighbor Seleucia, and from ancient
Babylon.

It remained for Harun, ally and
friend of Charlemagne, Who came
after Al-Mansur and his sons, to
extend the capital to the eastern
bank. With him, too, began the era
of culture, science, literature, and
that distinctly Persian luxury that
at last wrought the downfall of Sar-
acen power. Against such effemin-
ate degeneracy Omar, conqueror of
Syria, Persia and Bgypt, sedulously
warned his people, but in vain.

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ALTERS SYSTEM

Change Made in Adminis-
tration of Funds for Sol-
diers’ Dependents.

THE NEW PLAN.

Money Will Be Paid to Cen-
tral Association, Which
Will Distribute It.

Financial matters occunied the at-
tention of the county couxcil at a
special session held vesterday after-
noon. The principal action taken
was in regard to the administration
of the moneys raised by Brant county
for the Patriotic Fund. In the past

the county has itself handled the dis-
bursements of tiiese, but a new
course of action was yesterday de-
cided unon, in view of geveral aris-
ing circumstances, and the county
will now become a duly constituted
branch of the Canadian Patriotic
Fund by pnaying its contributions to
the central body of that organization
which will administer the money
then at its own exnense, and to any
amount which may be mnecessary.
even in excess of the county’s contri-
bution. The amount naid will be
$2,000 a month. The Paris branch,
which has previously been connected
with the countv, will now become
either a semarate branch of the As-
sociation, or become affiliated with
the Brantford branch, as the contri-
butors may decide among themsel-
ves.
Costs of Indian Cases.

The purpose for which the meet-
ing had been called was explained
by County Clerk, A. E. Watts—the
discussion of matters relative to the
administration of the Patriotic Fund
in the County. The auestion of the
costs of the administration of justice
in the county might also be dealt
with, in view of the Indian troubles
now being aired in the police court,
which would result in a very heavy
bill of expense. The present was an
opportune moment for action in the
matter, stated the speaker, who
pointed out as an example that in all
county liguor casts the fines imposed

went to the Government, which re-

fused to pay any share of tt}e ex-
penses incurred by the county in the
cases.

Claims  Increasing.

Warden Harris expnlained to the
council the manper in which  the
county council was: at present hand-
ling the funds for the I’atrio.txc Funac
in the county. The most serious fea-
ture of the oresent: system was the
claims of county ‘ﬂependents would
be greatly increased. since ' the de-
parture of the two.battalioqs ! from
Brantford, until the appropriation of
the ecouncil would not be adequate
to cope with the demands.

New System Suggested

The costs of administration were
also proving to reach a higher per-
centage than was estimated when the
council agreed to bear the county’s
share of the administration. The
clerk pointed out the advisability of
adopting a new gystem, whereby the
council would pay out to the central
patriotic fund a fixed sum per month,
thus being relieved of all expenses
attendant upon the administration,
which would then be seen to by the
central organization. If this action
were taken, Paris would also come
under the control of the central body;
hence a number of delegates from
the Paris branch of the fund were
present before the council in order
to speak upon the subject.

Satisfaction at Paris

Mr. Scott Davidson asked for in-
formation as to the disposal of the
funds of the Paris branch, in the
event of it becoming attached to
the central organization. It was
pointed out that the rates paid in
Paris were not as high as those of
the central organization, and that ac-
cordingly it would cost the town

| more to pay their money into the Ot-

tawa department. All the dependants
were satisfied with what they re-
ceived at present.

Pays Out Generously

Messrs. H. T. Watt and T i
Spence, represented the Bran,tford
branch of the fund at the meeting,
the former giving a statement as to
the rates of pay by the central or-
ganization, and the latter explaining
that the high cost of administration
for the last month was only tempor-
ary, the departure of the 125th and
215th necessitating a great deal of
extra work and extra help for the
fund. Mr. Spence also pointed out
the whole-hearted manner in which
the Dominion branch of the fund
paid out the amounts needed by its
various branches, even when they
were greater than those raised by
the respective localities. The speaker
expressed his approval of both Brani
county and Paris becoming connect-
ed with the central organization, and
the cause which the whole of Brant
county had to feel proud of its show-
ing, both in recruiting and in patri-
otic relief work. o

Ottawa Bears Expense

Warden Harris expressed his ap-
proval of the project.

In reply to a query by Mr. Eddy,
Mr. H. T. Watt stated that the ad-
ministration expenses of the
ford branch were borne by the cen-
tral organization, in accordance with
the agreement made between the two
branches. The expenses included sal-
aries, postage and stationery, the
fund being exempt from war tax
levies.

The Patriotic Fund delegates with-
drew at this point, and considerable
discussion followed among the mem-
bers of the council. The following re-
solution, when introduced, was car-
ried by a unanimous vote:—

And that this council recommend
that the central association consti-
tute the town of Paris, a branch. of
the association, if the present asso-
ciation in Paris now doing this work,
request that the branch be so consti-
tuted.

The socks
and handkerchiefs were also needed.
In fact it was the most sensible par-
‘cel 1T have received from an_\‘whm'o.’
Thank Jack Kelly for me. I intend
to drop him a line in a day of so. It
certainly was a fine tobacco pouch
and just what I needed. I knew the
parcels were here a few days before
I received them, but we were in the
front line. and it is very difficult
getting them up there at times, so
tliey hold them at the transport untii
we come out.

We had a busy sixteen days up
there. Fritz treated us to every-
ihing he had in stock, and belive
me, has some beautiful variety of |
explosives.

NO OVERTURES

Commons—Denies Truth
of all Rumors.

London, Aug. 24.—No peace over-
tures have been made to Great Brit-
ain, declared Lord Robert Cecil,
minister of wdr trade, and parlia-
mentavy under secretarv for foreign
affairs in the Housge' ‘6f Commons
yesterday.

Lord Robert’s statement was made
in resnonse to a auestion by Sic
James Henry Dalgziel, Libéral mem-
ber for Kirkealdvy burghs in regard
to neace rumorg and the situation in
the Balkans.

«“No overtures have been made for
peace,” said Lord Robert. “There
is only one way in which overtures
for neace could be made and that is
from an enemy to the government of
this countrv. If anv such overtures
were made the first thing we should
do would be to consult with our al-
lies. but no cominunication of the
kind hos been made.”

As to the Balkans, Lord Robert
said the most imvortant factor
consisted of the onerations from
Saloniki. The allies’ relation with
the new Greek Government, he stat-
ed, were thoroughly satisfactory.

Examined, Boat Allowed
to Proceed.

Rotierdam, Aug. 24.—Via London
_According to information here the

American Steamer Owego, regarding
a reported submarine attack on
which the American Government has
inquired of Germany, arrived at this
port on August 13 and reported en-
countering off the Isle of Wight a
German submarine which fired ten
or twelve shots at her, without wArD-
ing. it is declared, some of the hells
striking the water very close to her
but inflicting no damage.
Captain Barlow of the Owego, ar-
cording to the account given, was at
first unable to discern the submaring
Lecause of a prevailing haze, but
upon the undersea craft approaching
he sent a boat with the mate and the
ships papers, after examinaticn of
which documents, the Germans al-
lowed the Owego to proceed.
