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Afisery is on the increase in France ;
or, at least, suicide is, according to
the alarming statistics yearly” got-
ten out in that country. In 1898
there were, for instance, 82 more
suicides than in the previous year.

Of the entire number during 1898,
which was 9,438, 1,537 suicides were
set down to poverty and reverses
of fortune, 943 to family troubles,
624 to love or jealousy, 1,226 to
drink, 2,705 to various troubles (of
which physical pain accounted for
1,785), 1,847 to cercbral disease, and
in 1,056 the cause remained un-
known.

The figures for a period of five
years before, and including 1898,
were as follows: 1894, 9,703; 1895,
9,263; 1897, 9,356, and 1898, 9,438.

The Department of the Seine sup- !
plied one sixth of the total number
of the suicides in 1898, namely, 1,566,
or 64 less than in 1897. Of the per-
sons committing suicide, 85 were un-
der 16 years old.

The civil eoaditions of those com-
mitting suicide was ascertained only
in 8,809 cases. The unmarried num-
bered 3,008, the married with chil-
dren 2,502, and married without
children, 1,422; widows with chil-
dren, 1,113; widows without chil-
dren, 834. As to employment, 2,436
cases occurred among agricultur-
turists, 1.668 among those employ-
ed in various industries.

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Terribly Wounded Yet Lived.

A young mam at York, Pennsyl-
vania, is alive, and in a fair way' to
full recovery after a bullet passed
completely through his brain. His
case is unusual, but not unique.
Many years ago a New England
blaster had a crowhbar driven full
length through hi§ head and surviv-
ed. The eagerness of the Boston sur-
geons to obtain his skull for a surgi-
cal museum troubled him so that he
went to California (then very re-
mote) and became a stage driver.
His exile, however, did not profit
him. A Boston surgeon traced  him
and kept informed as to his condi-
tion, and when he died his skull was
brought East. It may now be seen
among the ghastly treasures of the
museum. It is to be hoped’ that
the York young man does not have
the same prejudice against having
his skull repose on a shelf after he
shall be done with it. There is little
doubt that some surgeon will con-
sider it a sufficiently rare and in-
teresting specimen to be Ikept in

NEEDED ANNUALL

Figures of Brodrick's New
Army System.

CANADA TO GIVE HORSES.

Permanent Arrangement to be Made
—In 30 Months Army in Africa
Has Received 550,000 Animais—
lucreased Pay for Tommy Atkins
—TIhe Task in Africa.

London, March 2{.—Mr. Brodrick, in
lotroducing the army estimates in
the House of Commons, mentioned
circumstances showing how immense
has been the task of providing for
the campaign in South Africa.

But the most important feature is
the increased pay of the soldier. The
recruit joining after the beginning of
next month will receive 1s. a day in-
stead of 9d. as at present. If, after
iwo years' service, he elects to stay
for eight years longer, he gets, be-
ing an efficient shot, 64. a day more,
or, il an inelficient shot, he gets 4d.
wiile he is improving.

During the last six years recruit-
ing huu gone up from 26,000 Lo 4.,-
00U per aupum, but that had been
attained by a lowering of the stan-
dard, which had the elfect of in-
creasing the waste from 3,480 in
1899 to 8822 in 1901, Mr. Brodrick
believes we have reached the limit
of real recruiting, and we can-
not look forward to any rediction in
our army.

To keep the army at its present
fevel 50,000 recruits would be re-
quired annually under the new sys-
tem, and then they would be able
10 keep a reserve ol 150,000 or 170,-
000 men. The cost of this proposal
would be £1,048,000 to Great Bri-
tain and £756,000 to India, per an-
nun.

ln the concentration camps there
is a population or 150,000 human be-
ings, whom we house, shelzer, clothe
amd feed.

Our scheme at an early stage of
the war provided for sending out
70,000 men, and suddenly we found
we had to despateh four times that
uumber.

150,000 Horses a Year.

Before the war we provided for 2,-
500 remounts annually. Since the cut-
break we ure senuing out 150,000
horses a year. Iu the first six months
of 1900 we landed 80,000 horses in
South Africa.

There was no justification for Lord
Rosebery’s comparison ol the Cri-
mean war, in which 50,000 of the
best troops were allowed to dwindle
to 20,00V practically without food,
clothes, shelter or horses, with the
present campaign, with its 230,000
sen well provided in every respect.

