Athens, [,eeds County, Ontario, Wednesday, Oct 2, 1912,
Athens Mineral Springs
To be Agaiu Made Available 1o the Public and Their

Revivifying. and Healing Waters to be
Placed on the Market,

The announcement in the Report-
er last week that the Athens Miner-
al Spring were to be improved and
made ﬁqz{ia};le to the public was
received with' pleasure, particularly
by older residents who have know-
ledge of the virtues of the waters.

To the uninformed, we may say
that the springs are situated well
within the corporate limits of Athens
at the edge of the oak grove at the
foot of Isaac street. They are three
in number and are all within a
radius of 30 or 40 feet. Formerly
for nearly half the year, the ground
surrounding the springs was flooded
but within the past three or four
years the proprietor of the ]and has
bad a surface water ditch dug
through the flat, which renders the
ground around the springs compara-
tively dry. Probably a short ac-
count of how the springs were first
discovered to possess healing and
medicinal qualities, and what
has - hitherto been done to test the
waters and why they were allowed
to fall into disuse, might not prove
uninteresting to many of - our
readers. The best aunthenticated
account we have of the discovery of
the springs was that more than
seventy-five years ago a number of
workmen were engaged in getting
out timber in the vicinity and -one
of the number going to look for
water, found a low place’in which
the water had settled. He stooped

scooped out of the mud into
which the water was allowed . to
Settle and when they had all drunk
they pronounced it strongly impreg-
nated with a mineral substance.
The excitement over the finding of
the springs resulted in several holes
or wells being sunk a few feet in the
surrounding bog, and finally three
different streams were struck. all
having a different taste or smell.
Nothing was done, howevyer, towards
developing the hidden treasures
until several years after, although
not a few had such faith in the med-
icinal qualities of the waters as to
make daily visits to the springs and
carry away a quantity of the water
for fugure use.

Abdut fifty years ago P. W.
Strong, at that time a resident of
the xillage, rendeavored to secure
congfol of the springs and two or
three acres of surrounding land but
could not obtain satisfactory terms
and had to abandon the enterprise.

The New Mexico ricultural Experi-
ment Assoclation has been making some
tests with feeding lambs, in which they
found that with alfalfa hly'llono, from
110 to 130 days were required to prepare
lambs for the home market.

Many amateur chicken farmers are
tied down to the home for fear the
chickens will have to go hungry it
there i8 no one around to feed them.
One brainy chicken farmer devised
this fountain feeder, which the chick-
ens operate. His chickens have food
when they want it, and never is there
too much left on the ground to get
mouldy and cause ill-health among the
flock and never an evening Is there
any grain on the ground to tempt rats.

The device is a galvanized iron sup-
ply fount which is filled with grain
and which has at its base a revolving
toothed wheel mounted on extremely
sengitive, though very strong and dur-
able, bearings.

A light shaft extends down from
this wheel to a cylinder made of wire
mesh.  This cylinder is filleq with
grain also, but the mesh is so%close
it cannot fall out. The machittessis
6o mounted that the cylinder is just
the height of a chicken’s head. The
chickens see the grain in the cylin-
der and peck at it. The slightest
touch on the cylinder causes the
wheel to revolve and this throws the
grain out against an inverted comne
which scaters it it over the ground.

in mixing, a water-tiaht platform or a
shallow box should be used. The mode
of proceduie is to first spread tie rve-
quired amount of sand in a laver, aml
on top of this gpread the cement. Mix

‘| thoroughly while dry until a uniform eol-

or is secured. 1In the middle of the mass
hollow out a spot, in' which pour the am-
ount of water needed, adding a little at
a time. and using care not to allow the
mixture to become too soft. Work up
the dry material from the outsi:le to-
ward the centre. turn rapidly with shov-
els, sprinkling water upon it until the
proper consistency has been attained.

Thoroughly wet the crushed rock, and
add it after the sand and cement have
been thoroughly mixed. In this manner
the sand grains are all covered with the
finer particles of cement and the crusn
ed rock when added has all the voids
filled with the temperate mixture. This
undoubtedly gives the greatest strength
for material used.

A very common method, howcver, js
to mix all three parts at one time while
vet dry, and then to mix with water un-
til the mixture will pack well and han-
dle with a shovel.

Measure exsct amounts of each part.
Mix thoroughly and not ton long before
applying water. Cement will s+t in 20
or 30 minutes, and if disturbed after
that loees its strength.

Get the form walls rigid and do not
use Jumber that is 0o dry, as it takes
up moisture und changes its shape so as
to injure the concrete in setting.

Do not allow concrete worl: to dry
out fast. as cracks will appear. It must
be protected from the sun for three to
five days and sprinkled with water to
insure even setting thronghout the cen-
crete.

In two weeks concrete Zains strength
sufficient for ordinary use, but 60 days
should elapse before it is given a full
load.

In construction work. such as floors,
barne, fences. posts. bridges. ete.. rein-
forcements of iron are absolutely ossen-
tial. The beginner will need the super-
vision of an expert in using remforce-
ments.

RECRUITS FOR ZIONISM.

Conspicuous Change in Attitude
Some Jewish Organizations.

A remarkable change has recently
come over the attitude of geveral public
bodies and organs of public opinion to-
ward the widespread movement kuown
48 Zionism,

The Alliance Israclite of Paris, which
has always hitherto opposed the move-
ment, has shanged its attitude and the
Israelite of Cincinnati have in recent is-
sues renounced their former anti-Zionis--
tic attitude and declared at least a pla-
tonie friendship toward Zionism.

