There was every reason to be-
lieve that public opinion was in favor
of the movement, as shown by the large

» number of places that have carried local
option and which were only gotten by
organization.

It was decided to apooint a tempor-
ary chairman, and William Brown was
elected to this position. In a short
speech he said that the large number
present looked as if they meant busi-
ness, and it was only necessary for
every member to co-operate to make the
campaign a success., He was sure that
the stand taken by the committee was
an excellent one, as shown by the large
number who were in sympathy with it,
,and they were by no means all total
absteiners. He concluded by saying that
he hoped the organization would not
break up as soon as the election was
over, as it should remain a society for
friendly intercourse for the workingmen.
If the officers appointed would go at
their work in a whole-hearted way there
would be no doubt as to the result. He
then called on Ald. Lees, who stated
that, while he had an invitation to the
meeting. he did not know on what he
was expected to speak. He did not come
1o solicit votes for himself, as in all his
five or six years in office he had never
asked for one vote. While he was per-
feetly willing to accept the nomination
and do his part when the time came, he
did not want any person to support him
unless they thought he was the right
man. Mr., Lees gave a short sketech of
the progress of the movement since
they first asked for rednoction of licenses
over thirty years ago. The trouble then
was that all the work was left on the
shoulders of a few. If all would do
their small part the result would be
much greater than if ten or twelve men
were to devote their whole time to it.
He had no donbt whatever of the suec-
oess of the campaign, and it was just
a matter of organization to make doubly
sure of that success.

Ald. Morris was then called upon and
gave an address on the aims of the com-
mittee. He could not emphasize  too
much that what the committee wanted
was the reduction of bar-rooms, not ho-
tels. They were in favor of hotels and
wanted more and better ones. A bar
Was no part of a hotel, and should not
be considered as so. Ward four had a
lot of enthusiastic workers and if the
laymen would only do their part and oo-
operate with them there would be no
difficulty in procuring candidates. The
organization last year had only started
shortly bdfore the election, and he was
sure that the early organization  this
Year would have gratifying success.

= CAMPAIGN.

Five Days to Raise $25,000 For
Y.MC.Aand Y. W. C A.

The aproach of Thanksgiving Day this
year has a special interest to the gobd
people of Hamilton. On that day, Mon-
day, Oct. 25, will be inaugurated an
important campaign on behalf of those
two very ° popudar institutions, the
Young Women’s Christian Association
and the Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tion.
Quite properly, the work has been un-
en, and will be carried forwaml,
by the men. For some time past the
plans have been under way, and an ad-
mirable system is being perfected. Every-
one will have an opportunity of partici
pating in the splendid work that is be-
ing done for the young women and young
men of the city.

Briefly, the object is to secure fifteen
thousand dollars for the Y. W. C. A. and
ten thousand dollars for the Y. M. C. A,
these amounts being necessary to com-
plete the respective new buildings now
under way, and it is intended to mise
them by one common effort.

Natural Gas Scheme For Benefit
' of Manufacturers.

The City Council at its special
meeting next week to endorse the
city’s application for a supply of one
thousand horsepower from the Hydro-
Electric Commission will be asked to
grant John Patterson a year's exten-
sion of time for the building of the
Hamilton, Waterloo & Guelph Rail-
way.

“I don’t know of anyone who will
object to it,”” said Mayor McLaren
this morning. “I believe that this
road will be one of the best things
for Hamilton the city ever secured.
I think it will do more good from the
city’s standpoint than the Brantford,
Radial and Grimsby roads together.”
‘Mr. Patterson appeared yesterday
afternoon before the Industrial Com-
mittee and explained the progress he
had made. A quorum from the Fin-
ance Committee is on the Industrial
Committee and. there js likely to be
little objection in the Council to the
request being granted.

WHY HE QUIT.
Mr. Lamsden Tells of Classification
Trouble en G T. P.

