It does not appear a strange thing 
to those who know the violence o f 
tourna» passions oi the power of that 
Adoration which beauty commands, 
that mighty nations should engage 
in fierce strife to avenge wrongs real 
or imaginaiy inflicted on some fair 
creature turn by tyrants from the 
arras of a weeping mother, or that 
some “soft silken primrose” left to 
fade timelesSly iti dark and lonesome 
dungeon should exert such ah influ 
ence on the human race as might 
convulse a powerful nation to its 
centre. The story of the fair Helen 
as told by old Homer seems quite 
natural to thereader of his immortal 
story. And that cause which stirred 
dusky Memnon’s bosoms to lake 
part in the seige of ill fated Troy 
has almost as much power over 
humanity now as then. But who 
can understand why or believe that 
two powerful nations in these latter 
days of civilization could shed 
oceans of blood for—a bed of salt ? 
—yet this is what Chili and Peru 
now rage deadly war with one an­
other about, and the question of the 
right to the possession of the de­
posits ol nitrate of soda in Peru has 
brought almost as many woes on her 
as the possession of fair Helen did 
on Troy.

Nitrate of soda called by the 
French nitre cubique is found in 
nature in beds presenting a granular 
structure in the environs of the Bay 
of fquique in Puru, for the distance 
of more than forty leagues, in the 
districts of Tarapaca and Atakama; 
it sometimes lies on the surface or 
is only covered by a be J of clay or 
sand. It is raised in great quanti­
ties and is used in the preparation 
of nitric acid, and as an interme­
diary in the manufacture of sulphuric 
acid.

Pasagua where much of this 
article is exported from, is situated 
on the side of a steep hill. It is a 
very small placaMol covering much 
ground; the lyises are very slightly- 
built of wodcl, back of the town. 
The mountains rise to the height of 
4,000 or 5,C00 feet, and are devoid 
of trees. There is really no har­
bour, it being merely a bight. Ships 
are fliooreo by head and stern at a 
distance of between 300 and 1,000 
yards from the shore and aie loaded 
by lighters. It is by railroad the 
nitrate is brought to the sea board. 
This road is probably between 30 
and 40 miles long, and the manager 
of it at the time the war broke out 
was a Canadian named Garrett. 
The engines used on it were very 
powerful and were called “double 
entiers,having a smoke stack on 
either end. The gradients are very 
steep and the road very crooked, 
climbing around the hills like a ship 
beating to windward, A mile or 
two beyond the town is the first 
plain; another steep hill is ascended 
to another plain, beyond which arise 
in the far off distance vast snow 
covered mountains. Thu air is clc-ai, 
cool and bracing, and the sky nearly 
always of a deep blue and cloudless, 
rain seldom falling. Ou me last 
flat or plain there were different 
sidings at which the nitrate is lulled, 
being brought lliei e is carts drawn 
by mules; the Yvo.ktuen engaged

THE CAUSE OF THE IRISH 
ORANGE MOVEMENT.

The temper and attitude of the 
Orangemen in the North forms an ' 
important element of the Irish sit­
uation. They form, it is true,but a > 
fraction of the Irish people ; but 
tocy are an organized and fanatical 
faction, with more than an average 
share of'the wealth and the intelli­
gence of the country in their ranks; 
and since the ban of the law was 
taken off their organization and its 
public procession ,the> have grgiyn 
it numbers and in respectability.

Throughout their whole histbry,7 
the Orange Order, although largely 
composed of tenants, has been the 
complaisant tool of the landlord 
party. Hatred of Roman Catholic­
ism has been the one motive of its 
action, and to secure its opposition ; 
it is enough lo show it that anything 
is favore I or asked by Irish Catho­
lics. At present the Orangemen 
have a double source of party irri­
tation. The first is found in the 
disestablishment of the Irish Church.

It is in that Church that most of 
the membership of the order are 
found. Few of them are Presby­
terians are not regarded as Pro­
testants. Those who are not Epis­
copalians belong to a variety known 
in Ulster as “ Horse Protestants,” 
because, like the horses, they spend 
their Sundays in the fields. They 
are all classed as Episcopal church­
men in the census. Hence the 
rage they feel at the disestablish^ 
meet of a Church, which it was a 
chief purpose of the Order to main­
tain and defend in the possession of 
all her prerogatives.

