The British tor-
pedo boat destroyer Recruit also was
sunk.

The text of the Admiralty
ment follows:

“A series of small affairs
place in the neighborhood of
Galloper and North Hinder
ships on Saturday.

“A division of British destroyers,
comprising the Laforey, Leonidas,
Lawford and Lark, chased the two
German vessels and after a brief
running fight for about one hour,
sank them both.

Two German Torpedo Boats

The British Torpedo Boat Destroyer Recruit Was Also Sunk

Submarine

“Two German officers and forty-
four men were rcscved frcm the sea
and made prisoners of war.”

The destroyer Recruit was on pat-
rol duty Saturday morning, when
the su“marine sank her. According
to details received here, she was
struck amidships by the torpedo and
began to sink. The wounded ves-
sel signalled for assistance and her
call was answered by the trawler
Daisy and thirty men out of her
complement of sixty-five were saved.

It is stated that a torpedo was fir-
ed at the Daisy, which was forced to
leeve one of her rescue boats be-
hind, and that the submarine chas-
ed this boat and fired her gun at it,
wounding four men. 5y

British torpedo boat destroyers,
sighting in the distance two Ger-
man torpedo boats which had sunk
the trawler Colombia, and apparent-
ly were supporting a submarine, en-
gaged the Germans at long range in
the vicinity of the North Hinder
Light. The Germans endeavored
to run away, but the British boats
pressed them hard and shortly after-
wards sank them. The British boats
rescued some of the crews of the

Germans and landed them today.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest

Land Regulations

Any perscn who is the sole head
of a family, or any male over 18 years
old, may homestead a quarter section
of available Dominion land in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The
applicant must appear in person at
|the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
{agency for district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any agency omn cer-
tzin conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each of three years. A homesteader
may live within nine miles of his
homestead on a farm of at least 80
acres solely owned and occupied by
him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sis‘er.

In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing may preempt a
quarter section alongside his home-
stead, Price $3 per aere. a'a

Duties: Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of
homestead entry (including the time
required to earn homestead patent)
and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot ob-
tain a pre-emption may enter for a
purchased homestead in certain dis-
tricts. Price $3 per acre. Duties.
Must reside Mx months in each of
three years, cultivate fifty acres and
erect a house worth $300.
