the deplorable results of carelessness. 
During the three months, on the 
Pennsylvania System alone, there 
were 107 crossing accidents, in which 
71 persons were killed and 115 in­
jured.

That this year's large increase in 
these casualties is chargeable almost 
entirely to growth in the reckless and 
inexperienced driving of automobiles, 
is shown by the fact that casualties 
at highway crossings from all other 
causes combined decreased.

There were 85 automobile accidents 
at Pennsylvania Railroad crossings 
in the three months in question. They 
caused the death of 56 persons, and 
injury to 107 others, or an average 
of two personal casualties for each 
accident. Twelve of the accidents re­
sulted in 39 deaths; four caused the 
death of 20 persons, or an average 
of five for each car involved.

In two of the accidents, entire fam­
ilies were wiped out. That these lives 
were sacrificed to pure recklessness 
is particularly emphasized by the fact 
that in both instances the drivers of 
the cars lived close to the scenes of 
the accidents and were entirely fami­
liar with the lay-out of the railroad 
tracks and roads over which they 
were driving.

Discovery
Of Gold Near

Centreville
Three prospecting licenses cover 

ing 147 mining areas on ground about 
two miles northeast of Centerville, 
Carleton County, were taken out Sat­
urday morning at the Department of 
Lands and Mines. Those who topk 
out the licenses are Charles Smith or 
Florenceville giving his occupation 
as miner, Dr. C. A. Kirkpatrick of 
Grand Falls, physician, and George 
H. Wheeler of Florenceville, con­
tractor.

* Mr. Smith informed the officials 
at the department office that he had 
found good samples of gold taken
from quartz. The department offi­
cials also were shown a certificate 
from the office of Milton Hersey, 
Montreal, well-known as an assay of­
fice, which was to the effect that 
samples which had been forwarded 
to the office for assay were gold 
bearing and that one of the samples 
was quite rich.

Surveys by geologists and miner­
alogists have covered the Province of 
New Brunswick completely. All that 
they have stated in their numerous 
reports is that traces of gold have 
been found in Carleton and Victoria 
Counties but that the precious miner­
al never has appeared in quantities.

This application is the third wh'"h 
has been made comparatively recent- ! 
ly for gold-mining liceses. One 
few’ weeks ago was for areas in Ship- • 
pegan Village. Prior to that there 
was an application for areas on Taxis 
River, York County. Recently a 
company composed of St. John men 
was incorporated to develop the Taxis 
River areas.

LONDON TIMES CAU­
TIOUSLY SUPPORT­

ING BONAR LAW
London, Nov. 1—The attitude of 

the Times in the present political 
juncture is interesting. It will 
remember, d that the proprietorshin 
of th-j 1 j\.es recently passed entire!/ 
out of the Harmsworth family 
and was regained largely by the 
family of the - original owners, the 
Walter Family. Under the leader­
ship of1 the late Lord Northcliffe the 

j Times editorial views were very 
much like those of his other journ­
als, the only real difference being 
that the Times affected a more gen­
tlemanly tone.

One of Lloyd George’s bitterest un 
terances in the House was when he 
stigmatized the Times as a three 
penny copy of the Daily Mail.

The latest ownership of the Times 
is palably endeavoring to recover 
the Times old position of quiet auth­
ority, without, however, the ponder­
osity which the Victorian era was 
Considered essential to any “great 
daily.”

In the present political pass the 
Times appears to possess somewhat 
the same mental attitude as Bonar 
Law of not knowing where the Brit­
ish are, although* this probably pro­

ceeds from rather different causes. 
So far, the Times gives its cautious 
benediction to the new ministry and 
benidlction to the new ministry and 
its unwillingness to deck out a pro­
gramme with resounding or attractive 
promises.

158 Years Ago
(By courtesy of Miss Margaret Dunnet)

Very little was known about the early history of New­
castle until the year 1764. when William Davidson brought 
out a number of settlers from the old country to hew the 
lumber and farm some of the more fertile patches of land 
along the Miramichi at Newcastle which was named after 
the Duke of Newcastle. Three years later Davidson launch­
ed the first vessel built on the Miramichi, and which was 
named “Miramichi”. In 1785, some Loyalists came and 
settled at Newcastle. The lumber trade and ship building 
brought a great many vessels every year.

The troublous times of early settlers gradually passed 
away and in 1825, Newcastle had a population of 1000 peo­
ple.

Wages at that time were low. The ordinary rate two 
shillings a day, or at the present rate of exchange, about 
forty cents. Women servants received ten shillings a 
month or six pounds a year, or in dollars and cents two 
dollars a month or twenty four dollars a year.

Cotton goods cost about ten times as much as they do 
now. The ordinary dress of both men and women was 
homespun, wool was carded and spun by hand and woven 
into cloth on a hand loom.

Particulars of a suit of broad cloth bought by an early 
settler in 1777, cost six pounds or as much as he could earn 
in ten weeks at the current rate of wages.

Douglastown was one of the pioneer sites populated on 
the Miramichi river and the decendantÿ of these great men 
are still forging ahead in this thrifty town.

Vancouver, B.C.—Without actual 
figures, even a close estimate of the 
number of tourists who have passed 
through this city during the summer 
months can hardly be formed.

