Great Itrlian painters from the 
deys of toe thirteenth century 
though the renaissance, when art 
reached the most perfect develop­
ment—selected the Cbrist-Ohild as 
their favorite theme.

Remarkably different from those 
of his predecessors are tbe represen­
tations of Andrea del Sarto. His 
Christ-ohild, like many of hia other 
masterpieces, possesses remarkable 
beauty, but they usually lack the 
soul-like beauty which the great 
painter did not possess. The excep­
tion to this is found in the Uffizi 
Gallery. There is a jiy and parity 
in the expression of the Child and 
Mother, as well as the Angels at 
either side that give a superb tone 
to the picture. „

The great Corregio treated this 
same theme similarly ; his angels 
are always portrayed with grace, 
charm and smiling faces. But it is 
in the Virgin with tbe Infant and 
the Assumption of the Virgin that 
he cheated his two great master- 
paintings. In the first the mother 
kneels in adoration ; her head is 
bowed and ner hands are raised in 
prayer. The soft light from the 
child is reflected on her countenance. 
No less beautiful is the Assumption 
of the Virgin. The picture repre­
sents the Madonna and her child 
wafied heavenward in blissful eotaoy 
sweet-faced cherubs follow in their 
train, thrilled with a feeling of 
glory and joy.

No less loving though more con­
ventionally treated are the Virgin 
and the Child (by Qornio) and the 
Mother With Her Infant and Angels 
(by Lorenzo di Credi). In these 
paintings the Child looks older and 
less human. The effect fs heighten 
ed by the nimbuu about his head 
and around that oi the Mother. 
Much as these painters did, it re­
mained for Raphael to give tha 
theme of childhood its noblest ex­
pression, and to paint tbe Madonna

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Canada’s Builders.

The Patriot and the Pio­
neer, taking their cue from 
their masters, are repeating, 
parrot-like, in identical words 
the empty plaudits and un­
supported assertions of the 
leading Grit organs, regard 
ing the Laurier Governments 
contributions to Canada’s pros­
perity. The obsequious sub­
serviency of these delectable 
journalistic sheets to the be­
hests of their political bosses 
is indicated by their ready ap­
propriation of, not only, the 
thoughts but the words of 
their superiors. The Patriot's 
article appeared on Friday of 
last wegk and was repeated 
in identical words, though in 
a somewhat truncated form, 
by the Pioneer on Saturday.

Our contemporaries at­
tempt to persuade their read 
ers that the prosperity of Can­
ada is wholly due to the exer 
tions of the Laurier Govern 
ment. There has, for several 
years past, been great pros 
perity in the United States, 
and Great Britain, in most of 
the British Dominions beyond 
the seas, as well as in many of 
the countries of continental 
Europe. Has all this pros­
perity to be attributed to the 
Liberal Government at Otta­
wa? In what way has the 
Laurier Government been the 
promoter of our prosperity ? 
When those who constitute 
that Government were in op­
position, they solemnly declar 
ed the extravagant expendi­
ture of the Conservative Gov­
ernment was running the 
county and bleeding the peo 
pie white, and they promised, 
in tHfe most emphatic way, 
that whenever the Liberals 
should come into power the 
expenditure and taxation 
should be reduced several 
millions. When they assum­
ed power they set to work, in 
a most novel fashion, to carry 
out their promises ; they have 
increased the expenditure to 
over three times what it was 
when the Conservatives were 
in charge and have more than 
doubled the taxation. They 
declared, when in opposition, 
that the protective policy of 
the Conservative Government 
was a curse and a ruination 
that would be wiped out and 
replaced by free trade, as soon 
as the Liberals got control. 
They have kept this promise 
by continuing the protective 
policy of their predecessors, 
and, in many particulars, in­
creasing the rate of protection. 
It will thus be seen that the 
most conspicuous features of 
the Laurier Government’s ad­
ministration, so far considered, 
have been broken promises, 
violated pledges, lies and 
deceit. Are these the quali­
ties calculated to inspire con­
fidence in a government or a 
party ?

