The Manitoba Department of Education 
Wednesday appointed four members of the 
new Advisory Board as provided by the De­
partment of Education.

states that deceased’s husband was a traveler 
for a jewelry house who went to Australia, 
and thence to California, making their home 
in Los Angeles, at the hotel referred to where 
Mr. Palmer died, and where his bereaved 
wife ended her existence.

The condemned murderer Dubois is con­
fined in a large ward in the Quebec jail 
with another criminal, a colored man from 
Montreal. Dubois intends to have his fel- 
low-prisonerjwntü n sketch of his life at his 
dictation. He has shown sign of a most pas­
sionate temper. Only last Sunday he was 
being led to the prison chapel by one of the 
guards, who lifehtly held him by the arm on 
the way. The prisoner became very indig­
nant at this precaution and worked himself 
into a violent temper, eo much so that it cau^o 1 
him to vomit on the floor. He says he wiil 
not go to church again, at ill events with the 
same guard. As each day passes by lie 
counts it as bringing him nearer his doom, 
which he is apparently prepcred to meet.

$10,000 FOR SLANDER.
They Were Lovers, But They Quarreled 

and Did Not Make I’p.
St. Thomas, May 21.—TL$b Journal says:

J. B. Davidson to-day, acting for Mr. Angus 
McNish of Glencoe,entered an action on behalf 
of Miss Jjizzie Childs of Newbury against Mr. 
George H. Randalls, an Aid borough farmer, 
claiming $10,000 damages for slander. The 
couple had been lovers and engaged. Whether 
their love was true love or not. at all events 
the course of it did not run smooth, and they 
quarreled, and have become totally 
estranged. The plaintiff now claims $10,000 
damages for slander, alleging that her former 
lover has circulated scandalous and untrue 
stories about her and about liberties he 
alleges, she allowed him to take while they 
were engaged. The case will be tried at the 
June sessions.”

EYROUD ARRESTED.
The Paris Murderer in Jail at Havana - 

He Attempts Suicide.
Havana, May 21.—Eyraud was arrested 

here to-day. When he was jailed he attempt­
ed to commit suicide by cutting the veins in 
his leg and arm with a piece of glass. He lost 
much blood, but will recover. •

A Wronged Husband’s Revenge.
Jessup, Ga., May 21.—A tragedy occurred 

here at midnight, resulting in the death of 
Mrs. B. P. Littlefield and County Surveyor 
McCall at the hands of the woman's husband. 
McCall came to Jessup from Brunswick 
about 10 p.m. and stopped at the Littlefield 
House. He retired to his room an hour later, 
but came out, went down stairs in his night 
clothes and asked for Littlefield, whom he 
eould nqt find. He then went to Mrs. Little­
field’s door and knocked. She admitted him. 
Littlefield was in the front porch watching 
the pair and rushed through the window into 
the room and shot his wife just over the eye, 
killing her instantly. He then shot McCall 
four times. McCall died at 2.20 p.m.

ONTARIO CROPS»

Toronto, May 19. A bulletin issued Satur- 
day from the Bureau of Statistics contains 
the usual Interesting facta with respect to 
the crops, progress of spring work, live stocks 
etc. The information is gathered by 901 cor­
respondents under date of May 1. Fall wheat, 
it would appear, presents a very uneven con­
dition throughout the province. Owing to 
the alternate thawing and freezing of the 
mild winter, following late seeding, the crop 
suffered more hr less from winter-killing in 
the west The dry northerly winds and rains, 
commencing in February and continuing late 
in the spring, greatly retarded the growth in 
other portions of the province, where the crop 
is said to have wintered better than was ex­
pected. In Essex, Lambton, Kent and 
Lincoln which send the worst reports, con­
siderable portions of the wheat land will be 
plowed up and seeded over. Little or no 
damage is reported from worms or insects. 
Recent rains have improved the outlook, and 
with a favorable season there is reason to 
anticipate a fair, although not a large, har­
vest.

The condition of the winter rye crop is 
generally satisfactory, the winter-killing not 
having been sufficiently extensive to impair 
the prospects of an average crop. Tho acre­
age is greatly decreasing.

The condition of clover is not satisfactory, 
especially in the southwestern counties, 
much damage having been caused by the al • 
tomate freezing and thawing. On high and 
sandy soils the prospects are; better, and a 
good crop is promised under favorable con­
ditions.

The reports concerning orchards arc on th» 
whole favorable. The damage to the peach 
trees was slight, apples promise well, and 
grapes and small fruits generally arc con­
sidered as promising. Plums and cherries are 
suffering from black knot.

