Prince Alexander of Teck proposed
a resolution calling for the raising of
funds to pay off the debt on the Wind-
sqr hospital as the most fitting me-
morial to the King, and Lord Burn-
ham; in seconding the ' resolution,
spoke of the King’s intense interest
in hospital work.: He went on:

“There was one small hospital in
London in the welfare of which he
was ever deeply interested—King Ed-
ward’d Hospital for Officers, in Gros-
venor Gardens, managed with match-
less devotion and sgkill by that most
admirable woman, Miss Agnes Key-
ser, popularly and lovingly known as
Sister Agnes. Not very long before
the King's death there lay in the
good sister’s charge an officer who
was very, very ill, after a serious op-
eration, and who, as it was thought,
could not survive.

“The’ King was coming to the hos-
pital to pay one of his quiet visits,
and the patient, who heard he was ex-
pected, and who was almost too weak
to speak, said it would be a great
happiness to_him if he could hear his
voice, and he asked the sister if it
would be possible for her to talk to
King Edward outside the open door.
Sister Agnes said she would try to
do what he wished, and, having in
due course led the King there, she
told him what her purpose had been.
In a moment he went through the
door to the bedside of the sick man,
taking his hand, held it for a long
time, while he spoke to him words
of tenderness and counsel, and, when
he had finally said good-bye, he slow-
ly walked to the window and looked
out upon—well, he looked -out upon
nothing, as the'‘tedrs rolled down his
cheeks, and then silently left the bed-
side of the sufferer whose strong de-
sire it had been to listen to his voice.

Antarctic Explorer Has the Best Expedi-
tion Ever Sent Out.

The Terra Nova is bound for .the
Antarctic. She carries the majority
of those who are to accompany Capt.
Scott in his endeavor to:reach ‘the
South Pole. Capt. Scott rightly counts
himself leader of the most thoroughly
organized expedition in the history: of
Polar exploration. Given the man,
the expedition will not only be the
most thoroughly organized but al-
most the most determined that has
ever set out,

Capt. Robert Falson Scott is a man
of keen 'sentiment and enormous en-
thusiasms, but they are hidden below
the surface of a very placid and an-
concerned demeanor. The traditions
of the naval service on the one hand
and of the great explorers on the oth-
er, inspire him. " Clean shaven, with
a strog and determined face, tight,
firm lips, and keen but kindly light
blue eyes, he is just forty-two years

He was thirty-three when ‘he .first set
out towards the South Pole in the
wonderful but too expensive and not
over-satisfactory Discovery, in which
he made the. great expedition which
penetrafed farthest south: for the
time - being.

As a good captain he liked the Dis-
covery, despite her faults, and if sen-

her situation, and indeed that of the
whole expedition, was a little seri-
ous. The Government had guessed

White Bread

“y Predisposing Cause of Consump-
tion.”

The value of good bread in the pre-
vention of tuberculosis was the theme
of Miss May Yates at a ladies’ confer-
ence during, the Public, Health Con-
gress at Birkenhead, Cheshire, Tre-
cently.

It was now recognised, said Miss
Yates, that tuberculosis was not
hereditary, and that if properly treat-
ed in the early stages it might be com-
pletely cured. The preyailing custom
of using’ white bread deprived the sys-
tem of phosphoric acid and iron which

were so essential, and their loss pre-
disposed the human body towards con-
sumption. Defective teeth followed
from the same cause, with consequent
maldigestion, and malnutrition.

The history of the Irish peasantry
afforded proof of the degeneration re-
sulting from insufficient feeding.
Thirty or forty years ago the Irish
peasantry were a robust race, little
troubled with consumption. They liv-
ed on oatmeal porridge, bread made
from home-grown stone-ground flour
and meal, milk, and potatoes. Now
the people lived prineipally on bread
made from imported = foreign white
flour and tea, and they were being
ravaged by consumption.

Miss Yates proposed a resolution
urging the Government . and public
analysts to consider means for secur-
ing the abolition of injurious chemical
processes- in the preparation of flour
and bread, and the- importance of
fixing a standard of nutriment for
bread and flour. The resolution was
carried unanimously.

Impressive
pictures are shown of the great catar-
act, and of' the works where is in-
stalled the. most complete paper-
making plant in the world.

Record Shipload of Paper.

At the works the logs vanish into
a long row of machines, emerging as
a watered mass of pulp. Then comes
the packing of the finished paper and
its despatch by train to the wharf for
passage to England. One of the in-
cidents shown is the arrival of the
biggest shipload of paper ever land-
ed in England, the 2,343 tons brought
irto the Thames by the Tritonia.

The fascinating operation of setting
type by linotype machines, the cast-
ing of the plates, and the threading
of the huge, five mile reels of paper on
to the great printing machines which
will print and automa‘tically count
60,000 copies of The Daily Mail per
hour, are next shown.
