London, August 2.—Lord Burnham

The gathering 
was convened by the mayor to dis­
cuss steps for a memorial In Windsor 
to Edward VII., and was presided 
over by Prihce Christian, High Stew­
ard of the Royal Burough.

Not very long before 
the King’s death there lay In the 
good sister’s charge an officer who 
was very, very ill, after a serious op­
eration, and who, as it was thought, 
could not survive. ‘

World’s Largest Ship.
Mr. Hunter, chairman of Messrs. 

Swan, Hunter, and Wlgham Richard­
son, states that the proposed new 
Cunarder, If the present plans, are 
carried out, will not only be larger 
than the Olympic and Titanic, build­
ing at Belfast, but also . larger and 
faster than a German liner now build­
ing at Hamburg.

The Titanic Is 850 ft. long and 90 ft. 
broad. The new vessel will probably 
be propelled by turbine engines.

Big Windfall to
British Treasury.

London, Aug. 2.—The late Baron 
Schroeder, the sale of whose art col­
lection at Christie’s established re­
cord prices, left an estate valued at 
$10,400,000. Under the new Budget 
the Baron't executors will pay into 
the treasury $2,400,000 as death and 
legacy duties.

As showing how the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer has increased the in­
heritance tax in his new budget, it 
may be stated that if Baron Schroed­
er had died three years ago his es­
tate would have paid only $1,575,000 
as death and legacy duties instead of 
$2,400,000, which it has to pay under 
Lloyd-George’s budget. The Baron 
left $150,000 to various charities. He 
was the head of the banking firm of 
J. H. Schroeder & Co.

His title was German, but King 
Edward permitted him to • use it in 
England. He bequeathed ta King 
Gèofge a chalice and pàten, or wafer 
dish, found near Dolgelly, in Wales, 
one of the rarest of Welsh archaeo­
logical treasures. It is expected that 
King George will péesênt the Baron’s 
legacy to the British Museum.

Edgcworthstown.
The little town which bears the 

name of the tamed Edgeworth fam­
ily, with its wealth of literary asso­
ciation, . is now being sold. Edge- 
worthstown was originally a small 
village when the Edgeworths , estab­
lished themselves there as long ago 
as 1583, and the first of the family 
who went to Ireland was made Bish­
op of Down and Connor. It will per­
haps be news to many Londoners that 
it was this family which gave its 
name also to Edgeworth, now Edge- 
ware. In one of the houses of Edge- 
worthstown, the same in which Oliver 
Goldsmith went to school, was born 
Abbe Edgeworth, who at the peril of 
his life attended Louis XVI. on the 
scaffold. Sir Walter Scott, like many 
of the distinguished visitors, was 
much interested in that house when, 
in 1825, he was the guest of Maria 
Edgeworth, whose ‘Castle Rackrent" 
first suggested to him the idea of the 
Waverley novels.—Pall Mall Gazette.

The 
great battleship, was followed by the 
Royal yacht, from which the Queen, 
with Princess Mary and Prince 
George, watched the operations. It 
was noticed that the Victoria and Al­
bert was now flying Queen Mary'S 
flag for the first time.

Killed as He Telephones
Portland, Me., Aug. 2.—During an 

electrical storm that was accompan­
ied by rain so severe as to be almost 
a cloudburst, a street car conductor 
telephoning the barn was electrocut­
ed by lightning coming down the 
wire. Two others were severely, if 
not fatally, burned in the same man­
ner.

The pro­
posed change, to relieve the Sovereign 
of an unpleasant obligation, will be a 
credit to Christian common sense.”

Lord Lansdowne, approving the new 
form, remarked:

"Standing at the beginning of a new 
reign, under the happiest auspices, 1, 
do not wish its opening days to be dis­
figured by religious animosities.’

The Duke of Norfolk expressed 
gratitude on behalf of himself and his 
fellow Catholics, for the change.

After the debate lasting two and a 
half hours, the bill passed its second 
reading without a division. Later it 
was read a third time.

Marriage Contract inTriple Tragedy DEATH TO THENear Santa Rosa the Time of
Family of Three Slain and Japanese

Servant Suspected —Human Bones
Found.
Santa Rosa, Cal., August 4, — A 

general alarm was sent out to-day for 
the apprehension of a Japanese boy, 
Henry Yamagachi, in the hope of ob­
taining a key to a gruesome, triple 
murder enacted on a lonely ranch near 
here.

The crime was revealed when coun­
ty officers, Investigating the disap­
pearance of a family of three, discov­
ered the charted bones of Enoch 
Kendall, Mrs. Ura Kendall, his wife, 
and Thomas A. Kendall, their son, in 
the-yard of their home, just north of 
Santa Rosa.

Suspicion, according to the sheriff, 
is directed to the missing Japanese, 
Yapiagachi, who occupied a cabin on 
the ranch, and recently had a violent 
quarrel with Thomas Kendall, mana­
ger of the ranch. Young Kendall is 
said to have beaten and shot at the 
boy. Nursing his grievance against 
Kendall, Yamagachi is said to have 
acted like one demented.

Neighbours Becanle Suspicious.

ed the attention of the sheriff to the 
case.

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The “ Yale” at Labrador.
Small Craft Which Was in Halifax Has Arrived 

at Indian Harbor.

