The Outlook

Although the People’s Party has had
nineteen members returned to the
House of Assembly, and there is a pos-
sibility of a slight increase in this
number, there is no probability of the
People’s Party showing a majority of
votes recorded in its favour. So far
as the votes of the electors go, the
majority "is already in favour of the
Opposition, and that numerical super-
iority in votes will in all probability
be increased by the returns from the
four  constituencies ‘which- are yet to
be heard from. Of two things we are
well assured. One is that the tide of
popular feeling has set in against the
Government of the People’s Party, and
the other is that there will be an Op-
position in the House of Assembly
strong in number and vigorous in ac-
tion.

The situation of the Government is
perilous. Two departmental officers
have been defeated, and this will en-
tail two bye-elections. The Govern-
ment will have to exercise consider-
able ingenuity in finding safe seats
for the two members of the House of
Assembly, who will be called upon to
fill them, and in this particular they
may find themselves up against seri-
ous snags. Even though they over-
come them, there are ominous reports
of a serious decline in the revenue,
and it looks as if the Minister of Fi-
nance and Customs will find it difficult
in the next House of Assembly to jus-
tify the financial arrangements he put
through the House last session. Alto-
gether, the outlook for the Govern-
ment is gloomy, but the outlook for
the Opposition is correspondingly
bright. and hopeful.

Watching
Ballot Boxes.

We would like to know why can-
didates were not allowed to have
agents to watch the ballot boxes froms
the time they were closed and seal-
ed until they were opened by the
Returning Officers for the count.
We can see no good reason for this
refusal, and it seems to us that the
Election Act should be amended to
give to candidates this right. The
Returning Officer, under the present
procedure, appoints a messenger,
who is sworn in, to guard the ballot
boxes and keep them intact until they
are delivered to the Returning Officer
at the place for counting. What ob-
jection can there be to candidates
having an agent to watch, who would
be sworn in as the messenger is
sworn in at present. If it is a fact,
that a ballot box has beep removed
from the booth td'a private house, it
is a matter which justifies searching
enquiry. It calls for some provisions
in the Election Act to forbid any such
practice. It will be a matter for the
Opposition to take up at the next
session of the Legislature.

To Build Its
Own Navy.

Zealand Adopts Policy Some-
what Similar to Canadian Liber-
als—Laltter, “However, would Also
Have Ships Built in this Country.

Wellington, - N.Z.,, Oct. 28.—The
government of the Dominion of New
Zealand dccided to-day to adopt the
policy of building a navy of its own
on the same lines as that of the
Commonwealth of Australia, and to
discontinue its subsidy to the Imperi-
al British Navy. Premier William
Ferguson lassey in announcing tne
reversal of the present system, ex-
plained ‘that the decision of the gov-
ernment to assume the greater re-
sponsibility was due to the inability
of the British Admiralty to carry out
its agreement of, 1909, and station
two cruisers, of the Bristol type of
4,800 tons displabement in New Zea-
land waters,” the Dominion bearing
the cost of their upkeep. The Brit-
ish Admiralty had substituted for
these two cruisers the Psyche and
the Pyramus, of 2,133 tons displace-
ment, which were unsatisfactory to
the Dominion, and the Premier pro-
posed to recommend-to the New Zea-
land Parliament an order for the
construction in England in 1914, of a
cruiser of the Bristol type at a cost
of $2,000,000. This and other war
vessels acquired by New Zealand,
the Premier said, would be under the
administration of the Dominion  in
peace time, but would pass automati-
cally into the control of the admiral-
ty during war time, or when. they
might be urgently needed.

132 Auto Deaths

In New York in Nine Months.

New York, Oct. 24.—Figures given
out yesterday by George Le Brun,
clerk of the coroner’s court, show a
great increaseé in 1913 in the number
of deaths ‘in Manhatten due to auto-
mobiles over any previous year. In
the nine months ended Sept. 30, there
were 132 deaths in Manhattan. At
the same ratio the number for the
entire yvear will be 176. Six were
caused by mail wagons, sixteen by
other automobile trucks, . seven by
taxicabs, three by fire trucks, and the
rest by private. cars. Fifty-eight of
the victims were children under 12.

Kach regiment of the British Army
claims one particular refrain as its
“regimental march.”

Most of these tunes are linked up in
some way with the history ot the e-
ginients to which they belong,

For instance, the renowned ‘“‘Caira”
of the West Yorkshire Regiment was
adopted during a campaign in France,
when the regiments was known as the
14th Foot.

Marine Light Infantry, while “A Life
on the Ocean Wave'’ belongs to the
Naval Brigade. ;

The Scots Greys march to tte strains
of “The Garb of Old Gaul,” the Scots
Guards and many other Kkilted regi-
ments to “Highland Laddie,” the Ro-
yval Scots to the famous “Dumbarton’s
Drums,” the Scottish Border Regi-
ment to “Blue Bonnets O’er the Bor-
der,” and the Scottish Rifles to the
well--known lile of “Within a Mile o’
Edinboro’ Toon.” The “regimental
march” of the King’s Royal Rifles is
“The Huntsman’s Chorus,” and of the
East Surreys “A Southerly Wind and
Cloudy Sky.”

Wales Borderers use the spirited
“Men.of Harlech’ as their “regimental
march.”