Thoe Duke of Wellington had never
more than 60,000 or 70,000 men, and
in the Crimea there were never more
than 52,000 men, whereas from the
timo the first great body of rein-
forcements was sent to South Africa
under Lord Roberts we had never less
than 150,400 regular t10ups there, ex-
clusive ol colouials, miiitia, Yeomanry
and volunteers, and in less than a
Year and a hall we have landed there
290,600 horses, 126,000 mules, pur-
chasing in addition 126,000 horses
in South Africa.

Thus in thirty months we supplied
the army In South Africa with 550,-
000 animals, which is at the rate
of 600 a day.

The remount department in South
Africa is now well manned and well
conducted.

At present Lord Kitchener has 16,-
500 horses at the depots ready to
be issued, and we are not only meet-
Ing existing demands, but prepar-
ing for the future.

Under the new scbkame of purchase
buyers will be placed here and in Ire-
land more in touch with breeders
and less with the dealers, and
through the Joard of Agriculture
prizes are to be given for the best
type of army horse.

Permuanent Supply From Canada.

A permanent arrangement will be
mado with Canada for the supply of
horses.

Now we are feeding 300,000 men,
Inrluuing fighting men and attend-
ants, and 213,000 horses and mules
in South Africa.

At home the Army Corps scheme is
being pushed forward, barracks and
training grounds are being prepared,
and the great scheme of decentraliza-
tion has been begun.

A committee has been appointed to
cousuier whether the Engineers
should be rel.eved of the duty of build-
ing barracks, that work to pass to
civiliauns. 3

Audit departments are to be estab-
lished at Aldershot, Salisbury and
Dullin, ’

The Army Board now takes up any
yu:stion without rifercnece to the See-
retury of State, the object being, as
Mr. Broirick tersely put it, “*writing
as little as possible, and deciding as
rapidly as possible.”

MORE GENSUS RETURNS.

Figures Showing Population
by Nationalities.

HOW WE ARE CLASSIFIED.

Ottawa despatch: "The census of
Canada, by origius and nationalities,
is presented in a new bulletin grouped
by provinces and territories. Among
whites the raciat of tribal origin is
traced through the father, and among
Indians through the mother. A per-
son whose tather Is English and
whose mother 1is Scotch, Irish or
French, is therefore classed as Eng-
lish in origin; but a person of mixed
white and red blood, commonly
known as a “breed,” is classed as
Indian, with a sub-description of his
white origin to denote the breed.

Nationality applies- by right of es-
tablished usage to tle citizens of
Canada, and In this builatin the term
“Canada’” is used as descriptive of
every person whose home is in the
country, and who has acquired rights|
of citizenshlp in it. A person who was;|
born in the United States or France|
or Germany, or other foreign coun- |
try, but whose home is 1a Canada, and|
who is a naturalized citizen, is classed
as a Canadian ; so also is every per-
son born in the United Kingdom, or
any of its colonies, whose residence in
Canada, is not merely temporary.
Aliens living in the eountry are clas-
gified by nationalities, according to
the country of their birth, or the
country to which they profess to owe
allegiance.

POINTS OF IMPORTANCE
' IN BUTTER MAKING

In several of your recent issues I
noticed that butter-making has
been discussed aund in many in-
stacces mot along my lice, and I
gon’t  (wowder at sowme peopie get-
urg niuduled; as oue has culieu 1L,
if some of ihese rules are adhered
10 that we potiwe in Lhe different
papers from time %o time. Now,
i you will allow. me, I wil try to
aiscuss o few of the many polais
1 coauection with  butter-making,
which experience has taught, aad
you can compare my esiablished
jacts with others which 1 will be
glad Lo discass in order that we
may further develop this prom-
ing indusiry—sButter-making. .

Lo prepare ¢ream for butter-mak-
ing is the first) poiat I waat to' dis-
cuss. If you have cream in the vat
just after separating that tests 35
per cent. of rat, which is the first
thing to do? Take the tempera-
ture, agd if it is to be chucned on
the following morzing at this time
of year or during the period from
November 1st to April 1st, have
your temperature about 70 F. aad
ripca at that temperature. AB
soon as you have tempered your
cream at 70 ¥, add 10 per ceat. of
good pure-flavored culture starter
and stir well tol evenly mix it, bat
not enough to injure the fat glob-
ules. Let it stand at this temper-
ature, stirring occasionally until
four-tenths acidity appears when
tested with alkaline solution. This
is the proper acidity to. start to
cool your cream. Now, 10 per
cent. of a good starter should give
you this test in eight hours. Say
you add starter ab eleven a. m., and
at seven p. m., your cream will be
ready for cooling, 4 would cool
the cream to 51 and leave the wa-
ter around it all zight, providing
you do mnot use ice; but if the wa-
ter were so cold that by ieaving it
around your ‘cream all might it
would cool ‘to- below &) F., I
would let it rum off and place wa-
ter around the vat at a tempera-
ture of 48 F. this will not cool
the cream below  the churninng tem-
perature, which should be 50 to 53
in winter.