In the two latter cases the reason for
the change is given with some plausibil-
ity; these papers declare that while
Zionism was purely political and coun-
tinued on the lines laid down by its
founder, the late Dr. Herzl, they were
opposed to it. as they considered any
political aspirations of Jews both futile
and dangerous. But it is contended by
these organsthat at the late tenth con-
gress the political side of Zionism was
practically buried, and they feel there-
fore at liberty to express the sympathy
they have hitherto managed to conceal
80 successfully with the sentimental Zi-
onnism that looks with love, but not
with desire, toward the land of the
fathers.

It will be difficult to prove the conten
tion that the late Congress made any
such fundamental change in the prin
ciples of Zionism. Tt recognized that in
the present condition of Turkey the
immediate application of Dr. Herzl's
ideas would he impracticable, but 8o far
as we could discern, the final aim of the
movement, as interpreted by the Con-
gress, remalned the same, and Zionism
remains as national as it ever was.

Perhaps a more complete explanation
of -the remarkable volte face made by
these journals as well as by the alliance
is the discovery that they have made
that the more idea! spirits of the young
er generation are almost without excep-
tion Zionistie in epirit and that if they
kept up their attitude of opposition they
would find themeelves left in the lurch,

SUNNY - ALBERTA

We take the liberty of pablishing
the following paragraphs from a letter
written by Mr E. 8. Clow to a friend
under date of Sept. 19 :--

This is certainly a great country,
and Calgary is a great city. One has
to see ic to believe the development go-
ingon. They are putting down street
pavement by the mile, and I under-
stand will have some 40 miles this fall,
and in the neighborhood of 125 miles
of cement wulks, with about 300 miles
of sewer and water mains, The city
is operating about 50 miles of street
railway, which bas paid from the start,
and last month showed a net profit
above operating expense of over
$18,000. What strikes a newcomer
is the evident desire of the city
to furnish every municipal facility
(water, sewer, light, street paving and
railway, and schools ; all municipally
owned) to each community as fast as
there is any settlement of people
there. The frame cottage school is
soon followed by a very substantial
big stone building, until they now
have some 24 schools within the city
limits, In this connection however
should say that there is need of a
shaking up among the printers, as
school books are about what they were
under the old trust regime in Ontario.
They also charge a fee of $1.50 per
month to all pupils at the High School
which seems a hardship to an Ontario
paity, They seem to have a good
teaching staff, however,

We are cooking and have a hot
water beater run by natural gas, piped
from Bow Island, about 170 miles
East of here, which costs 35c. per M.,
and is very satisfactory. We expect
to use it for heating ulso, and are as
sured that it 18 to be cheaper than
other fuel, but are waiting for some of
the other citizens to try it out first.

I heard all the way out that Cal-
gary was dead, but with big corpora-
tions like the C. P. R.and Hudson’s
Bay Co., spending on a new hotel and
store two millions and one million
respectively, and the Southams of
Hamilton, who own the big Daily
Herald here, spending near another
million on the new Herald building
and a new block for the Calgary
Furniture Store, it does not look very
dead to me. Then last night it was
announced that the Royal Bank has
purchased the old store of the Hudson’s

Provisions are high too ; better cuts of
meat running 24c to 28¢, butter 30¢,
fresh eggs 40c milk 10c, bread 10c,
potatoes 75c for the B.C. variety.
And then fruit and vegetables are sold
by the pouud. Imagine getting 3 to 6
1bs of cooking apples for 25c. But in
spite of it all “everybody’s doing it”
and all look happy and prosperous.
The spirit of optomism seemingly
won’t down.

Business of all kinds is flourishing,
from the little shoe-shine stand to the
big department stores, not forgetting
the restaura: ts and Lo els, which are
the busics of them all. There are
real estate hrokers galore, and while
they have heen having a quiet summer
the legitimate brokers are doing / busi-
ness right along. * Things in that line
seem to have undergone a weelding
process and the sky-iine sub.division
artists have mostly departed to other
fields of operations. There is good de-
mand for legitimate inside property
and close-in lots for building purposes,
and investment chances are good for a
reasonably good profit, on a healthy
and conservative basis,  Faslern
people should' beware, bowever, of the
Iots being offered down there, and
should investigate before buying, as
even with the very rapid growth of
Western cities, it will be years and in
some cases never will these lots be
needed for building purposes.

FOUNDING A SHEEP FLOCK.

Sinece the new edition of the bulletin
“Sheep Husbandry in Canada” wae is-
sued a few weeks ago, there has been a
constant stream of requests for it flow.
ing into the Publications Branch at Ot-
tawa. A great many of the applicants
state that they are just commencing, or
are about to commence, sheep raising,
| and that they wish to learn how to han-
dle a flock successfully. This bulletin
contains a chapter specially prepared for
such persons, describing how best to es-
tablish a flock of commercial sheep. The
author, Mr. J. B. Spencer, recommends
8 flock of fifteen ewes as the minimum
for a farm of one hundred acres. Such
a flock can be increased with experience,
but not beyond twenty to twenty-five,
unless it is desired to make a special
business of sheep raising. With the man-
agement and care described in the bulle.
tin, an increase through lambs can be
expected of from 150 to 175 per cent.
and it should be the latter.

The early weeks of autumn is stated
to be the best time to purchase ewes, as
then one can select those that have rais.
ed good lambs. z