Report of Natienal Transcostinen-
tal Commission.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)

Ottawa, Oct. 15.—The National Trans

continental Railway Commission have
made their report for the last fiscal
year. During the twelve months end-

ing March 31 last, they expended on the
construction” of the line between*Monc-
ton and Winnipeg the sum of $24.802,
72. The whole expenditure to that date
totals $51,950,717. At the end of March
there were 725 miles graded and 345
miles of track laid. The entire line was
under contract for construction. An in-
teresting feature of the report is con
tained in the report of Mr. Hugh Lums
den, the chief engineer, who has since re
signed. Mr. Lumsden calls attention to
the dififeulty he had in bringing the G.
T. P. to the point of submitting to ar-
bitration the classification of material
at points where engineers of the G.T.P.
differ from the engineers of the National
Transcontinental. On April 21, 1908,
Chief Engineer Woods, of the G. T. P,
indicated the points where clasification
was disputed. Mr. Lumsden immediate-
ly asked for a board of arbitration. Mr.
Woods suggested that he and Mr. Lums-
den should first go over the ground, and
see if an agreement could not be reach-
ed.

Mr. Lumsden demurred, but finally
agreed, and at the end of May the en-
5"100“ of the two companies spent five

ays on the section of the line in Que-
bec. Mr. Lumgden evidently decided
that the classification which had been
made by his engineers was right, and
the contention of the G. T. P. engineers
was wrong, for after returning to Ot-
tawa he says, “The second of July I
again wrote Mr. Woods presenting my
statements in regard to districts B and
F, stating that, as my engineers cn the
ground had actual measurements of ma-
terial and could produce them, T could
not agree with him."’

Belated despatches reaching Memphis
early to-day confirm previous reports
as to loss of life, personal injury and
property damage from the storm which
swept through North Alabama and Mid-
dle and West Tegnessee last night. The
casualties so fmai known are three
killed outright and approximately a
score injured. to the monetary loss
an accurate estimate is as yet impos-
sible. Tater advices confirmed the re-
port that Denmark, in Madison county,
Tenn.. had been practically wiped from
the map. fire following the passage of
the storm, continuing the work of de-
struction. To-day the town is nothing
bhut a smouldering mass of debris, only
a few buildings escaping the flames, and
these are damaged by the wind to such
an extent as to necessitate a complete
rebuilding.

With the first gust of wind, besides
numerous dwellings and more frail
structures. eighteen substantial husiness
Tiouses were {wisted into wreckage
Ounickly following the passage of the
storm came the fires. and for several
hours, with the aid of primitive appli-
ances, an effort was made to fight the
flames, but ta little avail.

The last despatches from Denmark
told of the fire gradually burning itself
ount.

vield of milk per cow tremendousiy.
Mere weighing and sampling, of course,
has not increased the yield, but it has
been the most important factor in the
general improvement; it has shown that
lots of cows were not worth keeping; it
has shown that others could profitably
consume more good feed; it has shown
the owners that they must study each
cow to make her do her best; it has
shown that most ecows will respord
readily to better care and attention. and
will earn more money if given the op
portunity. It means good moner in
any farmer's pocket if he will have a
little patience and act on the informa-
tion gained from the records. Ce man
is now getting from his twenty cows
an income of 8480 per year more than he
was three years ago. A smaller herd in
1904 brought in only $23.80 per cow, but
last year the owner received nearly $58
per cow, in other words he is now get-
ting more than double the previous in-
come per cow.

A sim-
ilar reserve called Kurin-gai Chase, com-
prising 35,300 acres of land, chieity of
densely wooded hills skirting for many
miles around numerous tidal arms of
Sroken Bay, is also held for the enjoy-
ment of the public forever. Melbourne
has no fewer than 5,400 acres of recrea-
tion grounds in or near the city. Ade-
laide is surrounded by a. belt of park
lands, and has about 2300 acres set
apart for the public benefit;: nor are
Perth and Hobart and Brisbane and
some of the fine inland towns less well
provided for.—Westminster Gazette.

Ont.. was arrested
Iate to-night, accused of the murder of
the young Ann Arbor woman, whose dis-
membered body was found in three sacks
in Ecorse Creek, on Grosse Isle, on Sep-
tember 6th, 7th and Sth.