Another cause of Orange irritation 
is the approaching reform of Irish 
borough suffrage. While in an En­
glish or Scotch borough every house­
holder has a vote, in Ireland there 
is still a properly qualification for 
voters. The effect of this is to give 
the Protestants the control of many 
constituencies where the Catholics 
arc decidedly in the majority- Mr. 
Gladstone Stands pledged to abolish 
this invidious discrimination at an 
early date, When he does so, the 
Orange party will have no more 
power than righ fully belongs to 
them in proportion to their number. 
They will he, for the most pait, 
wiped out of political existence; 
and Ulster, like the other provinces, 
will sendHome Rulers to Parliament. 
As might be expected, therefore, 
their temper is anything hut serene. 
Some of their clerical orators talk, 
iu Protestant Ascendency style, of 
rising in arms and marching into the 
South to put down theLand Leaguers 
without waiting lor the initiative of 
a disloyal Liberal ministry.—The 
American—a Protestant journal.

Mr. Mitchell followed Sir John, bat Sir 
John had no power. He was only the 
leader of the Opposition. Mr. Mitchell 
advocated Sir John’s policy the N. P. 
—but the N. P. was not likely to take 
here in ’78. Another “P” was more 
powerful, to-wit Pork. It ie a strange 
man indeed who could blame Mr. Fer 
goson for standing by a benefactor as 
he had done in the partys palmy deys, 
when he knew well that Snowball would 
be returned,—and Snowball was then on 
the Government side. He held in the 
hollow of his hand the patronage of the 
county, and the position which Mitchell 
had giVelv Mr. Fergus in. He could dis­
miss by the most vulgar scratch of his 
pen. But Mr. Ferguson did nothing 
so foolish as to jncur Mr. Snowball's dis­
pleasure and thereby jeopardize hie 
oosition. He did not oppose the Gov­
ernment—eaid not a. word against it. 
He said nothing for Mitchell. The 
stranger talking to him of Mitchell in- 
deed might have thought the men were 
strangers. Mitchell lived m Montreal, 
and was a candidate; that was about all. 
He (Ferguson) met Mr. Snowball and 
the subordinates of the party io private 
places before the day of polling. Indeed 
he often met them and I have no doubt 
but iu all these meetings he was doing 
bis best for Peter Mitchell. When the 
day of polling came, he weql away—tQ 
Restigouche. Self-preservation jg the| 
fire! law qf nature, and had Mr- Ferge- 
soq risked even the giving of a paltry 
vote to Mr. Mitchell, he would have b»en 
quite foolish indeed. Working for him, 
as he had promised to do in the long 
ago, and which he considered then a 
small return for his office, was out of the 
question. The law did not compel Mr. 
Ferguson to vote for Mitchell,—it com 
pels no public officer to vote: therefore 
you should not call Mr. Fergusou 
“traitor” on that account.

In view Sir, then, of all theqe facts, 
all that can be fairly sa/d agajnqt Mr. 
Ferguson is about aa follows i—

First,—He was a lawyer, and did not 
suit the profession.

A horrible accident occured ^iu the 
Albion mines, Stellartou, N. S., Friday 
morning last. There .are sev­
eral hundred men employed in the 
pita of these mines diggiiig coal. On 
Friday morning tke man working at the 
fan, of a sudden saw the deals over the 
month of the Foord (-it rise like feathers, 
heard a sound like booo oo oo. He knew 
something must be wrong. A short time 
told the tale. Down in that pit were 46 
meq and a great explosion of hvdro- 
car oon had blotted them out of life in an 
instant. And had they escaped the dead­
ly explosion, the fumes of the choke 
damp which follows the union of the 
oxygen and carbon must have 
killed them in a few seconds. In a short 
time the whole place was alarmed. 
Mothers, wives and sisters gathered 
arounl the mouth of the pit. ..below were 
their beloved ones, but the yawning 
mouth told no tale. The poisonous gas 
rolled up, and all below was still all 
death, aud the people recoiled iu horror. 
Adventureous ones went down the pois­
onous shaft, and stumbled over bodies 
dead and black. Dead horses here, dead 
men there, a horrible, pitiful sight. In 
the pit lay 45 dead and at latest ac­
counts a fire had broken out below. God 
help the afflicted ones. There are in 
Stellarton between 100 and 200 orphans. 
All the men belonged to Nova Scotia, 
save one man named Edward Roberts. 
He came from Newfoundland 8 years 
ago.____________________

Marine Losses-
Vineyard Haven, Mass., Nov. 12.— 

Bark Formosa (of Miramachi), Stewart, 
went ashore in a storm a. m. 10th inst., 
four miles below Point Pleasant, N. J., 
near Station 11. All hands saved. 
She left New York 10th inst. in ballast 
for Charleston. She lies inside the bar, 
with the wind S. W., and the chances 
for saving her are good.