ON FORESTRY

Q: What is the latest estimate of 
the stands of white and red pine in 
Ontario and Quebec? I saw some­
where that each province contained 
not less than thirty million feet 
(30,000 million feet) of pine.

A. These figures are a huge gx- 
aggeration. Estimates of these most 
precious of Canadian woods are 
falling rapidly as exact information 
becomes more evident. Mr. R. O. 
Sweezey, well-known forest engineer, 
has just issued a statement claiming 
that Quebec has not more than two 
and a half billion feet, instead of 
thirty billions. It is generally ac­
cepted that the Ontario pine stands 
will hardly exceed eight billion feet. 
Other provinces add little to the total 
so that on the basis of these figures, 
Canada, once the land of ‘‘inexhaust­
ible,’’ pine forests, has about fifteen 

! years supply left. This will, of

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Oat Hall» A 
Danger To Live Stock

Oat hulls contain very little nu­
tritive material for the feeding of 
live stock and are exceedingly diffi 
cult to digest, points out Circular 
No. 11, Just Issued by the Seed 
Branch of the Dyninion Department 
of Agriculture. In fact, the circular 
goes on to say, feeds containing 
high percentage of hulls have not 
Infrequently been blamed for causing 
injury and even death to live stock 
Happily, since the passing of the 
Feeding Stuffs Act In 1920, the 
faudulent use of oat hulls has been 
gradually checked, and at present 
few manufacturers take the risk of 
using them in an unlawful manni 
This is proved by a statement In the 
Circular that the percentage of oaf 
hulls used In samples submits 
the ^Ottawa feed laboratory frost 
various sources has fallen In the 
past four years from 19 per cent

Banff. — Although the official 
opening of the Banff Windermere 
Automobile Road will not take place 
till Dominion Day next year, the 
last stretch has just been laid, and 
the chief engineer traversed the 
whole 104 miles, from Rp.rff to Lake 
Windermere, for the first time in a 
motor car. The time taken was» 
seven hours.

.Montreal.—Ike Liter and Abram 
ïîayoii, who were arrested at Mont­
real on August 24th, charged with 
r:vin<r r-onvy to C. P. R. conductors 
v.. -iu Ag.*Lfie Subdivision for 
r.ot collecting fares from parties of 
I assengers, appeared before Judge 
Perrault on September 21st and 
pieaded guilty to tne charge, and 
were sentenced to pay a fine of $25 
each and costs.

These are the first prosecutions 
made in Canada on this charge, 
which is covered by an amendment 
to the Criminal Code under section 
412A, making it a criminal offence 
for giving or offering to give to con­
ductors of any railway valuable con­
sideration for not collecting fares 
from passengers travelling on trains.

Figures have been issued recently 
showing the accidents and casualties 
occurring on the Pacific system of 
the Southern Pacific Railway during 
the years 1918-1921. They are suffi­
ciently impressive:

Ran on track in front of train, 
1.390; killed, 185; injured, 669. Ran 
into side of train, 676; killed 13; 
injured, 253. Stalled or died on 
track, 327; killed, 7; injured, 41. 
Skidded into side of train, 89; in­
jured, 17. Ran into crossing gates, 
207; injured, 18. Ran into crossing 
flagmen, 20; killed, 2; injured, 15. 
Miscellaneous — (ran into cattle 
guard, warning signs, etc.), 46; kill­
ed, 1; injured, 8. Total accidents, 
2,755; total killed, 208; total injured, 
921.

If the danger to people driving 
automobiles recklessly was confined 
to such people one might be inclined 
to view the situation with compara­
tive equanimity, but the reverse is 
very much the case. Railroads suffer 
heavily through careless driving.

Ottawa. — Apparently there are 
some automobile - drivers who are 
wise enough to realize that it is 
better to run into a ditch than into 
a railway train. Another case of 
this kind occurred at Hull.

A resident of Val Tetreau, Hull, 
ditched an automobile he was driv­
ing on the Aylmer road one Satur­
day night, near the C. P. R. crossing 
v/hen his brakes failed to function, 
and a train was coming along. His 
spill into the ditch probably saved 
the lives of his passengers, three in 
number, and his own, while his car 
was badly crippled. >

An auto containing four persons 
was driving in to Hull from Val 
Tetreau, at a fair rate of speed. 
They had reached the Pontiac rail­
road crossing and were headed for 
the C. P. R. crossing, some yards 
ahead, when they were warned by 
the whistle of an approaching train, 
of danger ahead. The driver at once 
applied the brakes, but found they 
would not stop the car, which was 
being rapidly carried on to the 
crossing with the train only a short 
distance away. Realizing that he- 
could not get over the crossing ahead 
of the train the driver adopted the 
only course possible and cutting off 
the gas he turned the car into the 
side of the road, and in doing so 
struck a telegraph pole, which 
snapped in two by the impact, fell, 
just missing the auto, which turned 
over on its side, the top just graz­
ing the mail coach of the train as 
it swept over the crossing. Strange 
to say, despite the shock of the col­
lision when the car hit the telegraph 
pole, and its capsizing, hone of the 
occupants were hurt beyond sustain­
ing a few bruises and cuts, and a 
h°d fright.