When in opposition, the 
Liberals were not unwilling to 
join hands with Canada’s 
enemies, if by that means 
they could hope to overthrow 
the Conservative Govern 
ment. They cam* before 
the county with commercial 
union with the United States, 
as a battle cry, well knowing 
that this was a scheme hatch­
ed in the hope of ruining 
Canada and bringing about 
political annexation with the 
Republic to the south of us. 
Nay more, actual treason was 
in the air in 185 ' , but was for­
tunately frustrated in time by 
the discovery of the infamous

Farrer phamplet. The cry 
of secession was also raised, 
by no less a personage than 
the present Finance Minister, 
Mr. Fielding, then Premier of 
Nova Scotia. So dangerous 
and treasonable was the 
course pursued by the Liberals 
in 1891, that Mr. Edward 
Blake refused to be a party 
thereto, and retired from the 
election campaign. He did 
not, however, have sufficient 
pluck to expose the danger­
ous sham of his party until 
after the elections. The elec­
tors, however, saw through 
the dangerous web of false­
hood and'treison the Liberals 
attempted to weave around 
the unwary, and the country 
was saved from humiliation 
and disgrace.

Our Grit contempararies 
are pleased to atymadvent 
upon the condition of political 
morality during Conservative 
rule. It requires consider­
able temerity for any friend 
of the present Government to 
make any allusion, just now, 
to this phase of Canadian 
public life and conduct. In 
the face of the exploits of the 
mysterious North Atlantic 
Trading Company, by which 
almost a half million of dollars 
were filched from the Federal 
treasury ; the South Saskat­
chewan Land company, by 
means of which millions of 
acres of the public domain 
were handed over to favorites 
of the Government, for?a mere 
song ; the notorious land deals 
at Moncton, Truro and Hali­
fax, by which tens of thou­
sands of dollars of the peo­
ple's money were handed to 
Government manipulators, in 
the form of rake offs, and the 
thousand and one other no­
torious robberies of the pres­
ent Federal Government, any 
little irregularities of the form­
er Conservative Government 
pale into insignificance. But, 
coming right home to the Fed­
eral Cabinet, what have our 
contemporaries to say about 
the “wine, women and graft” 
charges.? What have they 
to say about the scandals 
hanging over the heads of 
Emmerson, Hyman, Sifton 
and Sir Fred Borden?

Oyr contemporaries are in­
clined to attribute to the Gov­
ernment much credit for the 
position of independence and 
self-reliance Canada occupies 
today. Canada is a young 
country, with incalculable 
natural wealth undeveloped, 
and she must of necessity be­
come greater and greater as 
her population increases and 
her resources come uuder 
development. But a begin­
ning had to be made, and the 
greatest wisdom and prudence 
were necessary to lay deep 
and solid the foundations of a 
young country containing in 
embryo sources of such enor­
mous possibilities. It requir 
ed genius and statesmanship 
of the highest order to give 
such a country a constitution 
commensurate with her future 
expansion, and establish her 
institutions on a basis firm 
and durable, yet sufficiently 
elastic to appropriate and 
mould the diverse elements 
that must of necessity, from 
time to time, present them­
selves. Those engaged in 
such a great work required to 
be wise and far seeing, as they 
were building, not for their 
own times ; but for the future, 
and whatever greatness Can­
ada has of late achievecj or is 
now enjoying is in conse­
quence of tfie wisdom and fore 
thought of those who thus 
moulded and shaped her des­
tinies.

But who were the men that 
so wisely planned and so 
solidly established the foun­
dations of our country f They 
were Sir John McDonald, Sir 
Charles Tupper and those as­
sociated with them, at the in 
auguration of Confederation. 
In the years following confed­
eration, Sir John and his Con­
servative associates labored to 
bring into realization the 
great things he foresaw at the 
beginning, and in our day the 
Liberals in power arc reap*

ing the fruits of his great 
statesmanship. We see every 
day coming to pass the very 
things Sir John foretold. What 
was the attitude of the Liberals, 
while Sir John, Sir Charles and 
their accociates were exerting 
their energies for the advance­
ment and development of Canada ?