Seeding is far advanced in the western 
portion of the province, owing to the favor­
able season, but wet land in s'.'uio of the 
eastern counties has delayed plowing oper­
ations. Oats and peas continue in favor and 
there will be & considerably enlarged nr#» of 
spring wheat sown, including goo>e. Barley 
will be grown to a smaller extent, probably 
one-half to two-thirds that of last y oar. 
Low prices of late and a fear that the U. S. 
tariff will discriminate against Canadian 
barley supply the reasons.

There is a slow movement in the erection 
of silos, and the ensilage is yet in the first ex­
perimental stage in Ontario.

The winter w as favorable to the apiary and 
the losses will not average over eight per 
cent., resulting chiefly from stocks wintered 
inside finding the quarters too warm. Two 
cases of swarming in April are recorded—an 
unusual occurrence.

Owing to the plentifulness of fodder and 
the mildness of the winter, the present con­
dition of live stock is with feyv exceptions all 
that could be desired. Cattle are generally 
thrifty and strong ; horses are in ad excep­
tionally good conditioh for spring work; 
sheep and pigs are also thrifty. Sheep are 
scarce, but the lambing season has been a 
favorable one and there seems also to lie an 
increase in the number of young pigs. 
There has been unusual mortality amoug the 
porkers, and distemper and influenza has 
been strongly marked among horses, but 
there is a marked immunity from all malig­
nant types.

There is little wheat in farmers’ hands; in 
but few instances is any considerable quan­
tity said to be held over, while in some 
countries farmers will have to buy their 
flour. The supply of oats is generally above 
the requirements in the West Midland coun­
tries, but in the Lake Erie countries a great 
deal of this grain was fed during the winter, 
leaving small stores at present writing. It is 
a long time since so much hay was reported 
in the spring. Every district chronicles an 
abundant supply. Fat cattle have nearly all 
been taken away by buyers and most of 
the stock remaining are being grazed for 
June shipments. There appears to be less 
store cattle than usual.

THE HOUSE PROROGUED.

Ottawa, May 19—On Friday ofternooti the 
House was prorogued and His Excellency 
read the following speech : In bringing to » 
close this somewhat protracted session of 
Parliament, I desire to convey to you my 
best thauks for the diligence with which you 
have applied yourselves to your important 
duties.

The negotiations reacting the Behring 
Sea question are still in progress at Wash­
ington with good prospects of au equitable 
settlement. Meanwhile the continuance for 
another year of what is known as the “modus 
vivendi’, will serve to show our earnest des­
ire to cultivate the most. friendly relation- 
with the United States Government and 
people.

The readjustment of the customs tariff, in­
tended to promote the development of our 
agricultural, manufacturing and other indus­
tries, will, I have reason to hope, operate for 
the general benefit of all classes.

I am glad to believe that the act relating 
to banking has been most carefully consid­
ered, and will be found to guard the inter­
ests of the public and to be sufficiently liber­
al to these who are more immediately affect­
ed by its provisions. The measure relating 
to bills of exchange, chocks and promissory 

: notes will doubtless render more certain and 
plain the law relating te these instruments, 
and make the law in that regard uniform in 
almost all respects throughout Canada.

The amendments to the criminal law in­
clude a great number and variety of provis­
ions, all of which will probably be found 
useful, and several of which were urgently 
demanded 'for the public welfare.

The creation of a bureau of labor statistics 
will promote the investigation and study of 
the questions which affect the relations of 
capital and labor, and which are now engag­
ing the attention of all great nations. It will 
likewise aid the diffusion of information on 
all that concerns the occupations and well- 
being of the working classes. In some other 
measures of the present session your desire to 
improve the laws which apply particularly to 
those engaged iu industrial pursuits will like­
wise be recognized.

The various provision to amend the laws 
relating to railways, to patents, Copyrights 
and trade marks, and to the department of 
Inland Revenue, and likewise the enactments 
to improve the statutes for the management 
of our Indian population, are well adapted 
to promote efficient adminstration of the 
departments to which they relate, while a 
large amount of private railway legislation 
indicates a spirit of enterprise throughout the 
country which, it is to he hoped will lead to 
a substantial development of the railway 
works of the country.

A SICKENING SIGHT.