News was received at Greenwich. 
Conn., Monday, of the arrival at In­
dian Harbour, Labrador, of John Row­
land, the young Yale man who had 
the 40 foot hospital tender Yale built 
along lines suggested by himself, 
l aised the cost of construction by per­
sonal subscription, and then, with a 
crew of students, took the boat from 
BoothJjay, Me., and turned it over to 
Dr. Grenfell, the Labrador missionary, 
as a wedding present to be used in the 
Labrador work.

Young Rowland, who is 21 years old, 
is a son of George Rowland, a prom­
inent New York business man, whose 
country home is in Greenwich, and a 
brother of Henry Rowland, the novel­
ist.

The Yale was finished on June 15 
and young Rowland occompanied by a 
Yale junior by the name of Twombly 
and another Yale man, together with 
a young man from Labrador, who had

been at Pratt Institution, Brooklyn, 
joined the vessel. On June 18 they 
sailed; taking a pilot with them. They 
reached Halifax July 9, Here thje 
pilot left tliem and .they, had to get 
another. After a rather bad trip, dur­
ing which all hands were pretty well 
worn out, they arrived at Battle Har­
bor, Labrador, July 19. It was found 
out there that Dr. Grenfell was at St. 
Anthony, Nfld., and they sailed to that 
place.

Here they found that Dr. Grenfell 
was anxious that the boat should be 
taken at pnce to Indian Harbor, about 
200 miles north of Battle Harbor. 
They sailed at once, arriving there 
Monday night. The Yale is 44 feet 
S nches over all. and 34 feet on the 
vzater lne. She has a width of 12 feet 
and a draft of 6 feet 8 inches. She is 
ketch rigged, with an auxiliary engine, 
using kerosene, as gasoline cannot be 
obtained on Labrador. Her hull is of 
the double end type.—Halifax Record­
er, August 4.

London, August 3.—“What does the 
Government intend to do with Lord 
Kitchener,” a well-informed official 
at Whitehall was asked a few days 
ago.

Roosevelt, in his Guildhall speech, laid 
down a course of action in Egypt. So 
the Government decided, at least for 
the present to keep Kitchener at home. 
This decision, of course, was due to 
the fact that the Government did not 
wish to jump at Mr. Roosevelt’s plan 
of sending a man of ‘blood and iron' 
to Egypt.

“So you cannot tell what work will 
be found for the great soldier?” He 
might be sent to Constantinople as 
Ambassador, for we need a strong man 
there. England has been losing 
ground with t^e Young Turks for sev­
eral months.

King Pins Medals 
on Miners’ Breasts.

Three Score Heroes of Colliery Disas­
ters Receives Decorations From the 
British Ruler’s Hands at Palace. 
London Aug. 2.—King George, at 

Marlborough House to-day, in pres­
ence of the Home Secretary and other 
Government officials, decorated ejxty- 
two miners for conspicuous gallantry 
in saving or attempting to save life in 
recent colliery disasters, presenting 
them with King Edward medals —a 
decoration instituted by the late King 
for heroism in mines.

After addressing words of praise to 
the recipients and complimenting 
them for their bravery, the men were 
presented singly to the monarch, who 
personally pinned the medal on the 
breast. More than fifty of the men 
won their decoration by bravery in the 
Whitshaven pit disaster, when more 
than one hundred miners were en­
tombed. It occurred just after King 
Edward’s death.

Nine seamen also received medals 
for conspicuous gallantry in saving 
life at sea.

Making a Newspaper.
Fascinating Series of “Dally Mall”

One of the in­
cidents shown is the arrival of the 
biggest shipload of paper ever land­
ed in England, the 2,343 .tons brought 
ir.to the Thames by the Tritonia.

The fascinating operation of setting 
type by linotype machines, the cast­
ing of the plates, and the threading 
of the huge, five mile reels of paper on 
to the great printing machines which 
will print and automatically count 
60,000 copies of The Daily Mail per 
hour, are next shown.

Farmer Ruby Pleads
for Cheap Lime.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In the Daily News of 

August 5th is a letter from Mr. J. F. 
Downey, he writes of my experiment­
ing with alfalfa: I have grown small 
lots different times. It always grows 
well with wood ashes or lime. It re­
quires a porous sub-soil as its roots 
penetrate very deep. On the 30th of 
July I sowed a small plot. I will re­
port the results at the Agricultural 
Show. I have grown it two fefet high 
oh well drained bog land. Dr. Gren­
fell is experimenting with some hardy 
sorts of Alfalfa in Canada Bay: It 
would be well to find out how it suc­
ceeded with him. Alfalfa is a Legume. 
It belongs to the clover family, and 
all Leguminus plants require lime. 
It would be useless to sow Alfalfa 
here without lime in some form. Mr.

Downey says if we are to make cattle 
raising the profitable industry that it 
should be, comes the question of this 
securing of the most nutritious feeds 
at lowest cost must be of first import­
ance to everyone interested therein. 
Now, you are coming to the point, Mr. 
Downey. This is why I am always 
pleading for lime that will cause the 
clover and Alfalfa to thrive. We will 
then have the best of cattle feed and, 
still be improving the fertility of the 
soil. From Blacksburg, Mountgomery 
County, Virginia Experimental Sta­
tion, in Bulletin 187, there is valuable 
information about lime. We should 
have a lime kiln built and start burn­
ing lime this fall. Who will move ’in 
the matter in order that we may 
boom agriculture?