A great many butter makers make
a mistake right here; for instance,
the churning temperature is 52,
and they cool the cream to 46 and
raise it to 52 just before churning,
and then churn and churn and won-
der why they are not getting but-
ter. What is the difficulty? It is
just this: They are practically
churninzg at 46, or at too low a
temperature. Why, you will say, I
heated the cream to 52, but heat-
ing to 52 and having the ecream
that temperature for several hours
before does not give the same re-

ults. Cream consists of small par-
ticles of fat, and to hjold these Jit-
tle particles for considerable time
at a low temperature these little
globules are thoroughly chilled
throuzh, and it takes considerable
time for a higher temperature to
take effect on these so they will
be in the same condition” as if tem-
pered at 52 for several hours. The
same applies to cream at too high

a temperature for churning. Cream
at a temperature of 60 must at
least be kept 3 hours at 52 in or-
der tp have the same results as
far as churning goes, a8 previous
churnings where it was held sev-

eral hours at 52 before churning.
Cream raised from a temperature
of 46 to 52 and churned in a fiew
minutes afterwards, will generally
give one some trouble to get the
granulars large enough and occa-
sionally will become round and con-
tain a lot of moisture. Then, againg
ti*e higher temperature and cooling
to 52 will cause the cream tochurm
quickly and eontain a lot of moist-
ure and buttermilk that will be dif-
ficult to separate.

The best system thxt I can find to
ripén cream, as far as temperature
goes, is to ripen at 70 and cool so
as to have a temperature of 52 Fi
when ready for churning. Ripenin;
cream consists in The development ol
lactic acid and the development of
flavor to get the best results and
flavor. To get the best results and
have uniform butter, one must have
a certain rule and follow it. Ona
canuot have uniformity and have a
high temperature one day and a low
one the next. If you start to cool
your crenm when four-tenths acidity;
appeans, cool to a certain degree and
you will have about the same am-
ount of acidity and flavor providingy
your starter is the same from day
Lo day. Ripening facilitates churning,
produces more butter as a rule, im=
proves the keeping qualities of the
butter, and gives a better flavor. To
secure these results changes in the
temperature of cream &hould be ef-
fected gradually. See that youn
starter is of good flavor. Always
ripen at a s&tandard temperature
and cool so a® to have a tempera-
ture of 52 for several hours before
churning. The lower the temperature
that butter can be churned in a rea-
gonable length of time, the better will
be the butter and the better the qual-
ity, but from 50 to 53 in winter I
think will give the best results.

The point I have tried to make
clear by raising and lowering the
cream 10 a certuin temperature you
will find will bz the correct answer
for the question asked at one ol the
insiitute meetings. The question was
as follows > * What can I do witi.
hard-churning cream ? Sometimes I
cannot get the butter at all; then,
agalin, it breaks, ®ut Is in such fine
particles I cannot gather it to-
gether.” It is true that when cows
are long in lactation it is harder to
get butter, and if you have not a'
thermometer you may be churning
at too low a temperature, but pro-
viding you have, you will have no
irouble if you carry out the system
I refer to. But as far as trying
such a remedy as churning at a tem-
perature of 80 or 1C0 Idon’t wonder
at anyone seeing a butter *puddin’ "’
when you looked in your churn. Oh!
dear me, how rome of us dairy-school
fellows get raked over the coals, but
I am glad ofl it. If you go not under-
stand our methods of work we are
here to teach you and to prove
whereof we speak, It is hard, I know,
cometimes to swallow alL we preach,
and a good raking over is not a bad
ihing.

In several of your recent issues I
poticed that butter-making has
been discussed and In many in-
stacces not along my line, and I
gon’t jwouder ag sowme peopig get~
uvpg nfyduled, as oue has culied 1t
if some of these rules are adhered
1o that we opotice ia the diiferent
papers from time %o time. Now,
i ‘you will allow. me, 1 wil try to
discuss o few of the many poiais
i copuection with  butter-making,
which experience has taught, aad
you can compare wmy escablished
jacts with others which 1 will be
glad to discass in order that we
may further develop this prowm-
g indusiry—Butter-making. .