The police are holding Joseph W,
Leach, 54 Baker street, Detroit, who, it
is alleged, was employed by the doctor
to drive him with the sacks containing
the body from Fritch’s office out to
Ecorse, where the sacks were dumped
from the bridge into the water. Leach
was not a willing witness, and it was
only when Chief McDonnell showed him
that he had the facts that he concluded
to make a clean breast of the whole af-
fair. Leach was quietly taken into cus-
tody this morning and Police Justice
Stein was sent for. Later Prosecutor
Van Zile and Stenographer Gainey went
to police headquarters, and after Leach
had been exhaustively examined under
oath the order to arrest Dr. Fritch was
issued. Fritch was taken to headquar-
ters and confronted with Leach, who
again told his story.

When asked what he had to say to
Leach’s testimony, Fritch replied that
under instructions from his attorney
he would \refuse to answer any ques-
tions. charge against him was
then dﬁnpd to murder, and he was
locked up. :

The one-piece gown, whether on the
Empire, Directoire or Princess order, has
been rather relegated to the background
of late, but none the less it is consid-
ered essential at this time of year to
have a gown with skirt and waist to
match in preference to the fancy silk
lace or chiffon blouse, with a skirt of
different material if of the same color.

These between season gowns are al-
ways attractive and most practical, it is
contended by the woman who makes
dress a study-—-practical because they
can be worn for so many different occa-
sions and also prevent the wearing of
the street gown in the house, a most
extravgagant and foolish act, which was
once considered economical and prac-
tical. There are many different medels
for this style of gown, some much more
elaborate than others, but each with a
distinet charm and individuality. No
one material is obligatory, but the
lighter fabrics. such as silk. atin, crepe
de chine, chiffon, voile and lightweight
cloth, are. as a rule, chosen in prefer-
ence to the heavier materials. There is
an excellent reason for this, that the
gowns are intended to be worn only in
the house and should not be made too
warm or heavy, and the models chosen
are invariably such as are adapted to
the more graceful draped or simpler
styles.

The' new skirts are most marked in
these simple gowns. the round. full skirt
being at the moment most popular. It
cannot truthfully be stated that these
new skirts are either beautiful or be-
coming, for there is little grace of line
in a skirt that just escapes or just
touches the floor evenly all around. And
vet this is the model which is most in
evidence among the newest French
house gowns, and it remains to he seen
just how long the fashion will continue
to enjoy its present vogue.

But, of ¢ any model can
always modi . and often only a slight
P‘Ollﬂ.'ﬂﬁﬂﬂ. a few inches, perhaps.in the
centre of the hack of the skirt. will
render the gown at once becoming and
of graceful line. It is this knowing how
to adapt the exaceerated fads and fash-
jons of the moment to give best effect
for the individual without at the same
time interfering in any way with the
original desion of the ecostume which
makes up the art of dress.

The new skirts are indeed curiously
different from any skirts hitherto seen
in house gowns of any description, and
down to the most minute detail are un-
like the same style of dress of a year
ago. Where the material was scant be-
fore it is now employed in extravagant
fulness, and where it was formerly the
ambition of all to give the appearance of
the greatest possible height and slender-
ness, to-day broad bands about the cen
tre of the skirt break its lines and at

he

once tend to shorten the figure. Once
more soft, dainty folds and flounces
have taken the place of long, clinging

draperies, and the statuesque type of
beauty has been replaced by a vogue
for the petite.

Fortunately the waist line is once

more to be seen in its natural position,
for it is a well nigh impossible task for
a short skirt that is made on Empire
lines to be graceful. Soft ribbon girdles
or draped tight belts of the material
itself give a pretty finish to the simply
draped waists, while below this belt the
skirt itself is frequently laid about the
hips in plaits, or even shirring, in order
to have all the material possible from
below the knees. where every skirt must
now be decidedly full once more.