Later.—Point Pleasant, N J., Nov. 
12.—The Bark Formosa, wrecked at 
Station, is badly hogged; all her masts 
are gone and she is leaking badly 
Little hope of saving her.

The Formosa was built in Richibueto 
and was owned by Mr. Wm, Muirhead 
à Co , of Chatham,

On Wednesday a fierce storm broke 
over the New Jersey Coast. About half 
past four o’clock Patroleman Hulse, of 
the life saving station, heard a crash 
down by lbs beach, followed by spring­
ing of yards and rigging and the smash­
ing of spars. The sea was rolling 
mountains high and daylight had almost 
entirely disappeared Torrents of rain 
were pouring, and .the wind roaring as if 
it meant to expend its entire force in 
direction. The sentry disch&Kied,(a 
Coston rocket, and heaving a signal, 
which is always kept homing on the 
shore in similar conditions of the weather 
summoned, his. comrades from out-lying 
points to l]ie rescue. As, the vess.l was 
almost abyest of the life saving station 
little time was required for preparation. 
Toward five o’clock the black cloud 
that had rested on the shore the greater 
part of the day lifted aud the little party

tthe station were able to see the mist 
leads of the ship. This was the 
rormosa, and the Captain among other 

• iilormation given states that 
vlieo the ship ran on the bar the fore­
mast snapped in three pieces and fell 
jverboard. After striking the anchois 
vere droped. Leonard Ehnaburn, a 
iwede, who was at the wheel when the 
ship stru- k, was thrown overboard, swept 
hack, dashed against the house and 
seriously injured. Medical attendance 
was procured for him on shore. While 
the Formosa tossed on the beach the 
mainmast broke even with the deck. 
At that moment the vessel bilged. She 
now lies steru to the beach fifty feet sea­
ward, rolls heavily in the swell and wash 
of the sea and will undoubtedly break up. 
§he is six years old.

The barque Mat,;aret from Quebec for 
Greenock, on the 11th, was struck by a 
heavy sea, which shifted deck load, 
giving it a strong list to starboard. The 
ship began to fill vapidly, suddenly 
lurched to leeward and capsized right 
over, so that only . ten feet of the 
weather poop rail was left above water. 
The crew clang to it with difficulty. 
After half an hour the mainmast went by 
the deck. The foremast and mizzen 
mast, with the rigging, followed.

When morning broke all hands were 
found lashed to ten feet of wood, over 
which the sea was continually breaking. 
They had no food or water since the 
morning of the 11th. W. Armitage 
died in the afternoon. The rest took 
refuge on the stump of the mizen mast, 
the hull being entirely covered with 
water. On the 12th they were passed 
by a vessel which did r.ot see the signals 
made. At 10 a.m. the steward died. 
A few pieces of salt poik were found, 
and a few morsels of the fat, cut the size 
otpilis; were eaten which created the 
most intense thirst. Onthel6'.ha few 
damp matches were found. These 
were dried, and of the lot one was 
ignited. A fire was started—a 
condenser was made oat of an empty 
paint can, four feet of lead pipe and • 
small barrel, and after hours boiling a 
black liqui.l was obtained, but which 
was fresh, and with this their sufferings 
was partially relieved. The condenser 
was kept going with much 
difficulty. Several vessels were 
signalled, but their signals were unseeen 
until the morning of the 17th, when a 
vessel bore down opon them, which 
proved to be the “Atlantic” of Chris- 
tiansund, Captain Neilsen, from Mira­
michi to Lome, Ireland. Every kindness 
was shown the shipwrecked captain and 
his crew. «They say that their thanks 
are due to the men who manned the boats 
in a high and angry sea and rescued four­
teen of the survivors.

The brig Hannah G. Capt. Hennigar, 
from Coatbam has been abandoned at 
sea. Crew saved.

The barque Miramichi has bean lost 
at Little River Me. She cleared from 
St. John the 28ih ult. with a load of 
deals for Guy, Bevan & Co.