When the Conservative Gov­
ernment of Sir John grappled with 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, the 
first step towards consolidating 
the Dominion, the Liberals bitter­
ly opposed them. Many of our 
readers will remember hearing 
Sir Louis Davies savagely attack­
ing the project .denouncing it in the 
most vehement terms and declar­
ing it would never pay for the 
axle grease. The same bitter and 
persistent opposition was offered 
when Sir John’s Government 
undertook to deepen our canals 
and give Canada the greatest in­
land water transportation system 
in the world. When the United 
States refused to allow Canadian 
traffic to pass through the Sault 
Ste. Marie .Canal, and thus at­
tempted to cripple our .lake nava- 
gation, Sir John built the Cana­
dian Sault canal, and here again 
he was met by the same bitter 
and relentless Liberal opposition. 
The same thing happened when 
the increase in our shipping ren­
dered necessary the establishment 
of gravingdocks. The [great 
docks at Levis, Kingston and 
Esquimault were built by the 
Conservative Government in spite 
of the Grits. The same holds 
good regarding every project ad­
vanced by the Conservatives for 
the upbuilding of Canada.

Such in brief is the history of 
the two parties placed in juxtapo­
sition. The Conservatives labored 
for the future greatness of our 
country, and established our 
stitutioDS with that end in view. 
The Liberals obstructed and op­
posed all undertakings for the 
expansion and development of the 
country. They intrigued with 
Canada,s enemies in the hope of 
thwartingthe plans of theConser- 
vatives. Despite their opposition 
their denunciations and their 
machinations, Canada haaprosper- 
ed and the garnered fruits of the 
labors of the Conservative states­
men arefalling into the laps of the 
Grits, and they throw up thtfir 
hands and shout that they did it all, 
They may deceive a few ; but all 
who have kept in touch with 
Canada’s political history since 
Confederation, know that the 
course pursued by the Grits has 
been characterized by opposition 
to Canada’s best interests ; by de 
ception and hypocrisy, and by 
panderage to Canada’s worst 
epemies.

Boy Wanted.

England for the Canadian Government was $984,ooo. The cost of 
material, coinage and transportation when the goods were delivered 
in Canada was $5o7,345, leaving a net profit to the Dominion of 
$476,654. The profits on copper coinage were $27,788 making a 
total profit of a little over half a million dollars. These coins manu­
factured for Canada were of the same denomination and stamped in 
the same way as those which will be made at Ottawa. Butin place 
of paying 3 per cent, or say $15,ooo on the average for coinage, the 
estimates show that the country will require at least $loo,ooo a year 
to pay the running ^expenses of the mint ahd $2o,ooo for interest. 
The total coinage charge last year was less than $3T,ooo for over 
$1,ogo,ooo in silver and copper coin a quantity far larger than usual. 
Building and machinery have cost nearly double the amount that 
Mr. Fielding estimated when he introduced his measure for the 
establishment of the Mint. Evidently the cost of operation will be 
at least fifty per cent, greater than the Minister supposed when he 
undertook this enterprise. The prospect now is that a large part of 
the profit hitherto made on coinage will be expended in keeping up 
the new establishment here and paying the salaries of a long list of 
imported officials connected with it. |

At present the Mint cannot use Canadian metal, as there is no 
plant in Canada to refine and prepare it. It is stated that a refinery 
will be added to the Mint, which will greatly increase the outlay 
or plant and operation.

MR. FISHER AS A CHEESE OUREfL

When Mr. Fisher started his system of Government cheese 
curing rooms he claimed that there was money in it for farmers 
and invaatnrg By way o£ proof four establish roeoU-were-operated
last year by the Government. At these points the Government 
agents bought cheese uncured and sold them cured. The quantity 
of cheese so handled was" about 15 tons, and the proceeds were 
$519.62 more than the cost. As there was some advance in the 
price of cheese during the period of holding, this would seem to be 
not more» than the trader’s profit.

But the main operation at these establishments was that of 
curing cheese for the manufacturers at a cerfcain'eharge per pound, 
the Government receiving the amount saved from shrinkage by 
Mr. Fisher’s scientific processes. The following statement shows 
how this business worked out in each of the four establishments.