8t. Thomas, May 18.*—Conductor Robert 
J. Uarbutt, M. C. R., met a shocking death 
about 11 o'clock last Thtirsdav night 
while in charge of his train near Well­
and. He was seen standing on the front 
car before reaching that station but 
when the train pulled up he was missing 
and on going back bis body was found on 
the track with the head and legs completely 
amputated. Deceased was no doubt passing 
over his train from the caboose to the engine! 
when he fell between the cars and was run 
over. He was a resident of this city and was 
a maniai man, aged hi years, and leaves a 
wife and one child.

Death ef Father Wassereae.
Kinosbridqb, Mav j i* 1890.

Editor of the Huron Signal, 1 r! .
Dear Sir.—This db / month, on 

April 13th, a good ser\u God, .? a 
•olid benefactor of this w« teiu J
Huron, was most unexpectedly called by 
the voice ot the Almighty to come and 
give an account of his stewardship. On 
Easter Sunday last and the two following 
days this faithful servant was celebrating 
with sad for the people committed to hie 
care the solemnity of Christ’s glorious 
resurrection, and on the following Sun­
day at 4p.m. his soul had already re­
ceived sentence from the Judge. He 
was the Rev Augustine Wassereau, who 
for near eighteen years, viz.,from Decem­
ber, 1857, till February, 1875, preached 
the glad tidings of the Gospel to the 
various Catholic congregations then es 
tablished throughout a belt of land ex­
tending sixty miles, from Port Franks in 
the.south to Point Clark in the north, and 
forty miles inland, along the shoroe of 
our beautiful Huron. The liev Father 
Wassereau was a native of France, his 
birth-place being, if I mistake not, the 
town of Toul, in the Diocese cf Nancy, 
and province of Lorraine. He sprang 
from a family who stood well among 
their fellow-citizens, both for their social 
position and their standing in the world 
of pious and devoted soldiers of Christ. 
After passing the years of his childhood 
in innocent happiness under the tender 
nursing and care of an idolizing Christian 
mother, amidst the joys ef pure com­
panionship with pious sisters and exem­
plary brothers, one of whom was also, I
believe, » priest, he followed during boy­
hood a successful course of classics, and 
was reading divinity in the theological 
seminary of Nancy,'when, in the year 
1857, he, with his fellow students, the 
pious and most zealous Theodore Wag­
ner, now Dean of Windsor, Ont.,and the 
most genial and ve$y talented and 
scholarly Joseph Gerard, also now pas­
tor of Belle River, Ont., volunteered at 
the call of the then Bishop of Toronto, 
the Right Rev de Charbonnel, to come 
and evangelize the poor in this, at the 
time, sparsely settled and struggling 
Western Ontario and the then newly 
erected Diocese of London. With the 
aforenamed reverend gentlemen and 
some other Levites, who are now doing 
work in other parts of Ontario, the Rev 
A. Wassereau crossed the Atlantic in 
August, 1857. As he was still much un­
der the age prescribed by the Canon of the 
Church for ordination to the priesthood, 
he was sent by the bishop of the diocese, 
the Right Rev P. A. Pinsoneautt, to 
■pend a few months in Assumption Col­
lege, at Sandwich, there to read up his 
unfinished course of theology and make a 
more immediate preparation for ordina­
tion. In October of tha same year, if 
my memory serves me well, he received 
the order of sub-deaconship, on the 6th 
of December following he was promoted 
to the order of deaconship and two days 
later, the 8th of December and Feast of 
the Immaculate Conception, by especial 
papal dispensation, as he was still two 
years outside of the required age, he re­
ceived the imposition of episcopal and 
sacerdotal hands, which raised him to 
the dignity of the priesthood according 
to the order of Melchisedech. Im^ 
mediately after his ordination Father 
Wassereau was sent to the town of Gode­
rich in the capacity cf assistant to the 
veteran missionary of the Huron tract, 
the late Rev Father I*. Schneider. In 
this capacity for three years he most 
zealously acquitted himself of the 
laborious and sacred duties of the holy 
ministry, now in the town of Goderich, 
again amongst the French-Canadians 
settled down below Bayfield, at other 
times here in Ashfield and also as op­
portunity permitted further inland in 
the townships of Wawanoeh, llullettand 
Morris. About the year 1860 Father 
Schneider’s large field of labouras it then 
existed was by episcopal ordinance divid­
ed into two distinct sections. Father 
Wassereau assumed then rcpmisihle and 
pastoral charge of the northern division, 
which encircled Ashfield, the two 
Wawanoshes and Morris. In this new 
mission there were at the time three 
regu'ar and principal stations entitled to 
Sunday service in the proportion of the 
numerical strength of each congregation 
respectively, the residence being, how­
ever,fixed here at Kingebndge, Ashfield, 
which place received dominical service