Lo prepare cream for butter-mak-
ing is the first) poiat 1 waant to' dis-
cuss, If you have cream in the vat
just after separating that tests 35
per cent. of rat, which is the first
thing to' do? Take the tempera-
ture, and if it is to be churned on
the following morzing at this time
of year or during the period from
November 1st to April 1st, have
your temperature about 70 F. and
ripea at that temperature. AB
soon as you have tempered Yyour
cream at 70 F, add 10 per cent. of
good pure-flavored culture starter
and stir well tol evenly mix it, bat
not enough to injure the fat glob-
ules. Let it stand at this temper-
ature, stirring occasionally until
four-tenths acldity appears when
tested with alkaline solution. This
is the proper acidity to start tn
cool your cream. Now, 10 per
cent. of a good starter should give
you this test in eight lours. Say
you add starter ab eleven a. m., and
at seven p. m., your cream will be
ready for coolin.g" 4 would cool
the cream to 51 and leave the wa-
ter around it all aight, providing
you do mot use ice; but if the wa-
ter were so cold that by ieaviag it
around your ‘cream all @might it
would cool to below &) F., I
would let it rum off and place wa-
ter around the vat at a tempera-
ture of 48 ¥. (this will not cool
the cream below the churninng tem-
perature, which should be 50 to 53
inl winter. .

A great many butter makers make
a mistake right here; for instance,
the churning temperature is 52,
and they cool the cream to 46and
raise it to 52 Jjust before churning,
and then churn and churn and won-
der why they are not getting but-
ter. What is the difficuity ? It is
just this: They are practically
churninzg at 46, or at too low a
temperature. Why, you will say, 1
heated the cream to 52, but heat-
ing to 52 and having the cream
that temperature for several hours
before does not give the same re-
sults. Cream consists of small par-
ticles of fat, and to lold these Jit-
tle particles for considerable time
at a low temperature these litlle
globules are thoroughly chilled
through; and it takes considerable
time for a hizher temperature to
take effect on these so they will
be in the same condition” as if tem-
pered at 52 for several hours. The
same applies to cream at too hizh
a temperature for churning. Cream
at a temperature of 60 must at
least be kept 3 hours at 52 in or-
der tp have the same results as
far as churning goes, as previous
churnings where it was held sev-

eral hours at 52 before churning.
Cream raised from a temperature
of 46 to 52 and churned in a lew
minutes afterwards, will generally
give one some trouble to get the
granulars large enough and occa-
sionally will become round con-
tain a lot of moisture. Then, againg
ti%e higher temperature a cooling
to 52 will cause the cream tochurm
quickly and contain a lot of moist-
ure and buttermilk that will be dif-
ficult to separate.

The best system that I can find to
ripén cream, as far as temperature
goes, s to ripen at 70 and cool so
as to have a temperature of 52 Fi
when ready for churning. Ripenin
cream consists in The development o
laetic acid and the development of *
flavor to get the best results and
flavor. To get the best result® and
have uniform butter, one must have
a certain rule and follow it. Ona
cannot have uniformity and have a
high temperature one day and a low
one the next. If ypu start to cool
your crenm when four-tenths acidity
appeans, cool to a certain degree and
you will have about the same am-
ount of acidity and flavor providingy
your starter is the same from day
to day. Ripening facilitates churning,
produces more butter as a rule, im~
proves the keeping qualities of the
butter, and gives a better flavor. To
secure these results changes in the
temperature of cream &hould be ef-
fected gradually. See that youn
starter is of good flavor. Always
ripen at a s&tandard temperature
amd cool so as to have a tempera-
tore of 52 for several hours before
churning. The lower the temperature
that butter can be churned in a rea-
sonable length of time, the better will
be the butter and the better the qual-
ity, but from 50 to 53 in winter I
think will give the best results. ‘

The point I have tried to make
clear by raising and ‘lowering the
cream Lo a certauin temperature you
will find will be the correct answer
for the question asked at one of the
institute meetings. The question was
as follows: * What can I do witis
hard-churning cream ? Sometimes I
cannot get the butter at all; then,
agalin, it breaks, $ut is in such fine
particles I cannot gather it to-
gether.” It is true that when cows
are long in lactation it is harder to
get butter, and if you have not a
thermometer you may be churning
at too low a temperature, but pro-
viding you have, you will have ne
irouble if you carry out the system
I refer to. But as far as trying
such a remedy as churning at a tem-
perature of 80 or 1C0 Idon’t wonder
at anyone seeing a butter “puddin’ ”’
when you looked in your churn. Oh!
dear me, how some of us dairy-school
fellows get raked over the coals, but
I am glad ofl it. If you do not under-
stand our methods of work we are
here to teach you and to prove
whereof we speak, It is hard, I know,
cometimes to swallow all we preach,
and a good raking over is not a bad
thing. 5