After all, there is something peculiar-
ly attractive in a light silk or chiffon
texture which is left sufficiently full
to fall naturally into soft folds of its
own. And this is the effect sought in
all grades of house gowns at present.
Light but not too thin silks are selected
which, if made up in just the right way,
will drape themselves gracefully over
some plain underskirt and require lit-
tle, if any outside adornment. While
some of these skirts are very much
trimmed, others again depend solely up-
on the draping of the texture itself and
upon the line thus given for effect. Just
at present there is to be seen on practi-
cally every model a band of satin, of
lace, of ribbon, of folded chiffon or per-
haps of cloth, which, laid about the
centre of the skirt over the  knees,
just breaks the line, and, unless done
with infinite care in the placing, this
band effect will tend to make the most
charming gown unbecoming to the fig-
nre.

One favorite style of skirt consists of
an underskirt plain and close fitting,
over which are draped two pieces of soft
satin or chiffon. One piece, starting in
the centre front and falling just be-
low the knees, is caught up loosely at
the centre back ; the other piece, crossing
this in back and front, is looped up on
the side in the same way as the first.
A draped waist carrying out the same
lines, with V shaped yoke back and front
of sheer lace, the sleeves also showing
the looped up effect over tight fitting
lace undersleeves, and the gown finished
with a tight girdle of the same soft
satin, the whole carried out in an ex-
quisite shade of golden yellow, makes a
most simple vet an exceptionally effec-
tive gown.

Changeable silks and all queer, unus-
ual shades are much in demand for all
styles of house dress this winter. Dark
colors predominate, and strange bluish
greens, with a suggestion of purple in
their composition, seem to he most po-
pular. Dull reds and pinks and some few
shades of yellow, gold and brown aie to
be worn in cloth, as well as sik and chif-
fon, but blue is unquestionably the pre-
vailing tone of the winter. And, as us-
ual when any one color is especially ‘fash-
ionable, new shades of it appear that
were hitherto unknown or forgotten, and
new combinations are ‘attempted which
would at another time have been thought
quite too conspicuous, but are now look-
ed upon from a different standpoint and
acknowledged to harmonize well.

Strange to say, however, black is seen
more than anything else in combination
—or is it contrast?—with the new bril-
liant and deep blue tones, whose num-
bers are constantly increasing. In fact,
very deep blue trimmed exclusively
with black bids fair to take the place of
the all black gown which only a year
‘ago was considered an essential  com-
nt of every winter outfit, even of
the debutante’s trousseau. Electric blue,
sapphire blue, Japancse blue and a score
of other tones—all, i

some becoming tone, be she blonde or
brunette, and no matter what her type.

With the absolute change in line
and style of dress naturally materials
have undergone a change since last year
and in place of the too clinging sheer
textures there are silks with some nat-
ural thickness and body to them and a
return to the old silk poplins, grena-
dines and heavier crepes. The lightest
weight cleths will still be used this year,
but for house gowns and elaborate recep-
tion costumes only, since street suits this
vear are of heavy serge or homespun,
while velvet, corduroy, chiffon, velvet

and velveteen are all smart for after-
noon.
Cloth house gowns, it is true, show

but little of the cloth itself, for the
waist is composed almost entirely of em-
broidery, lace 4nd chiffon, while the
skirt itself is frequently hidden by an
overskirt of draped or looped up chif-
fon. Many cloth skirts are actually shir-
red about the waist and hips—a change
indeed from the gowns of twelve months
back.

Velvet, like cloth, is not a sensible or
practical texture for house wear, but
with a waist composed to a large ex-
tent of chiffon and the velvet or velve-
teen itself of but very light weight, the
new velvet house gown need not be real-
ly uncomfortable. Satin charmeuse and
heavy qualities of crepe de Chine, and
also the new, somewhat heavy silks in
dark shades are the favorite textures
for elaborate afternoon house dresses.

Naturally not every mortal can have
her skirts full at the waist line and hips,
and the deep yoke skirts with material
flaring from below the band about the
knees is every bit as up to date as the
fullest cloth model, and sure to be 1ore
becoming. Full rather than flaring,
these new skirts give no effect of the
flaring skirt of about five years back,
but, cut to just clear the ground or -ust
touch all around, they give to the fig-
ure a singularly straight up and down,
rather unattractive, round look that is
fortunately being rapidly modified and
improved upon as each new model is stu-
died and adapted.