HIGH FINANCE AT BROCKVILLE.
At Brockville the receipts from curing charges and saving of 

shrinkage were $847.52. To earn this much the Government paid 
to Superintendent Somerville (whose initials are N.G.) $533.15. 
Another man was paid for services $45, a third $82.74, a fourth 
$14.52, a fifth (for hauling cheese) $189.75, a sixth $45, a seventh 
$73.79, an eighth $188.71. For cheese boxes the cost was $359.50. 
For parafin wax $126.63. There were also charges for lumber, elec­
tric light and other supplies including ice, bringing the whole bill 
up to #1,883.71. So we have this financial result of the operations 
of the corps of cheese carers at Brockville :

He had been working 
all day but complaining of feeling bad. 
After supper he was in the act of lying down 
on & sofa when he fell over dead.

LOCAL & OTHER ITEMS

Chief Justice Tuck, of New Brunswick, 
has resigned. He is 76 years of age, and 
np to quite recently has been quite vigor 
ous, mentally and physically.

Rev. Theodore Gallant, of St. Donstan’s 
College, underwent an operation for appen- 
dioitus in the Charlottetown Hospital last 
week. He is progressing favorably.

The London Times, which has been in 
the Walter family for over a hundred 
years, has changed hands. C. A. Pearson 
has secured the controlling interest in the 
thunderer. Mr. Pearson is the owner or 
controller of several other newspapers in 
London and other English cities.

The last of libel suit, Emmerson vs. 
Crockett, was heard in the Supreme Court 
at Fredericton, N.B., on Monday morning 
of this week, when Mr. Hazen moved for 
quashing the indictment and the discharge 
of Crockett from custody. There being no 
opposition,Judge McLeod granted the mo­
tion.

It is stated that the Canadian troops in 
the garrison at Halifax, and at Esquimanlt, 
B. C., are to be replaced by regiments from 
England in April. The Canadian Govern­
ment will pay all the expenses, as at pres­
ent. Canada finds it hard to enlist men, 
and they cost more than the troops from 
England.

A meat inspector for this Province has 
been appointed by the Minister of Agri­
culture, and will soon arrive here. His 
duties include the inspection of all pork 

rcases intended for export, eto. In 
order to fulfil the requirements of inspec­
tion, all pork carcases should be dressed 
with the internal organs attached.

Following a number of detonations on 
the 9tb, a portion of the cone of Mount 
Vesuvius, at Naples, sank within the 
crater, causing great internal ebulitions 
enormous columns of smoke rose from the 
crater and spread out for miles. President 
Matteucci, Director of the Observatory, 
■aid that there was no danger of a new 
eruption, the sinking of the cone being 
merely a geological phenomenon.

The Asiatic Exclusion League wants the 
city of Vancouver to purchase a few gat- 
ling guns for preserving the peace if ano­
ther out-break with the Japanese should 
occur there. One man declares that a 
Maxim machine gun is now quartered by 
Japanese on Powell street.

Not since the great Saxby gale of Oct. 
4, 1870, has Digby, N. 8., experienced a 
storm such as raged there on the 9th inst., 
when the wind blew from 60 miles an hour, 
causing a terrific sea and tide in the Bay 
of Fundy. Reports received all along the 
coast tell of terrible havoc wrought by the 
storm, and the loss will amount to thous­
ands of dollars.

The C. P. R. steamer Mount Royal 
which had been oat for thirty days, and 
wjks thought to have been lost, reached 
Queenstown, Ireland, on the 7th, pro­
ceeding slowly under, her own steam. She 
was bound from Antwerp for St. John, N. 
B., and had about 300 passengers and 100 
of a crew. Her boilers went out of order 
and she put back. All were well.

While watching a train go by, Mrs. 
Mary Williams, of Moncton, dropped dead 
in the kitchen of her home Monday morn­
ing. She had just eaten breakfast, and 
was looking out the window, when she fell 
to the floor and expired a minute later in 
the arms of her daughter. She was seventy- 
five years old, a widow, and came there 
from Kent County three months ago.

To earn the $78.30 gross, Joseph Burgess was paid for five 
months at the rate of $1,000 a year with $42.80 travelling 
expenses, or $459.47 in all. He had an assistant for four months 
at $50 a month and $10 expenses. He accomplished $18 worth of 
telephoning. He used $2 50 jvorth of butter color, $20.50 worth 
of lumber, incurred laundry bills $7.02. He required half a dozen 
aprons costing $2.28, and “supplies” to the value of $8 22.