tication ot Bonis at Stratford. At the end | 
of one year » vacancy offered in the town 
of Amherstburg and he received charge 
of that vast pariah. However, two years 
later en, or thereabout, the bishop hav­
ing decided to call a religions order to 
the sdminietration of that parish, Father 
Waeeereau was transferred to the parish 
of St. Francia, where the French ele­
ment waa more predominant. Here Rev 
Father Wassereau continued for about 
twelve years the work of evangelization 
and of salvation of souls, when on laat 
thirteenth of April, Sunday after Easter, 
hie parishioners assembled for the Sun­
day mass were shocked to End him fallen 
from bed during the night, stretched on 
the floor and laboring under a stroke of 
paralysis, but as yet for a while quite 
lucid mentally. He nevertheless failed 
to realize the gravity of hie condition and, 
feeling that at worst he was in peace with 
his God, having had made his confession 
the day before Easter Sunday, he rather 
discarded the idea of disturbing another 
priest on his behalf from the arduous 
parochial duties of the Sunday. It was 
not long, however, before his mind gave 
evident signs of being unhinged. Whilst 
he lay held down powerless, and as the 
angel of death had already entered the 
house fast approaching his bed, hie lips 
were heard muttering the first prayers of 
mass, as though he were in the act of as 
cending the steps of the altar. llIntroibo 
adaltare Dei.”—Yes, Father Wassereau, 
thou faithful priest of God, unconscious­
ly, no doubt, thou wert then on the 
threshold of God’s “Holy of Holies," and 
no doubt it was the power of the invisi­
ble grace of God dwelling in thee which 
moved thy lips and made them say once 
more and for the last time on earth 
“Introibo ad altare Dei”—I shall as­
cend the steps of Mount Calvary. See­
ing that the throes of agony had seized 
on their revered and no doubt beloved 
pastor, the parishioners took themselves 
to the church and, shepherdless, prajed 
fervently, olden time fashion, as they 
were wont to do in days gone by long 
agb,and your correspondent prayed with 
them, and on this occasion no doubt an 
alarmed people sent up to heaven fervent 
supplications and obtained of God to 
send down His holy angel to receive at 
the threshold of eternity the soul of the 
good shepherd. In haste, a messenger 
waa dispatched to Stony Point, the near 
est pariah. The liev Father Schneider, 
formerly of French Settlement, down ii 
Hay, made all possible haste to reach in 
time the bedside and give hie brother 
priest the benefit of the sacrament for 
the dying, but in vain ’ for half an 
hour prior to the arrival of the priest. 
Death had already drawn his sable pall 
over the pariah of St. Francis; Father 
Wassereau,in the thirty-third year of his 
priesthood and of faithful services to the 
Diocese of London and in the fifty-fourth 
of his life,had passed away. Soon after 
the sad tidings of Father Wassereau’s 
most unexpected death were sent to his 
friend and college-fellow, Father Gerard. 
The latter gentleman at once placed him­
self under duty to pay the laet Bad hon­
ors due to the faithful priest; availing 
himself of every opportunity permitted 
by the shortness of time, he gathered 
from the neighborhood eight or nine 
priests, and on Tuesday, the 15th of 
April, they solemnly laid in the grave 
the sacred remains of good Father Was- 
seieau to sleep in the Lord till the clang 
ing of the trumpet, when they shall 
awaken in the clothing of immortality 
and proceed to hear the living Judge bid 
them take their place at Hie right. A 
few days afterwards the unwelcome news 
reached Ashfield and were received by 
the people with saddened hearts and 
eyes moistened in tears ; they bewailed 
their former pastor of the days of their 
struggles of settlement in the land ! He 
had founded their parish, he had built 
therein the first parochial residence, en­
larged and beautified its first church, 
built the present church of their sister 
congregation of St. Augustine, all most 
credible efforts of zeal, of industry and 
of generosity for those days of struggle 
and pioneer life ; he had watched their 
fathers and many of them clear their1 
land, had married one half cf the pres­
ent generation and baptized the larger 
portion of the other half ; he had pre­
pared them fur the grace of God and 
imparted it to them ; he had visited 
them, visited them In sickness, consoled 
them in atlliction and sent many of their 
friends to heaven. He had been away