FTRST ENGLISH WOMAN SMOKER
Was An Expert Swordswoman and
Something of a Highway Robber,

Mary Frith, better known as Moll Cut-
urse, was a notable figure in old time

ndon life. She had the reputation of
being the first woman to smoke tobacco
in England.

The length of her days is a dJisputed
point, but it seeme certain that she at-
tained the age of over threescore yewrs
and ten. It is asserted that coustant
smoking profonged her life. A portrait
representing her in the act of smoking
forms the frontispiece of Middleton’s
comedy of the “Roaring Girl.” She also
figures in other plays of the period.

Mary was the daughter of a shoemakar
living in the Barbican, and Malona gives
1584 as the date of her birth. She early
took to wicked ways and became a noted
“highwayman.” Among her familiar
friends were the notorious Captain Hind
and Richard Hannam. She was an ex-
pert swordswoman. Single handed she
robbed on Hounslow Heath Gen. Fairfax
of 200 gold jacobuses, shooting him
through the arm and killing two of his
horses on which his servants were rid-
ing. - For the offence she was committed
to Newgate, but on pa.nn? the Gemeral
£2,000 she obtained her liberty.

At one time Mary had £3,000 of her
own, but by giving money to distressed
cavaliers she died comparatively poor.
Her death took place in July, 1659, and
she was laid to rest in St. Bridget's.—

MRS. PANKHURST.

BRITISH SUFFRAGETTE COMING
TO AMERICA TO LECTURE.

With an Idea of Garnering Dollars
to Help ‘“Votes for Women" in
England—October 13 Her Notable

Date.
(N. Y. Sun.)
Mrs. Emmeline Goulden Pankhurst's
important day is October 13. Tt was
on that date six years ago that her

daughter Christabel went to prison for
asking Sir Edward Grey at a Manchester
political meeting what the Liberal party
intended to do about woman suHrng;
Mrs. Pankhurst herself was arrested on
October 13 last year in her office at
the organization headquarters, 4 Clem-
ents Inn, on a warrant which charged
her with inciting to riot. . Her offence
1 had been the issning  of the famous
! handbill summoning her followers to
rush the House of Commons.

This is a third October 13 which
when Mrs. Pankhurst remembers it in
the years to come may make the two
others seem mere ordinary days. This
13th was the day on which she planned
to embark for America.

The English leader comes to seek not
recruits, but gold. Of the former she has
apparently no need. There are in Eng-
land to-day thousands and thousands of
women who are ready to go to prison,
starve, and some say even to lay down
their lives at her mere nod; but armies
must be fed and equipped and causes
must be advertised, and travelling ora
tors need railroad tickets. Mrs. Pank-
hurst is a thorough believer in the im
portation of foreign ecapital.

Of course she isn't going to beg us to
give her our surplus wealth, but she has
hit upon a good way of annexing it
the lecture path. She is going to make
a tour of the country after her debut
in Carnegie Hall on Oct. 25 under the
auspices of the Equality TLeague for
Self-Supporting Women, of which Mrs.
Harriott Stanton Blatch is president,
and her managers are confident that the
citizens of every town she visits will
turn out to see what manner of person
she even if some of them are not
very much interested in the gfhject she
talks about. i

Mere curiosity seekers  who invest
their two dollar bills in checks for front
row seats may possibly wish that they
had their money back. for \rs. Pank-
hurst is not in any way spectacular. Tt
cannot even ba said that to the casual
observer her personality is especially
striking.

She was born in Manchester on the
anniversary of the storming of the Baa-
tile, and was brought up in the atmos-
phere of intense radicalism. She was

educated in Paris, where she absorbed
more “republicanism™ from the daugh-
ter of Henri Rochefort. In 1879 she
met and married Dr. Pankhurst, who
had helped John Stuart Mill to draw up
the first woman suffrage bill, and short-
ly after was placed on the executive
committee of the then only existing
woman suffrage soeciety and later on
the woman's committee for pushing the
married woman's property bill. She did
much effective canvassing and speaking
for the Liberal party until 1892, when
she joined the TIndependent Labor
She served for years on the
Board of Poor Law Guardians in Man-
chester, and on the death of her hus-
band in 1809 was appointed registrar of
births and deaths.