It is fair, however, to state that beside this custom curing the 
superintendent purchased 1,574 lbs, of cheese which was cured at 
the Woodsteck room, and would seem to have made a net profit of 
between one cent and one and a half cents a pound, say $22 alto­
gether, making the total earnings of this enterprise $100.30 against 
$889.57 expenses. How many farmers and cheese makers can afford 
to get rich by this process ?

The winter steamers left here for George­
town on Wednesday last. But representa­
tions were made to the Marine Department 
by the Board of Trade, to the effect that 
the mild weather and absence of ice at 
Charlottetown did not seem to justify the 
step taken. Whether for this reason or 
otherwise, they returned to Charlottetown. 
The Minto came here from Pictou Saturday 
and the Stanley on Monday, and so on.

Sixteen children were trampled to death 
and forty others injured, many of whom 
cannot live, in a panic arising from a mad 
rush for theatre seats Saturday afternoon 
at Barnsley, England. Tpe scene terri­
ble and the cries of the injured and tpe 
moans of the dying caused fearful excite­
ment. The police found the stairway 
packed with little bodies, many crushed 
out of recognition. The pitiful scene was 
intensified by the presence of hundreds of 
parents searching for the missing children.

The contract has. been awarded by the 
Grand Trunk Pacific to Foley Bros, and 
Larsen, a Winnipeg and St. Paul contract 
ing firm, for the construction of 126 miles 
from Edmonton to Wolf Creek. The sec 
tion west of Ed Menton will be a very costly 
piece of work, more expensive than any 
part of the main line yet under contract 
No inconsiderable part of it is through 
scrub and marsh, running to the foot hills 
of the Rocky Mountains. A section goes 
through Edmonton, but does not include 
terminals in that city. The cost is between 
$40,00(1 and $50,000 per mile or a total of 
between $5,000,000 and $6,000,000.

In a desperate flre in a twelve-story 
building in New York on Friday night last, 
four firemen lost their lives. The fire was 
one of the worst experienced in New York 
for a long time and the monetary loss is 
estimated at $1,600,000. The brave fire 
men, in the discharge of their perilous 
duty and in their efforts to save lives were 
everywhere. In the midst of their heroic 
yyork, all below the seventh story, in the 
Interior,crashed into the basement bqrying 
thirty firemen in the ruins. All but four 
emerged with their lives.

Mr. George V. Mclnerney, ex-M.P. 
died at hie home, St. John, N.B., early 
last Sunday morning, after a severe illness 
of heart disease. The late Mr. Mclnerney 
was only fifty years of age at the time of 
his death. He was an eminent lawyer and 
a splendid orator. He was a Conservative 
in politics and was twice elected to the 
House of Commons. Had he lived, hie 
great talents, his wonderful oratory and 
his genial gentlemanly disposition would 
surely have placed him in the front ranlç 
of Canadian statesmen, He was an M.A.

Bible, The, a collection of writ 
ings which the Church of God has 
solemnly recognized as inspired. 
The name ie derived from the Greek 
expression ta biblia (the books), 
which came into use in tbe^early 
centuries of Christianity to designate 
the wfcols sacred volume. In the 
Latin ot the midale Ages, the neuter 
plural form biblia (>jen. bibliorum) 
gradually came to bo regarded as 
feminine singular noon (biblia, gen 
bibliæ), in which singular form tb 
word has passed into the language of 
the Western world. In means11 The 
Book," by way of eminence, and 
therefore well sets forth the sacred 
character o£ our intpired literature 
Its most impor'snt equivalents are 
“ the Divine Library" (Bibliotheca 
Divina), which was employed by 
Jerome in the fourth century ; “ the 
Scriptures," “ the Holy Scriptures'* 
—terme which are derived from ex. 
pressions found in the Bible itself 
and “ the Old and New Testament, 
in which collective title, ** The Old 
Testament” designates the sacred 
books written before the coming of 
Our Lord, and “ the New Tesia 
ment” denotes the inspired writings 
composed since the coming of 
Christ.