to the sacrifice of propitiation for sin. 
At 7 o clock a low mass was celebrated 
at w hioh there had already congregated 
to leceive holy ooromuuiou upwards of 
one hundred and fifty persons. Mean­
while the other priests continued to hear 
the confessions of an earnest and devout 
throng. At ten o'clock the clergy,robed 
in vestments suitable to their different or­
ders,formed themselves into processional 
order and, preceded by the cross and 
the sanctuary boys, marched from the 
sacristy under the mournful strains of 
the “De profundi*" and ehtering by the 
main door proceeded uf) the centre aisle 
of a crowded church to the main altar,ap- 
propistely draped and now all ablaze 
with lights shed from colored lamps andi 
golden candlesticks. Now when 
come to the foot of the altar, the Rev 
Father McGee,of St. Augustine, assisted 
by Father Gnam,of Wyoming,as deacon, 
Father Cooke,of Seaforth, as sub-deacon, 
and Father McRae, of Parkhill, as mast­
er of ceremonies, ushered in by the sign 
of the cross the great and tremendous 
sacrifice of Calvary, the full choir of 
volcee.mingling with the melancholy and 
plaintive tonea of the organ and led by 
their pastor, devoutly sent up to God 
the firat pious prayer and pitiful wailing 
for solace and light to the revered de- 
fifnct—“Requiem oetemamdona eis,Dom­
ine.” Then the mass went on with more 
than ordinary impressiveness and solem­
nity .till the moment of the consummation 
of the sacrifice, holy communion, had ar­
rived, when more than two hundred per­
sona in addition to those of the naming 
piously arose and apnroached for holy 
communion. In all, close unto tour 
hundred persons or very nearly every 
adult member of the congregation parti­
cipated in the communion of the mass 
offered for the solace of the soul 
of the deceased priest. After the 
mass the Rev Father Corcoran, of Loi 
S-tlette, came forward and with beautiful 
thought expressed in well chosen lan­
guage pronounced the funeral oration and 
for half an hour led and kept the congre­
gation before the throne of God’s mercy 
m humble and fervent supplication on 
behalf of their devoted father.the lament­
ed Augustine Wassereau, Then,as many 
eyes could be seen throughout the church 
suffused with tears, the clergy and sanc­
tuary boys reappeared,torch in hand,and 
ranged themseDes round the catafalco 
erected in front of the sacred railing on 
the identical spot where stood in the old 
church the altar from which Father 
Wassereau had eo often spoken the word 
of divine truth and sent down his sacer­
dotal blessing to the congregation. The 
heartrending wails of the Libera now 
pierced as it were through the
roof of the church to send up to 
God the last desolate but hope­
ful prayer o? the living for the dead, the 
congregation knelt down amidst the 
silence of the Pater Noster and over that 
catafalco which in thought brought there 
the presence of the defunct in hia sac­
erdotal robes of penance the officiating 
priest pronounced the last absolution,fol­
lowed by the piercing last shout of the 
chorister, 1 ‘ Requiescat in pace” and the 
people of God responded a sobbing

The new Russia-leather gloves are 
highly perfumed; spine of them are in 
the very bright reddish tan that is the 
natural tint and is highly popular this 
season. French kid is coming in again, 
though Suede is still more generally 
worn. The new mouse-color is very 
*‘genteel,” and goes well with nearly 
every costume.

For “half” mourning, lavender Suede 
gloves with black points are prepared. 
Pace is one of the new colors for stock­
ings, but it is by no means the aggres­
sive tint that formerly went by that 
name. It is now a clear bright shade of 
heliotrope. It is found among the fine 
silk stockings, many of which are dyed 
in mouse color, tan, stem green, golden- 
brown, and violet to match the gloves, 
as it is fashionable to have these corres­
pond in tone.

'“Hammock” dresses, designed for ele­
gant wear on sultry, lazy afternoons, are 
announced. They are made with long, 
flowing Greek lines; they are steelless, 
cushionles*, half-fitting, but graceful 
withal, having no look of untidy lo)se- 
neas, and are made of all the soft, pratty 
crepalines, challis, Carmelites, and also 
of China silk, foulard and surah.

The Spanish mantle ie among the sur­
prisingly lengthy list of light summer 
wraps. It is considered particularly 
stylish, and is to be worn with dressy 
toilets of every description. It consists 
of a fichu-shaped shoulder capo of real 
lace in Spanish and Chantilly patterns 
combined, with long scarf ends that cross 
at the belt and fall low on the dress skirt. 
To many figures these are much more 
graceful than the all-round variety.