In appearance and manner Mrs. Pank-
hurst i3 a typical Englishwoman of the
upper middle class, with wavy brown
hair slightly streaked with gray, some-
what. tired looking blue gray eyes, a
wodified Roman nose, a slightly droop-
ing mouth which seems to have heen
pressed into firmer lines than natu® in-
tended for it, and a chin inclined to
squareness.

“I{ must be in her oratory,” thought
the observer, “and in a few minutes
she’ll prove it.”

But Mrs. Pankhurst didn't orate that
night. She just spoke a few worde of
encouragement and praise to each of the
prisoners as she pinned on their shoul-
ders the medal which the union had
awarded to her as a prize for the starv-
ing stunt. After that she told the audi-
ence very casually that the union need-
ed money for educational work in the
provinces, and she hoped that the collec-
tion wouldn’t amount to less than £75
£80, although the meeting wasn't

» & person accustomed to the impas-
sioned oratory of the Rev. Anna Shaw,
the trick speaking of Mrs, Sophia Loe-
binger and the platform  wit of the
daughter of Elizabeth Cady Stanton it
didn’t seem as if Mrs. Pankhurst was
saying much of anything or even trying
to. In bestowing the medals she re-
minded the onlooker of a benevolent in-
structor of youth giving out prizes for
the best essays and the fewest black
nmarks for tardiness, and her appeal for
funds wasn’t a bit more fervid than
“the collection to-day will be for the
berefit of " which you may hear any
Sunday in almost any church.

The fact remains, however, that the
prisoners, most of whom were girls in
their teens or early twenties, actually
trembled with delight as they invested
them with the insignia of merit, and two
of three of them stooped shyly down
and picked up some stray sweet peas
which had fallen from her purple and
white bouquet. Some of the more favor-
ed she kissed, and those wore an ex-
pression of exaltation as they returned
to their seats. It is likewise true that
in what seemed an incredibly short
space of time a collection of £100 was
taken up in an audience one-third of
whom were men. People didn’t wait for
the boxholders to come around. They
pressed forward to drop in their contri-
butions. The stranger who wasn’t a suf-
fragette at all slipped in half a sover-
eign without in the least knowing why.
It may have been because of the enthu-
siasn. of the crowd, and then again it
might not.

To those who marvel at the little Eng
lishwoman's influence over a gathering
of her own followers, her ability to get
and keep the attention of thousands who
are not her fololwers at the outdoor
mass meetings seams little short of mir-
aculous., Whenever and wherever she
speaks many persons who cannot pos
sibly gat within range of her voice get
as near as they can push and crose their
necks in the hope oi at least catching
a glimpse of her.

From fifteen hundred to two thousand
women regularly attend the weekly ot
homes of the union at Queen’s Ha!l., and
the thousands of mass meetings which
have been held all over Great Britain
during the last three years have exceed-
ed in size and enthusiasm any political
demonstration seen in Engiand in many
years.

The London Times, which cannot in
any sense be considered a woman sat-
frage organ, said in speaking of the
monster June meeting held in iTyde
Park:

“The organizers of the demonstration
had counted on an attendance of 250.-
000. That expectation was certainly
fulfilled. Probably it was doubled, and
it would be difficult to contradict any
one who asserted confidently that it was
trebled. Like the distances and the
iumbers of the stars, the facts were be
yond the threshold of perception.”

Winnipeg. Oct. 14— Grain  Agent |
Acheson, of the C. P. R., returned te- |
day, after a complete tour of the west.

beyond all early estimates. He s
convineed that the total wheat crop

will run close to 122000000 bushels,
which, at current prices, would mean
a cash return to farmers of nearly as
many miilion dollars.