The existence of a eoilection of 
sacred books among the Jews at the 
time of Christ is a fact of history. 
The books that constituted this col­
lection differed widely from one 
onother in subject, style, origin and 
scope, but all were held by the Jews 
to possess a obaraoter which dis­
tinguished them from all other 
books. This was the Divine auth­
ority of every one of these books and 
of every part of each book. The 
belief of the Jews was confirmed by 
Our Lord and His Apostle»; for they 
supposed its truth in their teaching, 
used it as a foundation of their doc­
trine, and intimately connected with 
it the religious system of which they 
were the founders. The books thus 
approved were handed down to the 
Christian Church as the written re­
cord of Divine revelation before the 
coming of Christ. The truths of 
Christian revelation were made 
known to the Apostles either by 
Christ Himself or by the Holy Ghost. 
They constitute what is called the 
Depositof Faith, to which nothing 
has been added since the Apostolic 
Age. Some of the truths were 
committed to writing under the in­
spiration of the Holy Ghost and 
have been handed down to us in the 
book* of the New Tesinment. 
Written originelly to individual 
Churches or persona, to meet par­
ticular necessities, and scoommodst- 
ed as they were to pàrtioular and 
existing circumstances, these books 
were gradually received by the uni­
versal Church as inspired, and w’th 
the sacred hot ks ot ibe Jews const:- 
lute the Bible,

In one respect, thereto: e he B Lie 
is a twofold literature, made np of
two distinct collections which cor­
respond with two successive and un­
equal periods of time in the history 
of man, Tne older of these collec­
tions, mostly written in Hebrew, 
corresponds with the many centuries 
during which the Jewish people en­
joyed a national existence, and forms 
the Hebrew, or Old Testament liter 
stare ; the more recent collection, 
begun not long after Oat Lord’s as­
cension, and made up ot G'-eek writ­
ings, is the Early Christian, or New 
Testament literature. Yet, in an­
other and deeper respect, the Bib- 
liobl literature is pre-eminently one. 
Its twff sets of writings are most 
elwely connected with regard to 
doctrines revealed, facte recorded, 
customs described, and even expres­
sions u«ed. Above all, both collec­
tions have one and the same relig­
ious pu' p •»-, Bo anti : be »ame in­
spired character. They fora the two

parts of a great organic whole the 
centre of which is the person and 
mission of Christ. The same Spirit 
exercised Hie mysterious bidden in­
fluence on the writings of both Test­
aments, and made of the works of 
those who lived before Our Lord an 
active and steady preparaiion for the 
New Testament dispensation which 
He was to introduce, and of the 
,7orks of those who wrote after Him 
a real continuation and Striking ful­
filment of the old Covenant.

The Bible, as the inspired record 
of revelation, contains the word of 
God ; that is, it contains those re­
vealed truths which the Holy Ghost 

ishes to be transmitted in writing. 
However, all revealed truths are not 
çontsined in the Bible (see Tradi­
tion) ; neither is every trnth in the 
Bible revealed, if by revelation is 
meant the manifestation of hidden 
truths which could not otherwise be 
known. Much of the Scripture 
came to.its writers through the chan­
nels of ordinary knowledge, but its 
sacred character and Divine auth­
ority are not limited to those parts 
which contain revelation strictly bo 
termed. The Bible contains not only 
the word of God ; it is the word of 
God. The primary author is the 
Holy Ghost, or, as it is commonly 
expressed, the human authors wrote 
under the influence of Divine inspir­
ation . It was defined by the Vati­
can Council (Sees. III. o. ii) that 
the sacred and canonical character 
of Scripture would not be sufficiently 
explained by saying that the books 
were composedly human diligence 
and then approved by the Church, 
or that they contained revelation 
without error. They are sacred and 
canonical, “ because, having been 
written by inspiration of the Holy 
Ghost, they have God for their 
author, and as such have been band­
ed down to the Church." The inner- 
anoy of the Bible follows as a conse­
quence of this Divins authorship. 
Wherever the sacred writer makee 
a statement as hie own, that state­
ment is the word of God and infall­
ibly true, whatever be the subject- 
matter of the statement.