The handsome tweeds, English serges 
and fine French cheviots are made great 

■e of in the formation of stylish and 
useful spring travelling-suite for journeys 
by land and sea. Many new and at­
tractive shades have this season been 
added to the familiar dyes; there are 
also novel effects in stripes, bars, plaids 
in refined color combinations, apd Vene 
tian-patterned bordering».

A very old fashion has been revived 
in the cording of each seam of tHe bodice, 
and also the closely gored skirt. A 
heavy cord goes round the bottom of the 
skirt and up each seam. Silk generally 
covers the cord. When the gown is of 
figured or striped fabric the cording cor­
responds with the flower or stripe in 
shade.

Among all the draped, pleatbd, and 
crossed bodices, the glove fitting corsage 
laced up the back is finding its way 
among the favorites. The fronts are fit­
ted as closely as possible by a deep seam 
down the centre, which is covered by a 
narrow but deep plastron, the point of 
which reaches below the waist line.

iMimj of Match.
I have • email garden in which I grow 

some dainties which we all enjoy, and 
which benefit and confirm our health in 
•teed of aeaailing it, aa bough ten da in 
ties are ao apt to do. The bodily exei 
cise and the mental interest which the 
care of my garden proteges excite add as 
much more to the healthfulneaa of tî e 
possession. Some little economies of 
management have gradually evolved 
themselves. On one aide of a path is an 
asparagus bed ; on the other aide straw- 
berries. Near this is a bed annually dug 
for peae, beans, tomatoes, etc. All as­
paragus tops that seed are pulled out, for 
the young planta of aapar g is, when out 
of place, are troublesome weeds, and es­
pecially so among the low strawberry 
plante. There and elsewhere there is no 
tolerance for weeds in this garder-. 
Strawberry plants, besides requiring pro­
tection from all sorts of weeds, must al­
so have protection from alterations of 
freezing and thawing.

I have used sawdust very satisfactorily 
as mulch, but cannot get any this year. 
So I cut the asparagus tops off close and 
spread the haulm,.cleared of seeds as it 
ia, over the strawberry beds, and use the 
beanpoles to hold it in p’a e against 
wind. A calm, frosty December morn­
ing is the time to do this well. Tomato 
and pea haulm and cornstalks serve to 
shade part of the surface in the same 
way. A heap of leaves, carried in from 
street trees, ie divided between perennial 
flowers and the strawberries, and prun- 
ings of some evergreens planted as a 
screen help to complete the useful ser 
vice. Any other prunings are used in 
the same way, and in the spring will he 
buried in a trench dug during win­
ter to receive them, and over this trench 
when filled in with soil well mellowed by 
frost and become warm and dry, some of 
the vines will be grown that yield us 
tomatoes, cucumbers, etc , of a quality 
that all admire.—Shelah.

Individuality In Cows.
The likes and dislikes of cows are al­

most as various as their color markings. 
The dainty feeder may, and generally 
will, prefer rich and concentrated food, 
while the voracious feeder is compara­
tively indifferent as to the quality, pro­
vided there is plenty of it. The feeder 
must study his cows and cater to the r 
individualities.—Jersey Bulletin.

The Cooking of Vegetables.

The cooking of vegetables is an art, 
and one worth cultivating. A little 
heart as well as art must needs go into 
the oven or the kettle, or a delicate taste 
will discern the lack of it. Contrary to 
the old opinion, it is now believed by 
many of the best scientists of the present 
day that vegetables and cereals furnish 
all substances needed for the nourish­
ment and maintenance of the body. 
However that may be, fruits, grains and 
vegetables largely predominate over ! 
meat in the dietary, and we cannot over­
estimate the necessity of preparing them 
so as to be at the same time appetizing 
and strengthening.

In boiling vegetables it is much better 
to use soft water than hard. This Is no 
fancy, but has been a*.d may be demon­
strated.