It will be seep, therefore, that 
though the inspiration of any writer 
and the sacred obaraoter of his work 
be antecedent to its recognition by 
the Church yet we are dependent 
upon the Oburoh for our knowledge 
of the existence of this inspiration. 
She is the appointed witness and 
guardian of revelation. From her 
alone we know wbat books belong to 
the Bible. At the Council of Trent 
she enumerated the books which 
must be considered “ as sacred and 
canonical " They are the seventy- 
two books found in Catholic editions, 
forty-five in the Oid Testament and 
twenty-seven in the New. Protest­
ant copies usually lack the seven 
books (viz : Tobias, Judith, Wisdom, 
Ecclesiastical, Bsruob, and I, II 
Maohabees), and parts of books (viz : 
Either, x, 4—xvi, 24, and Daniel iii, 
24-90 ; xiii, 1-xiv, 42), which are 
not found in the Jewish editions of 
the Old Testament.

The Bible is plainly a literature, 
that is, an important collection of 
writings which were not composed 
at once and did not proceed from one 
band, but rather were spread over a 
considerable period of time and are 
traceable to different authors of vary­
ing literary excellence. As a liter­
ature, too, the Bible bears through­
out the distinct impress of the cir­
cumstances of place and time, meth­
ods of composition, etc., in which its 
various parts came into existence, 
and of these circumstances careful 
account must bo taken, in the inter­
ests of accurate scriptural interpre­
tation. As a literature, our sacred 
books hive been transcribed during 
many centuries by all manner of 
copying to whose ignorance and 
carelessness they still bear witness

in the shape of numerous textual 
errors, which, however, but seldom 
interfere seriously with the prim­
itive reading of.any important dog­
matic ormoral passage of Holy 
Writ.

In respect of antiquity, the Bib 
lioal literature belongs to the same 
group 6f ancient literature as the 
literary collections of Greece, Borne, 
China, Persia, and India. Its second 
part, the New Testament, completed 
about A. D. 100, is indeed far more 
recent than the fetv last named 
literatures, and is somewhat pos­
terior to the Augustan age of the- - 
Latin language, but it is older by 
ten centuries than our earliest mod­
ern literature. As regards the Qld 
Testament, most of its contents were 
gradually written within the nine 
centuries which preceded the Chris­
tian era, so that its composition is 
generally regarded as Contemporary 
with that of the great literary works 
of Greece, China, Persia, and India. 
The Bible resembles these various 
ancient .literatures in another res­
pect. Like them it ie made up of 
the remains of a larger literature, 
Oi this we have abundant proofs 
concerting the books of the (bid 
Testament, since the Hebrew Scrip- 
lures themselves repeatedly refer us 
to more ancient and complete worka 
as composed by Jewish annalists, 
prophets, wise men, poets and so on 
(ef. Numbers, xxi, 14; Joaue, x, 13 
II Kings, i, 18 ; I Paralip., xxix, 29 ; 
I Much., xvi, 24 ; etc. ) Statements 
tending to prove the same fragment 
at y character of the early Christian 
literature which has come down to 
us are indeed much less numerous, 
but not altogether wanting (of. Luke, 
i, 1-3; Colossians iv, 16; I Oerin
thians, v, 8.) Bat, however a noient 
and fragmentary, it is not to be 
supposed that the Biblical literature 
contains only few, and these rather 
imperfect, literary fbrms. In point 
of fact its contents exhibit nearly all 
the literary forms met with in^onr 
Western literatures together with 
others peculiarly Eastern, but none 
the less beautiful. It is also a well, 
known fact that the Bible is so 
replete with pieces of transcendent 
literary beauty that the greatest 
orators and writers of the last four 
centuries have most willingly turned 
to our sacred books as pre-eminently 
worthy of admiration, study, and 
imitation. Of course the widest 
and deepest influence that haa ever 
been, and ever will be, exercised 
upon the minds and hearts of men 
remains due to the fact that, while 
all the other literatures are but man’s 
productions, the Bible is indeed 
“ inspired of God” and, as such, 
especially “ profitable to teach, to 
reprove, to correct, to instruct in 
justice" (II Timothy, Iii, 16.)