The Housewife is authority for this 
statement :—Lettuce, spinach and cauli­
flower need to be washed in several wa­
ters and then left in ice-çold water a few 
minutes before <|rawing. The use of 
these vegetables is very apparent to one 
who studies the chemistry of food. By 
them slight indispositions are often re­
moved, and very likely grave disorders 
obviated. Almost every kind of vege­
table has its specific effect. Celery, it is 
well known, is a nervous sedative, and 
acts favorably upon rheumatism and 
neuralgia ; lettuce and cucumbers, with 
the acid which is used in dressing them, 
are cooling ; asparagus is an admirable 
blood purifier ; tomatoes stimulate the 
action of the stomach and liver ; onions 
are a remedy for sleeplessness, and are 
so wholesome that it is a pity they are 
not eaten more frequently ; beets and 
turnips furnish waste material, while 
peas and beans are nutritious and 
strengthening to a high degree But 
from the first of the list to the last much 
depends on the way they are served

Helpfal Harrowing.
I never failed to receive pay for aU the 

extra harrowing done. My neighbors 
used to laugh at me, and say I had “har­
rowing on the brain.’ but I notice they 
are using the harrow more than formerly.
I have so often seen winter wheat, where 
the ground was thoroughly harrowed in 
the fall before sowing, in time of drouth 
make an excellent crop, while that sown 
in the ordinary way was nearly or quite 
a failure, that now I would not think ot 
risking a wheat crop without the most 
continued and complete use of the har­
row at every opportunity between the 
time of ploughing the grouna and sowing 
the wheat. If the ground is in a proper 
state for cultivation you caonot harrow 
ti o much for any crop. No one harrow 
is best under all ciicumatances, so I use 
the Acme, disk and smoothing harrows 
as the end to be accomplished seems to 
require.—Pennsylvania Farmer.

Hard Fowl Makes Hard, Firm Teeth.
The law of deterioration from disuse, 

says a writer in Good lloutckeepinçi, ob 
tains with the teeth,as well as with other 
things. The constant and regular u*e 
of them in masticating hard food tends 
to make them continually grow harder 
and stronger, and better able to resist 
the influences that make for decay, while 
on the other hand living on soft food 
and neglect of mastication makes them 
tender, softens the enamel and renders 
them easi'y susceptible to corroding 
effects. This is sometimes especially 
shown in the case of people after a Jung 
illnefs, who find their teeth tender and 
sorè when they begin to return to a diet 
of solid, hard food. A dentist, speaking 
on this subject, says:—Ironie men b«ve 
healthy teeth all their lives because they 
were given good, hard food during 
infancy. That is the period to begin tu 
save the teeth.

Mothers and nurses give children soft 
food, utterly ignorant in many cases of 
the result. Crusts and hard stuff's should 
be given to children as soon as they can 
eat them. In this wray the teeth begin 
to grow healthy, and gradually harden 
with time and use. The chewing-gum 
girl give» her molars plenty of wholesome 
and unwholesome exercise. But chewing 
gum is not especially healthy, because 
only part of the teeth are used. It is jaw 
exercise more than anything else. But 
in eating hard, wholesome food, all the 
teeth come in contact with thesubstance. 
Tobacco chewing is not healthy for the 
teeth, because the tobacco is generally 
placed in one location, like chewing gum, 
and there remains, until thrown out. 
The Southern negroes have better teeth 
than moat any race, because they use 
them from childhood up in masticating 
hard food.

THE RAILWAY WORLD.
Beading Makes a Deal to Use the Erie te 

Buffalo and Send Coal to Canada.
Philadelphia, May 2L—Under orders of 

the Board of Managers of the Reading Rail­
road surreys are now being made for a line 
to connect the Reading system at William* 
port with the Erie at Erwin, a few miles 
west of Corning on the main line of the 
latter road. About 30 miles of the Erie’s 
Tioga branch (from Blossburg to Lawrence» 
ville) will be used to make the connection. 
It is understood that the Erie will build the 
road from Lawrenoeville to Erwin, a dia 
tance of 9 miles, and that the line from 
Williamsport to Blossburg will be built 
jointly by the Reading and the Erie. This5 
will give the Reeding a line from ite mines 
to Buffalo 87 miles shorter than its present 
route via the Fall brook and New York 
Central, putting the Reading coal into Buf­
falo on a shorter line than any other except 
one—the Delaware, Lackawanna & Western 
—which is the same length.

The Erie Road is used from Lawrencevills 
also to make a connection with the Elmira, 
Cortland & Northern Railroad, which 
stretches out of the north 140 miles to Cam­
den on the Rome, Watertown A Ogdensburg 
Railroad, which it is reported is already 
operated favorably to the Reading, at which 
point a large and constantly increasing 
anthracite coal tonuage is distributed.