cime in sight, and we reached the 
camp, where most of us met old 
acquaintances. Questions were show­
ered upon them, but the only words 
in answer were : “ We are beaten ; It 
is hard.’ ”

The writer then describes his "com- 
rades." “ All the faces that met our Santa, 
gaze wore an exhausted look. All 
who greeted us were terribly stung by 
the small mosquitos which swarmed 
hereabouts, all were unclean and 
attired merely in tattered nhdercloth- 
iog. The feet of many were covered 
with wounds, and were awathed in 
filthy rags. In the tents the sole topic 
of conversation was the brutality of 
the Cossacks. . . . After a few
days only we became the counterparts 
of the older occupants of the esmp— 
dirty, unshod, unclothed and exhaust­
ed.”

This is how the days were passed :
Up every morning at four, working 

until five or six in the evenings, and 
returning then, utterly worn out, for 
roll-call, prayers and aleep, Sleep !
In rigged and battered tentr, open to 
the rain, and dirty and damp within.
No mattrasses, only lacks to lie upon, 
sometimes stuffed with grass. We, 
are already bitterly cold here, in 
August, and in these same tents we 
must live until the end of November.

“ The food is bad,” he continues.
“ Every man is supposed to receive 
twelve kopecks daily, but from May to 
August a sum equivalent to a total of 
forty eight kopecks per man was all 
that was received. Money sent by 
friends and relatives is not delivered.

"As for the sick, they are utterly 
helpless. The hospital holds only 
fifteen patients, the other sick prison­
ers having to remain in their tenta 
until room is made. Most of the 
cases are of wounded feet. The 
surgeon forbids the men to go about 
bare-foot, but they must do so, for 
there are are no shoes.

"The work is hard, and the con­
ditions of work are harder ; but the 
hardest of all are the beatings. You 
are beaten on the way to work, at 
work, and on the way home—beaten 
always and everywhere. Beaten for 
unwillingness to give up your bed­
ding to the Cossacks, beaten if you 
put on clean clothes . . . beaten 
for wearing spectacles or a pince-nez, 

beiten for no reason at all 
No difference whatever 

made between state prisoners and 
ordinary criminals."

The writer then describes instances 
of ill-treatment he witnessed. An

Horrors of Siberia.

St. Petersbnrg, December 24.—The 
Russ publishes a letter, dated Aug­
ust, and written “ on the Amur high­
road ” The writer tells of the awful 
suffering of thousandi of exiles ban 
ishtd to Siberia during the present 
reign of “ repression.” A large num 
ber of these exiles are from the edu­
cated and cultured classes, and these 
suffer more than the ordinary hardened 
criminals.

The letter opens with the announce­
ment that a party of 120 exiles, 23 of 
whom ire state or political offenders, 
have been detailed to work on the 
construction of the Kolcssnaya wheel 
road. They were sent thither under 
Cossack escort from the penal settle 
ment at Irkutsk.

“We landed our barge on August 
S3, at 6 in the evening," the exile 
writes, “ and passed our first night in 
the open on the shores of the Amur. 
We were ordered by the escort not to 
talk, not to lie down to sleep, not to 
stir. No supper must be cooked. It 
rained in torrents, and we were all 
wet through. When morning came 
at last our feteri were knocked off, 
and we act off for the * camp,' thirty- 
two versts distant, dragging after ui 
the bags containing our luggage, for 
no carts were provided for baggage 
transport. The first verst was covered 
without incident ; but as soon as the 
village was out of sight the escort got 
to work with the butt ends of their 
rifles, urging the party with blows and 
curses. One of our comrades . . 
fell ie a dead swoon. Another fainted 
soon afterwards. Both were lifted 
into a cart provided for the use of the 
escort. . , . Eventually the tents

Napoleon. And so the statement 
d'Haussonville that these bishops 
were worthy men, remains true.

From the old regime they 
brought their courtly servility 
spirit of compromise, and in the face 
of Napoleon’s dazzling omnipotence 
it is hardly to be marveled at that 
they showed themielvea undecided 
wavering and flexible. Had they 
been permitted to hold their free 
canonical re-unions, it is probable 
that the historian of Napoleon 
French Bishops would have had 
another story to chronicle.