It is said that President Corbin is not 
satisfied with this terminus at Camden and 
that he has it in contemplation to extend the 
route from Camden to Watertown and thence 
to Morristown, the terminus of the Rome, 
Watertown and Ogdensburg. where, as well 
as at Ogdenbnrg, ferry connections are 
established with the Canadian Pacific. An 
extension of five or six miles from 
Morristown to Ogdensburg will bring 
the route to a connection with the 
Central Vermont system. Through 
these connections Reading coal can 
be distributed along the entire liqes of these 
two systems where at present it is entirely 
shut out. The connection with the Canadian 
Pacific will put Reading coal into the large 
cities of Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto 
and other points to the Pacific Ucenn, at 
which places the consumption of anthracite 
coal is on the increase, with every prospect 
that it will develop in the near future into a 
large demand. President Corbin, accom­
panied by a surveyor, is now on the ground 
investigating this route in person.

In the Hotel Business.
Winnipeg, May 21.—It is reported that 

the Canadian Pacific Railway hps purchased 
the Clarendon Hotel here for $80,000, and 
will fit it up in elegant fonp. The step is 
doubtless prompted by the fact that the 
Northern Pacific is building a mammoth 
hotel in connection with their station here, 
the object being to capture all southern 
business.

It is also stated that Stewart Tupper, act­
ing for the Hudson’s Bay Railway, has pur­
chased 60 acres of land in this city to be used 
as terminal grounds for the company. The 
belief is general here that the latter company 
has made such arrangements with the Domin­
ion Government as will enable it to go on 
with the construction this year.

Government Aid for the H. B. R.R.
Ottawa, May 21.—It is understood the 

Government has decided to grant substantia 
aid to the Hudson Bay Railway. The Mani­
toba members have been urging this course 
for some time past.

The Atchison's Acquisition.
Boston, Mass., May 21.—The papers com­

pleting the deal between the Atchison & St. 
Lov's and San Francisco Railways have been 
signed.

The Knights of the Punch.
Rochester. May 21.—The conductors’ 

convention adjourned here to-night after a 
10-days’ session. The work of the day was 
only the clearing up of routine - matters. 
Secretary Daniels prepared a statement for 
publication regarding the strike clause, in 
which he stated that the body would not 
strike under any circumstances. The con­
ductors leave to-morrow morning for 
Albany, thence by boat to New York.

Watering Richmond Terminal.
New York, May 21.—The directors of the 

Richmond Terminal to-day authorized 
the increase of the capital stock 
to $70,000,OX). Part of the increase 
will be exchanged for East Tennessee 
preferred and Virginia Midland stock. The 
balance and some collateral trust 5 per cent, 
bonds will bo offered stockholders who, will 
receive a $1000 bond and 20 shares of stock 
for $1200.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.
Falling Off in Contributions for Foreign 

Missions.
Saratoga, May 21.—In the Presbyterian 

General Assembly to-day a resolution urging 
Congress to pass the bill for an investigation 
of the effects of intoxicating liquors was 
adopted.

The 5:>d annual report of the Board of 
Foreign Missions was read by Dr. Burrill of 
Minneapolis. The total receipts were $274,- 
Ü66, a decrease of $58,749 as compared with 
tiie previous year. The report says: “The 
strong synods have not done as well in pro­
portion as the weaker ones. It only makes 
matters worse that our other boards are as a 
rule in the same situation. The cause is be­
coming more and more dependent on the 
benevolence of the dead and the activity of 
living women and Sunday school scholars 
while the churches are falling off. 
We mu't and can make up these 
deficits in the receipts of our boards. 
Our denomination, perhaps the richest 
in the world, gives only one-sixteenth 
of one per cent, of its income for sending 
the gospel to the heathen. God wants us to 
go home and tell our presbyteries what we 
need with no doubt as to getting it.”

The recommendations of the board wore 
adopted.

Fatality at Port Colborne.
Port Colborne, May 21.—Mrs. Mar 

haffoy, a widow of this place, employed tc 
cook on the steam barge Isaac May, while 
coming off the boat about 9 o’clock to-night, 
fell between the boat and the wall of the 
lock, striking her head and fracturing her 
skull. The body was recovered from the 
water in a short time, but life was extinct.

The Kid Won.
Buffalo, May 21.—Frank McHugh of 

Cincinnati and Jimmy Kennard, the “St. 
Paul Kid,” met tonight in a finish fight 
before the Arlington Club for $500 a side 
and a $.‘100 purse. Kennard won in 26 rounds. 
A large sum of money changed hands on the 
result.

Mate Macltie’s Body Recovered.
Kingston, May 2L—Parties grappling to­

day for bodies of the crew of the ill-fated 
Jessie Breek recovered that of Joseph 
Mackie, the mate. It was found a short dis­
tance from where the schooner capsised.
